Civil authority is recognized as God’s ordinance for the preservation of peace and justice, yet it is bounded by divine law. Practical admonitions follow: avoid partiality, restrain covetousness, and pursue fairness. The sequence connects ecclesial reform to social conscience, arguing that right doctrine should yield honesty in trade, integrity in office, and care for the poor.
