  5   In February 1979, this tender 17-year-old right-back became the youngest player ever dismissed for City, on his second League appearance. It all ‘kicked off’ during a Second Division fixture at Ewood Park, Blackburn.





  6   Another right-back; this one has the ‘distinction’ of becoming the first City player to be sent off on his League debut for the club, a Fourth Division game in September 1987 at Wrexham.
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
