With the War of the Spanish Succession, the focus shifts to 1704, when an Anglo-Dutch force seized Gibraltar. Stephens outlines the operation, the swift capitulation of the garrison, and the subsequent establishment of British control. The account notes diplomatic developments leading to the Treaty of Utrecht of 1713, by which Spain ceded the fortress to Britain. Spanish attempts to reverse the loss are summarized, including pressure from the isthmus and intermittent bombardments.
