	Needles and pins are small but essential tools that no quilter can do without. Sewing machine needles come in different sizes and types, with some designed specifically for quilting. A standard universal needle works well for most cotton fabrics, but specialized quilting needles are designed to pierce multiple layers without skipping stitches. Hand quilting needles, also known as betweens, are shorter and stronger, allowing for tight, even stitches. Pins, on the other hand, help keep fabric layers aligned before sewing. Quilting pins are typically longer and have a flat or ball-shaped head for easy handling. Some quilters prefer clips instead of pins, particularly for securing thick layers together when binding a quilt. A good pincushion or magnetic pin holder keeps these tiny tools organized and within reach.
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
