	Learning from Bill Gates,

	It is estimated that each exceptionally super-rich individual, Bill Gates, Warren Buffet, and Elon Musk, possesses fortunes totaling tens of billions in US dollars. What biographical steps, skills and character traits have led Gates, Buffet and Musk to this incredible wealth?

	 

	Bill Gates

	Bill Gates was born in the USA in 1955, his family was wealthy. His father worked as a respected lawyer and Bill Gates' mother was a businesswoman and board member of various companies. Bill Gates showed a keen interest in computers from an early age. He developed his first computer programme at the age of 13 and spent a lot of time using the CIP pool at Lakeside School in Seattle. While at school, Bill Gates and his friend Paul Allen founded the company Traf-O-Data, which counted and analysed traffic data. This was one of Bill Gates' first entrepreneurial endeavours. After graduating from Lakeside School, Gates enrolled at Harvard University. Two years later, however, he dropped out to concentrate fully on software development.

	In 1975, Bill Gates and Paul Allen founded the company Microsoft. Their first major product was BASIC interpreter software for the Altair 8800, one of the first personalised computers. In 1980, Microsoft received a major order from IBM to supply an operating system for their new PC. Gates acquired the 86-DOS software and modified it to MS-DOS. This step marked the beginning of Microsoft's rise to become the dominant force in the PC operating system market. From 1985, Windows was offered, a graphical operating system based on MS-DOS. Windows eventually became one of the most successful operating systems for personal computers and laid the foundations for the company's later successes.

	In the 1990s, Microsoft launched its Office suite on the market, which includes programmes such as Word, Excel and PowerPoint. Microsoft Office became standard software for office applications and remains widely used to this day. The company later integrated Internet Explorer into the Windows 95 operating system, which helped to make the internet more accessible to many people. Windows 95 itself was a great success and enabled Microsoft to further establish itself as a leading technology company. In the 1990s, Microsoft came under legal scrutiny for anti-competitive practices, particularly for abusing its monopoly position in the operating system market. The company eventually had a protracted legal battle with the Department of Justice. In the decades that followed, Microsoft continued to diversify, launching products such as the Xbox games consoles, the Azure cloud platform and numerous software and hardware products. Microsoft's development has been characterised by innovation, entrepreneurial skill and a significant influence on the computer industry. Bill Gates played a key role in this development, and even after his retirement as CEO, Microsoft remains an important player in the technology industry.
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
