Foreword 

 

The beauty of poetry is also practical. It is said in the Vedic scripture that to be a poet is one of the divine qualities possessed by devotees of the Lord. Like an ornament it enhances the character of a person, if he is using this poetry not for own sense gratification, but for glorification of the Supreme Person. That is the only work of a poet, namely to glorify the all-attractive person, literally Kṛṣṇa.  

Words that do not glorify the All-attractive Person, Kṛṣṇa, are considered by saintly persons to be like places of pilgrimage for crows. Swan-like devotees who are actually residents of the kingdom of God do not derive any pleasure there. Thus, I follow in the footsteps of my spiritual teachers who were all expert poets and writers.  

2016, as a believer and traveler I came to win back faith. Finding shelter with the wisdom texts of the Vedas, a doorway to self-realisation was opened. Self-realisation is nothing cheap, but the sole purpose of human existence. This human form of life is essentially meant for inquiring about the Absolute Truth.  

When this mystical door opened, I had insight into the spiritual truth, substantial, enlightened and blissful. In a state of meditation this spiritual drop touched my heart and I tried to get hold of it. Expressing my experiences in words of poetry helped to channel these spiritual visions and insights.  

Once I sat on the Pacific Ocean and meditated. A vast consciousness surrounded me and I felt as if I was one with that vast consciousness. Later, I came back to an individual consciousness. I would read about this oneness experience, warned that this is māyā, illusion. In retrospect, this path of illusion (Mayavada) was enlightened by the spiritual master (Prabhupāda) who felt compassion with this delusioned seeker. Śrīla Prabhupāda thus captured the heart of the spiritual traveler and entranced him to follow the principles of Hare Kṛṣṇa - chant, dance & feast. Thus engaged in Bhakti, one can taste true satisfaction and happiness which is derived of detachment and practice. By following a simple life and chanting the Mantra that liberates the mind, the path of surrender is cleared. By surrendering to the divine discipline, the spiritual master and transcendental literature, one is assured devotional service, the greatest achievement of human life. Once in association with Sadhu, Guru and Shastra, the spiritual traveler found the perfection of his life's journey which is to love God, the Absolute Personality who is kindly referred to as Kṛṣṇa, the All-attractive Person. Kṛṣṇa thus conquered the heart of the searching adventurer and transformed it into a beautiful vessel. Pouring out the mundane consciousness of eat, sleep, mate and defend to fill the heart's pot with Kṛṣṇa Consciousness. Fully fulfilled with this Kṛṣṇa consciousness, the spiritual traveler started taking this path of surrender serious. He was chosen for greater responsibilities and inquired submissively. Eventually, a spiritual master officiated him in the spiritual science of Bhakti-Yoga. As a messenger, the spiritual traveler would carry the sublime teachings of Prabhupāda and his followers around the world. So, the spiritual traveler would go to every place, practice and share Hare Kṛṣṇa. ‘Everyone you meet, tell them about Kṛṣṇa.’  

To spread Kṛṣṇa Consciousness became his service and soon, he would come back to the home of this transcendental teaching. Here, the spiritual traveler would fetch from the original source of the Absolute Truth and go beyond the mere belief of Birth & Death.  

The spiritual traveler got a message that his family members are dying, lo’ and behold, just when he was taking a dip in the holiest of rivers. Cleansed from the mundane consciousness, he could understand that Kṛṣṇa Consciousness is eternal life. His prayers for deliverance were heard and his mission took on greater scale. The pilgrimage to the Maha Kumbha Mela, Śridhāma Māyāpur, Jagannatha Puri and Śrī Vrindavana Dhama were thus captured within this writing, to find purpose in this pilgrimage and surrender a whole life to God. Eventually, the heart's pot was filled again, and the spiritual traveler took it back to the needy and thirsty people in his ancestral home. Pouring it into their hearts, this Love of Kṛṣṇa is shared as an eternal reality, beyond words, life & death. It's an eternal path of wisdom by which one talks to the soul.  

Even if one faces obstacles and closed this Love of Kṛṣṇa is the key to perfect harmony by which all doors are opened. Love of Kṛṣṇa is the heart of all journeys, poetry, mental speculation, physical work and yogic practice. Only by the mercy of Kṛṣṇa and His devotees can one attain pure love for God. By pleasing the devotees and the Supreme Personality of Godhead, the heart is fully fulfilled. May this writing be pleasing to you. 




Introduction  

 

Please come along this journey inspired by the most wonderful Bhāgavatam and its living examples, the Bhagavatas. “Śrīmad-Bhāgavatam is said to be the Pāramahaṁsa-saṁhitā, or the Vedic literature meant for the topmost transcendentalist, and it describes paraṁ jñānam, the highest transcendental knowledge. Pure devotees of the Lord are all paramahaṁsas, and they are like the swans, who know the art of sucking milk out of a mixture of milk and water.” (ŚB 2.3.14) This album of poetry is a personal journey between the spiritual traveler and his spiritual master, the representative of God. It's also a transformative theistic writing which explains the journey of realisation from the lowest realisation to the highest understanding. The spiritual traveler started seeing the Supreme Truth as nature, sound or anything appearing mystical. Further, he gained the understanding of the Supreme Truth to be the divine spark within oneself and others. Eventually, the spiritual master revealed to him that the Supreme Truth is the Absolute Person. “Learned transcendentalists who know the Absolute Truth call this nondual substance Brahman, Paramātmā or Bhagavān.” (ŚB 1.2.11) 

Jiva Goswami thus explains that perception of Absolute Truth can be of different degrees. When we perceive the Absolute Truth without potency, this is Brahman realisation. When we perceive the Absolute Truth with material potencies, this is Paramatma realisation. When we perceive the Absolute Truth with material and spiritual potencies this is Bhagavan realisation. That is the most complete understanding. (Book Bhagavata, S.B. Keshava Swami) 

Whoever is interested in a change of heart is advised to study Śrīmad Bhāgavatam under the guidance of a Bhagavata. 

The spiritual traveler had this desire. He was dissatisfied with all aspects of life, leaving behind the mundane conception of a good life of eat, enjoy and be merry. Sex, drugs, rock ‘n’ Roll was the common stigma of a man's success, and ‘You only live once’, the slogan of the new generation. That wasn't touching the heart of the spiritual traveler who was on the lookout for peace, love & union.  

“Who is this person I call God, and who am I in this  regard? Yes, we might end up in a sacred space  where everyone dances and chants ecstatically…  Well, to say the least, the Traveler found something  endlessly valuable, that is leading towards the  boundless love of the Absolute Truth.” (Spiritual Traveler, Drama in seven acts) 

This journey is captured in many books of the spiritual travel wherein a personal sojourn reflects the struggle of the living entity. Lust, greed, desire for fame, glory and love all appear in this journey as stepping stones on the spiritual path to become more humble and sincere. As the spiritual traveler came into contact with saintly people, monks and other spiritual travelers, his heart was changed by dint of transcendental knowledge.  “Both by rising and setting of the sun the humans duration of life decreases, except for those utilising their time discussing the topics of the Supreme Truth.” (ŚB 2.3.17) It's an exceptional path, this spiritual travel, because one must fully awake with heart and soul. It's a natural process to awaken the dormant propensity to be eternally wise and blissful, however, because one is still slumbering from by-gone ages, one must be willing to see the rising sun of transcendental consciousness. The story of the spiritual traveler is following in the footsteps of sages and saints who are all thoroughly honest. It is about gaining humility and sincerity at every step.

This simple poem gives a scene for the upcoming journey. The traveling endeavour is a quest for truth, but where to find it? What is the destination of that travel of life? We need an address, a person to relate to. We all need a receiver either in business, family life or spiritual life. A product without a consumer is useless. A man without a women is unable to conceive children. A spiritual aspirant must receive instructions from an authority, the spiritual master. The spiritual master is said to be the father of the spiritual aspirant and thus his word becomes the law of the seeker. When the spiritual father says: ‘Today we fast”, then the child disciple has to follow. When he says: “Now, let's eat”. Then, one can follow. This discipline of hearing and following is universal law. In this poem, a situation of hearing is created. Hearing is connected to space, and because space can be filled with sound, sound becomes the medium for hearing. When a certain pace or rhythm is added, we consider it language or a message. This message when properly heard travels from the ear directly to the heart. When the mother says: “Don't do this!”, the child immediately takes it to heart. This physical heart can be considered the hive or home for spiritual life. It is where nectar is stored and it is sometimes deep. Deep feelings of connectivity and being a part are stored here. Compassion, Love and Divinity all rest here as an everlasting mystery (the unknown) but it is personal (Father Sky), it is nothing void. It is what we might consider paradise, heaven or the spiritual reality beyond the three dimensions.

This poem talks about transforming the inner desire, revoluting the core of one's being and giving space to change. By regulated practice and detachment the spiritual traveler can experience true change. What is expressed as a natural earthquake or natural occurrence might be a heartbreak. This heartbreak has to happen in order to unshakle the bondage of one's natural history. Thus the knot in the heart is pierced, and all misgivings are cut to pieces. The chain of fruitive actions is terminated when one sees the self as master. (ŚB 1.2.21) 

In connection to the poem it is relevant to understand that everyone is searching the Absolute Truth. This Truth is the master, the divine soul or Self with a capital ‘S’ because it is in direct connection with transcendence. The living entity is searching for this Self and when one finds it within the heart, the master awakes. Transcendental knowledge dawn's. 

When the master takes charge of the spiritual seeker, Transcendental Truth surcharges the aspirant and floods all gates. Earthquake-like transformation can take place. Indeed, this change might be a higher possibility. Like the wind always seeks to pervade the sky, so does the soul always seeks to pervade the body by consciousness. This soulful consciousness is the higher ability of men. No animal can estimate the ability of conscious endeavour, yet is the lower entity also on the search for meaning? 

All creative forces are inherited by the Supreme Person, thus Kṛṣṇa personally propounds in the Bhagavad-Gītā (7.8): “O son of Kuntī, I am the taste of water, the light of the sun and the moon, the syllable oṁ in the Vedic mantras; I am the sound in ether and ability in man.” What opulence the Supreme Lord has! And what an important responsibility we received with this human form of life to awake God consciousness. Just a comscious change is needed “to bring about a revolution in the impious lives of misdirect civilization” (ŚB 1.5.11)
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Who has cleared the path,

A change of mood takes place where the traveler feels unfortunate for the spiritually lazy and confused unaware of the true nature of the soul which is essentially sac-chit-ananda, eternal, wise and full of bliss. The compassionate mood comes into play and we hear of the spiritual side of life. The protagonist is letting go of the armour of material endeavours, ego and so forth to embrace the actual reality of true freedom found in the spiritual nature. The analogy was given of a butterfly who soars freely after being encaged in a material cocoon. The similarity of a spiritual aspirant shedding his material life to embrace spiritual values will be centre to the transformation from Mayavada to Prabhupāda, from materialistic and impersonal views to a servant of God. In the beginning of the poem a question is raised: Who is the one clearing the path? Who is this helping hand and guiding light? One might say it's the caitya guru, or spiritual master within the heart. Another one would say it is the Supersoul, God's infinitesimal spark within every living being. In the prayers to our spiritual masters, we always ask for sincere service and removal of obstacles. One might pray to Ganesh, but usually the Vaisnavas are praying to Lord Narasimhadeva who initiates transformation by removing the obstacles of material lust, greed, envy and so forth. The spiritual practitioner thus has to work through the mercy of the pure Vaisnava to attain the mercy of Kṛṣṇa. An impersonalist would try to go directly to God whereas a personalist performs to humble himself in front of the guru, to grab his Lotusfeet and attain the mercy of Kṛṣṇa.  

Kṛṣṇa has three aspects; Brahman (the impersonal effulgence), Paramatma (the Supersoul localised within the heart) & Bhagavān (the Supreme, All-attractive Personality of Godhead). Without understanding the Personality of Godhead our realisation remains incomplete. Śrīla Prabhupāda gives the analogy of seeing a mountain from the distance just grasping the effulgence, but by coming closer one can figure out houses, trees and even people on the same mountain. That is realisation of Brahman, Paramatma and Bhagavān.

Summer 2018 

 

This continuation of the theme “Simple living - higher thinking” explains the choice every single person has to make. In order to think higher, or acquire knowledge, one must take to humble attempts. The protagonist, through his realisation, instructs the reader to first be humble. Humility is the beginning of all attainment of knowledge as mentioned in BG 13.8-12. 

 

The picture of a traveler who finds a field full of fruits is drawn. Be humble and just ask, take as much as you like and get your permission to take up these fruits. The mission then is to distribute these fruits to whom them deserves. It is a question of service, following in the footsteps of great servants of the Lord who are always traveling and distributing the fruits of transcendental knowledge.  

 

The footprints left on Mother Earth are inevitable, and everyone must be careful and kind to all beings. Simply living begins with non-violence, or ahimsā. Non-violence is the main principle of the eightfold yoga process described by Patanjali, in the first two legs called Yama and Niyama. Ahimsā comprises vegeterian diet, meaning no meat-eating, as well as no intoxication, illicit relationships with the other sex and gambling.  

 

The simple process of yoga grants one access to a higher, more beautiful and spiritual experience of life. Spiritual life means seeing everyone as a spirit soul, different from the body. By respecting Mother Earth, as well as all other living beings, the individual  collective can experience a blissful community with God and His creation. Devotional service, or bhakti-yoga, means exactly this communion with God through loving service. Loving service is the prime duty of all spirit souls and it starts by humbly submitting to the representative of God, the spiritual master.

That is the most amazing thing about this Krishna consciousness- that Krishna has so much love for us that he will take 100 steps towards us for every 1 step we take towards him.  How can you improve the traveling altar? The most important things in altar worship are punctuality and cleanliness, as said by Srila Prabhupada. If you can set a fixed routine for your altar everyday and stick with it that would be very good- for example if you chant japa for 45 minutes in front of your altar. Then sing some kirtan in front of your altar at 7.15 AM and then offer some fruit prasadam or whatever you have cooked for breakfast and while waiting 10 minutes or so, you can read Bhagavat Gita or any of Srila Prabhupadas books and meditate on their meanings. Then you take breakfast and go about your day. 

 In summarization the most important things for your altar are keeping it clean (every day) and singing and offering food with devotion to Lord Krishna. It will also improve your altar if you have a nice picture of Srila Prabhupada (with his mercy and compassion you will make much spiritual advancement). How many rounds of japa are you chanting now?

In the Bhagavad-Gītā (11.32) we hear Kṛṣṇa speaking: “The Supreme Personality of Godhead said: Time I am, the great destroyer of the worlds, and I have come here to destroy all people. With the exception of you…” 

For the devotee of the Lord God comes in many wonderful forms to protect, help, play and enjoy with him, however for the non-devotee God appears as cruel death. Inevitably, we all have to face time's end, but knowing that there is no uncertainty, randomness, or chance, one might know that everything is arranged by God's divine will. Further it is said by Kṛṣṇa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead in His Divine Song, Bhagavad-Gītā (9.19): 

“O Arjuna, I give heat, and I withhold and send forth the rain. I am immortality, and I am also death personified. Both spirit and matter are in Me.” Hearing this the heart tranforms from an impersonal understanding to a personal relationship with nature, time & God. This poem reflects an impersonal realisation of the Absolute Truth. One might believe the Supreme Truth to be impersonal, that is alright but incomplete. Kṛṣṇa, the Supreme Personality of Godhead explains in the Bhagavad-Gītā (12.5) that the Supreme Truth is also Brahman, impersonal light, the effulgence of the spiritual world and every particle that exists, but this realisation is not the supermost.
