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		INTRODUCTION



		In this book , let's talk about music, and how Satan  manages to persuade people to sing to him instead of singing to God.



		Music "is the art of agreeably combining sounds." It has existed  since ancient times (Gen 4:21). Music was used to commemorate  victories (Ex 15.1-21; Judg 5) and on other occasions, such as festivals  (2 Sam 19.35), weddings (Jr 7.34) and burials (Mt 9.23). It was  sometimes accompanied by dancing (Ex 15:20; 1 Sam 18:6-7; Mt  11:17). David and Solomon contributed to the development of choral  and instrumental music in Israel (1 Chr 6:31-48; 2 Chr 29:25). Stringed  instruments were used (harp, lyre, psaltery); wind (flute, harmonica,  metal or horn trumpet [horn]); and percussion (adufe, cymbal,  tambourine, drum, tambourine). Singing, both in unison and choral form,  and instrumental music had their place in the worship and religious life



		of the OT and NT people of God (1 Chr 16:4-7,37; Is 51:3; Mt 26:30;  Eph 5:19; Col 3.16).
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		CHAPTER 1



		Music divisions :



		The sound material used by music is traditionally  divided according to three organizational elements: Melody, Harmony  and Rhythm.



		At the base of music, two elements are fundamental: sound and  time. Everything in music is a function of these two elements.



		The rhythm. it is the organizing element, often associated with the  horizontal dimension and the one most directly related to time (duration)  and intensity, as if it were the basic outline of music over time. Rhythm,  in this sense, are the sounds and silences that succeed each ot her  temporally, each sound with its own duration and intensity, each silence  (the null intensity) with its duration.



		The second organization can be visually conceived as the  vertical dimension. Hence the name height given to this characteristic of  sound. The most acute, with the highest frequency, is said to be louder.  The most serious is the lowest. The organizational element associated  with pitches is melody .



		According to the sacred scriptures Lucifer was the first drummer  in the universe Ez 28.13, and throughout history the drums and their  rhythms open doors to the parallel world, uniting the physical world of



		men to the sacred, African religious and pagan traditions have an  intimate connection with the beats and the drum is a key and an  important link to the occult, and the battery that is a set of drums and  was one of the main elements for the creation of the most controversial  and occult musical genre in history, rock, more like an instrument that  by many and consecrated pagan religions and cultures has entered the  evangelical churches, as everywhere you look on the planet people are  using the drums to alter consciousness behind a link with the occult.
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		As well as the use of other instruments such as piano, guitar and  organ that were not allowed in the liturgy but today are already part of  the celebration, the modern drums for being basically drums and a very  controversial subject regarding their use in Christian churches and  incredible dust that it seems until today that many churches still do not



		use them in worship, because according to researchers, theologians  and anthropologists, the sacred scriptures of Christianity are very clear  about not using drums in the worship of God, since according to them  the devil himself was the first to use and manifest the drums , and for  being an instrument that was and still is widely used by African religions  and pagan cultures across the planet that use the mystical occultism of  beats and rhythms to enter into a trance and obtain direct contact with  entities, gods and demons, but also there is the other side of the story  where pastors and musicians say that there is nothing in the bible that  prohibits the use of drums in worship and that the psalms guide praising  the Lord with all kinds of instruments, including drums and drums, but  who is right, going deeper into religions and the bible and the work of  researchers and anthropologists and in the testimony of Christi an  musicians, we end up discovering facts that seem to they will come out  of very epic fantasy stories, but they make a lot of sense for everything  that is happening in the world today.



		Music penetrates directly into our nervous system quickly and  immediately, in addition to modifying human behavior, in a religious  context music is divided into three parts just like the human being and  the holy trinity, the parts of music are: melody that is linked to the spirit,  harmony linked to the soul and rhythm linked to the body, the rhythm in  turn is the key point for the controversy because it is through the drums  that the rhythms and dances of the native ceremonies and rituals of  religions of the Africa and culture around the world trance and  possession is the intended objective through ritual music generated  basically only with drums and songs, according to anthropologist and  researcher Francisco Sparta, who studies Afro religions in pre- biblical  Asia and Afro-Brazilian religions, states that music and dance are the  main factors and phenomena of possession that are observed in these  magical cults the violent rhythm of the drums and the endless repetition  of the chants produce a fatigue of attention and consequently the  deadening of consciousness that leads initiates to a true state of  hypnosis, trance or possession, the greatest historian of religions of the  20th century, the Romanian Mircea Eliade, maintains the same idea,  according to him, mystical knowledge in primitive religions is always  associated to shamanic ecstasy, that is, to a possessive trance,
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		researcher Willam Sargant, in a symposium on transcultural psychiatry,  argued about the washing of the brain as an effect of the percussive  music of rituals caused by the cadence and the beating of drums, a nd  the most bizarre thing, he also concluded that according to the  neuroscience the beats and heavy rhythms of the rock musical genre



		where the drums play a fundamental role can cause effects similar to  the trance of the percussive music of pagan rituals, according to these  researchers, ancient religions and native cults are full of this idea of  contact with spirits and embodiments of deities and that these practices  f oram clearly forbidden by God to Israel because they were so common  and widespread in the ancient world and that many Christians ignore  this mystical side of drums despite the clear relationship between the  instrument and the trance or phenomenon of demonic possession they  also claim that in the bible the use of drums and mentioned several tim es  being used by the servants of God after great victories and mainly in the  book of psalms that encourages praising God with harps and timbrels  which is a kind of square tambourine more that these same servants of  God also used strong drinks , had more than one wife and kept slaves  among other things and after study and reflections the Christian religion  was eliminating these practices and this should also be applied to the  use of drums plus the main argument that anthropologists and  researchers use for banning the drum in the church is in the book of  Ezekiel 38:13 which talks about the relationship between lucifer and the  drums.



		You were in Eden, the garden of God; of every precious stone  was your covering: sardonyx, topaz, diamond, turquoise, onyx, jaspe r,  sapphire, carbuncle, emerald and gold; in you your drums and your  pipes were made ; on the day you were created they were prepared.



		Summarizing the sacred scriptures says that the work of drums  was in Lucifer and thus the Devil, Satan was the first to use the drum,  he was the first great percussionist in history, there is also an even more  interesting and magnificent context about the drums and the  supernatural, this time turned to the holy universe of God, and  everything starts at the moment of creation and ends with you there,  who are watching this comment.
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		A musician's analogy of Lucifer: "If the drums were in it, I



		imagine in heaven something tribal the drums playing and the angels  saying, holy, holy, holy, but imagine Lucifer and a third part being kicked  out of heaven because he wanted to. to be equal to God, and the silence  that remained there, there was no more drum, I imagine him down here  some time later, he listens to the spectacle of there is light, there is the  firmament, I imagine Lucifer calling the third part of the angels and  speaking, look there God is lacking, there is no more drum, there is no  more music, I imagine later God making man, and lucifer asks oh  majesty what is it that you are building, that doll over there? I imagine  God speaking like this, this one here I'm going to call the temple of the  Holy Spirit, I'm going to live inside it, this one here is going to play, it's  going to play fank, it's going to play pagoda, it's going to play thrash  metal, and at the end of life it's going to tell me I want to be baptized, I  want a new life, and I'm going to look at him and say, it's just that  everything has become new, old things have passed away, he's going  to have a new life, I'm going to dwell inside him, no more than you. And  Lucifer says ok, but he doesn't have what I have, God says what do you  have? I imagine lucifer opening his chest and saying he doesn't have  the drums, and God says, there's the drum, and God blows people's  noses. There is a device called a stethoscope, our body is 70% liquid  and our heart has the sound of a drum, God put the drum inside us, and



		it is beating 24 hours a day, and what are we doing? are you using that  drum that is beating 24 hours a day to worship him? or when you take  the chalice of supper, it is the greatest weight of so much sin, our drum,  the heart is beating 24 hours a day, and the drum is announcing war all  the time, the Bible says that our war is not against flesh and blood, but  against principalities and powers, this is the spiritual world, and the  music is in the spiritual world, and the person who does not believe in  anything, whether he believes or not the music is something spiritual,  and seeing the book of Ezekiel 28.13 says that the drums were in it,  when a person goes to Africa the instrument is a drum, in Japan the big  festivals that have wool, there is a ritual where shirtless men with  bamboo beat the 60-inch drum, in carnival it is a chip at most, the rest  is a drum, everything is drums, you go to Cuba and drums, so if the fight  is not against flesh and blood, but against principality and power, and I  play the drum, I will announce war”.
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		The melody. is defined as the succession of pitches over time, but these



		pitches are inevitably superimposed on the duration and intensity that  characterize the rhythm and, therefore, these two structures are



		inseparable.



		Harmony or polyphony . Visually it can be considered as the depth.  Temporally, it is the simultaneous execution of several melodies that  overlap and mix to compose a much more complex sound  (counterpoint), as if each melody were a layer and the harmony was the  superimposition of all these layers.



		Depending on the type of music, some of these dimensions may  predominate. For example, well-marked and strongly periodic rhythm is  paramount in the traditional music of African peoples. In most Eastern  cultures, as well as in Western traditional and popular music, it is the  melody that represents the most outstanding value.



		Harmony, in turn, is the highest ideal of Western classical music.  Music genres :



		One of the most frequent divisions separates music into large  groups:



		Classical music - music traditionally said to be "cultured" and generally



		more elaborate. It is also known as "classical music", specifically that  composed up to Romanticism because it has survived time over the  centuries, in the same sense as "classical literature". It can also be said  of classical music, works that are very familiar and well known, to the  point of being whistled by people, something more popular as well as  literature. Its supporters believe that it is made to last a long time and  resist fashion and trends. Some consider it to be a form of music  superior to all others and to be the real musical art.



		Popular music - associated with popular cultural movements. It  managed to consolidate itself only after the urbanization and  industrialization of society and became the iconic musical type of the  20th century.
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		It is currently presented as everyday music, played in concerts  and parties, used for dancing and socializing. It follows trends and fads  and is often associated with purely commercial values, however, over  time, it has incorporated several avant-garde trends and includes styles  of great sophistication. It is a musical type often associated with



		extramusical elements, such as texts (lyrics), behavior patterns and  ideologies.



		Folk music or nationalist music - associated with strong cultural  elements of each social group. It has a predominantly rural or pre- urban  character. They are usually associated with folk festivals or specific  rituals. It can be functional (such as planting and harvesting songs or  the music of lacemakers and washerwomen). It is usually transmitted by  imitation and often lasts for decades or centuries. This genre includes  nursery rhymes and nursery rhymes.



		Religious music - used in liturgies, such as masses and funerals. It can  also be used for worship and prayer or at various religious festivals such  as Christmas and Easter, among others. Each religion has specific  forms of religious music, such as Catholic sacred music, gospel from  evangelical churches, Jewish music, Candomblé drums... A mong  others.
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		CHAPTER 2



		Music influence:



		Who does not like music?



		It is very difficult, practically impossible, to find a human  being who doesn't like music. You may not even like one rhythm or  another, but you will always feel pleasure in hearing some kind of  rhythmic sound in some musical style in several bars.



		Sounds affect human behavior .



		We still don't know why, directly the behavior of human beings  are influenced. Newborn babies show behavioral changes when  exposed to the sound of music, Haitians go into a trance to the sound of  African rhythms and military personnel seem to assume a more  aggressive posture when marching to the sound of victory chants.



		Schullian and Schoen explain that music is capable of affec ting  us, even without the lyrics being even noticed.



		Probably the most important advance in the scientific  investigation of music was the discovery that music is perceived through  that part of the brain which receives the stimulus of emotions, sensations  and feelings, without first being subjected to the centers of the brain  which involve reason and reason. the intelligence.



		The meaning of this fact in relation to music therapy is explained  by Schullian and Schoen:



		Music, which does not depend on the higher brain to penetrate  the organism, can stimulate through the thalamus - the station of all  emotions, sensations and feelings. Once the stimulus is able to reach  the thalamus, the higher brain is automatically invaded, and if the
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		stimulus continues for some time, closer contact between the higher  brain and the world or reality can thus be established. This mechanism  makes it possible to mentally reach sick patients, with whom one cannot  come into contact.



		Music, Mood, and Body Chemistry Schoen, in a nationwide  investigation, found that music elicits a remarkably uniform mood in the  vast majority of listeners. According to Podolsky, the influence of music  has been demonstrated experimentally. He states that research  demonstrates “that the musical stimulus under certain well- known  conditions determines transient functional reactions in the organism,  which characterizes emotion. He reminds us that the state of mind has  a biological basis. This not only depends on brain activity and blood  circulation, but also on body chemistry. Experiments show that music  has a direct effect on pulse rate and blood pressure, which rise or fall  according to the rhythm. It also affects the internal secretion glands and  therefore the emotions. Charles-Hughes, contributor to the book “Music  and Medicine”, admits a direct relationship between the emotional  reaction of the listener to music, and points out that “this reaction is  accompanied by the same physiological changes that accompany  emotional states, as these occur in” life situations”. Furthermore, he  explains:



		Such an effect is a reaction to the total and complex effect of the  music. Furthermore, examination of musical compositions employed to  test the emotional effects of music would indicate that "rhythm" is the  primary factor in determining the kind of effect produced. It is not only  the presence or absence of an accentuated rhythmic form that is  involved here, but also the degree of movement whether it be fast,  moderate or slow. Cannon, eminent Harvard physiologist, defended the  thesis that music “releases adrenaline and, perhaps, other hormones” .



		The influence of music on the electrical conductivity of the body  is mentioned by Soibelman. Given the role of electrical potential and  electrolyte balance in the human nervous system, we can gain further  understanding of the use of music in mood stimulation and mood  changes.



		Harrer and Harrer demonstrated that of all the senses, hearing  has a greater effect on the autonomic nervous system than the others.  In their experiments, all those who underwent them demonstrated
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		significant changes in pulse rate and breathing rhythm, as well as a  psychogalvanic reflex in the skin.



		In one experiment, an individual's attention was diverted from the



		music by such physical discomfort that he was unaware that particular  music had been played. Nevertheless, a strong emotional reaction was



		registered on the test devices. However, when he was asked to listen to  the music analytically, his emotional response significantly diminished.  Even though it was concluded that the reaction depends to some extent  on attitudes and presence of mind, it was found that when a particular  choice of music was previously associated with strong emotional  experiences by the listener, their emotional reaction to that music was  intense.



		Gilman and Paperte demonstrated that music can lower the  threshold of sensory perception. They found that music and rhythmic  sounds can increase listeners' vision by up to 25%. Although small as  the ticking of a clock, experiments have shown that they served to  stimulate vision.



		An investigation made by Urbantschitsch, at the beginning of  1887, proved that the threshold of color perception is lowered by tonal  stimulus.



		Music and Sensory-Motor Reaction Music, at all times, has been  recognized as a unifying and stimulating agent during physical activity.  It has been experimentally verified that music decreases or increases  muscular energy. This certainly justifies the use of music in connection  with work that requires synchronized movements. Workers in many  cultures sang not only as a means of relieving the monotony of their  work, but also because of the unifying effect it had on them. Hughes,  recognizing that vigorous music increases the rate of pulsation and  respiration, states:



		It sometimes happens that young people put more effort – and  for a longer period – in dancing than in more profitable and less rhythmic  occupations. Similarly, it has been observed that a marching band  makes soldiers forget their fatigue, at least for a while, and enables them  to march with renewed vigor. However, Soibelman found that while  rhythmic music is an aid to activity such as typing, “music has no positive  effect on the precision or accuracy of movement if the rhythm is not  adapted to the rhythm of the work. It has reduced accuracy in typewriting
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		and handwriting, this being shown in the increase in the number of  errors.”



		There is little doubt that rhythmic music has a strong appeal to



		virtually every human being. Van de Wall sums it up: “Much of what we  call irresistible in music is due to our reaction to this sensorial motor level  of performance”.



		In view of the relationship between musical rhythm and the  rhythm of the body, it is not difficult to understand why rhythm passes  easily from one culture to another. In all primitive civilizations, rhythmic  activity was evident. In many of them a monotonous repetitive rhythmic  sequence was employed in the dances, with the purpose of affecting the  well-being or the behavior of the individual or the group.



		The static trance was the essential element in the ceremonial  dance, secular or religious, of the ancestors of black Americans. Stearns  traces the music of the vodun (or voodoo) worshipers of the Dahomeans  from West Africa to New Orleans, where it remains a "reserve of rhythm  in our culture." The Chippewa Indians of North America used music in  which there were elements of ecstasy and hypnotism.



		Gaston declares: A frenzy equal to the Greek Dionysian dance  reappeared again and again among the aborigines of North America. In  the spirit dance, around the year 1870, the Indians danced  monotonously in a circle formation until, one after another, they all fell  rigid and prostrate to the ground. Benedict admitted that during the  capture of these Indians, those who danced had visions of the liberation  of the whites. Other examples of the magical powers of dance include  the primitive dancers of northeastern Mexico. What was seen in the  sorcerers' dances in California Both dances require some component of  cataleptic access.



		Referring to the repetitive, monotonous dance rhythms of Aztec  culture, Gaston says, "It's reminiscent of rock and roll."



		More recently, the field of music psychology was the subject of  study by Soviet scientists, and the relationship between rhythm and  body movement was clearly shown.



		The specially selected music increases the working capacity of  the muscles. At the same time, the rhythm of the worker's movements  changes with the change of musical rhythm. It's as if the music  determines an ideal speed of rhythmic movement. Another series of
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		experiments on students proved that not only the ability to work is  altered under the influence of music, but also the pulse rate and blood  pressure . This is just a brief account of some scientific studies on music  and its effects on the mind and body. However, even this limited  information brings some data to light: music is perceived and



		appreciated without necessarily being interpreted by the highest centers  of the brain, which involve reason and discernment; the response to the  music is measurable even if the listener is not consciously paying  attention to it.



		Time and space do not allow for a complete approach to musical  perception. Suffice it to say that studies over the past fifty years have  brought to light some very significant discoveries, which may be  summarized as follows:



		(1) Music is perceived and enjoyed without necessarily being interpreted  by the higher brain centers involving reason and judgment.



		(2) Response to music is measurable, even when the listener is not  paying conscious attention to it.



		(3) There is evidence that music can lead to mood swings by altering  body chemistry and electrolyte balance.



		(4) By lowering the level of sensory perception, music amplifies  responses to color, touch, and other sensory perceptions.



		(5) it has been shown that the effects of music alter muscle energy and  promote or inhibit body movement.



		(6) Highly repetitive rhythmic music has a hypnotic effect.



		(7) The sense of hearing has a greater effect on the autonomic nervous  system than any other sense.



		These findings suggest that Satan is able, through music, to  deliver a sneak attack on anyone willing to indulge in the “wrong” kind  of mu sic.



		Music in various human activities :



		In the Western World, music has been playing specific roles in  various human activities such as: rocking children, making them dance,  celebrating special events, increasing product sales, entertaining,  healing and praying, announcing events, increasing courage for war,  and even for increase productivity in industrial production lines.
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		Music influences important decisions :



		Music, which most of the time is taken simply as fun, pastime or  something innocent, is capable of influencing important decisions.  Groups of people or even large portions of humanity have been affected



		by behavior change techniques that have music as their main tool.  Whether for the lyrics or the rhythms and instruments used or the two  combined, music is not ignored.



		Music in the New Testament :



		What was the posture of our Master Jesus in relation to music  and praise? And Paul?



		Did you teach about it? How did the church deal with this issue?  That's what we'll see next:



		a) Jesus and music .



		Matthew recorded, in the writings of the book that bears his  name, the last supper in which Jesus participated before being killed  and taken to heaven. The supper account ends thus: "And having sung  a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives." (Matthew 26.30). See  also Mark 14:26. Sing , in the Greek of Matthew 26.30, is: “humneo”  (υμνεω), means: “to sing the praise of; sing hymns to; sing a hymn”.



		The biblical text reads: “And when he sang a hymn...”: Or, the  Psalm. Generally, the Passover meal began with the singing of Psalms



		113 -114 and ended with Psalms 115 - 118.



		With a view to this text, we can say that our Lord Jesus Christ,  at least once, sang. He used the psalms, which was the official  hymnbook of the people of God in the Old Testament and also at the  time of the gospels. We learned, with Jesus, that we can indeed use  music (whether in the form of hymns, songs, poetry and “biblical  psalms”) as an integral part of the worship of God. The celebration of  the Supper was a worship of God.
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		b) Praise and music in Paul's teachings .



		Ephesians 5:19,20:



		19 “Speaking to one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs;  singing and making melody in your heart to the Lord;”



		20“Giving thanks always to our God and Father for everything, in the  name of our Lord Jesus Christ.”



		Psalms (Greek: “psalmos” = “Psalms”), are those inspired poems from  the Bible that are found in the book that bears that title. They were sung  in the worship of the Israelites to God.



		Hymns (Greek: “humnos” = “song of praise; sacred song”) are generally  recognized as songs of praise and adoration addressed to God (the  Father or Jesus Christ). These hymns are not inspired, not in the same  sense that the Psalms are.



		Spiritual songs (in Greek the term for spiritual is: “pneumatic” =  “relating to or belonging to the human spirit or to the Spirit of God”), are  songs, chants and poetry that originate, or are produced, either by the  human spirit or by by the Spirit of God in the believer. They are also  religious poems that describe the Christian experience.
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		CHAPTER 3



		The influence of profane music :



		We have already seen, at the beginning of this



		study, that Schullian and Schoen explain that music is capable of  affecting us, even without the lyrics being even perceived: (...). That is,  music has a very great power of influence. We will analyze some  consequences of profane and sacred music:



		An example of the influence of profane music is recorded in  Exodus 32. On that occasion:



		1... when the people saw that Moses was taking so long to come down  from the mountain, they approached Aaron and said to him,



		Arise, make us gods, who go before us; for as for this Moses, the man  who brought us out of the land of Egypt, we do not know what has  become of him.



		2 And Aaron said to them, Tear off the gold earrings that are in the ears  of your wives, and of your sons, and of your daughters, and bring them  to me.



		3 Then all the people tore off the gold earrings that were in their ears  and brought them to Aaron.



		4 And he took them out of their hands, and worked the gold with a stylus,  and made a molten calf out of it. Then they said, This is your god, O  Israel, who brought you up out of the land of Egypt.



		5 And Aaron, seeing it, built an altar before him; and Aaron proclaimed,  and said, Tomorrow shall be a feast to the LORD.



		6 And the next day they rose early, and offered burnt offerings, and  brought peace offerings; and the people sat down to eat and drink; then  he got up to play.



		The fact that the text registers the presence of food (v.6), drink  (v.6), and especially, dancing (v.19), jubilation (v.17), singing (v.18), is  very clear. there was music there. The question is, “What kind of music
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		was it? Or, that she was being executed?” We understood that it was  not the worship music of God. Verse 6 says, “And the next day they rose  early, and offered burnt offerings, and brought peace offerings; and the  people sat down to eat and drink; then he got up to play.”



		The expression “relax” or “have fun” in the American King James  Version and the American Version, respectively, is “in the Hebrew the  term “tsachaq”, and does not refer to an innocent joke; rather, it implies  sexual immorality, such as that connected with heathen rites.”



		Based on this text, we can say that profane music promotes :



		- The departure from the true worship of God . (v.4: “...and he made



		a molten calf out of it. Then they said, This is your god, O Israel, who  brought you up out of the land of Egypt”). The people of Israel had  already become aware of what is in Exodus 20.2-5: “I am the LORD your  God, who brought you out of the land of Egypt, from the house of  bondage. Thou shalt have no other gods before me. You shall not make  for yourself a carved image, or any likeness of anything that is in heaven  above, or on the earth beneath, or in the waters under the earth. Thou  shalt not bow down to them nor serve them; for I, the LORD your God,  am a jealous God, punishing the children for the iniquity of the fathers  to the third and fourth generation of those who hate me.” Even knowing  this, they called the work of their hands the “god” of “Israel” (v.4). Upon  entering this way, the people were far from the true worship of God.



		- Permissive fun . (v.6: “And the next day [the people...] got up to play  [or have fun]”. to relax", to eat, to drink, to alienate oneself from truly  spiritual truths and values. The music of God,



		as it were, it glorifies God and uplifts the human spirit, but profane or  worldly music does not.



		- The practice of sexual immorality . (The Hebrew “tsachaq”,



		translated as “relax” or “have fun”, in v.6, “implies sexual immorality”, as  we have already seen). A song that favors the works of the flesh, (see:



		Galatians 5.19-21), especially fornication, impurity, lasciviousness, is  not God's music. In this context, what to say about the so-called gospel  nightclubs, the extravagant gospel shows, the gospel parodies – which  are uses of worldly music with clothing, said, gospel, and Etc...



		- The worship of Satan . When you don't worship God, you worship  Satan; see Matthew 4:9,10. Jesus said, “No one can serve two masters;
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		for either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted  to the one and despise the other…” (Matthew 6:24 ).



		Satan can attract many fans to himself using something he



		knows very well, which can be the source of inspiration for most of the  music that is being played in the world today. Lucifer knows how to



		conquer entire generations through music.



		We know that when he was thrown out of the presence of God,  Satan descended with all his musical baggage, and he uses them for  the following purposes:



		Promoting Immorality (Ex 32:17- 25).



		Lead People to Rebellion (2 Samuel 15:10).



		Lead People to Witchcraft (Rv 18.22- 23).
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		CHAPTER 4



		The influence of sacred music .



		music has its power of influence. Let's look  at this from the Word of God:



		- Promotes true worship of God . Psalm 22.3 says that God is “Holy”  and dwells “among the praises of Israel”, that is, of his people.



		- Provides the manifestation of the presence and glory of God .  When Solomon dedicated the temple (2 Chronicles 5.), there was a  great multitude of people there, and among them were the priests and  Levites, who played various musical instruments and sang praises to  God. While they were doing this, there was a great manifestation of God  in their midst: the glory of God filled the house, that is, the temple. The  priests could not minister because of the divine presence there (2  Chronicles 5:11- 14).



		- They have moral content, principles and values that lead us to a  straight, upright and just life before God and men . Ephesians 5.3,4  says: “... fornication, and all sorts of impurity or covetousness, let it not



		even be named among you, as becomes saints, nor baseness, nor  foolish talking, nor indecent jokes, things that are not convenient; but  rather thanksgiving.” All these evil and bad things are in profane music,  but they are not part of true sacred music.



		- Provides the manifestation of the power of God to heal, release,  deliver, transform lives, etc ...



		Paul and Silas (Acts 16.25,26), arrested for preaching the gospel and  freeing, in the name of Jesus, a demon-possessed girl, “prayed and  sang hymns to God” (v.25), “And suddenly there came such a great  earthquake, that the foundations of the prison moved, and immediately  all the doors were opened, and the prisons of all were released” (v.26).



		PRAYER AND SINGING HYMNS TO GOD make it possible to  break down or destroy physical and spiritual doors and prisons.
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		- Promotes relief to the human soul . See the text of 1 Samuel 16.14 -  23. When “the SPIRIT OF THE LORD departed from Saul” (v.14),  because he deliberately disobeyed God (1 Samuel15), “an evil s pirit  from the LORD” (v.14) “tormented him” (v. .14). After receiving advice  from his servants, Saul sent for someone who could play the harp, so  that the king would feel relief through music (v.16). David was chosen



		for this task (vs.18,19). The text closes by saying: “And it came to pass,  when the evil spirit from God came upon Saul, David would take the  harp, and play it with his hand; Then Saul was relieved and felt better,  and the evil spirit departed from him.” This is one of the results of true  sacred music: it expels evil and brings relief to the human soul.



		Music is a creation of God (Job 38.4-7), but it has been  somewhat contaminated by sin (Ek 28.13- 15).



		Here are biographies of people who preferred to sing to the world  and not sing and worship God, but the first to make the decision to no  longer sing and worship God was Satan.



		You were in Eden, the garden of God; every precious stone was  your covering: sardius, topaz, diamond, turquoise, onyx, jasper,  sapphire, carbuncle, emerald, and gold; the work of your drums and your  pipes was in you; on the day you were created they were prepared . You  were an anointed cherub to protect, and I established you; You were on  the holy mountain of God, you walked among the fiery stones. You were  perfect in your ways from the day you were created until iniquity was  found in you. Your heart was lifted up because of your beauty, you  corrupted your wisdom because of your brightness; I cast you to the  ground, I laid you before kings, that they might gaze at you. Ek. 13.28,  14, 15, 17



		Then he is persuading people who received the same "Gift" to  do the same, Satan's proposal is "sing for me".



		But we must understand that praise is the proclamation of divine  virtues through music and instruments. Praise is the exaltation which  angels and redeemed men render to God. Praising God is the purpose  for which all things were created. The entire universe celebrates praise
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		to the creator God. In the consummation of the ages, when the curtains  of history are closed, all living beings in heaven, on earth and under the  earth will render praise to the sovereign God and to the Lamb who was  slain but lives for ever and ever.



		Praise is a divine ordinance to his people. Praise must be offered  to God with joy, with holy living, in the power of the Spirit. Praise must  be motivated by God, offered to God, according to the Word of God.  God likes praise, because he dwells in the midst of praise and the song  of praise suits him. The throne of God is surrounded by the praise of the  seraphim. Heaven will forever be the scene of the most exalted  manifestation of the praise of the redeemed. Praise, from now on,  however, brings deliverance, enthusiasm, restoration, healing,  brokenness to the church, in addition to having an impact on the hearts  of sinners, leading them to trust in the Lord.



		But, it must be emphasized that it is not praise in itself that frees,  it is God who frees through praise. Praise is just the instrument, God is  the liberating agent. Healing does not come from earth, but from heaven;  it is not the work of man, it is the operation of God. When Judah, under  Jehoshaphat, was threatened by insolent enemies, instead of  strengthening its warlike resources, it began to sing and give praise to  God. The result is that the enemy has been routed. (2 Chronicles 20.1 -  22). However, it was not praise that defeated the enemy, but Go d  through praise. Praise activates the hand of Almighty God.



		When Paul and Silas were imprisoned in Philippi, at midnight  they sang praises to God and an earthquake shook the jail, opening the  prison doors. The earthquake was not produced by praise, but by God  through praise.



		“And about midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to  God, and the other prisoners were listening to them.”



		Analyzing this verse we observe that if “... Paul and Silas



		They prayed and sang hymns to God...", even - in their case - being  under special conditions of persecution, this can show



		traces of church practice in those days. That is, the church had as  practice in its meetings: prayers, songs, the Word of God, among other  elements. (Acts 16.25,26).



		Praise demonstrates an unshakable trust in the God who acts  miraculously despite adverse circumstances. Praise takes possession  of victory in advance. Praise is not just the result of victory, but its cause.
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		Praise is the cry of triumph not only after the conquest, but in the very  heat of the struggle, for the church's praise, though it takes place on  earth, its results come from heaven; although it flows from the lips of the  saints, its effects flow from the throne of God. By saying that it is not  praise that frees, but God who frees through praise, we are not



		underestimating praise, but giving all the glory to God!



		The praise of God is mentioned in the bible since the most  remote times of mankind, the first minister mentioned in the bible was  Jubal of the descendant of Cain, father of all who play the harp and  organ (Gn 4: 21) and in every bible we can see the importance of praise  in the believer's life (May every being praise the Eternal God, and may  I not forget any of his blessings! Psalm 103:2) we can also see that God  demands seriousness in his work, because a minister has to having  above all God in the heart, and the anointing of the spirit, in the temple  founded by Moses the Levites, tribe of Levi of the descendants of Jacob,  were separated by God to dedicate their lives completely to worshiping  God with their instruments, their only function was to minister praise,  they did not work or have any other occupation, their lives were  dedicated to God.



		"1 Chronicles 6:31 These are the men whom King David put in  charge of music in the place of worship in Jerusalem after the ark of the  covenant was placed there." and "1 Chronicles 16:4 David appointed  some Levites to lead the worship of the Eternal, the God of Israel,  singing and praising God, in front of the ark of the covenant."



		If we go deeper into the study of praise, we will know more about  some divine mysteries contained in the word JUDAH.



		In Hebrew we read YAH HUDAH , which means “Celebration of the  Eternal”. In our context we use the word PRAISE.



		Although “ praise ” is a noun used for many and many things, the  word in the original cannot be used for anyone else but the Eternal One!



		Judah, or praise, or Celebration of the Eternal, is praise above  anything that can be done on this earth for anyone.
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		Even if we can praise someone or something for qualities, or good  works, the “praise” to the Eternal is something superior. We should have  another word in Portuguese, used exclusively for the Eternal One.



		The important thing is that we can understand that if we are going  to worship God, if we are going to praise the Lord, we need a much more  sublime attitude than the simple praise that can be applied to many  ot hers.



		This is why Jesus tells us in John 4:23,24 that true worshipers  worship in "spirit" and "truth". We do not worship the Eternal in this  earthly dimension, but we are taken by the Holy Spirit to a heavenly  place, in the spiritual dimension called JERUSALEM, it is the city of the  throne of the Most High. Before Him we prostrate ourselves in praise  and adoration and are contemplated with his glory.



		That's why we are transformed. Therefore, true praise to the Lord  builds us up. If we stand before the Almighty, then our whole being will  be touched, transformed, built up, blessed!



		It is true that one of the functions of the cult in the church is the  praise of God with songs, however this cannot be the main and much  less the only function of a cult.



		The Word of God is full of reports in which biblical characters  sang songs to the Lord: Moses did so after crossing the sea with the  Hebrew people ( Ex.15.1 ), Deborah and Barak praised the Lord with a  song after defeating the king of Canaan ( Judg. 5 ), David and all the  people of Israel rejoiced with songs and musical instruments when they  removed the Ark of the Covenant from Kiriath-jearim ( 1 Cr. 13.8 ), Paul  recommends to the brothers in Ephesus that they speak among  themselves with psalms, praising the Lord with hymns and spiritual  songs ( Ep. 5.19 ).



		Start praising God and you can overrule satan's suggestions.  Praise God and the Holy Spirit will clear your vision Satan's  perspectives are always deceptive. He wants you to see only part of  the picture. Praise the Lord and the Holy Spirit will begin to give you
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		the perspective of heaven. Praise reduces the devil to his proper size  and helps you to recognize the falsehood and emptiness of his deceit.



		Praise gives you the Holy Spirit's vision of how God has been  working and how close God's answer is. Praise lifts you out of the dust  of battle and allows you to look at it from Jesus' perspective as He sits  "at the right hand of the Father." Praise shows the lie of Satan's claims  and makes you see what the angels of God see.



		Praise multiplies your faith. When you begin praising the Lord,  the focus of your attention shifts from the complexity of the problem to  the sufficiency of God's resources, from the urgency of your need to  the Lord's power to meet that need.



		As you praise Him, you begin to remember how He has helped  you on other occasions, and your faith soars with hope.



		You begin to appropriate God's availability and willingness to  help you now. The more you praise, the smaller the mountain you are  facing in the light of God's greatness seems.



		Praise lifts your eyes to Jesus and almost unconsciously you cast your  burden on the Lord (Psalm 55).



		Praise is for you to understand how comparatively insignificant  Satan and his demonic helpers are, how they were already completely  defeated and made fearful because of Calvary.



		Praise gives you courage to rise up, in the name of Jesus, and  rebuke them. Praise is not only a means of multiplying your faith, but  also an evidence of that faith.



		Praise and songs represent the overcoming of men and women  of God, who in some moment of extreme difficulty believed, without  doubt, obeyed the voice of God and through praise could express all the  contentment for having received victory from the hands of God over the  struggles faced. That's why satan doesn't want people to praise God.  But yes! Let people sing to him.
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		As believers in the Lord Jesus our life has to be a constant  praise. Praise releases, soothes the soul, brings peace to the heart and  fills the mouth with laughter. "Praise the lord. Praise God in his  sanctuary; praise him in the firmament of his power. Praise him for his  mighty deeds…” ( Psalm 150:1- 6).
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		CHAPTER 5



		People who sing secular songs appear to be happy but  they are not, the praise of a singer portrays the lives of  most of these singers.



		The enemy almost robbed me of God, false joys  and false victories, false glories.



		And like a piece of reed, he chewed me up, and in pulp I dragged myself  to the church, where I found Jesus...



		The devil's smoke hallucinated me (marijuana), and the white stuff  dragged me down to misery (cocaine).



		Yes it was! All that was good in me slipped away, so I resolved to put an  end to my story.



		I decided to die (suicide), that's when a believer came and told me about  God (oh glory).



		From a friend who would solve my problems... It was! From a friend who  would solve my dilemmas.



		He told me about Jesus, Jesus Christ... He gave me the power to  overcome sin (oh, Lord).



		Have mercy on me, oh my God! My God, my God, my God, my God!  35



		A secular singer said that when she had finished performing, she  went to the hotel and in great anguish thought about slitting her wrists  and taking her own life, because she was famous but she wasn't happy  and how many famous secular singers don't do the same or they use  drugs or medicine until they overdose, satan he gives fame and a certain



		purchasing power but he cannot give happiness and joy, the only one  who can give happiness and joy is the Lord Jesus Christ .



		Asaph was an important musician in David's time, and was  appointed by the leading Levites as responsible for the music, along with  Ethan and Heman , when the ark was transported from the house of  Obed-edom to the city of Jerusalem (1 Chronicles 15:16-19 ). But one  day he began to observe the passing prosperity of the wicked Psalms  73.1-28, and many Levites like Asaph then observing the "prosperity" of  the secular singers which is also passing.



		Truly, God is good to Israel, to the pure in heart.



		As for me, my feet almost strayed; there was little left for my steps to  slip.



		For I was envious of the proud when I saw the prosperity of the wicked.  For there are no hardships in his death, but firm is his strength.



		They are not in labor like other people, nor are they afflicted like other  men.



		So pride surrounds them like a necklace; they clothe themselves with  violence as with an adornment.



		Their eyes are swollen with grease; the imaginations of your heart  overflow.



		They are corrupt and maliciously deal with oppression; speak  arrogantly.



		They lift up their mouth against the heavens, and their tongue roams the  earth.



		That's why your people come back here, and water from a full glass is  squeezed out to them.
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		And they say, How does God know? Or: Is there knowledge in the Most  High?



		Behold, these are wicked; and yet they are always secure, and their  riches increase.



		Indeed, in vain have I purified my heart and washed my hands in  innocence.



		For I have been afflicted all day long, and every morning I have been  chastened.



		If I said: I will also speak thus; behold, I would offend the generation of  thy children.



		When I thought to understand this, I was greatly disturbed;



		until I entered the sanctuary of God; so I understood their end.



		Surely you put them in slippery places; you hurl them into destruction.



		How they fall into desolation, almost in a moment! They are utterly  consumed with terrors.



		As he wakes up with a dream, so, Lord, when you wake up, you will  despise their appearance.



		So my heart turned sour, and my kidneys sting.



		So I became brutalized and knew nothing; it was like a beast before you.  However, I am continually with you; you held me by the right hand.  You will guide me with your counsel, and afterward you will receive me



		in glory.



		Whom have I in heaven but you? And on earth there is no one I desire  besides you.



		My flesh and my heart fail; but God is the strength of my heart and my  portion forever.



		For behold, they that are far from thee shall perish; you have destroyed  all those who backslid away from you.
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		But for me, it is good to draw near to God; I put my trust in the Lord God,  to declare all your works. Psalms 73:1- 28
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		The secular music world has many  coincidences, and unfortunately some are tragic.  Clube dos 27 is one of them: a high number of  musicians and artists who died at the age of 27,  whether due to drug abuse or violent means,  such as suicide and accidents.



		Many of them were at the peak of their careers when they died  and many people theorize about these events. Some studies suggest  that the death rate of young artists is higher than that of ordinary  young people .



		The fame and proximity to toxic environments are, for many,  some of the reasons why this Clube dos 27 exists.



		Although many of these artists lost their lives in the 60's and 70's,  this phenomenon has unfortunately reappeared in recent decades, see  some.



		Jim Morrison



		Singer-songwriter Jim Morrison was best known for fronting  The Doors, one of the most influential psychedelic rock and blues rock  bands.
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		Known for his remarkable voice and author of unforgettable  lyrics, Jim Morrison developed a strong addiction to alcohol and drugs  after the sudden success of his band.



		In 1971, Jim Morrison was found dead in his Paris apartment.  Some people believe that his death was caused by a heroin overdose ,  however an autopsy on the body was never performed and the cause  remains uncertain. The official report found a heart attack.



		Jim is considered one of rock's greatest vocalists and The Doors  has become a classic.



		Jimi Hendrix



		The cause of death of legendary singer and guitarist Jimi  Hendrix is still a matter of debate among some people. Hendrix was  found dead in 1970 in the hotel room of Monica Dannemann , a pa inter  and guitarist's girlfriend.



		The circumstances were super strange: Hendrix died of  asphyxiation in his own vomit, nine types of sleeping pills were found in  his bloodstream and an abnormal amount of wine in his system.



		The autopsy was never conclusive, as it took 12 days after his  death to be done, and leaves room for many theories. Some believe that  Jimi may have committed suicide or been murdered .
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		Brian Jones



		Brian Jones was a singer, songwriter and one of the founding  members of one of the most classic rock bands in the world of music:



		The Rolling Stones .



		Known for his style and his life 100% sex, drugs and rock and  roll, Brian Jones was found, already dead, by his girlfriend, at the bottom  of the swimming pool of his house, in 1969, at the age of 27.



		The 2005 film Stoned suggests that Jones's death was caused  by Frank Thorogood , then a contractor working on his home at the time.  Allegedly Frank confessed to the crime to his daughter before he died  in 1993.



		Although this is an answer for many fans who still don't  understand the musician's death, this version has never been confirme d  and even his former bandmate, Keith Richards, doubts this hypothesis.  His death is viewed by many as a possible murder and is still being  investigated.



		Kurt Cobain



		The legendary leader, singer and guitarist of the classic grunge  band Nirvana also met a tragic end at the age of 27.



		Kurt lived with and suffered from heroin addiction, physical and  mental illness, and social pressures such as public exposure and fame.
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		The singer was found at his home, 3 days after his death, with a  shotgun blast to his head.



		The cause of his death is still debated by his fans and there are  many conspiracy theories: some believe that yes, Kurt Cobain killed  himself, as a farewell letter was found with him; others believe he was  murdered.



		Tom Grant, a private investigator who was hired by Courtney  Love, is primarily responsible for this murder hypothesis . He claimed  some points that raise this theory: after his death, a person tried to use  his credit card.



		Furthermore, the level of heroin in his bloodstream was so high  that Grant argues that Cobain would not have been able to inject that  amount and still pull the trigger.



		Amy Winehouse



		The immensely talented British singer-songwriter Amy  Winehouse suffered from drug and alcohol addiction for much of her  adult life.



		Amy was constantly exploited and exposed by English tabloids  and paparazzi, which led to pejorative exposure around the world.



		In contrast to his very successful career and impressive chart  numbers, his personal life was going downhill fast .
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		The arrest of her then-boyfriend Blake Fielder-Civil in 2007  affected the singer deeply and she preferred to cancel performances.  Over the next few years, Amy was constantly caught drunk and high on  drugs on the street. He lost teeth and became severely emaciated.



		Her delicate emotional state and toxic people around her made  her sink even deeper into drug abuse . In 2011, after a period of  abstinence, Amy ingested a high amount of alcohol that resulted in a  respiratory arrest.



		Due to her nervous system being very weakened by numerous  cases of seizures and deterioration by illicit substances, Amy ended up  passing away.



		Andrew Pretorius



		Of South African origin, the musician André Pretorius was



		one of the founding members of the band Aborto Elétrico (band that  gave rise to super important bands for Brazilian rock like Capital Inicial  and Legião Urbana).



		André was a great friend of Renato Russo and Fê Lemos, the  other members of the band. Between comings and goings from South  Africa, where he served in the military, to the United States, where he  got married and divorced, André started using heroin and abusing the  drug.
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		In 1988, while living in Frankfurt, Germany, with his maternal  grandmother, André Pretorius died of an overdose.



		Some believe it was deliberate and that the musician committed  suicide, but this theory has never been proven.
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		Countless songs that have a completely different  meaning if you pay attention to the lyrics.



		Have you ever stopped to think about translating some famous songs?



		There is a lot of music that, because the lyrics are in English,  misleads a lot of people. But even for those who speak the language,  some songs that have depressive tones go completely unnoticed  because they are inserted in cute and dancing melodies and rhythms.  Check out a selection of great songs that few people realize are sad and  melancholy below:



		Outkast, " HeyYa ":



		What it sounds like: It's the best dance song, so nobody thinks about  the lyrics.



		What it's actually about:



		The real story is hidden.



		Behind the catchy rhythm. In fact, the whole song talks about a



		complicated relationship , where the couple is trying to figure out if they  are together for love or convenience.



		[So why, why, why are we in denial when we know we're not  happy here? You all don't want to listen to me, you just want to dance.]



		TLC, " Waterfalls ":



		What it sounds like: A sentimental song about the dangerous lure of  waterfalls.



		What it's really about: The song talks about the deadly consequences



		of illegal drug trafficking and contracting HIV from unprotected sex.  45



		[One day he looks in the mirror, but he doesn't recognize his own  face. His health is failing and he doesn't know why, three letters have  led him to his final resting place.]



		Passion Pit, " Take a Walk ":



		What it sounds like: A happy song about a man who likes to walk. Is  very.



		What it's really about: A man deep in debt, struggling to create and  maintain the "perfect life" for his family .



		[I see my little children playing board games in the kitchen, and I  sit and pray that they never experience my difficulties.]



		Rihanna, " Love on the Brain ":



		What it sounds like: A love song where the woman just wants her man  to never stop loving her.



		What it's really about: A story about a woman who can't resist the man  who hurts her emotionally and physically.



		[He hits me and leaves me full of bruises, but me... so good. And  I don't get tired.]



		Ben Folds Five, " Brick ":



		What it sounds like: A sad love song about young lovers breaking up.



		What it's really about: The song tells the story of a young man and his



		girlfriend having an abortion in secret, and their subsequent feelings of  guilt and pressure.



		[They call her name at 7:30 am, I walk across the parking lot.  Then I walk to buy her flowers and sell some gifts I got.]
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		The Lumineers, " Ho Hey ":



		What it sounds like: A perfect love song about two people who are  perfect for each other.



		What it's really about: The whole song is about a man who's in love  with his ex, only she's already with someone else.



		[I belong to you, you belong to me, you are my beloved. I don't  think you're right for him. Think of what could have been.]



		The Rolling Stones, " Brown Sugar ":



		What it looks like: Basically just a story about a white guy making out  with a black woman.



		What it's really about: It's about young African slave girls being raped



		by their white owners in New Orleans.



		[Hear him whipping women around midnight. Brown Sugar, how  come you taste so good? Brown Sugar, just like a young girl should be.]



		LilUziVert, " xo tour llif3 ":



		What it sounds like: An upbeat song about a messy breakup between  lovers.



		What it's actually about: It's a messier breakup story than most. It's  about a man being manipulated into not ending the relationship because  his girlfriend keeps threatening suicide. So he reaches for Xanax to try  to deal with all the pain.



		[She said I'm crazy, yeah I could blow my brains out. Xanny,  ease the pain, yes. Please, Xanny, end this.]



		Smashing Pumpkins, " Today ":



		What it sounds like: A man singing about how much he enjoys his day.  47



		What it's really about: It's a simple song about loving today because  your life can't get any worse. It is a song filled with innuendos about



		suicide and self-harm .



		[I wanted more than life could give me. Sick of avoiding  humiliation.]



		Hozier, " Cherry Wine ":



		What it sounds like: A very sweet love song about a man in love with  his girlfriend.



		What it's really about: It's actually the story of one person being  physically abused in a relationship in the name of love.



		[The way she says I'm hers and she's mine, it doesn't matter with  an open hand or a closed fist. The blood is red and sweet like cherry  wine.]



		Aqua, " Barbie Girl ":



		What it sounds like: Literally just an innocent song about Barbie dolls.  What it's actually about: The song talks about women being used as



		sex objects to fulfill men's desires.



		[Make me walk, make me talk, do whatever you want. I can act  like a star, I can beg on my knees.]



		Of Monsters and Men, " Little Talks ":



		What it sounds like: One of those happy, catchy songs with lyrics that  seem to have been put together pointlessly.



		What it's really about: A woman slowly losing herself to mental illness  and grief after the death of her partner.



		[You're gone, gone, gone, I saw you disappear. All that's left is  your ghost. Now we're wrecked, wrecked, wrecked, there's nothing we  can do. Just let me go, we'll meet soon.]
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		Billie Holiday, " Strange Fruit ":



		What it sounds like: A haunting song about the anatomy and activity  of trees. And also the lead part of " Blood on the Leaves " by Kanye  West.



		's really about: Racism and lynching of black people, particularly in the  American South.



		[Black bodies swaying in the southern breeze, strange fruits  hanging from the poplars.]



		Foster the People, " PumpedUpKicks ":



		What it sounds like: A danceable song with a beat so good you sort of  mentally block out the lyrics.



		What it's really about: It's the inner monologue of a troubled kid plotting  bloody, violent revenge against his peers.



		[Yeah, he found a gun in his dad's closet, hidden in a box of cool  stuff. I don't even know how, but he'll come after you, yeah, he'll come  after you.]



		Ed Sheeran, " The A Team ":



		What it sounds like: A man singing about all the things he loves about  his girlfriend.



		What it's actually about: The song actually details the life of a crack  addicted prostitute .



		[And freaks out for a few ounces, and she doesn't want to go out  tonight. And on a pipe she flies home, or sells love to another man.]



		Nirvana, " Polly ":



		What it sounds like: A song about a parrot.
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		What it's really about: The relationship between a rapist and a girl ,  who is being held captive, abused and raped. And actually, it's based on



		real events .



		[Polly wants a cookie, maybe she wants some more. She asked  me to let her go, a chase would be nice for a change.]



		Sia, " Chandelier ":



		What it sounds like: The song's beat, music video, and changes in  singing styles really take the focus away from the lyrics.



		What it's really about: The song details how a seemingly happy girl  uses alcohol and drugs to deal with her depression and quell her fears.



		[Help, I'm holding on for life. I won't look down, I won't open my  eyes. I keep my glass full until dawn, because I'm hanging in there  tonight.]



		Los del Rio, " Macarena ":



		What it sounds like: It was the biggest dance hit at every school party  and everyone sang the chorus in unison.



		What it's actually about: The boyfriend of a girl named Macarena  leaves town and she cheats on him with his two cute friends.



		[Now seriously, what am I supposed to do? He was out of town  and his two friends were so good. Give joy to your Macarena body,  because your body is meant to bring happiness and good things.



		"Misery" - maroon 5



		“Misery”, track from Maroon 5 's HandsAll Over album brings



		that groove from the band's early career, with a very lively beat, but the  lyrics are decidedly desperate.



		What it's actually about: “I am in misery, nobody can help me, why



		don't you answer me? Your silence is slowly killing me ′′ . The clip still  features the vocalist being beaten, run over and thrown from a building  by his girlfriend.
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		"maxwell's silver hammer" - the beatles



		The friendly “Maxwell's Silver Hammer”, from the Beatles '  Abbey Road album , sounds like a sweet song sung by Paul  McCartney .



		What it's actually about: But the lyrics tell the story, basically, of a



		serial killer who kills a classmate, a teacher, and even finally the judge  at his own trial.



		"lovefool" - the cardigans



		An anthem of the 90s, “Lovefool” by The Cardigans was sung  by everyone who was infected by the sugary chorus in Nina Persson 's  voice .



		What it's really about: But the lyrics basically portray a woman a little  too obsessed, who asks to suffer in exchange for love: "Love me,  pretend you love me", "fool me, go ahead and deceive me” and even  the absurd “I don't care if you care, as long as you don't leave” are  intoned with the vocalist's simple voice.



		"Mamma mia" - Abba



		The song “Mamma Mia!” From Abba , it's instantly infectious and  upbeat. But bizarrely.



		What it's actually about: "I've been betrayed by you since I don't even  know when." The excitement continues in the famous chorus all the way  to the end, but overall, “Mamma Mia!” It's about a woman who can't be  happy at all:



		“I get mad and sad about the things you do, I can't count how  many times I've said 'it's over'. And when you close the door you know  it won't last, you know I'm not strong



		"Mad world" - tears for fears



		Before getting their depressing version in the voice of Gary  Jules , Tears For Fears released “Mad World” with an 80s beat much
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		more up than it should be, by the lyrics. The original arrangement is not  only much faster, but full of percussion instruments and synthesizers, in  the voice of bassist Curt Smith.



		What it's actually about: "I think it's kind of funny, I think it's kind of  sad, that the dreams where I'm dying are the best I've ever had."



		"Pumped up kicks" - foster the people



		“Pumped Up Kicks” is the most tense in the category. Despite being a  happy little song, the first single from Foster The People deals with  mental illness and seeks to understand the mind of a troubled teenager,  who fantasizes about a shooting:



		What it's actually about: "All the other kids with your expensive  sneakers, you better run faster than my gun." In an interview with the  Washington Post , songwriter Mark Foster said:



		“Imagine if I had written “Pumped Up Kicks” as a ballad? It would  be the most depressing song in the world.”



		"Idn" - Lily Allen



		In “LDN”, Lily Allen describes an ordinary day in the city of London, in  the most graceful way possible. Matching the theme of the song, the  idea of the romantic mood is to show that things are dark when you look  at them more closely. With his characteristic voice.



		What it's actually about: “An old woman was walking down the street  with some grocery bags (...), a boy came to help, but before she  accepted he hit her on the head and he didn't care if she died, because  he took her jewelry and her wallet”.



		"It's My Party" - Lesley Gore



		The 60's hit, famously sung by Lesley Gore , “It's My Party”, is the  typical fluffy song of the time, with a choir and the singer's graceful  vocals.



		What it's really about: Gore talks about getting his heart broken at his  own birthday party. The friendly and famous chorus says:
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		"It's my party and I'll cry if I want to, you would cry too if it happened to  you".



		"Train in vain" - the clash



		from The Clash classic London Calling , “Train In Vain” is another one  that has a breakup theme disguised as an upbeat song.



		What it's really about: In the song, Mick Jones talks about being left  behind by the girl, but he also has other issues:



		“I have a job that doesn't pay me, I need new clothes and a place to live”  .
