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Introduction



Jacob and I have been working together on scroll saw patterns for over 20 years and have had a lot of fun along the way with very few arguments. Jacob has drawn well over 1,000 designs, and I have proofed and cut most of them. We also share duties as the wildlife photographer for the many realistic animal designs that Jacob has generated. However, Jacob is certainly not limited to wildlife patterns, and my side businesses for my finished work—selling pieces at craft and art shows—do need simpler and more diverse designs. We are pleased to share here some of the successful designs appropriate for craft shows, gifts, and around your home. We have not forgotten the many wonderful people who bought our first book and we have included a selection of very detailed wildlife designs to continue to challenge you.


As I moved on to natural wood from the many painted pine puzzles I started scrolling with, I introduced natural wood designs into my craft shows. Initially, I tried to sell the work as art and did, mainly to collectors of specific animal pieces (such as cats), but soon the bulk of my sales were smaller pieces—mainly Christmas ornaments. Jacob was inspired by this and started drawing more ornaments, including snowflakes, angels, or birds. Over time, he has drawn many designs that sell well at craft shows. His snowflakes, for example, sell well and have also made great gifts for everyone we know.


Jacob has also drawn patterns of many everyday items, from sports images to representations of professions such as photographer or carpenter. We have included some of these here that could be used as appliqués on signs and children’s bedroom doors.


For sales, it is important that the finished piece is attractive and that I can cut it “at a profit.” Most of Jacob’s ornament patterns can be stack cut, increasing production twofold or more. We have included several designs that would be very useful to you for craft sales or as small gifts.
