	There are absolute and relative definitions of ‘life’ and ‘death’, context is everything.


	 


	Sin brought death upon men, that is the ‘second death’, not the first death as in ‘falling asleep’; although the latter was consequentially mandated on account of sin (state, fallen nature) coming into the world, (see ‘Divine Life’ chapter 4 of previous writing titled, ‘Man’).


	[Revelation 20:10 And the devil who deceived them was cast into the lake of fire and brimstone, where [are] both the beast and the false prophet; and they shall be tormented day and night for the ages of ages. Revelation 21:8 But to the fearful and unbelieving, [and sinners], and those who make themselves abominable, and murderers, and fornicators, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, their part [is] in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone; which is the second death. Revelation 20:14 and death and hades were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death, [even] the lake of fire.] These scriptures show that the lake of fire is deemed the second death, this is the final and eternal condition of the wicked, yet they never cease to exist although referred to as dead. Our redemption saves us from the second death not the first, men still ‘fall asleep’. [Romans 5:12 “For this [cause], even as by one man sin entered into the world, and by sin death; and thus death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned:”] Sin referred to is man’s state, fallen nature, and every man has, as a consequence of his fallen nature, in his lifetime, ‘sinned’, committed sins (actions, includes thoughts).
