	CSS3 Multi-column Layout is a feature that allows you to create a text layout with multiple columns, similar to a newspaper or a magazine. It provides a way to divide content into multiple columns, making it easier to read and navigate through lengthy text. Here's an overview of CSS3 Multi-column Layout and its key concepts:

	

	Creating Multi-column Layout

	
	
● To create a multi-column layout, you need to apply the column-count property to the container element.


	
● Specify the number of columns you want by setting the value of column-count to an integer.


	
● Alternatively, you can use the column-width property to set the desired width of each column. The number of columns will be determined automatically based on the available space.




	

	Column Gap

	
	
● The column-gap property is used to define the space between columns.


	
● You can set the value to a length (e.g., 10px) or a percentage (e.g., 5%).


	
● By default, the browser determines the appropriate gap size.




	

	Column Rules

	
	
● You can add a rule (line) between columns using the column-rule property.


	
● The column-rule property sets the width, style, and color of the rule.


	
● This can help visually separate columns.




	

	Column Span

	
	
● The column-span property allows an element to span across multiple columns.


	
● By setting column-span: all;, an element can span the full width of the multi-column layout.


	
● However, note that not all browsers support column spanning.
