Morton states a twofold aim: to identify the physical character of the ancient Egyptians and to determine the composition of the Nile Valley population across dynastic time. Mortons materials include skulls recovered from tombs at Thebes and other sites, specimens held by European and American cabinets, and heads preserved with portions of soft tissue. Addressing the ethnographic composition of the Nile Valley, Morton concludes that the ancient Egyptians formed the principal population, augmented at different times by Libyan, Asiatic, and Nubian elements. He distinguishes Delta communities with stronger Asiatic affinities from Upper Egyptian groups he treats as more representative of the national stock.
