If you don’t know what and when each instrument
should play, youve got to learn it. So, we have to start
from some point. That’s why i just took the most
common and known Rhythms together, with their usual
instruments and show them here as exemples, going
down to the roots of these Rhythms.

The samples here are quiet simple and they re supposed
to be so. That’s where some musicians who are used to
play complicated music styles get stuck without
knowing what to do to make it interesting.

It’s all about feeling it and grooving, once you learned

the basic rules.
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
