Chapter 5: The Pink Tax and Smart Consumption Arbitrage

	Application: Take on the "Label Challenge". On your next trip to the supermarket, compare the price per ml/g of a women's product with that of a men's product. Convert the difference into a stock purchase on the same day.

	Reinforcement Exercises

	Identify 5 items in your monthly budget that have a cheaper "men's version".

	Calculate how much you would save in a year if you eliminated the Pink Tax from your basic purchases.

	Potential Solutions

	Difficulty in giving up specific brands: Utilize aggressive loyalty and cashback programs focused on premium credit cards to recover some of the value.

	Expensive aesthetic pressure: Replace recurring, low-quality expenses with investments in long-lasting procedures that offer a better ROI (Return on Investment) in terms of time and money.
