Sultan Ali Khan (Salman Khan) is a middle-aged ex-wrestling champion, who is living a mediocre and lonely life in a small town in Haryana. Aakash Oberoi (Amit Sadh[image: External link]), the founder of a private mixed martial arts league, is encouraged by his father to hire an Indian wrestler to salvage the league's popularity. He travels to Haryana to make an offer to Sultan, who bluntly refuses and says that he has completely retired from wrestling. In search of the reason behind his retirement, Aakash confronts Sultan's close friend Govind (Anant Sharma), who narrates how Sultan's career began.

Eight years ago, Sultan fell in love at the sight of Aarfa Hussain (Anushka Sharma[image: External link]), a state-level wrestler and the daughter of a local wrestling coach. Although she was initially cold towards him, Aarfa accepted Sultan as a friend. When he began to proclaim that she was his girlfriend, she rejected him by stating that she wishes to marry an accomplished wrestler like herself. Determined to win her respect, Sultan dedicated himself to intense training and ultimately won a state-level wrestling tournament, as well as Aarfa's love. 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 Casting and development




The project was earlier announced in June 2015 with a teaser released on YouTube.[13] Khan will be seen portraying Haryana-based wrestler in the film.[14][15] Khan underwent wrestling training under the guidance of Larnell Stovall.[16][17][18]

In October 2015, there were reports of American actor Sylvester Stallone being cast in the film as Khan's on-screen coach.[19] However, Raja Mukerji, the Executive Producer of the film cleared that Stallone would not be starring in the film.[20] Later, Sanjay Dutt was then rumored to play the role of coach according to Khan's insistence.[21] However, Khan later reported that he never insisted Aditya Chopra for Dutt's role.[22]

In December 2015, Randeep Hooda[image: External link] was later signed to play the role of Khan's coach in the film.[23][24] Amit Sadh[image: External link], of Kai Po Che fame was reportedly signed for the role of young Sultan.[25] However, in March 2016, he confirmed that he is playing the role of Khan's younger brother.[26] MMA fighter Tyron Woodley has been signed opposite Khan with other fighters in the film.[27][28][29]

In January 2016, Anushka Sharma[image: External link] was signed to play the female lead role opposite Khan.[30] For her role as a wrestler, Sharma took wrestling lessons for the film.[31][32] In February 2016, Bosco-Caesar were signed as the choreographers of the film, replacing Vaibhavi Merchant who left the film due to personal commitments.

Pre-production of the film started in October 2015 where Khan posted a photo of his character in the film on Facebook.[33] Principal photography of the film started in December 2015 at N.D Studios, Karjat[34][35] and JW Marriott Mumbai, where the film's first schedule was filmed.[36] Filming of the first schedule had been completed in late December 2015.[37][38] Filming of the second schedule was started in January 2016 where Khan filmed for action sequences.[39][40] A song was filmed in early March 2016, choreographed by Farah.[41] An action sequence between Khan and Sharma was reportedly filmed.[42] The Some of the sequence of the movie will feature 360 year old Jama Masjid of Delhi.[43] In late April 2016 the lead actor Salman Khan was seen riding a scooter as a part of shooting in Muzaffarnagar.[44]

On 6 July 2016, the film's digital copy was reported to be available in the darknet. Confirming that the copy was created from the sample sent by the producers to the CBFC board for review, cyber crime experts investigating the leak said, "The leak is confirmed. The copy of the movie is available on the darknet and soon it will be available on torrent."[46] However, Yash Raj Films, the film's producer, denied such development. Kislay Chaudhary, a private investigator, claimed that the links of the 2 hour, 36 minute-long movie were available, and shared the screenshot of the same with Mail Today. "Many websites have been blocked since Tuesday evening and links were removed immediately," he added.[47]

Ali Abbas Zafar is an Indian film director and screenwriter. He achieved moderate success for his first two films, the romantic comedy Mere Brother Ki Dulhan[image: External link] (2011) and the action drama Gunday[image: External link] (2014). He then went on to receive widespread recognition for the sports drama Sultan (2016), which ranks among the highest-grossing Indian films.
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 Career




Zafar entered the film industry as an assistant director, including on multiple projects for the production company Yash Raj Films (YRF). He then made his own directorial and screen-writing debut with the romantic comedy Mere Brother Ki Dulhan[image: External link] (2011). The film revolved around a young man (Imran Khan[image: External link]) who finds a bride (Katrina Kaif[image: External link]) for his older brother (Ali Zafar[image: External link]), but then finds that he himself has fallen in love with her.[1]

His next film was the action drama Gunday[image: External link] (2014), set in Calcutta[image: External link] in the 1970s and 1980s. The film starred Ranveer Singh[image: External link] and Arjun Kapoor[image: External link] as powerful bandits, Priyanka Chopra[image: External link] as a cabaret dancer whom they both fall in love with, and Irrfan Khan[image: External link] as a police officer pursuing them.[2][3] Both Mere Brother Ki Dulhan and Gunday were successful at the box office and received mixed reviews from critics.

Zafar's next film was the blockbuster sports drama Sultan (2016) starring Salman Khan as a wrestling champion from Haryana, with Anushka Sharma[image: External link] as a female wrestler who becomes a love interest for Khan's character. The film received mixed to positive reviews from critics and has emerged as one of the highest-grossing Indian films.

His next project is the action thriller Tiger Zinda Hai[image: External link], the sequel to YRF's Ek Tha Tiger[image: External link] (2012). The film will feature Salman Khan and Katrina Kaif reprising their roles from the first film, and is currently set to release in December 2017.[4]

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Aditya Chopra






Aditya Chopra (born 21 May 1971) is an Indian film director[image: External link], producer[image: External link], screenwriter[image: External link], broadcast producer[image: External link] and distributor[image: External link].[5] His work as a director includes Dilwale Dulhania Le Jayenge[image: External link] (1995), Mohabbatein[image: External link] (2000), Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi[image: External link] (2008) and Befikre[image: External link] (2016).[6][7]

He is also the current chairman of India's multi-national film, media and entertainment conglomerate, Yash Raj Films (YRF). Chopra has written and produced a number of critically acclaimed and commercially successful films under the banner like Veer-Zaara[image: External link] (2004), Fanaa[image: External link] (2006), Band Baaja Baaraat[image: External link] (2010), Ek Tha Tiger[image: External link] (2012), Jab Tak Hai Jaan[image: External link] (2012), The Dhoom Trilogy[image: External link] ( 2004[image: External link], 2006[image: External link] & 2013[image: External link]) and Sultan (2016). He has tried to break away from typecast[image: External link] and forayed into production of off-beat films[image: External link] in projects like Kabul Express[image: External link] (2006), Chak De! India[image: External link] (2007), Rocket Singh[image: External link] (2009), Dum Laga Ke Haisha[image: External link] (2015) and Fan (2016), that do not necessarily fit into the realms of Masala films[image: External link]. Chopra is also the first Indian film producer to move towards a true film studio[image: External link] model through independent projects[image: External link] helmed by producers, writers and directors under his YRF banner.[8] Major production[image: External link] and post-production[image: External link] work of the company is now carried out of YRF Studios[image: External link], (co-founded by his ex-wife Payal Khanna and Yash Chopra[image: External link]) where Chopra serves as Chief Executive[image: External link].[9] As of July 2016, he has produced eight films that have accumulated worldwide gross earnings of more than INR 200 crore[image: External link][10] (which is the most for an Indian film producer).

Apart from emerging as an equitable brand, his company has earned the status of a movie mogul[image: External link] in Indian entertainment[image: External link]. His company is often credited for breaking away from the small business[image: External link] model that was historically used by the Indian film industry[image: External link] and introducing a rigid hub and spoke[image: External link] model by establishing distribution[image: External link] networks across the globe. With a majority of his work being part of the highest grossing Indian films of all time[image: External link], the company is estimated to be net worth of ₹6,200 crore (US$960 million)[11] (as of second quarter of Fiscal[image: External link] 2015) by multiple NSE[image: External link] and BSE[image: External link] analysts, thereby making it the biggest and most successful film production company in the history of Indian cinema[image: External link].[12] The Directorate of Film Festivals[image: External link] has awarded him the National Award[image: External link] for his contribution to Indian Cinema, on three separate years ( 1995[image: External link], 2005[image: External link], 2007[image: External link]) through the Government of India[image: External link].[3] Widely regarded as one of the most influential and powerful Executive's in Indian films[image: External link], Chopra has however remained extremely media-shy, battling constant reports of an alleged dysthymic disorder[image: External link] throughout his three-decade career.[13]
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Chopra, the elder son of the late filmmaker Yash Chopra[image: External link] and Pamela Chopra[image: External link], was born on 21 May 1971. He completed his formal education and acquired his Indian Certificate of Secondary Education[image: External link] from Bombay Scottish School[image: External link]. He graduated from Hassaram Rijhumal College of Commerce and Economics[image: External link] along with Anil Thadani, Karan Johar and Abhishek Kapoor.[14] He was married to Payal Khanna, until their divorce in 2009. On, 21 April 2014, he married actress Rani Mukerji[image: External link] in a private wedding ceremony in Italy[image: External link].[15] In December 2015, Rani gave birth to their daughter Adira Chopra[16]
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 Career




Chopra started his film making career at the age of 18 as an assistant director, working with his father on films like Chandni[image: External link] (1989), Lamhe[image: External link] (1991) and Darr[image: External link] (1993). He also wrote his first screenplays for his father's Parampara[image: External link] (1992) and his mother's independently produced film Aaina[image: External link] (1993) which was the only film not directed by his father that he served as an assistant director on. Chopra, after gaining a respectable amount of experience, started independently at the age of 23 with the all-time blockbuster Dilwale Dulhaniya Le Jayenge[image: External link] with Shahrukh Khan and Kajol[image: External link] for which he was the director and writer. The film was scripted by Chopra and produced by his father Yash Chopra, under the Yash Raj Films banner. Chopra started work on the script of the film in 1990, at the age of 19, and gradually spent time making about five drafts of the film's original script. Chopra even managed to convince his brother Uday Chopra[image: External link] and Karan Johar, both aspiring film makers, to enter the film industry as assistant director's along with the film. Chopra once said that the presence of his relatives during the making of the film worked as a huge emotional support. Dilwale Dulhaniya Le Jayenge eventually went on to become one of the biggest hits of all time[17] and won the National Film Award for Best Popular Film Providing Wholesome Entertainment[image: External link].[18]
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 Yash Raj Films




Chopra eventually went on to write the dialogues and the story of his father's 1997 blockbuster Dil To Pagal Hai[image: External link] (which won the National Award[image: External link]), also made under Yash Raj Films. His next film as a director was Mohabbatein[image: External link] with Amitabh Bachchan[image: External link] and Shahrukh Khan which gave the yester year star a new life in his film career and also launched his brother Uday Chopra into the film industry. The film was also written and co-produced by Chopra and fared very well at the box office. The next film under the Yash Raj Films banner was Mere Yaar Ki Shaadi Hai[image: External link], in 2002 and also starred his brother Uday. The film did moderately well at the box office.[19]
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 2004 break-through




In 2004, Chopra produced Hum Tum[image: External link], Dhoom[image: External link] and Veer Zaara[image: External link] (for which he was also the screenwriter) under the YRF banner. All three films went on to become critical and commercial blockbusters, earning more than ₹199 crore (US$31 million)[20] (unadjusted for inflation) in the worldwide market. The films became the seventh[image: External link], fourth[image: External link] and highest-grossing Indian films[image: External link] of 2004. The company won most of the Indian film awards in the year, with Veer Zaara also winning the National Award[image: External link]. This was considered a major break-through for this film producing company and cemented its position as the leader of Indian Entertainment[image: External link] for the following decades which runs till now.

Chopra then produced and wrote several other highly commercial and critically acclaimed films over the years, namely Bunty Aur Babli[image: External link], Salaam Namaste[image: External link], Fanaa[image: External link], Dhoom 2[image: External link] and Chak De India[image: External link] (which also won the National Award[image: External link]). Chopra also made his third film as a director in 2008 with Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi[image: External link] starring Shahrukh Khan and launching newcomer Anushka Sharma[image: External link]. The film became the highest-grossing film for Shahrukh Khan and Yash Raj Films at that time, grossing ₹172 crore (US$27 million)[21] in the worldwide market. These films established Yash Raj Films as the most powerful film production company in the history of Indian cinema, Aditya Chopra is an estimated net worth of ₹6,200 crore (US$960 million)[11] (trade and stock market estimate) and making Chopra one of the most influential people in the country.

YRF launched a number of budding screenwriters and directors under their banner throughout these years. Directors and screenwriters such as Karan Johar[image: External link] (his Kuch Kuch Hota Hai[image: External link] was co-produced and released by Yash Raj Film Distributors), Kunal Kohli[image: External link], Kabir Khan[image: External link], Sanjay Gadhvi[image: External link], Jaideep Sahni[image: External link], Siddharth Anand[image: External link], Shimit Amin[image: External link], Habib Faisal[image: External link], Shaad Ali[image: External link], Maneesh Sharma[image: External link] and Vijay Acharya[image: External link] debuted under Yash Raj Films and have gone on to become independent entities in films. The company also produced films for filmmakers such as Anil Mehta[image: External link] and Pradeep Sarkar[image: External link] under their banner. Yash Raj Films was eventually ranked at Number 1 (among the most successful film production companies in India) in a survey conducted by Filmfare[image: External link] and at Number 27 (among the most successful film production companies in the world) in a survey by The Hollywood Reporter[image: External link], both under the vice-chairmanship of Chopra.[22]
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 YRF Studios




On realising the lack of a proper film shooting studio during their years of film making, YRF gradually went on build their dream film production studio in the year 2005, located in Mumbai[image: External link] city. The first film to be shot in YRF Studios was the company's 2006 critical and commercial blockbuster, Fanaa[image: External link]. Some of the notable films of outside banners that were shot in the studio over the years are; Kabhi Alvida Naa Kehna[image: External link] (2006), Partner[image: External link] (2007), Taare Zameen Par[image: External link] (2007), Dostana[image: External link] (2008), Wanted[image: External link] (2009), 3 Idiots[image: External link] (2009), My Name Is Khan[image: External link] (2010), Dabangg[image: External link] (2010), Bodyguard[image: External link] (2011), Ra.One[image: External link] (2011), Agneepath[image: External link] (2012), Chennai Express[image: External link] (2013), Jai Ho[image: External link] (2014) and P.K.[image: External link] (2014). The studio was created and designed by Chopra and his then wife, Payal Khanna and is equipped with high technology film shooting equipment and goods. The studio sprawling over 20 acres (81,000 m2) and towering up to six floors is used to shoot films for the company and is also rented for other film makers and television shoots like 10 Ka Dum and Kaun Banega Crorepati for Sony[image: External link] and Kya Aap Paanchvi Pass Se Tez Hain, Koffee With Karan[image: External link] and Satyamev Jayate for STAR[image: External link].[23]
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 YRF Home Entertainment




Apart from film production, Chopra's Yash Raj Films also distributed (theatrical, home entertainment and satellite) and canvassed a wide variety of Independent films[image: External link] that came out of the Parallel Cinema[image: External link] industry of India like Godmother[image: External link] (1999), Zubeidaa[image: External link] (2001), Maqbool[image: External link] (2004), Meenaxi: A Tale of Three Cities[image: External link] (2004), Black (2005), My Brother Nikhil[image: External link] (2005), Mangal Pandey: The Rising[image: External link] (2005) and Maine Gandhi Ko Nahin Mara[image: External link] (2005) that helped them leverage against a powerful film production house such as his and thereby reach a wider audience on their release. Yash Raj Film Distributors also released several big-budgeted films such as Kuch Kuch Hota Hai[image: External link] (1998), Biwi No.1[image: External link] (1999), Kaho Naa Pyaar Hai[image: External link] (2000), Kabhi Khushi Kabhie Gham[image: External link] (2001), Koi Mil Gaya[image: External link] (2003), Kal Ho Naa Ho[image: External link] (2003), Krrish[image: External link] (2006) and Kabhi Alvida Naa Kehna[image: External link] (2006). In 2013, the company's distribution leg reportedly sold the satellite rights of its highly anticipated venture, Dhoom 3 for ₹75 crore (US$12 million)[24] to Sony Entertainment Television.[25]

After constantly delivering musical[image: External link] successes like Darr[image: External link], Dilwale Dulhaniya Le Jayenge[image: External link] and Dil To Pagal Hai[image: External link] throughout the years of its existence, the company decided to leverage on their growing clout in the music[image: External link] industry. YRF established their independent feature music[image: External link] distribution leg under the name YRF Music in 2004. The leg was developed for the purpose of digital as well as physical distribution of all the film soundtracks released under the banner. The first soundtrack to be distributed under YRF Music was the company's critical and commercial musical blockbuster Veer Zaara[image: External link]. The leg established careers of a lot budding music composers throughout the years, who leveraged themselves against scoring music for YRF projects, like Jatin Lalit[image: External link] (Dilwale Dulhania Le Jayenge), Shankar Ehsaan Loy[image: External link] (Bunty Aur Babli), Pritam[image: External link] (Dhoom), Vishal Shekhar[image: External link] (Salaam Namaste), Salim Sulaiman[image: External link] (Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi), Amit Trivedi[image: External link] (Ishaqzaade), Ram Sampath[image: External link] (Luv Ka The End), Sajid Wajid[image: External link] (Daawat-e-Ishq), Sohail Sen[image: External link] (Mere Brother Ki Dulhan), Raghu Dixit[image: External link] (Mujhse Fraaandship Karoge), Sachin Jigar[image: External link] (Shuddh Desi Romance) and Amartya Rahut (Aurangzeb).[26]
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 Walt Disney buyout-refusal




The Walt Disney Company[image: External link] entered Indian Entertainment[image: External link] in 2007 through a three-film co-production agreement (Ta Ra Rum Pum[image: External link], Thoda Pyaar Thoda Magic[image: External link] and Roadside Romeo[image: External link]) with Yash Raj Films. Disney[image: External link]'s move was seen as a bid to increase its global clout and finally entering the increasingly lucrative Indian Cinema[image: External link] arena. Moreover, it offered a 49% acquisition of YRF at ₹2,500 crore (US$390 million)[27] (unadjusted for inflation) in 2009, which took the valuation of the Indian entertainment company to ₹5,000 crore (US$780 million),[28] at the time. However, YRF declined the acquisition offer made by the American conglomerate, as it wanted to continue as an independent film production house in India. But in 2011, a 99% share acquisition offer by Walt Disney Studios[image: External link] was accepted by UTV[image: External link] at ₹2,000 crore (US$310 million)[29] (unadjusted for inflation). The two companies together established Disney UTV[image: External link], that now functions as the Indian subsidiary of the American company. In December 2016, The Walt Disney Company[image: External link] announced that is restructuring its Indian operations and UTV Software Communications[image: External link] will no longer be a Disney subsidiary[image: External link].[30]
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 As vice-chairman




The company saw an all-time low, with several of their high budgeted films not doing well at the box office despite favourable critical reviews and the company thereby suffering losses amounting to millions from 2007 to 2010. The film's broke YRF's perfect success ratio and were oddly released one after another. Some of the most unsuccessful films produced under the banner were Jhoom Barabar Jhoom[image: External link], Laaga Chunari Mein Daag[image: External link], Tashan[image: External link], Thoda Pyaar Thoda Magic[image: External link], Roadside Romeo[image: External link], and Pyaar Impossible[image: External link]. Chopra, then took over as the Vice Chairman of Yash Raj Films in 2010, soon after the release of the film Badmaash Company[image: External link] under the same banner.[18]
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 2011 landmark deal




In 2011, Yash Raj Films took the critical decision of banking on the successes of 3 Idiots[image: External link], Ra.One[image: External link] and Bodyguard[image: External link] and went into production of three individual Mainstream films[image: External link] with Aamir Khan[image: External link] for Dhoom 3 (for which Chopra wrote the story), Shahrukh Khan[image: External link] for Jab Tak Hai Jaan (for which Chopra wrote the story, screenplay and dialogue) and with Salman Khan for Ek Tha Tiger (for which Chopra wrote the story), a feat that has never been achieved by any film production company, till date. The move was seen as a landmark deal by YRF as it engaged three of the most successful box office actors of Indian Cinema[image: External link] in independent projects, at the time. Moreover, the three films turned out to be the most expensive productions by YRF; Ek Tha Tiger was produced at ₹75 crore (US$12 million),[31] Jab Tak Hai Jaan was produced at ₹60 crore (US$9.3 million)[32] and Dhoom 3 was produced at ₹150 crore (US$23 million).[33]

All three of these films shattered Box Office[image: External link] records of India and went on to become some of the highest-grossing films of their time. Ek Tha Tiger, which released on the 66th Independence Day of India, earned approximately ₹320 crore (US$50 million)[41] and thereby became the eleventh highest-grossing film of Indian Cinema.Jab Tak Hai Jaan opened worldwide on the Diwali day of 2012 and went on to earn ₹241 crore (US$37 million)[37] and became the fifteenth highest-grossing film in India. Dhoom 3 released in (Hindi, Tamil, Telugu & Arabic) on the Christmas week of 2013 and grossed approximately ₹542 crore (US$84 million),[42][43] in the worldwide market and went on to become the fourth highest-grossing film of Indian Cinema, as of January 2014. The three films gradually helped re-cement the dominant position of YRF in the Indian Entertainment market.
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 As chairman




After the demise of Chopra's father, Yash Chopra, in 2012, it was confirmed that Aditya Chopra was to be elevated to the position of Chairman of Yash Raj Films and eventually taking over the ₹5,200 crore (US$810 million)[11] company. YRF gradually went on to re-position itself into an extremely agile and aggressive film producing company that came out with an increasing number of films with each passing year, under the guidance of Chopra and the company's upper management.[44]
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 Work with new-comers (Talent Management)




Apart from producing big-budgeted films with established actors, YRF also announced several films featuring relative new-comers in the fourth quarter of Fiscal year[image: External link] 2012; Aurangzeb[image: External link] starring Prithviraj Sukumaran, Sashaa Agha and Arjun Kapoor, Gunday[image: External link] starring Ranveer Singh, Bewakoofiyan starring Ayushmann Khurrana and Sonam Kapoor, Daawat-e-Ishq with Aditya Roy Kapoor, Mardaani[image: External link] with Rani Mukerji and Kill Dil[image: External link] starring Ali Zafar and Govinda.[45] The films are slated to release all through 2013 and 2014 and are seen as a strategic move by the company to infuse newer talent into Indian Cinema[image: External link] in the form of actors, screenwriters, directors and technicians. In a bid to break away from the traditional star system[image: External link] of Indian Cinema[image: External link], the company ventured into producing low-budgeted independent film's with new talent (actors, creatives and technicians) from 2008. Apart from working with upcoming actors, the company independently launched several new faces as leading actors in several of their big-budgeted films through their home banner and through Y Films[image: External link],[46] including:

Sensing a keen following of Indian Cinema[image: External link] in Japan[image: External link] during the Festival de Cannes[image: External link], YRF Studios decided to re-release Ek Tha Tiger on 8 March 2013 and Jab Tak Hai Jaan on 20 April 2013 in an association with The Nikkatsu Corporation[image: External link]. The deal was further extended to the release of Dhoom 3 on 25 December 2013 during the MAMI Film Festival[image: External link].[49]

In a bid to strengthen their foothold in the United States and the European market, the company established its international film producing leg; YRF Entertainment[image: External link], which was solely focused on production and financing of international film content. The first film to independently release under the banner was the 2012 romantic comedy The Longest Week[image: External link] which starred Olivia Wilde[image: External link], Jason Bateman[image: External link] and Billy Crudup[image: External link]. The film did moderately well in the worldwide box office[image: External link] and managed break-even[image: External link].[50]

The next film to be released under YRF Entertainment is The Grace of Monaco[image: External link] starring Nicole Kidman[image: External link] and Tim Roth[image: External link]. The film is co-produced by Arash Amel[image: External link]. Primary filming of the project is complete and the film is slated for a March 2014 release. The company also announced its maiden Anglo-Indian[image: External link] film project that would be co-produced by Mira Nair[image: External link] under the Mirabai Films[image: External link] banner and directed by Shimit Amin[image: External link]. In 2013, the company also announced its next venture, Seducing Ingrid Bergman based on the life of Ingrid Bergman[image: External link], written by Chris Greenhalgh[image: External link] and Arash Amel[image: External link].[51]
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YRF forayed into regional Indian film production in 2013, with Aaha Kalyanam[image: External link], a remake of their 2010 critical and commercial blockbuster Band Baaja Baaraat[image: External link] starring Nani[image: External link] and debutant Vaani Kapoor. The Tamil-Telugu bilingual project would be directed by Gokul Krishna and produced by Chopra. YRF plans to launch both the lead actress and director with this film. The untitled film completed the first schedule of its principal photography in Chennai in May 2013, with the next two schedules to be held in Hyderabad and Mysore in July 2013. Moreover, the studio also released Tamil and Telugu versions of its Dhoom 3 for the South Indian market. The company plans to deliver remakes from its existing catalog as well as new and original regional content (in Tamil and Telugu), but also content that is set to break into other regional film markets (Malayalam and Tulu) of the south.[52]
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Throughout the years of its existence, YRF inked various strategic business agreements with independent film and media entities present in the country.

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Photographers of the Indian media[image: External link] caught a glimpse of the extremely reclusive Chopra on 27 December 2008. Chopra's Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi[image: External link] and Aamir Khan[image: External link]'s Ghajini[image: External link] were the two big Indian releases of the year 2008 and were pitted against each other by the Press; Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi was to release on Diwali[image: External link] and Ghajini was to release on Christmas[image: External link], with a gap of a few weeks between them. Chopra was present at a private screening of Ghajini that was held by Khan, for members of the film industry[image: External link]. Chopra was seen leaving through the back entrance of the theatre premise around 2 AM, just before the end credits of the film. On spotting multiple journalists[image: External link] outside the venue, he reportedly panicked and desperately sprinted towards his car to avoid being photographed. Chopra pulled down the sun visor of his car and hid inside it as he drove away. He even dropped his phone and damaged it, in the process. Images of a scared and petrified Chopra covering his face with his arms became front page news of a leading Indian tabloid[image: External link]. The article called Chopra a very powerful man, behaving like a trapped animal, even though it carried a statement by "one of his close friend's" who called him a simple, introverted guy. The event however fuelled further reports of Chopra suffering from an alleged social anxiety disorder[image: External link] and/or APD[image: External link].[63]
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 Son of Sardar[image: External link]




Moreover, in 2012, Ajay Devgan[image: External link], Viacom 18 Motion Pictures[image: External link] and Eros International[image: External link] together moved the Competition Commission of India[image: External link] against Yash Raj Films and Aditya Chopra, accusing the company of using monopolistic business practices and rampantly abusing their dominant position and clout in the Entertainment Industry of India[image: External link] by entering into a tie-in arrangement with 1,500 single screen film exhibitors (out of a total of 2,100) of India, that obliged them to showcase the company's Jab Tak Hai Jaan[image: External link] (and not Son Of Sardar[image: External link]) on the Diwali week of 2012 and continue its theatrical run for two weeks after the worldwide release. The trio eventually moved the Competition Appellate Tribunal[image: External link] on 30 October 2012 against Yash Raj Films but were turned down by the bench heading the Tribunal.

Both films opened on 13 November 2012; Jab Tak Hai Jaan released in 3500 screens and Son Of Sardar released in 2000 screens, in the worldwide market.However, in November 2013, the CCI[image: External link] dismissed the case filing as they found YRF to not be in contravention of the Competition Act of India; YRF won the case.[64]
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Raees[image: External link] was a film produced by Excel Entertainment[image: External link] and Red Chillies Entertainment[image: External link] helmed by Rahul Dholakia[image: External link]. Principal photography of the film was completed in April 2015 and a few months were allotted to its post-production work.[65] A teaser/trailer of the film was released across social media platforms[image: External link] and attached to Bajrangi Bhaijaan[image: External link] on July 17, 2015 announcing it as a July 5, 2016 release; packaged and presented as an Eid[image: External link] project.[66] However, sensing an opportunity in the same period, YRF went ahead to green-light[image: External link] its own Sultan slated for a release on the same day, in January 2016. Principal photography with Salman Khan and Anushka Sharma[image: External link] was completed in 3 months followed by post-production work being completed in May.[67] A teaser/trailer and other marketing material featuring both Khan and Sharma were released simultaneously starting April across platforms and networks. The film was ready for a July 5 release and resultantly, around 4230 theatre screens available in India would have been divided among the two films.[68]

Realising a loss in business to both films, Ritesh Sidhwani[image: External link] and Shahrukh Khan, the producers of Raees approached Chopra to work out a settlement to ensure both projects are exhibited comfortably across centres.[69] However, Chopra disagreed to shift his release date stating the poor performance of Khan's prior releases (Happy New Year[image: External link], Dilwale[image: External link] and Fan) in the global Box Office[image: External link].[70] Moreover, Chopra ensured that YRF Distributors (his film distribution leg) exhibit Sultan to more than 3100 screens (out of the total 4230), apparently abusing his dominant position and clout in the Entertainment Industry of India[image: External link], an allegation that he has battled several times in the past.

Sultan eventually released on July 6, 2016, as planned by YRF, across 4310 Indian screens and 1130 screens internationally, to gross ₹601 crore (US$93 million) in the worldwide market[71][72] and Raees was postponed to January 26, 2017, scheduled to release alongside Kaabil[image: External link] on the same day.[73]
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  Paani[image: External link]




In November 2012, YRF green-lit[image: External link] their first Indian-American war drama co-production titled Paani with DreamWorks Pictures[image: External link].[74] The film was to be helmed by Shekhar Kapur[image: External link] and Sushant Singh Rajput[image: External link] was signed for the lead role in December of the same year.[75] Principal photography was to start in June 2013 and it was planned as a December 2015 release by both Chopra and Kapur.[76] A. R. Rahman[image: External link] was roped in to score the music of the film and pre-production work started in January 2013 with the entire cast and crew at YRF Studios.[77]

In February 2013, Sanjay Leela Bhansali[image: External link] offered Rajput the lead role in his Shakespearen[image: External link] romantic-tragedy Ram-Leela[image: External link] which was scheduled to be shot throughout the year 2013.[78] Chopra however advised Rajput to turn down the role to focus solely on Paani and led Bhansali to sign Ranveer Singh[image: External link] (through YRF Talent) instead.[79] In November 2013, Chopra shelved Paani stating the poor financial performance of Rajput's Shuddh Desi Romance[image: External link] and affordability[image: External link] issues faced by YRF during pre-production work.[80] Ram-Leela meanwhile opened to overwhelming critical and box office[image: External link] success in the same period with both Bhansali and Singh being awarded extensively for their work.[81]

Rajput was later signed for two other independent YRF projects; Detective Byomkesh Bakshy[image: External link] scheduled to release in April 2015 and Befikre[image: External link] which was scheduled for a December 2016.[82] However, in October 2015, Rajput's contract with YRF Talent was terminated after the box office failure of Detective Byomkesh Bakshy and he was replaced by Ranveer Singh in Befikre.[83]
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In September 2015, YRF announced Chopra's directorial comeback, titled Befikre[image: External link], scheduled for a December 2016 release.[84] In October 2015, it was announced that Ranveer Singh[image: External link] and Vaani Kapoor[image: External link] would be cast in the lead roles.[85][86] In December 2015, YRF announced that the music of the film will be produced by Vishal-Shekhar and Jaideep Sahni[image: External link], both of whom would return to collaborate with YRF after roughly 9 years.[87] This would mark Chopra's directorial come-back after roughly 8 years (his Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi[image: External link] released in 2008).[88] A theatrical trailer of the film was released at the Eiffel Tower[image: External link] and across social media platforms in the month of October.[89] The film was budgeted at ₹70 crore (US$11 million) (including P&A[image: External link]) and released across 2900 screens worldwide on 9 December 2016.[90] It opened to widespread negative reviews across platforms and faced heavy losses to its business because of the currency demonetisation[image: External link] implied by the Government of India[image: External link] a few days prior to its release.[91][92] The film managed to gross ₹104 crore (US$16 million) at the end of it's theatrical run at the global box office[image: External link] [93] and it was a huge money spinner which made INR 50 Cr profit for Yash Raj Films [94]

Salman Khan (Hindi: सलमान खान; born 27 December 1965),[3] credited as Salman Khan (pronunciation: [səlˈmaːn ˈxaːn][image: External link]), is an Indian film actor, producer, television personality, singer and philanthropist. In a film career spanning more than twenty five years, Khan has received numerous awards, including two National Film Awards as a producer, and two Filmfare Awards as an actor. Described by the CNN as one of the world's biggest stars,[4] he has a significant following in Asia and the Indian diaspora worldwide, and is cited in the media as one of the most popular and commercially successful actors of Indian cinema[image: External link].[5][6]

The son of screenwriter Salim[image: External link], Khan began his acting career with a supporting role in Biwi Ho To Aisi[image: External link] (1988) and achieved breakthrough with a leading role in his next release—Sooraj Barjatya[image: External link]'s romance Maine Pyar Kiya[image: External link] (1989). Khan went on to establish himself in Bollywood in the 1990s with roles in several top-grossing productions, including the romantic drama Hum Aapke Hain Koun..![image: External link] (1994), the action thriller Karan Arjun[image: External link] (1995), the comedy Biwi No.1[image: External link] (1999), and the family drama Hum Saath-Saath Hain[image: External link] (1999). For his role in Karan Johar[image: External link]'s romantic drama Kuch Kuch Hota Hai[image: External link] (1998), Khan was awarded the Filmfare Award for Best Supporting Actor[image: External link]. After a brief period of decline in the 2000s, Khan achieved greater stardom in the 2010s by playing the lead role in several successful action films, including Dabangg[image: External link] (2010), Bodyguard[image: External link] (2011), Ek Tha Tiger[image: External link] (2012), Kick[image: External link] (2014), Prem Ratan Dhan Payo[image: External link] (2015), Bajrangi Bhaijaan[image: External link] (2015) and Sultan (2016) all rank among the highest-grossing Bollywood films of all time[image: External link]. Ten of the films in which Khan has acted in have accumulated gross earnings of over ₹1 billion (US$16 million).[7][8][9][10] He is the only actor to star in the highest-grossing Bollywood films of nine separate years.[11] Khan topped Forbes India[image: External link] charts for 2014, in terms of both fame and revenues.[12] According to the Forbes[image: External link] 2015 list of 'Celebrity 100 : The World's Top-Paid Entertainers 2015', Khan was the highest ranked Indian in 71st rank with earnings of $33.5 million.[13]

In addition to his acting career, Khan is a stage performer and an active humanitarian through his charity non-profit organisation, Being Human[image: External link].[14] Khan's off-screen life is marred by controversy and legal troubles. His tumultuous relationship with Aishwarya Rai[image: External link], his hunting of endangered species, and a negligent driving case in which he ran over five people with his car, killing one, have been extensively covered by the Indian media.[15] For the last of these, Khan was sentenced to five years' imprisonment in 2015, but was later acquitted.[16][17][18]

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 Early life and background




Khan is the eldest son of screenwriter Salim Khan[image: External link] and his first wife Sushila Charak (later adopted the name Salma Khan). His paternal ancestors were Pathan[image: External link][19][20][21][22] from present-day Afghanistan[image: External link][23] who immigrated to Indore[image: External link], Madhya Pradesh. Khan's mother is a Maharashtrian[image: External link],[24] whose father Baldev Singh Charak comes from Jammu-Kashmir[image: External link][25] and mother comes from Maharashtra[image: External link].[23][26] Khan's stepmother is Helen[image: External link], a former actress. He has two brothers, Arbaaz Khan[image: External link] who is married to actress and VJ Malaika Arora Khan[image: External link], and Sohail Khan[image: External link]; and two sisters, Alvira Khan Agnihotri[image: External link], who is married to actor/director Atul Agnihotri[image: External link] and an adopted sister Arpita.[27]

Salman finished his schooling at St. Stanislaus High School[image: External link] in Bandra[image: External link], Mumbai[image: External link], as did his younger brothers Arbaaz and Sohail. Earlier, he studied at The Scindia School[image: External link], Gwalior[image: External link] for a few years along with younger brother Arbaaz.[28] He attended St.Xavier's College in Mumbai and dropped out.[29]
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 Career
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 1989–93: Debut and breakthrough




Salman Khan made his acting debut with a supporting role in the 1988 film Biwi Ho To Aisi[image: External link] in which his voice was dubbed by someone else. His first leading role in a Bollywood[image: External link] movie was in Sooraj R. Barjatya[image: External link]'s romantic family drama Maine Pyar Kiya[image: External link] (1989), one of India's highest-grossing films[image: External link].[30][31] It earned him his first nomination for a Best Actor[image: External link] at Filmfare, but the much expected Filmfare Award for Best Male Debut[image: External link] was awarded to Sooraj Barjatya[image: External link].[32]

Maine Pyar Kiya was later dubbed in English as When Love Calls, a 125-minute version, was the biggest hit in the Caribbean market at Guyana[image: External link] and also dominated the box-office collections in Trinidad and Tobago[image: External link]. Maine Pyar Kiya had also been dubbed in Spanish as Te Amo, the first experiment of its kind. This 125-minute film also proved its universal appeal with a glorious 10-week premiere run at Lima[image: External link], capital of Peru[image: External link]. In Telugu as Prema Paavuraalu, it crossed 25 weeks at Visakhapatnam[image: External link] and had 100 plus day run at six centres in Andhra Pradesh[image: External link].[33] It was also dubbed in Tamil[image: External link] as Kaadhal Oru Kavithai and in Malayalam[image: External link] as Ina Praavukal.

1990 saw one film release starring Khan, Baaghi: A Rebel for Love[image: External link], a box office success,[34] followed by three moderately successful films in 1991, Patthar Ke Phool[image: External link], Sanam Bewafa[image: External link], and Kurbaan[image: External link]. In the same year, Khan co-starred with Sanjay Dutt and Madhuri Dixit[image: External link] in the Romance drama film Saajan[image: External link].[35] The movie was a critical and financial success.[36][37] Despite these early successes, nearly all of his 1992–1993 releases resulted in box office failures.[36]
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 1994–2009: Hum Aapke Hain Koun..!! and other films




Khan returned to success in 1994 with his second collaboration with director Sooraj Barjatya in the romance Hum Aapke Hain Koun..![image: External link] co-starring Madhuri Dixit[image: External link]. During the 1995 awards season, the film won 3 Filmfare Awards[image: External link] for the Best Film, Best Director and Best Actress. It also won the National Award[image: External link] for being the most popular film of the year.[38] Earning over ₹1.35 billion (US$21 million) worldwide, the film became the biggest Bollywood[image: External link] hit of the year, as well as one of the biggest Bollywood hits ever. It is one of the films on Box Office India's list of "Biggest Blockbusters Ever in Hindi Cinema".[39] This film was the biggest hit of that year, and turned out to be one of Bollywood's highest-grossing films ever, becoming the fourth-highest earner of all time.[40] The film broke all the previous records and maintained itself as the highest-grossing Bollywood film throughout history for 7 years. In 1995 he starred in Rakesh Roshan[image: External link]'s Karan Arjun[image: External link] alongside Shahrukh Khan[image: External link], Karan Arjun is a mix of an upbeat Bollywood musical, religious overtones and an action movie. The film was released on 13 January 1995. The two played brothers who are reincarnated after being killed by family enemies. The film was the second biggest hit of the year, and his role of Karan once again put his name among the nominees for the Best Actor award for Filmfare Awards.[41]

In 1996, Khan performed in two movies, Sanjay Leela Bhansali[image: External link]'s directional debut Khamoshi: The Musical[image: External link], a box office failure[42] but critically acclaimed[43] and Raj Kanwar[image: External link]'s action hit Jeet[image: External link].[42] He had two releases in 1997: Judwaa[image: External link] and Auzaar[image: External link]. The former was a comedy directed by David Dhawan[image: External link] where he played a dual role of twins separated at birth was a commercial success while later, an action thriller was "below average".[44]

Khan worked in five different films in 1998, his first release being the romantic comedy film[image: External link] Pyaar Kiya To Darna Kya[image: External link] opposite Kajol[image: External link], one of the biggest commercial successes of that year.[45] This was followed by the moderately successful drama Jab Pyaar Kisise Hota Hai[image: External link][36] where Khan played a young man who has to take a child who claims to be his son, under his custody. Khan's performance in the film earned him several positive notices and favourable reviews from critics.[46] He rounded of the year with an extended cameo in Karan Johar[image: External link]'s directorial debut, Kuch Kuch Hota Hai[image: External link] for which he earned a second Filmfare Award[image: External link] under the Best Supporting Actor[image: External link] category.[47]

In 1999, Khan starred in three films: Hum Saath-Saath Hain: We Stand United[image: External link] and Biwi No.1[image: External link], both were the highest-grossing films that year[48] and Hum Dil De Chuke Sanam[image: External link] alongside Aishwarya Rai[image: External link] and Ajay Devgan[image: External link], which earned another him Best Actor nomination at the Filmfare awards.[49] The film was a critical and commercial success[48][50] along with its music.

In 2000, Khan acted in films including Har Dil Jo Pyar Karega[image: External link] and Chori Chori Chupke Chupke[image: External link], which addressed the issue of surrogate childbirth[image: External link]; Khan played the role of a rich industrialist, who hires a surrogate mother after his wife becomes infertile. Critics noted his turn towards a more serious role, which reportedly had more substance in comparison to his previous roles.[51][52] In 2002 he starred in the delayed release Hum Tumhare Hain Sanam[image: External link].

For Tere Naam[image: External link], (2003) Taran Adarsh[image: External link] said of him, "Salman Khan is exceptional in a role that fits him to the T. He breathes fire in sequences that demand uneasiness. But beneath the tough exterior lies a vulnerable person and this facet in particular comes to the fore in the latter reels. His emotional outbursts are splendid..."[53] Tere Naam[image: External link] is to date considered Salman Khan's best film with critically acclaimed performance.[54][55] He subsequently continued his success at the box office, with comedies like Mujhse Shaadi Karogi[image: External link] (2004) and No Entry[image: External link] (2005).[36] Khan's work in 2006 included Jaan-E-Mann[image: External link] and Baabul[image: External link], however neither of these films were successful in the box office.

Khan started 2007 with the ensemble film Salaam E Ishq[image: External link]. His next release Partner[image: External link] performed well at the box office.[56] He next appeared in the Hollywood movie, Marigold: An Adventure in India[image: External link] which told the love story of an Indian man and an American woman. Khan starred in three films throughout 2008, all of which underperformed.[57]

Khan hosted the second season of 10 Ka Dum[image: External link] in year 2009 which turned out to be even more successful than his first season as host of the game show in year 2008. The show got very high TRPs for Sony Entertainment Television[image: External link] and according to reports, the show helped Sony TV regain its third position in the Indian television ratings.[58]
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 2009–present: commercial success




2009 marked a significant turning point in Khan's career. Starting with Wanted[image: External link], directed by choreographer turned director Prabhu Deva[image: External link] became a box office success and earned superhit status.[59] In the same year, he appeared in two other films, Main Aurr Mrs Khanna[image: External link] and London Dreams[image: External link]. London Dreams[image: External link] did average business due to the uninspiring music, but Main Aurr Mrs Khanna[image: External link] was a commercial failure. Khan's first release of 2010 was Anil Sharma[image: External link]'s commercially and critically unsuccessful film Veer[image: External link].

His next release, Dabangg[image: External link] was released on Eid, 10 September 2010. Khan played the role of a fearless cop with comic effect in the film. It opened to generally positive reviews and broke several box-office records upon release. The film set another box office record, grossing ₹808.7 million in its first week, thus becoming the highest opening week grossing[image: External link] Bollywood film, overtaking the previous record of 3 Idiots[image: External link]. Dabangg went on to gross ₹2.15 billion worldwide. It is the highest-grossing Bollywood film of 2010[image: External link] and, as of 2012, the fourth highest–grossing Bollywood film[image: External link] of all time.[60] Dabangg went on to win several awards, including the National Film Award for Best Popular Film Providing Wholesome Entertainment[image: External link]. It was later remade[image: External link] in Tamil[image: External link] and Telugu[image: External link], The film was produced by his brother Arbaaz Khan[image: External link], and released on 10 September 2010. It made a record opening at the box office.[61][62] Dabangg at that time was the second and now the fourth highest-grossing Bollywood film[image: External link] and for his performance, Khan received a Star Screen Award for Best Actor[image: External link] and a Stardust Award for Star of the Year – Male[image: External link] and was nominated for his sixth Filmfare Award for Best Actor[image: External link]. Anupama Chopra[image: External link] from NDTV wrote about his performance, "It's the role of a lifetime and Salman Khan bites into it like a starving man devours a feast. He inhabits it fully, strutting and swaggering and even, spoofing himself."[63]

Khan's first release of 2011 was Ready[image: External link]. Upon release, Ready became the second highest opening day grosser, as well as the second highest weekend grossing Bollywood[image: External link] film at that time, after Dabangg[image: External link]. It also held records for being the second highest grossing Bollywood film of 2011[image: External link].[64][65] He next appeared in Bodyguard[image: External link], a remake of the 2010 Malayalam film of the same name[image: External link]. The film was not well received by critics, though became a financial success, with a domestic total of 1,409.5 million (US$26 million)—India's highest-earning film of the year.[66]

Khan's first release of 2012 was Ek Tha Tiger[image: External link] where he starred opposite Katrina Kaif[image: External link] and act as Indian Spy[image: External link]. The film garnered positive to mixed reactions from critics[67] whilst opening to extremely strong box office collections.[68] The film went on to break the opening day box office record with a collection of ₹312.3 million (US$4.9 million)[69] and became the second Bollywood[image: External link] film to gross over ₹3 billion (US$47 million) worldwide behind only 3 Idiots[image: External link] with an eventual gross of ₹3.1 billion (US$48 million).[70] It marks his first association with Yash Raj Films.[71] The film also broke the record of Opening weekend net gross (First 3 Days of Release),[72] Opening week net gross (First 7 Days of Release) and entered 100 crore club in just 5 days of release breaking Salman Khan's own record set by Bodyguard in 7 Days.[73]

Salman Khan's second release of 2012 is Dabangg 2[image: External link] which is a sequel of Dabangg under production of Arbaaz Khan. Upon release, the film netted an excellent ₹192.1 million (US$3.0 million) on its opening day and became the biggest opener for a non-holiday Friday in India, beating the previous record held by Don 2[image: External link].[74] and collected ₹582.6 million (US$9.0 million), beating the previous three-day record set by Ek Tha Tiger[image: External link].[75][76] Dabangg 2 eventually emerged as a huge financial success with revenues of ₹2.5 billion (US$39 million) globally.[77]

After year gap Khan's first release of 2014 was Jai Ho[image: External link] which he starred opposite Daisy Shah[image: External link]. After five consecutive successful films, his next film performed average at box office despite making over 100 crore in India. His second release Kick[image: External link] remake of Telugu film has entered the club of Rs. 200 crore in India on Eid[image: External link] . He also sang the "Hangover" song from the movie.[78]

Khan's first film of 2015, Bajrangi Bhaijaan[image: External link], released on Eid[image: External link] received positive reviews from critics and public and broke several box-office record upon release. The film set an all time weekend record to collect ₹1.02 billion (US$16 million) on its first weekend at domestic box office and became the eighth consecutive film of Salman Khan to gross over 100 crores.[79] The film grossing ₹1.84 billion (US$29 million) on its first week beat previous record of PK[image: External link].[80] Khan's first and become the second Bollywood film after PK to enter 300 club.[81] The film is currently the second highest-grossing Bollywood film[image: External link] in India and worldwide with collection of over 600 crore.[82] Bajrangi Bhaijaan crossed 300 crore in 20 days of its release and became the second highest grosser till date in India,[83][84] while his second film, Prem Ratan Dhan Payo[image: External link], a Diwali release received mixed reviews from critics and public and broke several box-office record upon release. The film became the ninth consecutive film of Salman Khan to gross over 100 crores. The film grossed ₹1.73 billion (US$27 million) on its first week. As of 25 November, the film collected ₹2.01 billion.with this, khan become only actor to give three back to back movies which collect more than ₹200 crore (US$31 million) nett domestically.[8] He became the only actor to collect over ₹5 billion (US$78 million) domestic net in a single year in India.[85][86][87][88]

Khan's first film of 2016, yet again another Eid release, Sultan directed by Ali Abbas Zafar for Yash Raj Films received positive reviews from both critics and public breaking several box-office records. The film opened on an average of 70% audience occupancy[89] and grossed approximately ₹36.54 crore (US$5.7 million) on its opening day.[90] The film also collected another ₹74.86 (US$1.20) on its first weekend, bringing its total first week collections to an approximate of ₹208 crore (US$32 million).[91] By the end of its second week, the film had grossed an estimated ₹278 crore (US$43 million) [92] and later became the second film of Khan to nett over 300 crores.[93] As of 9 August, the film grossed ₹583.26 crore (US$91 million) worldwide.[94]

Khan will be collaborating with Kabir Khan[image: External link] after Ek Tha Tiger and Bajrangi Bhaijaan for Tubelight[image: External link], a film on political backdrop co-starring his brother Sohail Khan[image: External link] and Chinese actress Zhu Zhu[image: External link][95] as his second release of 2016.[96][97] He has also confirmed to reprise the role of Tiger in Ek Tha Tiger's sequel, Tiger Zinda Hai, opposite Katrina Kaif[image: External link].[98]
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 Production




In 2011, he launched his own production company called SKBH Productions (Salman Khan Being Human Productions). Money which will be generated from film productions will be donated to Being Human. First film made under the banner was kids entertainer Chillar Party[image: External link], which went on to win 3 National Awards, for Best Children's film, Best Original Screenplay and Child Artist's Award .[99][100] SKBH Productions next film will be Shikshanachya Aaicha Gho[image: External link] remake directed by Mahesh Manjrekar.

In 2014, he launched another production house called SKF (Salman Khan Film). First film released under this banner was Canadian film Dr. Cabbie[image: External link]. The film earned $350,452 on its opening day at the box office and Dr. Cabbie became the second highest-grossing film in Canada. The next films under this banner are Hero[image: External link] where he also sang title song hero[101][102] by Nikhil Advani[image: External link] which starring Aditya Pancholi[image: External link]'s son Suraj Pancholi and Sunil Shetty[image: External link]'s daughter Athiya Shetty and Bajrangi Bhaijaan[image: External link] by Kabir Khan[image: External link] starring Salman Khan himself with Kareena Kapoor[image: External link] & Nawazuddin Siddiqui[image: External link].[103]
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 Other work
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 Television




In 2008 Khan hosted 10 Ka Dum[image: External link]. The show was extremely popular and was at number one spot in ratings in India. It garnered an average TVR of 2.81 and a peak rating of 4.5, leaving behind Shahrukh Khan's Kya Aap Paanchvi Paas Se Tej hai? with an average rating of 1.37 TVR and a peak rating of 2.3 and Hrithik Roshan's Junoon — Kuch Kar Dikhane Ka on NDTV Imagine with an average TVR of 0.76 and a peak rating of 1.1[104] According to reports, the show helped Sony TV regain its third position in the Indian television ratings.[105] He again hosted the show in 2009 and thus won the Best Anchor Award for 10 Ka Dum in 2008 and 2009. In 2010 Khan hosted Bigg Boss 4[image: External link]. The show was widely accepted and appreciated due to Khan's hosting and surpassing the famous hosting of Amitabh Bachchan[image: External link].[106] According to data available with aMap, a television viewership monitoring agency, the opening episode of Bigg Boss 4 on Colors got a rating of 3.6. Season 3 had average rating of 2.43 while Bigg Boss 1 and Bigg Boss 2 had average ratings of 1.96 and 2.03. While Bigg Boss 1 was anchored by Arshad Warsi[image: External link], Shilpa Shetty[image: External link] hosted Bigg Boss 2 and Amitabh Bachchan[image: External link] for Bigg Boss 3.[107] The Grand Finale episode on 8 January 2011, received a TRP[image: External link] of 6.7, which was the highest among the finale of other Indian reality shows such as Kaun Banega Crorepati[image: External link], Rahul Dulhaniya Le Jayega[image: External link], MasterChef[image: External link] and DID –Li’l Masters.[108] Due to high TRP Salman Khan again hosted Bigg Boss 5[image: External link] along with Sanjay Dutt in 2011 and because of huge acceptance also hosted Bigg Boss 6[image: External link] and Bigg Boss 7[image: External link] in 2012 and 2013 respectively. In 2013 Khan hosted the Star Guild Award for the first time. Khan also hosted Bigg Boss 8[image: External link].
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 Brand endorsements




Salman Khan was associated as a brand when he had done the advertisements for Campa Cola[image: External link],[109] Limca Soft drink[image: External link],[110] Hero Honda[image: External link] bikes[111] and Double Bull shirts,[112] much before he entered film Industry. Even after he became a superstar, he never showed interest in promoting himself as a brand, but he was signed for Thums Up[image: External link] in 2002 and continued until its contract was over. Later Akshay Kumar[image: External link] replaced Khan. Later he was the brand ambassador of soft drink Mountain Dew[image: External link] with whom he ended the contract in December 2010.[113] and now he is once again promoting Thums Up[image: External link].[114][115] He has also become the brand ambassador[image: External link] for the travel website, Yatra.com[image: External link], which also made him a shareholder.[116] He is also the face of the History Channel[image: External link] and the new brand for Suzuki[image: External link] motorcycles,[117] Previously he endorsed Red Tape Shoes[118] and now he is endorsing Relaxo Hawaii[119] Salman Khan is also the brand ambassador of the detergent brand, Wheel[image: External link][120] He has also appeared for Chlormint[image: External link], a brand of gum with his brother Sohail Khan[image: External link]. The actor has also done a jewellery brand, Sangini with Kareena Kapoor[image: External link][121] apart from innerwear brand Dixcy Scott and tablet BlackBerry Playbook. Britannia[image: External link]' s Tiger biscuits is the latest endorsement of Salman.[122] He is also the face of Ranbaxy[image: External link]' s Revital replacing Yuvraj Singh[image: External link].[123] Apart from these brands, he also has Rotomac Pen and SF Sonic Batteries endorsements[124] Now Khan has been roped in as the brand ambassador of Dubai-based fashion label Splash.[125] Khan has been signed as the brand ambassador for Astral Poly Technik Ltd, the leading manufacturers of plumbing and drainage systems in the country.[126] Salman Khan also appointed as the brand ambassador of civic body Bombay Municipal Corporation's ( BMC[image: External link]) drive against open defecation in Mumbai[image: External link].[127]
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 Mentor




Salman Khan has mentored a number of aspiring Bollywood actors.[128] He has also been an inspiration for some Bollywood[image: External link] actors like Hrithik Roshan[image: External link] and Arjun Kapoor[image: External link] to get into perfect shape. Saawan Kumar Tak[image: External link], the director of Sanam Bewafa[image: External link] was helped by Khan as he worked Saawan... The Love Season[image: External link] for free.[129]

Salman has recommended composers like Himesh Reshammiya[image: External link] and Sajid–Wajid[image: External link]. He supported Sanjay Leela Bhansali[image: External link] to make Khamoshi: The Musical[image: External link] and then Hum Dil De Chuke Sanam[image: External link].[130][131] Actor Govinda[image: External link]' s career was rescued by Khan as he offered parallel role in Partner[image: External link]. Similarly it was Salman Khan who suggested Mohnish Bahl[image: External link] to Sooraj Barjatya[image: External link] for Maine Pyar Kiya[image: External link] and later in Baaghi: A Rebel for Love[image: External link] after his stinct as hero failed.[132] Bahl has also done important roles in Salman's Hum Aapke Hain Koun..![image: External link], Hum Saath-Saath Hain[image: External link] and recently Jai Ho[image: External link].[citation needed[image: External link]] Similarly he was instrumental in getting Ravi Kishan[image: External link], the role in Tere Naam[image: External link].[citation needed[image: External link]]

Salman is now reportedly mentoring Rinzing, son of Danny Denzongpa[image: External link], Ali, son of Raza Murad[image: External link] and Vaibhav Anand, the son of late Vijay Anand[image: External link] for their Bollywood launch. Similarly Aditya Pancholi[image: External link]’ s son Sooraj Pancholi[image: External link] and Suneil Shetty[image: External link]’ s daughter Athiya Shetty[image: External link] was launched by Salman in his production Hero[image: External link].[133] He has also decided to offer Sonu Sood[image: External link] his role in the Hindi remake of Mahesh Manjrekar’s 2010 hit Marathi movie Shikshanachya Aaicha Gho[image: External link] who has lost many offers due to injury happened in CCL[image: External link] while playing. Salman has decided to mentor his longtime loyal bodyguard Shera’s son as well.[134] Armaan Kohli[image: External link], who had a failed Bollywood career played a major role with Khan in Sooraj Barjatya[image: External link]' s Prem Ratan Dhan Payo[image: External link].[135]
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 Philanthropy




Khan has been involved in several charities during his career.[136] He has started an NGO called Being Human[image: External link] which sells T-shirts and other products online and in stores. A portion of the sales go to a worthy cause supporting the underprivileged.[137] Being Human Foundation is a registered charitable trust set up by Salman Khan for helping the cause of the underprivileged. In its early days, Salman Khan set up and funded the Foundation using his own money. The Foundation has two focus areas: Education and Healthcare. To increase the reach and corpus of the Foundation, Salman Khan has undertaken initiatives such as Being Human Art; Being Human merchandise; and Being Human Gitanjali Gold Coins.[138]

In 2011, he launched his own production company called SKBH Productions (Salman Khan Being Human Productions). Money which will be generated from film productions will be donated to Being Human. First film made under the banner was kids entertainer Chillar Party[image: External link], which went on to win 3 National Awards, for Best Children's film, Best Original Screenplay and Child Artist's Award .[99][100]

In January 2012, Khan offered to pay ₹4 million (US$62,000) for releasing around 400 prisoners from around 63 prisons in the state of Uttar Pradesh[image: External link] via his NGO. The prisoners had completed their term but due to economical reasons, they were unable to pay a legal fine for their charges.[139]

In July 2015, Khan offered to donate the profits of his most successful film Bajrangi Bhaijaan[image: External link] among the poor farmers all over India. Film’s producers Salman Khan and Rockline Venkatesh[image: External link] both have mutually decided to donate the profits of their film to them. Film's director Kabir Khan and Salman’s sister Alvira Agnihotri met Mahrashtra’s Revenue Minister Eknath Khadse[image: External link] to discuss the same.[140]

Salman Khan meet with his 11 year old fan from Pakistan Abdul Basit[image: External link] who had severe jaundice at the time of his birth, he was diagnosed to have Criggler Najjar Syndrome and was admitted at the Apollo Hospitals Delhi. The youngster wished to meet the “Bajrangi Bhaijaan” star Salman Khan.[141][142][143][144][145][146]
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 Personal life




Khan lives in Galaxy Apartments, Bandra[image: External link], Mumbai. He also has a 150-acre plot in Panvel, which has 3 bungalows, swimming pool and gym.[1] Khan is a dedicated bodybuilder, and is renowned for removing his shirt onscreen.[1]

Khan has never married and his relationships have been of keen interest to the media and his fans. In 1999, he began dating Bollywood actress Aishwarya Rai[image: External link]; their relationship was often reported in the media until the couple separated in 2001. Khan started dating actress Katrina Kaif[image: External link] but after years of speculations, Kaif admitted in an interview in 2011 that she was in a serious relationship with Salman Khan for several years, which ended in 2010.[147] Sangeeta Bijlani[image: External link] and Somy Ali[image: External link] were also in serious relationship with Khan.[148]

In August 2011, Khan admitted he suffers from trigeminal neuralgia[image: External link], a facial nerve disorder commonly known as the "suicide disease". In an interview, he said that he has been quietly suffering it for the past seven years, but now the pain has become unbearable. It has even affected his voice, making it much harsher.[149]
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 In the media




In 2004 Khan was ranked as 7th Best looking man in world – People Magazine, USA. In 2008 his lifelike wax statue was installed in London's Madame Tussauds[image: External link] Museum and so in 2012 once again his another wax statue was installed in New York's Madame Tussauds[image: External link] Museum. In 2010 People Magazine, India declared him the Sexiest Man Alive. In 2011, 2012 and 2013 he was declared Times of India's Most Desirable Man of #2, #1 and #3 respectivelty.[150] In August 2013 he was declared as India's Most Searched Celebrity Online.[151] Khan topped Forbes India[image: External link] charts for 2014, in terms of both fame and revenues.[12] According to the Forbes[image: External link] 2015 list of 'Celebrity 100 : The World's Top-Paid Entertainers 2015', Khan was the highest ranked Indian in 71st rank with earnings of $33.5 million.[13]

Salman Khan was ranked seventh in Forbes[image: External link]'s first global list of highest-paid actors in the world, with earnings of US$33.5 million, which placed him higher than such Hollywood actors as Johnny Depp[image: External link], Brad Pitt[image: External link], Leonardo DiCaprio[image: External link] and Dwayne The Rock Johnson[image: External link].[152][153][154][155][156] He regularly features in listings of the most influential people in Indian culture, and in 2015 he ranked ahead of US President Barack Obama[image: External link] in the list of The Most Admired Personalities of India.[157] In September 2015, a leading magazine declared him "The Most Attractive Personality" in India.[158] He also became the only actor to collect over ₹5.00 billion (US$78 million) domestic net in a single year in India.[85][86][87][88] Khan was ranked the second "Most Googled Indian of 2015" and first among Bollywood[image: External link] actors.[159][160] On April 24, 2016 Indian Olympic Association[image: External link] appointed the actor as the Indian Olympic contingent's goodwill ambassador for the 2016 Summer Olympics[image: External link].[161]
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 Controversies




Khan has been the subject of several controversies, including certain legal troubles.
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 Hit-and-run case




On 28 September 2002, Khan was arrested for rash and negligent driving after his car ran into a bakery in Mumbai; one person who was sleeping on the pavement outside the bakery died and three others were injured in the mishap.[162] Charges of culpable homicide[image: External link] were laid against him, but later dropped.[163] On 24 July 2013, he was formally charged with culpable homicide in the case, to which he pleaded not guilty.

On 6 May 2015, Khan was found guilty of all charges in the case. The Bombay Sessions Court[image: External link] concluded that Salman Khan was driving the car under the influence of alcohol causing the death of one and serious injury to four homeless persons. Sessions judge DW Deshpande convicted the actor for culpable homicide not amounting to murder and sentenced him to five years in prison. Later on same day, Salman Khan, being represented by Senior Counsel Amit Desai was granted bail[image: External link] by the Bombay High Court[image: External link] till 8 May 2015,[164][165][166] on which the court suspended his prison sentence until the final appeal hearing in July.[167][168][169] His driver Ashok Singh, who had given the testimony that it was him who was driving the car at the time of accident, was charged with perjury for misguiding the Court with false testimony and was arrested.[170] The kidnapping and eventual death of prime witness Police Constable Ravindra Patil[image: External link] remains a mystery, with some suspecting the involvement of organised crime.[171][172][173][174] In December 2015, Khan was acquitted of all charges from this case, due to lack of evidence.[175][176] The Supreme Court on Tuesday July 5, 2016 admitted a plea by the Maharashtra government that challenged the acquittal of Salman Khan in this hit-and-run case by the Bombay High Court. The court refused to fast-track the case.[177]

 Relationship with Aishwarya Rai




His relationship with actress Aishwarya Rai[image: External link] was a well publicized topic in the Indian media.[178] After their break-up in March 2002, Rai accused him of harassing her. She claimed that Khan had not been able to come to terms with their break-up and was hounding her; her parents lodged a complaint against him.[179] In 2005, news outlets released what was said to be an illicit copy of a mobile phone call recorded in 2001 by the Mumbai police. It appeared to be a call in which he threatened Rai, in an effort to force her to appear at social events held by Mumbai crime figures. The call featured boasts of connections to organised crime and derogatory comments about other actors. However, the alleged tape was tested in the government's[image: External link] Forensic lab in Chandigarh[image: External link], which concluded that it was fake.[180][181]
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 Blackbuck hunting and Arms Act violations cases




The case involves the alleged killing of a deer when Salman Khan and his co-stars - Saif Ali Khan, Sonali Bendre, Neelam and Tabu - were shooting for 'Hum Saath Saath Hain' in the forests near Jodhpur in 1998. In 2007, Salman had spent a week in Jodhpur jail before the court granted him bail. Besides the cases of poaching of endangered antelopes under Wildlife (Protection) Act, a case under sections 3/25 and 3/27 of the Arms Act was filed against Khan for allegedly keeping and using the fire arms with expired licence in the poaching of blackbucks in Kankani near Jodhpur on October 1–2, 1998.[182] On 17 February 2006, Khan was sentenced to one year in prison for hunting the Chinkara[image: External link], an endangered species. The sentence was stayed by a higher court during appeal.[183] On 10 April 2006, he was handed a five-year jail term and remanded to Jodhpur[image: External link] jail until 13 April when he was granted bail.[184] On 24 July 2012, Rajasthan High Court[image: External link] finalized charges against Salman Khan and his other colleagues in the endangered[image: External link] blackbuck[image: External link] killing case, paving way for start of the trial.[185] On 9 July 2014, Supreme Court[image: External link] issued a notice to Salman on Rajasthan government[image: External link]'s plea challenging the HC order suspending his conviction[image: External link].[186] Salman Khan was acquitted in the blackbuck and chinkara poaching cases by the Rajasthan High Court on Monday 24 July 2016.[187] On 18 October 2016 the Rajasthan Government decided to approach Supreme Court against Salman Khan's acquittal in two cases related to chinkara (black buck) poaching case.[188] On January 18, 2017: Salman Khan was acquitted by a Jodhpur court in an Arms Act case linked to killing of a blackbuck in Rajasthan. Khan pleaded 'not guilty' to charges of violating the law by keeping unlicensed weapons and using them. Acquitting the actor, the court said that the prosecution failed to submit enough evidence against the actor.[182][189]
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 Remarks about 26/11 attacks




On September 2010, Khan was reported to have claimed during an interview to a Pakistani channel that the 26/11 attacks[image: External link] got a lot of attention because the "elite" were targeted.[190][191] During the interview the actor had said: "It was the elite that was targeted this time. Five star hotels and stuff. So they panicked. Then they got up and spoke about it. My question is why not before. Attacks have happened in trains and small towns too, but no one talked about it so much."[190][191] Khan also said that Pakistan was not to be blamed for it, and that the Indian security forces had failed.[192] Khan's comments had drawn strong reactions from Deputy Chief Minister of Maharashtra Chagan Bhujbal, Shiv Sena[image: External link], BJP and other political parties.[193] The comments were also condemned by Ujwal Nikam, Special Prosecutor in the 26/11 trial.[193] Khan later apologized for his comments.[190]
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 Tweets on Yakub Memon




On 25 July 2015, Khan made a number of tweets from his Twitter account in support of the 1993 Bombay bombings[image: External link] accuse Yakub Memon[image: External link]. Memon was scheduled to be executed, before which Khan made his tweets.[194] Khan said that Yakub's brother, Tiger Memon[image: External link] should be hanged instead. He also asked the Prime Minister of Pakistan, Nawaz Sharif[image: External link] to confirm "whether the mob boss is in his country."[195] The tweets sparked protests outside his house where police had to be deployed, and was criticised in the social media and from his father, Salim Khan. Following these incidents, Khan withdrew his tweets and apologised.[196]
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 Uri attack




On September 2016, Khan made a statement saying that, "They (Pakistani) actors are artists not terrorists. It’s the government who gives them permits and visas".[197]

Yash Raj Films (YRF) is India's foremost multi-national movie, media and entertainment conglomerate, established by Yash Chopra[image: External link], an Indian film director and producer who was considered an entertainment mogul[image: External link] in India.[1] His elder son Aditya Chopra took charge of the studio in 1995 and he started directing, writing & producing multiple movies under the YRF banner.[2][3][4]
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Yash Chopra started out as an assistant to his elder brother, B.R.Chopra[image: External link], and went on to direct five films for his brother's banner - B.R.Films - each of which proved to be a significant milestone in his development as a director. These were Dhool Ka Phool[image: External link] (1959), Dharmputra[image: External link] (1961), Waqt[image: External link] (1965), Ittefaq[image: External link] (1969) and Aadmi Aur Insaan[image: External link] (1969). He has wielded the baton, additionally, for 4 films made by other film companies - Joshila[image: External link] (1973), Deewaar[image: External link] (1975), Trishul[image: External link] (1978) and Parampara[image: External link] (1993).

Out of the films 52 produced by YRF till 2012, Yash Chopra directed only 13 films.

Darr[image: External link] (1993), Dil To Pagal Hai[image: External link] (1997), Veer-Zaara[image: External link] (2004) and Jab Tak Hai Jaan[image: External link] (2012) were his latter movies and all of them featured Shah Rukh Khan[image: External link]. Khan has played the lead role in nine movies produced by Yash Raj Films and remains their most illustrious collaborator, most of them directed by Yash Chopra or his son Aditya Chopra.
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Yash Raj Films has launched its own music label called Yash Raj Music and markets and distributes DVDs, Audio CDs and VCDs under the Yash Raj Films Home Entertainment label. YRF Home Entertainment has acquired the rights for classic films created by Raj Kapoor[image: External link] and his production company R.K. Films, as well as B.R. Chopra and his production company B.R. Films. In 2006, Yash Raj Films unveiled its new film studio. Since 2007, it has sold its music in digital format through the site along with DVDs and audio CDs. It has also started selling its music on iTunes. In May 2007, it linked with The Walt Disney Company to co-produce animated movies in India.[5]

In 2004, The Hollywood Reporter[image: External link] placed Yash Raj Films at number 27 in a survey of the "Biggest Film Distribution Houses" in the world; it is India's biggest production company as of 2006.[citation needed[image: External link]] Yash Raj Films has launched its own merchandise label called YRF Merchandise which offers a range of products embellished with pictures and posters from Yash Raj Films like Rab Ne Bana Di Jodi[image: External link], Band Baaja Baraat[image: External link].

Romance films or romance movies are romantic love stories recorded in visual media for broadcast in theaters and on TV[image: External link] that focus on passion[image: External link], emotion[image: External link], and the affectionate romantic involvement of the main characters and the journey that their genuinely strong, true and pure romantic love takes them through dating, courtship or marriage[image: External link]. Romance films make the romantic love story or the search for strong and pure love and romance the main plot focus. Occasionally, romance lovers face obstacles such as finances[image: External link], physical illness[image: External link], various forms of discrimination[image: External link], psychological restraints or family that threaten to break their union of love. As in all quite strong, deep, and close romantic relationships, tensions of day-to-day life, temptations[image: External link] (of infidelity[image: External link]), and differences in compatibility enter into the plots of romantic films.[1]

Romantic films often explore the essential themes of love at first sight[image: External link], young with older love, unrequited romantic love, obsessive love, sentimental love, spiritual love[image: External link], forbidden love/romance, platonic love, sexual and passionate love, sacrificial love, explosive and destructive love, and tragic love[image: External link]. Romantic films serve as great escapes and fantasies for viewers, especially if the two people finally overcome their difficulties, declare their love, and experience life "happily ever after", implied by a reunion and final kiss. In romantic television series, the development of such romantic relationships may play out over many episodes, and different characters may become intertwined in different romantic arcs.

During the 1940s cinema in South India accounted for nearly half of India's cinema halls[2] which had grown to 75% of all film revenues in India as of 2009.[3] Indian films have been screened in markets around the world since the early 20th century.[2] As of 2003, there are markets in over 90 countries where films from India are screened.[4] During the first decade of the 21st century, there was a steady rise in the ticket price, a tripling in the number of theaters and an increase in the number of prints of a film being released, which led to a large increase in the box office collections.[5]

The figures are not adjusted for inflation. Adjusted for inflation, estimates for the 1975 film Sholay[image: External link] reach as high as ₹300 crore (US$47 million) in 2009.[6][7]

^ Box office gross values of ₹6–6.75 billion were reported for Kabali in the first 13 days by several organisations including Financial Express and Indian Express,[16][17] which were more than double the estimates made by other sources.[18] International Business Times (IBT) and Firstpost[image: External link] criticized these estimates as inflated, explaining the discrepancy as due in part to the addition of "pre-release business" figures, such as music and satellite rights sales of ₹2 billion,[19] being factored into the box office sales totals.[18] Firstpost wrote, "More conservative estimates put Kabali’s collections at around Rs [3 billion] from worldwide ticket sales."[19] IBT's analysts estimated the film's worldwide gross total of its first 13 days at around ₹3.5 billion (US$54 million).[20] Figures released in December 2016 by Financial Express indicated an estimated domestic gross of ₹215 crore and an international gross of ₹262 crore, which total ₹477 crore.[14] A figure of USD$77 million released by Forbes in May 2017 converted to approximately ₹493–499 crore.[15]

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Haryana






Haryana (IPA:  [ɦərɪˈjaːɳaː][image: External link]) is one of the 29 states in India[image: External link], situated in North India[image: External link]. It was carved out of the former state of East Punjab[image: External link] on 1 November 1966 on a linguistic[image: External link] basis. It stands 21st[image: External link] in terms of its area, which is spread about 44,212 km2 (17,070 sq mi).[1] As of 2011 census of India[image: External link], the state is eighteenth[image: External link] largest by population with 25,353,081 inhabitants. The city of Chandigarh[image: External link] is its capital while the National Capital Region[image: External link] city of Faridabad[image: External link] is the most populous city of the state and the city of Gurugram[image: External link] is financial hub of NCR with major Fortune 500[image: External link] companies located in it.[4]

Haryana is one of the wealthiest states of India and has the third highest[image: External link] per capita income[image: External link] in the country at ₹119,158 (US$1,900) in the year 2012–13 and ₹132,089 (US$2,100) in the year 2013–14,[5][6] The state is one of the most economically developed regions in South Asia, and its agricultural and manufacturing industries have experienced sustained growth since the 1970s.[7] Since 2000, the state has emerged as the largest recipient of investment per capita in India.[8]

It is bordered by Punjab[image: External link] and Himachal Pradesh[image: External link] to the north, and by Rajasthan[image: External link] to the west and south. The river Yamuna[image: External link] defines its eastern border with Uttar Pradesh[image: External link]. Haryana surrounds the country's capital Delhi on three sides, forming the northern, western and southern borders of Delhi. Consequently, a large area of south Haryana is included in the National Capital Region[image: External link] for purposes of planning for development.
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 Etymology




The name Haryana is found in the works of the 12th-century AD Apabhramsha[image: External link] writer Vibudh Shridhar[image: External link] ( VS[image: External link] 1189–1230).[9]

The name Haryana has been derived from the Sanskrit[image: External link] words Hari (the Hindu god Vishnu[image: External link]) and ayana (home), meaning "the Abode of God".[10] However, scholars such as Muni Lal, Murli Chand Sharma, HA Phadke and Sukhdev Singh Chib believe that the name comes from a compound of the words Hari (Sanskrit Harit, "green") and Aranya (forest).[11]
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 History

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 Pre-history

Vedic state of Brahmavarta[image: External link] is claimed to be located in a new research in south Haryana, where initial Vedic scriptures[image: External link] were composed after the great floods some 10,000 years ago.[12] Manusmriti[image: External link], a flood time document composed by Manu[image: External link] and Bhrigu[image: External link] is now dated 10,000 years old.[13] Rakhigarhi[image: External link] village in the Hisar district[image: External link] is home to the largest and one of the oldest ancient Indus Valley Civilization[image: External link] sites, dated as over 5,000 years old. Evidence of paved roads, a drainage system, a large-scale rainwater collection storage system, terracotta brick and statue production, and skilled metal working (in both bronze and precious metals) have been uncovered. According to archeologists, Rakhigarhi may be the origin of Harappan civilisation, which arose in the Ghaggar basin in Haryana and gradually and slowly moved to the Indus valley.[14]
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 Medieval




Ancient idols of Jain Tirthankara[image: External link] (made of bronze and stone) were found in archaeological expeditions in Badli[image: External link], Bhiwani[image: External link] ( Ranila[image: External link], Charkhi Dadri[image: External link], Badhara village), Dadri[image: External link], Gurgaon[image: External link] ( Ferozpur[image: External link] Jhirka), Hansi[image: External link], Hisar[image: External link] ( Agroha[image: External link]), Kasan, Nahad, Narnaul[image: External link], Pehowa[image: External link], Rewari[image: External link], Rohad, Rohtak[image: External link] (Asthal- Abohar[image: External link]) and Sonepat[image: External link] in Haryana.[15]

During the 1398 Timurid[image: External link] conquests of India, Haryana was the site of countless of appalling massacres, Timur[image: External link]'s force of 90,000 soldiers each killed 50 to 100 men, women and children in Haryana, such atrocities include the be-headings of most of the enslaved Indian women after they were used for grinding, cooking and raping by Timur's soldiers before marching onward, causing a massive depopulation of the region.[16]

The area that is now Haryana has been ruled by major empires of India. Panipat[image: External link] is known for three seminal battles in the history of India. In the First Battle of Panipat[image: External link] (1526), Babur[image: External link] defeated the Lodis[image: External link]. In the Second Battle of Panipat[image: External link] (1556), Akbar[image: External link] defeated the local Haryanvi Hindu Emperor of Delhi, who belonged to Rewari[image: External link]. Hemu[image: External link], had earlier won 22 battles across India from Punjab to Bengal defeating Mughals and Afghans. Hemu had defeated Akbar's forces twice at Agra and Battle of Delhi[image: External link] in 1556 to become last Hindu Emperor of India with formal Coronation at Purana Quila[image: External link] in Delhi on 7th Oct. 1556. In the Third Battle of Panipat[image: External link] (1761), the Afghan king Ahmad Shah Abdali[image: External link] defeated the Marathas[image: External link].[17]
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 Formation




Haryana state was formed on 1 November 1966. The Indian government set up the Shah Commission under the chairmanship of Justice JC Shah on 23 April 1966 to divide the existing Punjab, India[image: External link] and determine the boundaries of the new state of Haryana after consideration of the languages spoken by the people. The commission delivered its report on 31 May 1966 whereby the then-districts of Hisar[image: External link], Mahendragarh[image: External link], Gurgaon[image: External link], Rohtak[image: External link] and Karnal[image: External link] were to be a part of the new state of Haryana. Further, the tehsils[image: External link] of Jind[image: External link] and Narwana[image: External link] in the Sangrur[image: External link] district—along with Naraingarh[image: External link], Ambala[image: External link] and Jagadhri[image: External link]—were to be included.[18]

The commission recommended that the tehsil of Kharad, which includes Chandigarh[image: External link], the state capital of Punjab, should be a part of Haryana. However, only a small portion of Kharad was given to Haryana.[19] The city of Chandigarh was made a union territory[image: External link], serving as the capital of both Punjab and Haryana.[20]

Bhagwat Dayal Sharma[image: External link] became first Chief Minister of Haryana[image: External link].[21]
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 Geography




Haryana is a landlocked state in northern India. It is between 27°39' to 30°35' N latitude and between 74°28' and 77°36' E longitude.[22] The total geographical area of the state is 4.42 m ha, which is 1.4% of the geographical area of the country.[23] The altitude of Haryana varies between 700 and 3600 ft (200 metres to 1200 metres) above sea level.[24] As per India State of Forest Report, FSI, 2013, the Forest Cover in the state is 1586 km2 which is 3.59% of the state's geographical area and the Tree Cover in the state is 1282 km2 which is 2.90% of the geographical area. Thus the Forest and Tree Cover of the Haryana state is 6.49% of its geographical area.[25]

Haryana has four main geographical features.[26]

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 Rivers




The Yamuna[image: External link] flows along the state's eastern boundary while the ancient Sarasvati River[image: External link] is said to have flowed from Yamuna Nagar[image: External link], but has now disappeared.[27]

Haryana's main seasonal river, the Ghaggar[image: External link] rises in the outer Himalayas[image: External link], between the Yamuna and the Satluj[image: External link] and enters the state near Pinjore[image: External link] in the Panchkula district[image: External link]. Passing through Ambala[image: External link] and Sirsa[image: External link], it reaches Bikaner[image: External link] in Rajasthan[image: External link] and runs for 460 km (290 mi) before disappearing into the deserts of Rajasthan. Important tributaries include the Chautang[image: External link] and Tangri.[28]

The seasonal Markanda River[image: External link] is a stream, which in ancient times was known as the Aruna. It originates from the lower Shivalik Hills[image: External link] and enters Haryana west of Ambala[image: External link]. During monsoons, this stream swells into a raging torrent notorious for its devastating power. The surplus water is carried on to the Sanisa Lake where the Markanda joins the Saraswati and later the Ghaggar.[28]

Three other rivulets in and around the Mewat hills, the Indori, Dohan and Kasavati all flow from East to West and once were tributaries of the Drishadwati[image: External link]/ Saraswati[image: External link] rivers.[29][30][31]
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 Climate




Haryana is extremely hot in summer at around 45 °C (113 °F) and mild in winter. The hottest months are May and June and the coldest December and January.[29] The climate is arid to semi-arid with average rainfall of 354.5 mm. Around 29% of rainfall is received during the months from July to September, and the remaining rainfall is received during the period from December to February.[23]

Thorny, dry, deciduous forest and thorny shrubs can be found all over the state. During the monsoon[image: External link], a carpet of grass covers the hills. Mulberry[image: External link], eucalyptus[image: External link], pine, kikar, shisham[image: External link] and babul are some of the trees found here. The species of fauna[image: External link] found in the state of Haryana include black buck[image: External link], nilgai[image: External link], panther[image: External link], fox[image: External link], mongoose[image: External link], jackal[image: External link] and wild dog. More than 450 species of birds are found here.[33][34][35]

Within these there are 22 districts, 62 sub-divisions, 83 tehsils, 47 sub-tehsils and 126 blocks. Haryana has a total of 154 cities and towns and 6,841 villages.[38]

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 Governance




On 28 December 2015, the Panchkula district[image: External link] of Haryana was awarded for being the top-performing district in the state under the Digital India[image: External link] campaign.[39] The Common Service Centres (CSCs) have been upgraded in all districts and the number of e-services has now reached 105, which includes application of new water connection, sewer connection, electricity bill collection, ration card member registration, result of HBSE[image: External link], admit cards for board examinations, online admission form for government colleges, long route booking of buses, admission forms for Kurukshetra University[image: External link] and HUDA[image: External link] plots status inquiry.[39] Haryana has become the first state to implement Aadhaar[image: External link]-enabled birth registration in all the districts.[39]
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 Law and order




Haryana Police[image: External link] force is the law enforcement agency of Haryana. It has a cybercrime investigation cell, in Gurgaon's Sector 51. High level of initiative is being taken by the government to ensure absolute safety.[40]

The judicial authority is the Punjab and Haryana High Court[image: External link]. It has an e-filing facility.[41]

The economy of Haryana relies on manufacturing, business process outsourcing[image: External link], agriculture and retail.
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 Agriculture




There are two Agroclimatic zones in Haryana. The North-Western part (also referred as Paddy belt) which is suitable for Rice[image: External link], Wheat[image: External link], Vegetables and Temperate Fruits, and the South-Western part (also referred as the Cotton belt or Dry belt) which is suitable for Cotton[image: External link], Millets[image: External link], coarse cereals, tropical fruits, exotic vegetables and herbal & medicinal plants.

As Kharif season cultivation depends on rainfalls & the Northern part receives ample rains, rice is extensively cultivated in this part. Punjab bordering area from Cheeka[image: External link]- Kaithal[image: External link] to Karnal[image: External link]- Kurukshetra[image: External link] is major belt of Basmati[image: External link] rice cultivation & most millers of Basmati rice are present in Karnal-Kurukshetra. The cotton belt which receives less rainfall grows Cotton[image: External link], however farmers with irrigation still prefer growing Rice. Sirsa[image: External link], Fatehabad[image: External link], Hisar[image: External link] & Jind[image: External link] are among major cotton producing areas of Haryana. Southern districts of Bhiwani[image: External link], Rewari[image: External link], Jhajjar[image: External link] and Mahendragarh[image: External link] in Haryana which are usually arid are major producer of Millets like Bajra & Jowar.

During Rabi season, major crops in Haryana are Wheat , Gram & Mustard.

Sugarcane cultivation is done in parts adjoining the Yamuna[image: External link] river & in some internal pockets where irrigation facility is available. The cultivable area is 3.7 m ha, which is 84% of the geographical area of the state. 3.64 m ha, i.e. 98% of cultivable area, is under cultivation. The gross cropped area of the state is 6.51 m ha and net cropped area is 3.64 m ha with a cropping intensity of 184.91%.[23][42][43]
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 Manufacturing

MNCs like Maruti Suzuki, Asian Paints, Suzuki Motorcycle, Nippon Carbide, Lotte India Corporation Limited along with Tata Tea Plant, Shivam Autotech Ltd., Vita Milk Plant, Amul Dairy, Lakshmi Precision Screws, LPS BOSSARD, Aisin Automotive and many more launched work on projects.[citation needed[image: External link]]

Panipat[image: External link] has heavy industry, including a refinery operated by the Indian Oil[image: External link] Corporation , a urea manufacturing plant operated by National Fertilizers[image: External link] Limited and a National Thermal Power Corporation[image: External link] power plant. It is known for its woven modhas or round stools.[45]


	
Hissar[image: External link] is another developing city and the hometown of Navin Jindal[image: External link] and Subhash Chandra[image: External link] of Zee TV[image: External link] fame. Savitri Jindal[image: External link], Navin Jindal's mother, has been listed by Forbes[image: External link] as the third richest woman in world.[46]
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 Transport




The Haryana and Delhi governments have constructed the 4.5-kilometre (2.8 mi) international standard Delhi Faridabad Skyway[image: External link], the first of its kind in North India, to connect Delhi and Faridabad.[47] The Delhi-Agra Expressway (NH-2) that passes through Faridabad is being widened to six lanes from current four lanes.[48] It will further boost Faridabad[image: External link]'s connectivity with Delhi.

Delhi Metro Rail Corporation connects Faridabad and Gurgaon with Delhi. Faridabad has the longest metro network in the NCR Region consisting of 9 stations and track length being 14 km.[49]

Haryana has a total road length of 23,684 kilometres (14,717 mi). There are 29 national highways[image: External link] with a total length of 1,461 kilometres (908 mi) and many state highways[image: External link], which have a total length of 2,494 kilometres (1,550 mi). The most remote parts of the state are linked with metaled roads. Its modern bus fleet of 3,864 buses covers a distance of 1.15 million km per day, and it was the first state in the country to introduce luxury video coaches.[50]

The Grand Trunk Road[image: External link], commonly abbreviated to GT Road[image: External link], is one of South Asia's oldest and longest major roads. It passes through the districts of Sonipat[image: External link], Panipat[image: External link], Karnal[image: External link], Kurukshetra[image: External link] and Ambala[image: External link] in north Haryana where it enters Delhi and subsequently the industrial town of Faridabad[image: External link] on its way. The state government proposes to construct Express highways and freeways for speedier vehicular traffic. The 135.6 kilometres (84.3 mi) Kundli-Manesar-Palwal Expressway(KMP)[image: External link] will provide a high-speed link to northern Haryana with its southern districts such as Sonepat, Gurgaon, Jhajjar[image: External link] and Faridabad. The work on the project has already started and was scheduled to be completed by July 2013.[51]

Haryana State has always given high priority to the expansion of electricity infrastructure, as it is one of the most important inputs for the development of the state. Haryana was the first state in the country to achieve 100% rural electrification[image: External link] in 1970 as well as the first in the country to link all villages with all-weather roads and provide safe drinking water facilities throughout the state.[52]
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 Demographics

According to the 2011 census, Hindus[image: External link] (87.46%) constitute the majority of the state's population with Sikhs[image: External link] (4.91%), Muslims[image: External link] (7.03%) (mainly Meos[image: External link]) being the largest minorities.[53]

Muslims are mainly found in the Mewat[image: External link] and Yamuna Nagar[image: External link] districts, while Sikhs live mostly in the districts adjoining Punjab[image: External link], Hisar[image: External link], Sirsa[image: External link], Jind[image: External link], Fatehabad[image: External link], Kaithal[image: External link], Kurukshetra[image: External link], Ambala[image: External link], Narnaul[image: External link] and Panchkula[image: External link] karnal. Haryana has the second largest Sikh population in India after the state of Punjab[image: External link]. In May 2014, the Haryana Government[image: External link] published the Haryana Anand Marriages Registration Rules, 2014, allowing Sikhs to register their marriages under these rules.[54]

Agriculture[image: External link] and related industries have been the backbone of the local economy[image: External link]. Since 2001, the state has witnessed a massive influx of immigrants from across the nation, primarily from Bihar[image: External link], Bengal[image: External link], Uttrakhand[image: External link], Rajasthan[image: External link], Uttar Pradesh[image: External link] and from the country, Nepal[image: External link].[needs update[image: External link]]Scheduled Castes[image: External link] form 19.3% of the population.[55]

Haryana's sex ratio (child sex ratio) crossed the mark of 900 and reached 903 in December 2015.[56]

Hindi is the sole official language of Haryana and is spoken by the majority of the population (87.31%).[2] Punjabi[image: External link] is given the status of additional official language. Haryana comprises second largest Punjabi speaking population in India.[3][57]

Literacy rate in Haryana has seen an upward trend and is 76.64 percent as per 2011 population census. Male literacy stands at 85.38 percent, while female literacy is at 66.67 percent. In 2001, the literacy rate in Haryana stood at 67.91 percent of which male and female were 78.49 percent and 55.73 percent literate respectively.[58] As of 2013, Gurgaon[image: External link] city had the highest literacy rate in Haryana at 86.30% followed by Panchkula[image: External link] at 81.9 per cent and Ambala[image: External link] at 81.7 percent.[59] In terms of districts, as of 2012 Rewari[image: External link] had the highest literacy rate in Haryana at 74%, higher than the national average of 59.5%: male literacy was 79%, and female 67%.[60]

Hisar[image: External link] has three universities: Chaudhary Charan Singh Haryana Agricultural University[image: External link] - Asia[image: External link]'s largest agricultural university,[61] Guru Jambheshwar University of Science and Technology[image: External link], Lala Lajpat Rai University of Veterinary & Animal Sciences[image: External link]); several national agricultural and veterinary research centres (National Research Centre on Equines[image: External link]),[62] Central Sheep Breeding Farm,[63] National Institute on Pig Breeding and Research,[64] Northern Region Farm Machinery Training and Testing Institute[65] and Central Institute for Research on Buffaloes (CIRB);[66] and more than 20 colleges including Maharaja Agrasen Medical College, Agroha[image: External link].[67]

In 2001–02, there were 11,013 primary schools, 1,918 middle schools, 3,023 high schools and 1,301 senior secondary schools in the state.[citation needed[image: External link]][68] Haryana Board of School Education[image: External link], established in September 1969 and shifted to Bhiwani[image: External link] in 1981, conducts public examinations at middle, matriculation, and senior secondary levels twice a year. Over seven lac candidates attend annual examinations in February and March; 150,000 attend supplementary examinations each November. The Board also conducts examinations for Haryana Open School at senior and senior secondary levels twice a year.[69] The Haryana government provides free education to women up to the bachelor's degree[image: External link] level.

Union Minister[image: External link] Ravi Shankar Prasad[image: External link] announced on 27 February 2016 that National Institute of Electronics and Information Technology (NIELIT) would be set up in Kurukshetra to provide computer training to youth and a Software Technology Park of India (STPI) would be set up in Panchkula[image: External link]’s existing HSIIDC IT Park in Sector 23.[70] Hindi and English are compulsory languages in schools whereas Punjabi, Sanskrit and Urdu are chosen as optional languages.[71]
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 Healthcare




The Total Fertility Rate of Haryana is 2.3. The Infant Mortality Rate is 41 (SRS 2013) and Maternal Mortality Ratio is 146 (SRS 2010–2012).[72]

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 Communication and media




Haryana has a statewide network of telecommunication facilities. Haryana Government has its own statewide area network by which all government offices of 21 districts and 127 blocks across the state are connected with each other thus making it the first SWAN of the country.[74][75][76] Bharat Sanchar Nigam Limited[image: External link] and most of the leading private sector players (such as Reliance Infocom, Tata Teleservices[image: External link], Bharti Telecom[image: External link], Idea[image: External link] Vodafone Essar[image: External link], Aircel[image: External link], Uninor[image: External link] and Videocon[image: External link]) have operations in the state. Important areas around Delhi are an integral part of the local Delhi Mobile Telecommunication System. This network system would easily cover major towns like Faridabad[image: External link] and Gurgaon[image: External link].

Haryana Power Generation Corporation[image: External link] Ltd (HPGCL) is setting up a solar power plant at the site of a defunct thermal power plant in Faridabad. The power generator plans to set up the plant over 151.78 acres near Bata Chowk in the district that generated coal-based energy in the past.[77]
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 Sports




Haryana has produced some of the best Indian players in a variety of sports. The State has an old wrestling tradition, and thus some of the finest wrestlers of India hail from Haryana. These include Mahavir Singh Phogat[image: External link], Sushil Kumar[image: External link], Yogeshwar Dutt[image: External link], Sakshi Malik[image: External link], Vinesh Phogat[image: External link], Geeta Phogat[image: External link] and Babita Kumari[image: External link]. The non-descript town of Bhiwani in the middle of Haryana has produced several of India's best boxers, such as Kavita Chahal[image: External link], Vijender Singh[image: External link], Jitender Kumar[image: External link], Akhil Kumar[image: External link] and Vikas Krishan Yadav[image: External link].

In the 2010 Commonwealth Games[image: External link] at Delhi, 22 out of 38 gold medals that India won came from Haryana.[78] During the 33rd National Games held in Assam[image: External link] in 2007, Haryana stood first in the nation[79] with a medal tally of 80, including 30 gold, 22 silver and 28 bronze medals.

Cricket[image: External link] is very popular in Haryana. The 1983 World-Cup-winning captain Kapil Dev[image: External link] is from Haryana. Other notable players from Haryana cricket team[image: External link] include Chetan Sharma[image: External link], Ajay Jadeja[image: External link], Amit Mishra[image: External link] and Mohit Sharma[image: External link] and Virender Sehwag[image: External link]. Nahar Singh Stadium[image: External link] was built in Faridabad[image: External link] in the year 1981 for international cricket. This ground has the capacity to hold around 25,000 people as spectators.[80] Tejli Sports Complex is an Ultra-Modern sports complex in Yamuna Nagar[image: External link]. Tau Devi Lal Stadium[image: External link] in Gurgaon[image: External link] is a multi-sport complex.[81]

Chief Minister of Haryana[image: External link] Manohar Lal Khattar[image: External link] announced the "Haryana Sports and Physical Fitness Policy", a policy to support 26 Olympic sports, on 12 January 2015 with the words "We will develop Haryana as the sports hub of the country."[82][83]

Haryana is home to Haryana Gold[image: External link], one of India's eight professional basketball teams which compete in the country's UBA Pro Basketball League[image: External link].

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Mixed martial Arts

Mixed martial arts (MMA) is a full-contact combat sport[image: External link] that allows both striking[image: External link] and grappling[image: External link], both standing and on the ground, using techniques from other combat sports and martial arts[image: External link]. The first documented use of the term mixed martial arts was in a review of UFC 1[image: External link] by television critic Howard Rosenberg[image: External link] in 1993.[1] The term gained popularity when newfullcontact.com, then one of the largest websites covering the sport, hosted and republished the article.[2] The question of who actually coined the term is subject to debate.[3]

During the early 20th century, various mixed-style contests took place throughout Japan and the Pacific Rim[image: External link]. In 1980 CV Productions, Inc.[image: External link] created the first regulated MMA league in the United States, named Tough Guy Contest, later renamed Battle of the Superfighters. The company sanctioned ten tournaments in Pennsylvania[image: External link]. However, in 1983 the Pennsylvania State Senate[image: External link] passed a bill prohibiting the sport.[4][5]

In 1993, the Gracie family[image: External link] brought vale tudo[image: External link], developed in Brazil from the 1920s, to the United States by founding the Ultimate Fighting Championship[image: External link] (UFC) MMA promotion company.[6]

Originally promoted as a competition to find the most effective martial arts[image: External link] for real unarmed combat, competitors from different fighting styles were pitted against one another in contests with relatively few rules.[7] Later, individual fighters employed multiple martial arts into their style. MMA promoters were pressured to adopt additional rules[image: External link] to increase competitors' safety, to comply with sport regulations and to broaden mainstream acceptance of the sport.[8] Following these changes, the sport has seen increased popularity with a pay-per-view[image: External link] business that rivals boxing[image: External link] and professional wrestling[image: External link].[9]

 Early history




In Ancient Greece[image: External link] there was a sport called pankration[image: External link], which featured a combination of grappling and striking skills similar to those found in modern MMA. Pankration was formed by a combination of the already established wrestling and boxing traditions and, in Olympic terms, first featured in the 33rd Olympiad[image: External link], 648 B.C. All strikes and holds were allowed with the exception of biting and gouging, which were banned. Fighters, also known as pankratists, fought until a fighter submitted; there were no rounds.[10] According to E. Norman Gardiner, 'No branch of athletics was more popular than the pankration.'[11] From its origins in Ancient Greece, pankration was later passed on to the Romans[image: External link].[12]

The mid nineteenth century saw the prominence of the new sport savate[image: External link] in the combat sports circle. At that time, French fighters wanted to test out the sport against the traditional combat styles of its time. In 1852, a contest was held in France between French savateurs and English bare-knuckle boxers[image: External link] in which French fighter Rambaud alias la Resistance fought English fighter Dickinson and won using his kicks. However, the English team still won the four other match-ups during the contest.[13] Since then other similar contest also occurred by the late 19th to mid-20th century between French Savateurs and other combat styles. Examples include a 1905 fight between a French savateur George Dubois and a judo[image: External link] practitioner Re-nierand which resulted in the latter winning by submission, as well as the highly publicized 1957 fight between French savateur and professional boxer[image: External link] Jacques Cayron and a young Japanese karateka[image: External link] named Mochizuki Hiroo which ended when Cayron knocked Hiroo out with a hook[image: External link].[13]

No-holds-barred fighting reportedly took place in the late 1880s when wrestlers representing styles, Greco-Roman wrestling[image: External link] and many others met in tournaments and music-hall challenge matches throughout Europe. In the USA, the first major encounter between a boxer and a wrestler in modern times took place in 1887 when John L. Sullivan[image: External link], then heavyweight world boxing champion, entered the ring with his trainer, Greco-Roman Wrestling champion William Muldoon[image: External link], and was slammed to the mat in two minutes. The next publicized encounter occurred in the late 1890s when future heavyweight boxing champion Bob Fitzsimmons[image: External link] took on European Greco-Roman Wrestling champion Ernest Roeber[image: External link]. In September 1901, Frank "Paddy" Slavin, who had been a contender for Sullivan's boxing title, knocked out future world wrestling champion Frank Gotch[image: External link] in Dawson City[image: External link], Canada.[14] The judo-practitioner Ren-nierand who gained fame after defeating George Dubois, would fight again in another similar contest against Ukrainian wrestler Ivan Poddubny and lost.[13]

Another early example of mixed martial arts was Bartitsu[image: External link], which Edward William Barton-Wright[image: External link] founded in London in 1899. Combining judo[image: External link], jujutsu[image: External link], boxing[image: External link], savate[image: External link], wrestling[image: External link] and canne de combat[image: External link] (French stick fighting), Bartitsu was the first martial art known to have combined Asian and European fighting styles,[15] and which saw MMA-style contests throughout England, pitting European and Japanese champions against representatives of various European wrestling styles.[15]

The history of modern MMA competition can be traced to mixed style contests throughout Europe, Japan, and the Pacific Rim during the early 1900s;[16] In Japan these contests were known as merikan, from the Japanese slang for "American [fighting]". Merikan contests were fought under a variety of rules, including points decision, best of three throws or knockdowns, and victory via knockout or submission.[17]

As the popularity of professional wrestling waned after World War I[image: External link], the sport split into two genres: " shoot[image: External link]", in which the fighters actually competed, and " show[image: External link]", which evolved into modern professional wrestling[image: External link].[18]

In 1936, heavyweight boxing contender Kingfish Levinsky[image: External link] and veteran professional wrestler Ray Steele[image: External link] competed in a mixed match, which Steele won in 35 seconds.[18]

In 1963, " Judo[image: External link]" Gene Lebell[image: External link] fought professional boxer Milo Savage in a no-holds-barred[image: External link] match. Lebell won by Harai Goshi[image: External link] to rear naked choke, leaving Savage unconscious. This was the first televised bout of mixed-style fighting in North America. The hometown crowd was so enraged that they began to boo and throw chairs at Lebell.[19]

During the late 1960s to early 1970s, the concept of combining the elements of multiple martial arts was popularized in the west by Bruce Lee[image: External link] via his system of Jeet Kune Do[image: External link]. Lee believed that "the best fighter is not a Boxer, Karate or Judo man. The best fighter is someone who can adapt to any style, to be formless, to adopt an individual's own style and not following the system of styles." In 2004, UFC President Dana White[image: External link] would call Lee the "father of mixed martial arts" stating: "If you look at the way Bruce Lee trained, the way he fought, and many of the things he wrote, he said the perfect style was no style. You take a little something from everything. You take the good things from every different discipline, use what works, and you throw the rest away".[20] A contemporary of Bruce Lee, Wing Chun[image: External link] practitioner Wong Shun Leung[image: External link], gained prominence fighting in over 60-100 illegal beimo[image: External link] fights against other Chinese martial artist of various styles. In his career, Wong also fought and won against Western fighters and other combat styles such as his match against a Russian boxer named Giko,[21] his televised fight against a fencer[image: External link],[22] and his well-documented fight against Taiwanese martial artist Wu Ming Jeet.[23] Like Bruce Lee, Wong also combined boxing and kickboxing[image: External link] into his kung fu[image: External link].

There were "Karate vs. Muay Thai fights" February 12, 1963. The three karate fighters from Oyama dojo ( kyokushin[image: External link] later) went to the Lumpinee Boxing Stadium in Thailand, and fought against three Muay Thai fighters. The three kyokushin karate fighters' names are Tadashi Nakamura[image: External link], Kenji Kurosaki and Akio Fujihira (also known as Noboru Osawa). The Muay Thai team were composed of only one authentic Thai fighter.[24] Japan won by 2–1: Tadashi Nakamura and Akio Fujihira both KOed opponents by punch while Kenji Kurosaki, who fought the Thai, was KOed by elbow. This should be noted that the only Japanese loser Kenji Kurosaki was then a kyokushin instructor rather than a contender and temporarily designated as a substitute for the absent chosen fighter. On June of the same year, karateka and future kickboxer Tadashi Sawamura[image: External link] faced against top Thai fighter Samarn Sor Adisorn, in which Sawamura was knocked down 16 times and defeated.[24] Sawamura would use what he learned in that fight to incorporate in the evolving kickboxing tournaments.

Muhammad Ali vs. Antonio Inoki[image: External link] took place in Japan in 1976. Both fighters refused to engage in the other's style and after a 15-round stalemate, it was declared a draw. Inoki flopped to his back for the duration of the bout and kicked Ali's legs. Ali had sustained a substantial amount of damage to his legs, causing him to be hospitalized for the next three days.[25]

In 1988 Rick Roufus[image: External link] challenged Changpuek Kiatsongrit[image: External link] to a non-title Muay Thai[image: External link] vs. kickboxing[image: External link] super fight. Rick Roufus was at the time an undefeated Kickboxer and held both the KICK[image: External link] Super Middleweight World title and the PKC Middleweight U.S title. Changpuek Kiatsongrit was finding it increasingly difficult to get fights in Thailand as his weight (70 kg) was not typical for Thailand, where competitive bouts at tend to be at the lower weights. Roufus knocked Changpuek down twice with punches in the first round, breaking Changpuek's jaw, but lost by knockout in the fourth round due to the culmination of low kicks that he was unprepared for.[26]
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 Modern sport




The movement that led to the creation of the American and Japanese mixed martial arts scenes was rooted in two interconnected subcultures[image: External link] and two grappling styles, namely Brazilian Jiu-Jitsu[image: External link] and shoot wrestling[image: External link]. First were the vale tudo[image: External link] events in Brazil, followed by the Japanese shoot[image: External link]-style wrestling shows.

Vale tudo began in the 1920s and became renowned with the "Gracie challenge[image: External link]" issued by Carlos Gracie[image: External link] and Hélio Gracie[image: External link] and upheld later on by descendants of the Gracie family[image: External link].The "Gracie Challenges" were held in the garages and gyms of the Gracie family members. When the popularity grew, these types of mixed bouts were a staple attraction at the carnivals in Brazil.[27] Early mixed-match martial arts professional wrestling[image: External link] bouts in Japan (known as Ishu Kakutōgi Sen (異種格闘技戦), literally "heterogeneous combat sports bouts") became popular with Antonio Inoki[image: External link] in the 1970s. Inoki was a disciple of Rikidōzan[image: External link], but also of Karl Gotch[image: External link] who trained numerous Japanese wrestlers in catch wrestling[image: External link].

Regulated mixed martial arts competitions were first introduced in the United States by CV Productions, Inc.[image: External link]. Its first competition named Tough Guy Contest was held on March 20, 1980, New Kensington, Pennsylvania[image: External link], Holiday Inn[image: External link]. During that year the company renamed the brand to Super Fighters and sanctioned ten regulated tournaments in Pennsylvania[image: External link]. In 1983 Pennsylvania State Senate passed a bill that specifically called for: "Prohibiting Tough Guy contests or Battle of the Brawlers contests", and ended the sport.[4][5][28] In 1993 the sport got reintroduced in the United States by the Ultimate Fighting Championship[image: External link] (UFC).[29] The sport gained international exposure and widespread publicity when jiu-jitsu fighter Royce Gracie[image: External link] won the first Ultimate Fighting Championship tournament, submitting three challengers in a total of just five minutes,[30] sparking a revolution in martial arts.[31][32]

Japan had its own form of mixed martial arts discipline Shooto[image: External link] that evolved from shoot wrestling in 1985, as well as the shoot wrestling derivative Pancrase[image: External link] founded as a promotion in 1993. The first Vale Tudo Japan[image: External link] tournaments were held in 1994 and 1995, both were won by Rickson Gracie[image: External link]. Around the same time, International Vale Tudo competition started to develop through (World Vale Tudo Championship (WVC), VTJ[image: External link], IVC[image: External link], UVF etc.). Interest in mixed martial arts as a sport resulted in the creation of the Pride Fighting Championships[image: External link] (Pride) in 1997, where again Rickson participated and won.[33]

The sport reached a new peak of popularity in North America in the December 2006 rematch[image: External link] between then UFC[image: External link] light heavyweight champion Chuck Liddell[image: External link] and former champion Tito Ortiz[image: External link], rivaling the PPV[image: External link] sales of some of the biggest boxing events of all time,[34] and helping the UFC's 2006 PPV gross surpass that of any promotion in PPV history. In 2007, Zuffa LLC[image: External link], the owners of the UFC MMA promotion, bought Japanese rival MMA brand Pride FC[image: External link], merging the contracted fighters under one promotion[35] and drawing comparisons to the consolidation that occurred in other sports, such as the AFL-NFL Merger[image: External link] in American football[image: External link].[36]
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 Origin of 'MMA'




The first documented use of the name mixed martial arts was in a review of UFC 1[image: External link] by television critic Howard Rosenberg[image: External link], in 1993.[1] The term gained popularity when the website newfullcontact.com, then one of the biggest covering the sport, hosted and reprinted the article. The first use of the term by a promotion was in September 1995 by Rick Blume, president and CEO of Battlecade Extreme Fighting, just after UFC 7.[37] UFC official Jeff Blatnick[image: External link] was responsible for the Ultimate Fighting Championship officially adopting the name mixed martial arts. It was previously marketed as "Ultimate Fighting" and "No Holds Barred (NHB)", until Blatnick and John McCarthy[image: External link] proposed the name 'MMA' at the UFC 17[image: External link] rules meeting in response to increased public criticism.[38] The question of who actually coined the name is a question still in debate.[3]
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 Regulation




The first state regulated MMA event was held in Biloxi, Mississippi on August 23, 1996 with the sanctioning of IFC's Mayhem in Mississippi[39] show by the Mississippi Athletic Commission under William Lyons. The rules used were an adaptation of the kickboxing rules already accepted by most state athletic commissions. These modified kickboxing rules allowed for take downs and ground fighting and did away with rounds but did allow for fighters to be stood up by the referee and restarted if there was no action on the ground. These rules were the first in modern MMA to define fouls, fighting surfaces and the use of the cage.

In March 1997, the Iowa Athletic Commission officially sanctioned Battlecade Extreme Fighting[image: External link] under a modified form of its existing rules for Shootfighting[image: External link]. These rules created the 3, 5 minute round, one-minute break format, and mandated shootfighting gloves as well as weight classes for the first time. Illegal blows were listed as groin strikes, head butting, biting, eye gouging, hair pulling, striking an opponent with an elbow while the opponent is on the mat, kidney strikes, and striking the back of the head with closed fist. Holding onto the ring or cage for any reason was defined as foul.[40][41] While there are minor differences between these and the final Unified Rules, notably regarding elbow-strikes, the Iowa rules allowed mixed martial arts promoters to conduct essentially modern events legally, anywhere in the state. On March 28, 1997, Extreme Fighting 4 was held under these rules, making it the first show conducted under a version of the modern rules.

In April 2000, the California State Athletic Commission[image: External link] voted unanimously in favor of regulations that later became the foundation for the Unified Rules of Mixed Martial Arts[image: External link]. However, when the legislation was sent to the California capital in Sacramento for review, it was determined that the sport fell outside the jurisdiction of the CSAC, rendering the vote superfluous.[42]

On September 30, 2000, the New Jersey State Athletic Control Board[image: External link] (NJSACB) began to allow mixed martial arts promoters to conduct events in New Jersey. The first event was an IFC event titled Battleground 2000 held in Atlantic City. The intent was to allow the NJSACB to observe actual events and gather information to establish a comprehensive set of rules to effectively regulate the sport.[43]

On April 3, 2001, the NJSACB held a meeting to discuss the regulation of mixed martial arts events. This meeting attempted to unify the myriad rules and regulations which have been utilized by the different mixed martial arts organizations. At this meeting, the proposed uniform rules were agreed upon by the NJSACB, several other regulatory bodies, numerous promoters of mixed martial arts events and other interested parties in attendance. At the conclusion of the meeting, all parties in attendance were able to agree upon a uniform set of rules to govern the sport of mixed martial arts.[43]

The rules adopted by the NJSACB have become the de facto standard set of rules for professional mixed martial arts across North America. On July 30, 2009, a motion was made at the annual meeting of the Association of Boxing Commissions[image: External link] to adopt these rules as the "Unified Rules of Mixed Martial Arts". The motion passed unanimously.[44]

In November 2005 the United States Army[image: External link] began to sanction mixed martial arts with the first annual Army Combatives Championships held by the US Army Combatives School[image: External link].[45]

Canada[image: External link] formally decriminalized mixed martial arts with a vote on Bill S-209 on June 5, 2013. The bill allows for provinces to have the power to create athletic commissions to regulate and sanction professional mixed martial arts bouts.[46]
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 MMA organizations

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 Promotions




According to MMA portal[image: External link] Tapology.com listings; there are hundreds of MMA promotions around the world producing MMA events.[47]

Since the UFC came to prominence in mainstream media[image: External link] in 2006, and with their 2007 merger with Pride FC and following purchase of WEC[image: External link] and Strikeforce[image: External link], no companies have presented significant competition,[48] and the UFC has under contract almost all of the top ranked[image: External link] talent.[49] On April 30, 2011, UFC 129[image: External link] set a new North American MMA attendance record, drawing 55,724 at the Rogers Centre[image: External link] in Toronto; the event also set a new MMA world record for the highest paid gate at $12,075,000[50] and is the highest gate in Toronto for any event.[51]

In 2011, the UFC reached a multi-year deal with the Fox Sports[image: External link] network, a tremendous milestone in the organization, bringing the sport to mainstream media.[52] The UFC also broadcasts their shows live to other networks around the world.

	Though ranked #20 promotion overall; Japanese, all female MMA promotion JEWELS[image: External link] (DEEP JEWELS) which formed a strategic partnership to cross-promote with Invicta FC since 2012,[54] has many top ranked fighters in their female Atomweight[image: External link] division.[55][56]








Fighters usually get contracts in the above promotions including the UFC after competing successfully in other MMA organisations from around the world.

Some MMA promotions tend to exist more to build up prospects while others have a good mix of prospect/veteran. Some exist only to be feeder leagues to the bigger promotions, others exist to try and be the best in the world. Some promotions only do 4 shows a year while others are doing them monthly. 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 Gyms




There are hundreds of MMA training facilities throughout the world.[58][59]

These are the current top 10 MMA Gyms in the world based on how many top 15 ranked UFC fighters they currently train. There are 160 fighters who train at over 80 different gyms at the top 15 rankings in the UFC 10 divisions. The rankings are based on a system where a champion earns their gym a score of 25 points. A #1 contender is worth 15 points, a #2 contender is worth 10 points with a decrease in ranking equaling a decrease of 1 point until the ranking reaches #10. From there, rankings 11-15 are each worth 1 point. (updated July 2015):[60]

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 Fighter development




As a result of an increased number of competitors, organized training camps, information sharing, and modern kinesiology[image: External link], the understanding of the combat-effectiveness of various strategies has been greatly improved. UFC commentator Joe Rogan[image: External link] claimed that martial arts evolved more in the ten years following 1993 than in the preceding 700 years combined.[62]

The high profile of modern MMA promotions such as UFC and Pride has fostered an accelerated development of the sport. The early 1990s saw a wide variety of traditional styles competing in the sport.[64] However, early competition saw varying levels of success among disparate styles. In the early 1990s, practitioners of grappling based styles such as Brazilian jiu-jitsu[image: External link] dominated competition in the United States. Practitioners of striking based arts such as boxing[image: External link], kickboxing[image: External link], and karate[image: External link] who were unfamiliar with submission grappling proved to be unprepared to deal with its submission techniques[image: External link].[65][66][67][68][69] As competitions became more and more common, those with a base in striking arts became more competitive as they cross trained in arts based around takedowns[image: External link] and submission holds.[69] Likewise, those from the varying grappling styles added striking techniques to their arsenal. This increase of cross-training[image: External link] resulted in fighters becoming increasingly multidimensional and well-rounded in their skill-sets.

The new hybridization of fighting styles can be seen in the technique of "ground and pound" developed by wrestling-based UFC pioneers such as Dan Severn[image: External link], Don Frye[image: External link] and Mark Coleman[image: External link]. These wrestlers realized the need for the incorporation of strikes on the ground as well as on the feet, and incorporated ground striking into their grappling-based styles. Mark Coleman stated at UFC 14 that his strategy was to "Ground him and pound him" which may be the first televised use of the term.

Since the late 1990s, both strikers and grapplers have been successful at MMA, though it is rare to see any fighter who is not schooled in both striking and grappling arts reach the highest levels of competition.

The greatest MMA fighter of all time is considered by experts, fighters and fans to be either heavyweight Fedor Emelianenko[image: External link] or middleweight Anderson Silva[image: External link].[70] UFC color commentator[image: External link] Joe Rogan[image: External link] responded to a fan's question: "Joe, is Fedor the Greatest Of All Time? It's him or Anderson, and I could see the argument going either way honestly. Both guys have had truly magical moments in competition against some of the best in the world."[71]
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 Rules

The rules for modern mixed martial arts competitions have changed significantly since the early days of vale tudo[image: External link], Japanese shoot wrestling[image: External link], and UFC 1[image: External link], and even more from the historic style of pankration[image: External link]. As the knowledge of fighting techniques spread among fighters and spectators, it became clear that the original minimalist rule systems needed to be amended.[72] The main motivations for these rule changes were protection of the health of the fighters, the desire to shed the perception of "barbarism and lawlessness", and to be recognized as a legitimate sport.[citation needed[image: External link]]

The new rules included the introduction of weight classes[image: External link]; as knowledge about submissions spread, differences in weight had become a significant factor. There are nine different weight classes in the Unified Rules of Mixed Martial Arts[image: External link]. These nine weight classes include flyweight[image: External link] (up to 125 lb / 56.7 kg), bantamweight[image: External link] (up to 135 lb / 61.2 kg), featherweight[image: External link] (up to 145 lb / 65.8 kg), lightweight[image: External link] (up to 155 lb / 70.3 kg), welterweight[image: External link] (up to 170 lb / 77.1 kg), middleweight[image: External link] (up to 185 lb / 83.9 kg), light heavyweight[image: External link] (up to 205 lb / 93.0 kg), heavyweight[image: External link] (up to 265 lb / 120.2 kg), and super heavyweight[image: External link] with no upper weight limit.[43]

Small, open-fingered gloves[image: External link] were introduced to protect fists, reduce the occurrence of cuts (and stoppages due to cuts) and encourage fighters to use their hands for striking to allow more captivating matches. Gloves were first made mandatory in Japan's Shooto[image: External link] promotion and were later adopted by the UFC as it developed into a regulated sport. Most professional fights have the fighters wear 4 oz gloves, whereas some jurisdictions require amateurs to wear a slightly heavier 6 oz glove for more protection for the hands and wrists.

Time limits were established to avoid long fights with little action where competitors conserved their strength. Matches without time limits also complicated the airing of live events. The time limits in most professional fights are three 5 minute rounds, and championship fights are normally five 5 minute rounds. Similar motivations produced the "stand up" rule, where the referee can stand fighters up if it is perceived that both are resting on the ground or not advancing toward a dominant position.[72]

In the U.S., state athletic and boxing commissions have played a crucial role in the introduction of additional rules because they oversee MMA in a similar fashion to boxing. In Japan and most of Europe, there is no regulating authority over competitions, so these organizations have greater freedom in rule development and event structure.[citation needed[image: External link]]

Previously, Japan-based organization Pride Fighting Championships[image: External link] held an opening 10-minute round followed by two five-minute rounds. Stomps, soccer kicks and knees to the head of a grounded opponent are legal, but elbow strikes to the head are not.[73] This rule set is more predominant in the Asian-based organizations as opposed to European and American rules. More recently, Singapore-based organization ONE Championship[image: External link] allows soccer kicks and knees to the head of a grounded opponent as well as elbow strikes to the head, but does not allow head stomps.[74]
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 Victory




Victory in a match is normally gained either by the judges' decision after an allotted amount of time has elapsed, a stoppage by the referee (for example if a competitor can not defend himself intelligently) or the fight doctor (due to an injury), a submission[image: External link], by a competitor's cornerman[image: External link] throwing in the towel, or by knockout[image: External link].

Knockout (KO): as soon as a fighter is unable to continue due to legal strikes, his opponent is declared the winner. As MMA rules allow submissions and ground and pound[image: External link], the fight is stopped to prevent further injury to the fighter.

Submission: a fighter may admit defeat during a match by:


	a tap on the opponent's body or mat/floor

	a verbal submission



Technical Submission: the referee stops the match when the fighter is caught in a submission hold and is in danger of being injured. Often it is when a fighter gets choked unconscious; other times it is when a bone has been broken in a submission hold (a broken arm due to a kimura, etc.)

Technical Knockout (TKO)


	Referee stoppage: The ref may stop a match in progress if:

	a fighter becomes dominant to the point where the opponent can not intelligently defend himself and is taking excessive damage as a result

	a fighter appears to be losing consciousness as he/she is being struck

	a fighter appears to have a significant injury such as a cut or a broken bone







Doctor Stoppage/Cut: the referee will call for a time out if a fighter's ability to continue is in question as a result of apparent injuries, such as a large cut. The ring doctor will inspect the fighter and stop the match if the fighter is deemed unable to continue safely, rendering the opponent the winner. However, if the match is stopped as a result of an injury from illegal actions by the opponent, either a disqualification or no contest will be issued instead.

Corner stoppage: a fighter's corner men may announce defeat on the fighter's behalf by throwing in the towel during the match in progress or between rounds. This is normally done when a fighter is being beaten to the point where it is dangerous and unnecessary to continue. In some cases, the fighter may be injured.

Retirement: a fighter is so dazed or exhausted that he/she cannot physically continue fighting. Usually occurs between rounds.

Decision: if the match goes the distance, then the outcome of the bout is determined by three judges. The judging criteria are organization-specific.

Forfeit: a fighter or his representative may forfeit a match prior to the beginning of the match, thereby losing the match.

Disqualification: a "warning" will be given when a fighter commits a foul or illegal action or does not follow the referee's instruction. Three warnings will result in a disqualification. Moreover, if a fighter is unable to continue due to a deliberate illegal technique from his opponent, the opponent will be disqualified.

No Contest: in the event that both fighters commit a violation of the rules, or a fighter is unable to continue due to an injury from an accidental illegal technique, the match will be declared a "No Contest" except in the case of a technical decision in the unified rules.

Technical decision: in the unified rules of MMA, if a fighter is unable to continue due to an accidental illegal technique late in the fight, a technical decision is rendered by the judges based on who is ahead on the judges' scorecards at that time. In a three-round fight, two rounds must be completed for a technical decision to be awarded and in a five-round fight, three rounds must be completed.
