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			The New World Order and Globalist Agenda

			Although this is not a new topic, in recent years the theory of a Globalist Agenda or a New World Order has been heard more and more often. For many it is just one more of the conspiracy theories, for many others it is a „fact“: its implementation has already begun through organizations and philanthropies that are in charge of it. Some of these are: the World Economic Forum, the United Nations, the World Health Organization, the International Monetary Fund, the World Bank, more secret and obscure organizations such as the Bilderberg Club, the Club of Rome or the Council on Foreign Relations, and the foundations of some of the billionaires associated with this theory, such as the Rockefellers, George Soros or Bill Gates. Now, what is it all about? First of all, it is not a closed theory, nor is it unique, but rather it has different strands, as we shall see below. In general terms, what this theory maintains is that a small group of people with a great deal of power and money would be operating with the aim of creating a single state of control. This would imply the dissolution of national borders in favor of a centralized government and economy. Although there is a tendency to dismiss these theories as „far- fetched“ or „conspiratorial,“ we have experienced firsthand, for example, being subjected to control and surveillance by the States, and we have submissively surrendered to a new form of loss of individual freedoms. All this, appealing to be „cared for“ in the face of the enemy of the moment, be it terrorists or the coronavirus pandemic. Eavesdropping through electronic devices, secret projects such as HAARP, controls through GPS, surveillance devices and facial recognition are some of the new forms of control to which we seem to have become accustomed. Added to all this are Big Tech, which has absolutely all our data, movements, networks, financial statements, tastes and consumption. And the idea that a centralized government is necessary (for example, to address inequalities between countries, or to protect humanity as a whole from the evil of some extreme groups) is repeated by influential people, such as Klaus Schwab of the World Economic Forum. Those who support the theory of the New World Order usually mention the book of the same name, The New World Order, published by researcher Ralph A. Epper- son in 1989. There, they claim, is information on the origin of this group (linked to the Illuminatti and the Freemasons), and documents on how this elite group has been imposing itself through different organizations and different states, in order to carry out its plan. Epperson‘s book works as a kind of guide to understand what the New World Order is all about, which groups or organizations (some of them with a hundred years of history) are behind its implementation. Epperson‘s text will be analyzed and commented on in the following pages, on the basis of some of the thematic lines that the author proposes. But first, we will review what the theory of a New World Order is all about. 
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			The role of world leaders

			The theory of a New World Order is not new and has taken on forms more closely linked to religion (mainly Judaism- Christianity), to economics (communism-capitalism antagonism), or to the direct control of individuals through technological devices. It is not a single, linear theory, but a very broad theory that has been developed over decades and has branched out according to the different groups that proclaim it. The idea of the secret, occult or conspiratorial has always been attractive. Throughout history there have been secret lodges or societies that, beyond their real activities or interests, have contributed to forge myths, speculations and legends. From fraternities in universities to the secret meetings of the Bilderberg Club, there are groups whose activities and interests are secret, who have their own agenda, and in particular there are groups with so much power that the presidents of the different countries would be their mere puppets or employees. The theory of the existence of a power group behind the implementation of a „New World Order“ (NWO) presents some difficulties. The first one: if it is a secret conspiracy, what are the sources on which we base ourselves, from where do we extract the information? Epperson‘s book functions as one of the few sources cited. The second is that, since they are broad theories with diffused limits, they are embraced by very different groups, with different and even opposing visions or interests. In addition, conspiracy theories are also fertile ground for the addition of far-fetched or paranormal arguments. For all these reasons, it is difficult to establish where the theory of a New World Order begins and ends, in which concrete and verifiable data are necessarily mixed with speculations, and all this in the midst of conflicting interests. There is a group of more or less secret organizations, with more or less explicit agendas, which have the same names behind them, and which would make up the institutional framework that would provide the conditions for the implementation of world government. We find, for example, the United States Federal Reserve, controlled by a handful of international bankers who manage the world‘s strongest currency. We also find organizations such as the Council on Foreign Relations (CFR), which in addition to „instituting“ presidents and cabinets, determines international political agendas. We find the international lending agencies, such as the IMF and the World Bank, which since the second post-war period have offered credits to developing countries and have only succeeded in getting them into unsalvageable debt. We find the Club of Rome, which would be the ecological and population-based leg, and whose purpose would be to feed the environmentalist agenda in order to create panics linked to climate catastrophes and the risks of overpopulation. We find the very secret Bilderberg Club, an annual meeting of the 100 most powerful men and women in the world, with a secret thematic agenda but which would establish by agreement everything from commodity prices to wars to emerge. We found the Tavistock Institute, which would be in charge of the sociological and psychological part of the plan, conducting studies to find the tipping point at which individuals become submissive, and drawing up plans for mass manipulation. Another organization that is often mentioned is the World Economic Forum, which annually brings together the world‘s top leaders in Davos, under the leadership of Klaus Schwab. There are names that are repeated over and over again in this framework. One of them is the Rockefellers, more precisely David Rockefeller, who financed the first meeting of the Bilderberg Club in 1954 and attended every annual meeting until his death in 2017. His foundation funds the Tavistock Institute, the Club of Rome and the CFR, which he also integrated and chaired for 15 years. Of course, his name is also among those of the 10 families that control the Federal Reserve. Alongside him are traditional names in international banking, such as the J.P. Morgans and the Rothschilds, and much further back in time are the names of George Soros and Bill Gates, multi-millionaires who present themselves as „philanthropists“ and who finance everything from pro-legal abortion organizations to the WHO and the development of vaccines. All of these organizations have made reference to the need to implement global governing bodies. Opponents of the New World Order are also many: they argue that it would lead to the loss of individual freedoms and rights and would sweep away the sovereignty of nations. These opponents often point to the failures of other attempts at global governance, such as the League of Nations and the United Nations. 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			Epperson‘s book

			Every dollar bill in the United States displays a symbol: a pyramid with an eye on top, an eagle and a Latin phrase „Novus Ordo Seclorum“. This is known as the „Great Seal“. But what does it mean and who created it? This book is an attempt to explain a secret agreement that was made to lead the United States to a secret and dark destiny: the New World Order. Epperson‘s book proposes the idea that there is a secret group of powerful individuals who control the world‘s governments and financial systems. He argues that this group, often referred to as the Freemasons, Illuminati or the New World Order, has been working behind the scenes for centuries to create a world government and control the world‘s resources. According to Ralph Epperson, the ultimate goal of this group is to create a totalitarian state, in which individual or national rights are non-existent, and the ruling elite has complete control over all aspects of society. The book emphasizes that there is a close relationship between the New World Order and New Age Religion: both need to destroy Christianity and its values. Many organizations and individuals have supported this idea, including the Illuminati, a secret society founded in the late 18th century by Adam Weishaupt, a professor of canon law. The Freemasons, a worldwide fraternity, have also been associated with the New World Order and have been accused of trying to establish a global government. One of the most influential proponents of the New World Order was Norman Cousins, the President of the World Federalist Society, who declared: „World government is coming. In fact, it is inevitable. No argument for or against it can change that fact.“ In her book Herald for the New Age, Ruth Montgomery wrote about a new era, which would prevail for at least a thousand years. Constance Cumbey, in her book The hidden dangers of the rainbow, explained the basic tenets of this new age religion: 1. „The Plan ‚for the future includes the installation of a New World „Mesiah,“ the implementation of a new world government and a new world religion under Maitreya (an individual to be examined later in this book). 2. A universal credit card system will be implemented. 3. A world food authority will control the entire food supply of the world. 4. 4. A universal tax. 5. A universal plan. 6. The intention to completely uproot Bible-believing, God- worshipping people, and to wipe out Christianity altogether.“ 1 Ralph Epperson warns that if the more subtle and lenient methods of implementing a New World Order do not work, 1 Epperson, A. The driving group will resort to much more drastic measures, such as wars or famines (here we could add pandemics), which make individuals more likely to give up their beliefs, freedoms and private property. The first thing we should clarify about Epperson‘s book „The New World Order“ is that it was published in 1989, with all that this implies: the Soviet bloc still existed, and the fanaticism of communism still hovered over American society. The year 2000 loomed as a possible break in world history, and the various apocalyptic ideas that were circulating pointed to that date. These two themes run through Epperson‘s book, which is why many of his predictions are outdated. For example, towards the end of the book, the author mentions as „evidence“ of the imminent implementation of a New World Order that George Bush, then president of the United States, had „reserved“ one of the pyramids of Egypt (related to what Epperson presents as one of the ideological axes of the movement) to welcome the year 2000. In addition, it should be noted that Epperson‘s book is riddled with quotations (in a clear attempt to lend verisimilitude and the foundation of his theory), rendering it quite challenging to comprehend. The characters and authors quoted span from Hitler to Lenin, from Rockefeller to Bush, and the references extend from Ancient Egypt to the New Age movement, making it hard to follow the narrative and comprehend it as a cohesive whole. To better grasp Epperson‘s approach, we have segmented the analysis into some of the thematic axes he explores. The primary reference sources utilized by Epperson are: Albert Pike and Manly P. Hall. Pike was the Sovereign Grand Commander of the 33rd degree Supreme Council for the Southern Jurisdiction, one of the two divisions of the Ancient Scottish Rite recognized in the United States. His 1871 book, Morals and Dogma of the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Rite of Freemasonry, is one of the most frequently quoted by Ralph Epperson. Manly P. Hall, a Canadian who was a 33rd degree Mason, is acknowledged by Epperson as one of the most prolific authors on the subject. The books referenced are the lost keys of Freemasonry (1923), The secret teachings of all ages (1928) and The secret destiny of America (1944). 
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
