    Observations on Mount Vesuvius, Mount Etna, and Other Volcanos is a non-fiction work by Sir William Hamilton, composed as a series of letters to the Royal Society during his service at Naples in the late eighteenth century. The book records systematic field observations of active and dormant volcanic features in southern Italy and nearby islands. Hamilton presents dates, descriptions, and measurements gathered during repeated ascents, with attention to immediate phenomena and longer-term changes. The narrative aims to document what was seen and collected rather than to advance speculative theories, offering a continuous register of activity at Vesuvius and comparative notes on other volcanoes.

Early letters concentrate on Vesuvius, outlining the volcano’s general form—its central cone rising within the semicircular remnant of Monte Somma—and the principal crater. Hamilton details the ordinary state between eruptions: fumarolic exhalations, faint rumblings, and occasional ejections of scoria. He notes gradual accumulations of cinders along the rim, intermittent openings on the flanks, and the filling and collapse of vents. By collating eyewitness timings from Naples and nearby towns, he establishes a running chronology of tremors, ash falls, and changing plume color, creating a baseline against which subsequent energetic episodes can be described with precision.

He provides consecutive accounts of eruptions witnessed during his residence. These include the onset signs, the escalation to fountains of incandescent fragments, and the outpouring of lavas moving through channels and under crusts. Hamilton reports temperatures by practical tests, distances traversed by flows, and the thickness and distribution of lapilli and ash. He records impacts on vineyards, roads, and habitations, while noting how communities adapted. Specimens of fresh lava, pumice, and sublimates are collected and dispatched for examination. The letters emphasize careful observation, correction of rumors, and the distinction between immediate spectacle and enduring alterations of the cone and crater.

Attention then broadens to the Campi Phlegraei around Pozzuoli. Hamilton describes the Solfatara with its persistent fumaroles, sulfur deposits, and audible subterraneous noises, treating it as a natural laboratory for post-eruptive activity. He recounts the historical formation of Monte Nuovo in 1538 from contemporary narratives, linking surface changes to eruptive causes. Nearby features, including Lake Avernus and thermal springs, are recorded with their temperatures and mineral effects. The continuity between these manifestations and Vesuvius is stressed through repeated references to vapors, heated rocks, and altered ground, presenting the area as a coherent volcanic district shaped by related subterranean processes.

The work proceeds to Mount Etna, summarized from an excursion that includes ascent over cultivated lower slopes, traverses of extensive ancient lavas, and examination of secondary cones. Hamilton outlines the summit region, reporting on the breadth of the crater area, intermittent explosions, and the emission of ash. He notes the contrasting scale between Etna’s vast, slow-moving flows and Vesuvius’s shorter, steeper torrents. Particular attention is paid to channels, levees, and caves formed within advancing lava, together with the manner in which new cones arise on flanks during eruptions. These observations serve to compare styles of activity without assigning priority to either mountain.

Other islands and coastal volcanoes receive concise treatment. Stromboli’s persistent activity is recorded from seaward approaches, emphasizing its regular bursts and nocturnal glow. Notes on Lipari and Vulcano include floating pumice, fumarolic deposits, and hot mud, while Ischia furnishes examples of uplifted terrain, thermal springs, and altered rocks near Epomeo. Hamilton reports interactions between lava and the sea, floating scoria, and the distribution of ash with winds. The cumulative picture situates each locality within a broader pattern of recurrent activity in the Two Sicilies, providing comparative cases that underscore both the variety and the commonality of volcanic behaviors observed.

Mineralogical and material observations accompany the field notes. Hamilton distinguishes compact lavas, porous scoria, and light pumice, describing their textures, weights, and colors. He remarks on crystals embedded in Vesuvius lavas, subsequently identified by chemists, and on sublimates such as sulfur and salt-like efflorescences near vents. Instances of limestone altered to a marble-like substance by heat, and the consolidation of ash into tufa, are documented with local examples.
