AN INTRODUCTION TO STEAMPUNK


Though the term steampunk did not exist until the 1980s, the mix of Victoriana and fictional technological inventions that are prominent elements of the style first appeared in the writings of Jules Verne, Mary Shelley, and H. G. Wells.


Steampunk evolved into a subgenre of speculative science fiction that usually takes place during the Victorian era or in a world where Victorian aesthetics and ideologies are dominant. Always present are technological advances—often steam driven—that did not necessarily exist during the story’s time period. While these fictional devices may be far more advanced than even our current technologies, they are always in keeping with the aesthetics of the story’s setting. The technology is often used to better the lives of the characters and erase the inequalities of society that were so dominant during that time period.


Today, steampunk extends well beyond a genre of fiction. Its unique aesthetic can be found in clothing, jewelry, art, and everyday household items, often combining a Victorian feel with a modern twist, but always open to interpretation. As a result, steampunk is quite adaptable and flexible—from something Victorian in a traditional sense to something that has more of a post-apocalyptic feeling, as if a modern society has returned to the ways of old.


Often there’s a re-appropriation of items, which can reflect the ingenuity found in the genre and aesthetic. A modern suit jacket can be gathered in the back and embellished with lace. A long skirt can be gathered, bustled, and hitched. Plastic welder’s goggles can be altered and painted so they resemble the goggles of an airship captain. Sometimes, it is as simple as adorning an existing article with steampunk elements. Whether projects are original or created through alteration, there is no right or wrong. This makes it easy for novice and expert alike to participate in this fascinating and expanding culture.

Steampunk has seen such growth in recent years that it is often present in mainstream society, though people may not realize that an object is indeed steampunk or steampunk-inspired. From fashion, jewelry, and accessories that have taken on a modern Victorian feel, to recent movies such as Sherlock Holmes, Alice in Wonderland, and Hugo, steampunk can be found almost anywhere. With steampunk conventions popping up across this country and in other parts of the world, it is clear steampunk is a movement that is growing by leaps and bounds.


Though it is easy to create a head to toe steampunk outfit for a special event, adding individual pieces to a traditional wardrobe creates a unique flair that will still feel current and can be worn day to day. Also, since many items are repurposed, it is a great and inexpensive way to update out-of-style pieces and invigorate a wardrobe.


In addition to projects that repurpose already made clothing items, this book includes easy to make original items. Common elements of steampunk clothing are ruffles, pleats, lace, antiqued metals, leather, gears, airships, watch parts, octopi, and sparrows. Though there’s usually a Victorian feel, steampunk also includes clothing with a safari, military, or aeronautical feel, harkening to the Victorian period’s explorations and military ventures.


The best part of steampunk is that it is open to interpretation. So find your adventurous side, throw caution to the wind, and create your own style and version of steampunk.

ABOUT THIS BOOK


Though steampunk fashion can often be taken to an extreme, the projects in this book are intended to introduce steampunk into your wardrobe by incorporating steampunk-inspired items. While some projects are made from scratch, most repurpose existing items, allowing you to breathe new life into objects you may have hidden away in your closet. Please feel free to use these instructions as a starting point, then add your own flair so you can make each creation truly your own. There are no rules when it comes to steampunk, so I hope you’ll have fun with it.




CHAPTER 1


GETTING STARTED


When looking for clothing to repurpose, start with your own closet. Clothing that never gets worn or has gone out of style is usually perfect for repurposing. If you cannot bring yourself to cut up or alter an expensive article of clothing, check local thrift stores, yard sales, and secondhand clothing or consignment shops. Most of the repurposed articles of clothing in this book came from the local church rummage sale or flea market.


For best results, choose items that already lean toward a Victorian aesthetic. Double-breasted, military-styled coats, long full skirts, and garments with puffy shoulders, fitted waists, or waists that cinch are all easily converted to steampunk style. When it comes to color, steampunk tends to use a lot of earth tones, particularly shades of brown. If the fabric has a pattern, it tends to be traditional. As a result, it is best to avoid modern or trendy colors and prints. Many steampunk elements can be found not only in the jewelry section of a craft store, but also in the scrapbooking section, and even the hardware store. Fabric and craft stores are also excellent resources, as are online stores and websites, such as the supply section of www.Etsy.com.
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
