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Introduction 

Traditional methods of studying the past have always given greater importance to nationalist, religious and moral interests, which subordinated the historical fact to the System point of view. 

That’s how we have been educated. 

The time has come to simplify and show respect for our ancestors, striving to know what really happened in the past, and not just what they want to inform us about. 

After so many years of studying History, I came to the conclusion that the best study system is through an impartial, objective Chronology that just put each event in its exact place in time, revealing History without manipulation. 

This Chronology contains not only purely political facts, such as the foundation of cities, the birth of kingdoms and empires, scientific and geographical discoveries, natural disasters and epidemics; it also includes information on the most different fields of human activity: chemistry, astronomy, geography, mathematics, and so on. In parallel, the chronology is complemented by data that do not belong to a specific date, but to an entire epoch, they are each society generalities, curiosities, customs, the religion of each civilization, inventions or discoveries that cannot be placed in an exact date, etc. 

The result of all this set is one of the most complete chronologies within its reach, periodically updated with the latest archaeological and scientific discoveries, and that transforms the reader into an eyewitness of the past, understanding the relation of geographically distant facts to each other, but closely connected in time and influencing unexpected consequences. This is something that traditional history has generally ignored when it was not usable. 

A work of this magnitude could not be published in a single book, so I have divided it into several collections, and the Spanish originals are being translated into French, English, Italian and Portuguese. 

The chronology goes from prehistory to the present day year by year, as far as possible. 



For those who prefer a deeper and more detailed study, I have prepared a second chronology, day by day, which for now covers from 1789 to 1946, divided into five collections.

JANUARY                                                  

1st- United States: Dr. Joseph Dejarnettes, director of Western Virginia Hospital, says that the state has sterilized more than 27,000 mentally ill people in the last 20 years; this program inspired the application of euthanasia in Germany. Brazil: Getulio Vargas proclaims the New State of fascist tendencies.  USA: TIMES magazine chooses Adolf Hitler as "Man of the Year". 

2-Spain: the Franco’s troops demolish the last republican defenses in Teruel. The Legion Condor bombs Barcelona. Bartomeu Rosselló-Pòrcel, Spanish writer, dies. 

4- The Russians increase the railway lines to the east, concentrating powerful armored units on the border with Manchuria. 

5- Great Britain decides to send to Palestine a technical commission in charge of studying the partition recommended by the Royal Commission. The new commission is chaired by Sir John Woodhead. 

6-Spain: Italian aviation bombards Barcelona. 

7- Spain: Italian aviation bombards Barcelona. USA: priest Coughlin publishes the newspaper Social Justice, of fascist and anti-Semitic tendencies. 

8- Spain: Colonel Domingo Rey d'Harcourt, and the Francoist forces besieged in Teruel, surrenders to the Republicans. Italian aviation bombards Barcelona.  Bizerta, Tunisia: nationalist demonstration and French repression. 

9- Palestine; in collaboration with the secret army of the Zionist Agency, (the Haganah), the English organize the Jewish Colony police, to fight the Palestinians. 

10- China: Beginning of the great Chiang-Kai-Shek offensive against the Japanese in Xuzhou. 

11- Spain: Italian aviation bombards Barcelona.  United States: A plane crash in Montana kills ten people. Tunisia: Demonstrations against the authorities, many end in confrontation with French troops. 

12- Berlin, Germany: Field Marshal Werner von Blomberg, Hitler's war minister, marries Eva Gruhn; his godfather is Hermann Goering: the Blomberg-Fritsch scandal begins when it’s revealed that the bride is a former prostitute. 

14-New York: Benny Goodman and his orchestra become the first jazz musicians to play at Carnegie Hall. Spain: bombing of Barcelona. 

15- Walther Funk replaces Goering as Reich Minister of Economy. Spain: Italian aviation bombs Barcelona. 

16- An important live recording is made in Austria: the first recording of Angel Mahler's Ninth Symphony by the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra under Bruno Walter direction. 

17- Paris, France: 1st International Exhibition of Surrealist Artists. 

19- Spain: Italian aviation bombards Barcelona. 

20-Paris: death of Émile Cohl, French caricaturist and animator. Spain: Francoists soldier’s rebellion in Mora de Rubielos, Franco suppresses the rebellion by shooting more than 50 

insurgents. 

21-Spain: Republican aviation bombs Salamanca, Franco's headquarters. 

23- Spain: Republican aviation bombards Seville. USA: earthquake in Maui, Hawaii. 
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25- In Europe is observed the biggest aurora borealis in history, it was visible even in Gibraltar. Spain: Republican offensive towards Singra. Republican aviation bombs Valladolid, and Italian aviation bombs Barcelona. 

26-Spain: Franco’s troops reject the offensive towards Singra, an attrition battle begins. The Legion Condor bombs Valencia. USA: Niagara Bridge collapses due to excessive ice weight. 

27- Germany: German War Minister Werner von Blomberg resigns after the revelation that years earlier his wife had posed for a pornographic photo shoot. China: The Japanese defeat the Chinese who stop their Xuzhou offensive. 

28-Berlin: Bernd Rosemeyer, German racing driver, dies. 

29- Germany: Secondary Schools reform, which will have eight years of courses. Spanish writer Armando Palacio Valdes dies. Intense hand-to-hand fighting around Teruel, bayonet attacks were made, but Republicans hold their positions. 

30-Spain: The First Spanish National Government is constituted in Burgos; Francisco Franco officially assumes the positions of Head of State and Government. The Legion Condor bombs Barcelona.  In the USSR: Stalin orders the execution of Yuri Kamenev, within the Great Purge. 

31- Dominican Republic: pressured by Washington, dictator Trujillo agrees to pay compensation to Haiti for the "parsley massacre" in October. 



FEBRUARY- 1938 

2- Spain: Franco restores the coat of arms and crown of the Catholic Monarchs as State symbols. 

4- By decree, Hitler proclaims himself Supreme Commander of the Armed Forces, appoints Marshal Keitel as commander of the Wehrmacht, and eliminates the traditional Army General Staff. General Werner von Fritsch resigns as commander of the German army after being accused of homosexuality; he was replaced by General Walther von Brauchitsch. Goering is promoted to Marshal. 

 5-Spain: Franco's offensive in the Alhambra; the republican lines are broken in three sectors. 

6- Spain: the general Monasterio cavalry advances in an overwhelming way, constituting the all the war most spectacular cavalry charge and one of the last in the military History.  Berlin: Ribbentrop is appointed Reich Foreign Minister. United States: Death of Harvey Firestone, businessman and manufacturer. 

7- Spain: the nationalist army counter-offensive achieves victory in the Alhambra. In Barcelona: premiere of La casta Susana, one of the few films released in war times. Germany: Trial of Lutheran pastor Martin Niemöller, who is sentenced to seven years in the Sachsenhausen camp, because his opposition to Hitler's religious policy. 

8- Spain: the nationalists capture Malaga and extend their lines along the Alhambra River, destroying the Alhambra stock exchange and ending the war operations in the area.                                                                      

9- Romania: the dictatorship of King Carol II begins. The Polish Ambassador in Washington, Count Jerzy Potocki, informs the Foreign Affairs Minister in Warsaw about the enormous pressure exerted by the Jews on the US government in relation to foreign policy. 

10- Japan: the government rejects a request from the U.S. government for explanations about the Japanese naval program. The Great American Press highlights what it calls "the Japanese problems". 

11- Salazar and Franco sign a Friendship Treaty. 
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12- Berghof: Hitler meet Austrian Chancellor Schuschnigg, The Fuehrer demands enormous territorial concessions threatening with a military intervention in case of refusal. 

13- Tension increases in North Africa, where Muslim nationalism threatens the French colonies in Morocco and Tunisia. 

14- A powerful British naval base is inaugurated in Singapore. After returning to Vienna, Chancellor Schuschnigg accepts Hitler's impositions. 

15- Vienna: March 20 is set for a plebiscite on Austria's incorporation into the Reich. 

16-Vienna: Kurt Schuschnigg, Federal Chancellor, reforms the Austrian government and appoints the Nazi Arthur Seyss-Inquart as Minister of the Interior. In Iran, a government order prescribes the use of the Iranian language in all areas of public life, both oral and written. 

17-Spain: the Francoists stop a republican offensive in Teruel, and launch a counterattack. 

18- Spain: the Republicans lose the initiative and the Francoists advance in Teruel. China: the Japanese bomb Chongqing.  Argentina: Death of writer Leopold Lugones. 

19- England: Anthony Eden, Foreign Minister, resigns and will be succeeded by Lord Halifax. 

Germany: Edmund Landau, German mathematician, dies. 

20 - Spain: the nationalists re-conquer Teruel.  The government of Roberto Ortiz begins in Argentina. England: Lord Halifax begins his term as Foreign Minister. 

21- England suggests the withdrawal of all foreign troops from Spain. 

22- Austria: Chancellor Schuschnigg adopts a series of measures to avoid the Nazi triumph in the plebiscite, secretly changing its date for March 13. Germany and Italy accept the British proposal on the withdrawal of all volunteers in the Spanish Civil War. On the other hand, the nationalist forces of Juan Yagüe and José Enrique Varela take the city of Teruel, after two days struggle, and take 14,500 Republicans prisoner. 

23- Germany and Italy report that they would be willing to be the first to withdraw their volunteer troops from Spain if the Communists commit to imitate them later. United States: Boxer Joe Louis is the new Heavyweight World Champion. 

24- United States: first nylon product of the company DuPont: the toothbrush. 

27- Polish authorities close several German schools in the Danzig region. France and England recognize Franco's government in Spain. 

28- China: air battle between Chinese and Japanese in Wuhan.

1st- Palestine: Sir Harold Mac Michael succeeds General Sir Arthur Wauchope as British High Commissioner. Rome: Death of Gabriele D'Annunzio, writer, war hero and Italian politician. 

2- Seyss-Inquart informs Hitler of Schuschnigg's plans for the Austrian elections. Moscow: the Trial of the 21 begins, as part of Stalin's Great Purge. 

3-Oil is discovered in Saudi Arabia. 

5- New confrontations between French and Muslim nationalists in Tunisia. 

6-Spain: Battle of Cape Palos, the biggest naval battle of the Spanish Civil War and also the one that confronted the greatest ships number in the whole war. 

7-Poland: A law withdraws citizenship from Poles who have resided abroad for more than five continuous years. Spain: sinking of the Baleares cruise ship.  Franco's army breaks the republican lines on the Aragon front. 

8- The Spanish government requests France's help against Franco. 
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9-Berlin: Von Neurath guarantees the Czechoslovakia government, on behalf of Herr Hitler, that Germany still considers itself bound by the German-Czech Arbitration Convention, signed in Lucerne in October 1925, and therefore undertakes to respect its borders. 

10- Hitler orders the army mobilization towards the Austrian border. Seyss-Inquart presses the Austrian Chancellor to postpone the plebiscite of the 13th, violent Austrian Nazis street demonstration; the Socialists support Chancellor Schuschnigg policy. Ultimatum: Hitler demands the appointment of Seyss-Inquart as Austrian chancellor. 

11- Austria: Chancellor Schuschnigg resigns, the plebiscite is cancelled, the Austrian Nazis occupy the Chancellery proclaiming a new government, and Seyss-Inquart asks Hitler for military aid to restore order.  Brazil: fascist coup attempt fails. 

12- In the early morning German troops enter Austria; the country is annexed to the German Reich. Hitler enters Vienna in the afternoon. Warsaw: Polish actress Lydia Roberti dies. 

Moscow: the Trial of the 21 ends, all accused was condemned to death. 

13- Hitler proclaims Austria as a German Reich province. The Gestapo imprisoned Schuschnigg in Vienna, where he remained a prisoner until February 39, when he was interned in the Sachsenhausen camp. The Gestapo takes possession of the Masonic Grand Lodge of Vienna. France: second government of the socialist Leon Blum. 

14- Spain: The battle of Caspe begins. Mexico City: the local Nazi party organizes a Jewish authors books burning, celebrating Austria's incorporation into the Reich. 

15- In England, Churchill speaks in Parliament warning about the Nazi threat to the European countries.  United States: the International Zionist Committee organizes a Great demonstration against Nazism in New York. Moscow: Alexei Rykov, Soviet Union Prime Minister, dies. 

16- Hitler appoints Seyss-Inquart as Austrian governor.  Spain: three days bombing of the Barcelona civilian population by the rebels in the Civil War causing more than a thousand deaths. Franco conquers Caspe. 

17- Hitler orders the construction of the Siegfried Line, facing the French Maginot Line. 

18- Argentina: a secret government circular determines Argentine consulates in Europe to deny entry visas for Jews and other unwanted elements. Mexico: Lazar Cardenas decrees the Oil nationalization and breaks relations with England. 

20- In Libya, treaty between Mussolini and the Berbers, who recognize the fascist authority on their country. In London:  French and English governments meet to discuss the policy to be adopted to contain Hitler. 

21- Germany: manufacture of the first Volkswagen. Austria: Seyss-Inquart decrees the Austrian Jews imprisonment and their property confiscation. 

22- USSR: Third Trotsquists and dissidents trial during the Great Purge. 

23- Czechoslovakia: the German Agrarian Party merges with the Sudeten Party. 

24- Stalin suggests a great powers conference to analyze the European problems, England rejects the project. Czechoslovakia: the German Social-Democratic Party ceases its activities, its deputies and senators join the Sudeten Party. 

25- Germany: contract between the Krupp arms factory and Brazil for modern weapons sale. 

26-Italy: Italian mathematician Ettore Majorana disappears in mysterious circumstances on a sea voyage between Palermo (Sicily) and Naples. 

27- Uruguay, in the next elections women will be allowed to vote for the first time. 

28- Tunisia: French troops repress a nationalist demonstration. Berlin: meeting between Hitler and Konrad Heinlein, leader of the German Sudeten Party. 
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30 - Italy: Mussolini receives the title of Italian Empire Marshal. 

APRIL-1938 

1st- Switzerland: inauguration of the Nescafe instant coffee factory. 

3-Spain: General Francisco Franco's forces arrive at the Catalonia border. In Aragon, Franco conquers Lerida. 

6- The German press of Danzig denounces several abuses committed by Poles against Germans.  United States: in the DuPont industry, the chemist Roy J. Plunkett discovers Teflon. 

8- Joe King Oliver, American jazz musician, dies. 

9-USSR: Stalin begins to withdraw Nicolai Yezhov's functions, preparing his elimination. 

10- France: fall of the Popular Front Government, Daladier forms a new cabinet. Tunisia: the French declare the Nationalist Party Neo Detour illegal, and arrest its leader Habib Buriguiba. 

11- Hitler convenes a plebiscite in Austria: the annexation is approved by 99% of the voters. 

14-Spain: a republican division is encircled in the Aragon Pyrenees; it’s the Bielsa Pocket. 

15- Spain: the nationalists reach the Mediterranean coasts capturing Vinaroz. The republican forces are divided in two.  César Vallejo, Peruvian poet, dies. 

16- Easter Pact, between Italy and England, ratifying the 1937 January Treaty. 

17- Palestine: the Irgún drops two bombs in a Haifa’s coffee house, killing a Palestinian and a Jewish bystander and injuring six Palestinians. 

18- London; the Woodhead Commission is formed to prepare Palestine division into two states. 

20- Brandenburg, Germany: a businessman from Zernikow (a village 100 km north Berlin), in order to show Hitler his unconditional support, planted some 150 black pines, forming an enormous swastika in his lands, in homage to the Fuehrer's birthday; this swastika was only visible from the air.  

21- Hitler orders General Keitel to prepare an operations plan in Czechoslovakia, preventing a possible war. Allama Iqbal, Hindu philosopher and poet, dies. 

23-The Konstantin Päts government begins in Estonia. 

24- The Carlsbad Congress demands the Sudetenland autonomy. 

27- An English technical investigative commission arrives in Palestine to prepare the partition. 

Germany: death of the philosopher Edmund Husserl, founder of phenomenology. 

28- Berlin: Hitler announces the end of the German-Polish pact, and demands Danzig return to the Reich. The France and England governments suggest a negotiated solution to the Sudetenland issue. 

29-China: Japanese aviation attacks Wuhan, but Chinese aviation rejects him, knocking down 21 Japanese planes, losing only 12 in the action. 

30 - Austria: books burning at the Salzburg Residenzplatz, by the Nazi teachers' association. 

MAY-1938 

3- Hitler visits Rome for a week-long series of meetings with Mussolini. Spain: Franco decrees the Jesuit Company restitution. 

4- Ireland: election of Protestant Douglas Hyde as the country's first president. Rome: the Vatican recognizes the Franco regime as the only legitimate government in Spain. Germany: German journalist and pacifist Carl Von Ossietzky dies in prison. 
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5- United States: War Minister Woodring warns the governments of Japan, Germany and Italy about the possibility of war if they continue with their current policy. Italy: talks between Hitler and Mussolini continue in Rome.  Japan: Jigoro Kano, the creator of the martial art Kodokan Judo, dies. 

 6- Italy: as part of the talks with Mussolini, Hitler visits Florence. 

8- Italy: Hitler visits Naples, where he continues his conversations with Mussolini. 

9- Germany: Inauguration of the Flossenbürg concentration camp.  Hitler returns to Berlin. 

10-Spain, region of Pallars Sobirà: Franco's forces carry out a series of extrajudicial executions on the civilian population. At first the "national" authorities went house to house looking for other people, usually parents, but many of them had fled to the Republican zone, and when they did not find them they proceeded to detain relatives, reaching 67 executions, mostly women, children and the elderly. 

11- Spain: Franco's aviation bombards the Bielsa Stock Exchange. 

12- United States: the White House announces the suspension of helium exports to Germany. 

13-Spain: Franco implements the Labour Magistracy. Finland: inauguration of the Helsinki World Exposition. 

14-Belín: during a friendly football match between the English and German teams, the English, during the execution of the German anthem, raise their arms making the Nazi salute. 

Chile withdraws from the League of Nations. 

15- Germany: helium is replaced by hydrogen, (more flammable), to supply the zeppelins. 

Spain: Franco's troops enter Vinaroz, reaching the Mediterranean coasts; the republican territory is divided in two. 

16-China: the Japanese conquer Xuzhou. 

18-China: the Chinese prepare the defense of Wuhan, concentrating more than one million soldiers, some 200 planes and 30 ships.                                                       

19- Tension in Czechoslovakia: A Sudeten German is killed in a Czech police operation: the 

"May crisis" begins. Iceland: the writer Einar Hjörleifsson Kvaran dies. 

20 - The Pan American inaugurates the first non-stop postal service across the North Atlantic, from New York to Lisbon. In Obersalzberg Hitler puts the finishing touches to the Green Case: the plan to invade Czechoslovakia. The Nazi party reaches the majority in the Sudeten elections. 

21- Spain: intense fighting in Balaguer. Czechoslovakia: Benes orders partial mobilization in response to rumors of German troop movements. The Sudetenland Party intensifies demonstrations and violent actions against Czech citizens in the south-eastern country. 

Tension in Europe, the Russian, English, Czech and French governments consider a German military action in Czechoslovakia imminent. China: the Japanese conquer Xuzhou.  In Okayama, Japan: Tsuyama massacre. 

22- Berlin: Hitler classifies the Czech mobilization as a provocation.  Berlin: the France and England ambassadors warn Hitler about the consequences of a German attack on Czechoslovakia. However, in London, Chamberlain declares that he’s willing to make an effort for peace, contrary to French politics. Spain: mass prisoners escape from Fort San Cristobal. 

Finland: World Exposition in Helsinki ends. 

23- Berlin: Hitler declares to the Czech ambassador that he has no intention of starting a war, alleviating the international tension. The Western press reports that the May crisis has ended 11 
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with the triumph of peace. Ukraine: Soviet agents assassinate Ukrainian nationalist Yevhen Konovalets. 

24- Czechoslovakia: Carlsbad Decrees, the Sudeten Party demands Sudetenland complete autonomy.   In the framework of the Spanish Civil War, Franco’s aviation bombards Alicante, killing 313 civilians.   In Balaguer: Republican counteroffensive begins. 

25- Konrad Heinlein’s Nazi party wins the Sudetenland elections. Spain: Bombardment of the Alicante Market, more than 300 dead. 

26- Czechoslovakia: a series of armed clashes between Czech police and Sudeten Party militants. 

27- Czechoslovakia: the government orders the intervention of the army to pacify the territory of the Sudetenland. The German press accuses the Czech government of atrocities against German minorities in the south-eastern territories. 

28- Moscow: Stalin declares to the German ambassador that there’s no interest in going to war for the bourgeois country defense (Czechoslovakia) Berlin: Hitler orders his General Staff to accelerate preparations for a military action in Czechoslovakia. 

29- Spain: Republican offensive stops at Balaguer. 

30 - Spain: Franco's counteroffensive in Balaguer, with intense air support. 

31- Spain: Republican retreat begins in Balaguer. Franco's aviation bombards the Bielsa Stock Exchange. The Italian air force bombs Granollers, causing more than 200 deaths. 

JUNE-1938 

1st- United States: publication of the first Superman cartoon. 

2- The Vatican, as well as several heads of state and a large part of world public opinion, censor the bombings against the civilian population in Spain. 

3- The American Jewish Association reveals that they have placed Jews in the top positions within the governments of Britain, Russia and France, and that in a short time they will be able to eliminate Hitler's government in Germany. 

5- Palestine: the English create an Anglo-Jewish force, the Night Special Squadron, destined to raid Palestinian villages and bases.        

6-China: The Japanese capture Kaifeng, Henan's capital. 

7- The Chinese destroy the Yellow River dam; the flood kills thousands of Chinese peasants but stops the Japanese offensive. Spain: Franco's aviation bombards the Bielsa Pocket. 

8-China: After the destruction of the Yellow River dam, the waters flowed to Henan, Anhui, and Jiangsu. The floods covered and destroyed thousands of square kilometers of arable land and shifted the mouth of the Yellow River hundreds of miles south. Thousands of villages were flooded or destroyed and several million people displaced from their homes and turned into refugees. An official post-war nationalist commission estimated that 800,000 drowned, which could be a small number. 

11- Berlin: Saudi envoy Qalid al-Qarqani meets Hitler and Ribbentrop, discussing the Middle East problems, Hitler promises to support the Saudi army organization by sending instructors. 

13-China: The Japanese capture Anqing through a naval landing, the capital Wuhan is threatened. 

14- China: the battle of Wuhan begin, the Japanese launch the offensive towards the city. 

Spain: Franco's air force bombards the Bielsa Pocket. 
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15- In Budapest, Vladislao Biro patents the ballpoint pen. Germany: Death of the painter Ernst Ludwig Kirchner. Spain: Republican troops from the Bielsa Pocket begin to escape across the French border. 

16- China: Chiang Kai-shek's nationalist forces and Mao Tse-Tung's communists decide to put aside their rivalry and join forces to defend Wuhan. 

17- Germany: foundation of the Todt Organization, to civil construction and engineering. 

18- Hitler decides to increase his friendship with the Japanese by withdrawing his military advisors from Chiang Kai-shek's army. 

19- France: World Football Championship, Italy defeats Hungary in the final by 4 to 2. Mexico: the writer and historian Luis Gonzalez Obregon dies. 

20-In Argentina this day is declared as the Flag’s Day, in memory of Manuel Belgrano, its creator. In the United States, the first issue of the magazine Action Comics is published. The Superman character, created by Jerry Siegel and Joe Shuster, a pioneer character in the superhero genre, makes its first appearance there. 

22- Germany: a law institutes the Recruitment of the Work, forcing the worker to work where the State orders it. United States: Boxer Joe Louis defeats German Max Schemling by KO at Yankee Stadium. 

23- The Czech government admits to discussing the Sudetenland question with Heinlein, leader of the Czech Nazi party. 

24- A 450-ton meteorite explodes 20 km above the American city of Chicora (Pennsylvania). 

 25- Ireland: Dr. Douglas Hyde is elected the country's first president. 

JULY-1938 

3- Palestine: The British reinforce the garrison with troops sent from Egypt, to increase the fight against Arab terrorism. 

4- Palestine: a bomb thrown by the Irgún against a bus in Jerusalem kills four Palestinians and injures six. Austria: politician Otto Bauer dies. 

5-The Conference of Evian, France, begins, seeking to organize the transfer of goods of the Jews who leave Germany. 

6- Evian, France: Conference continues, emigration quotas for Jews fleeing Germany are discussed, the French government refuses to give refuge to German Jews. Palestine: A bomb dropped by the Irgún at a vegetable market in Haifa kills eighteen Palestinians and two Jews. 

7- Palestine: A bomb dropped by the Irgún at a vegetable market in Jerusalem kills one Palestinian and injures five.  At the Evian Conference: Germany pledges to make the procedures for Jewish migration to Palestine more flexible, most participating countries do not agree to open their borders to Jewish refugees, despite declaring solidarity with the situation of Jews in Germany. 

8- The Pan American begins passenger flights between New York and Europe. At the Evian Conference, some countries refuse to relax their restrictions on emigration. Palestine: a bomb planted by the Irgún explodes at the Jerusalem bus station, killing four Palestinians and injuring twenty-seven. 

9- The Japanese intercept a message from the Russian government, ordering the occupation of Lake Khassan on the border with Manchuria, increase tension between both countries. 

10- France: Eduard Daladier, Prime Minister. At the Evian Conference, the position of the United States, which does not agree to change its emigration policy, makes the talks fail. 
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12- Argentina: the government restricts the entry of Jewish immigrants. 

13- The American millionaire Howard Hughes beats a new record when he completes his round-the-world flight in a 91-hour flight. China: Novokiebsk incident between Japanese and Russian troops: intense border battles are recorded when the Russians occupy the area of Lake Khassan.  

14- France: at the end of the Evian Conference, delegates from 32 countries tried to organize the location of the thousands of refugees who leave Germany every day; the United States and other countries did not agree to relax their immigration laws, nor is the problem of Jewish capital and goods resolved. 

15- The Manifesto of the Race, an anti-Semitic document, is published in Italy. The Japanese government demands the Russian withdrawal in the  Lake Jasan region. France: At the Devian Conference, the only country that accepts the mass entry of Jews is the Dominican Republic. 

Palestine: a bomb placed by the Irgún in the vegetable market of the Old City of Jerusalem kills eleven Palestinians and injures twenty-eight others. 

16- Germany: General Ludwig Beck exposes in a memorandum the possible consequences of a European war, in case Hitler insists on his expansionist project in Czechoslovakia. London: inauguration of Lupton International Airport. 

17- London: in Parliament, Chamberlain declares that the principle of self-determination must be applied for the Sudetenland. Palestine: three Palestinians killed in Tel Aviv. Police arrest five revisionist Zionists. 

18- The Russian government rejects the Japanese demands and decides to maintain the occupation of Lake Khassan. Spain: The Levant offensive begins. 

19- Uruguay: the Terra dictatorship ends, Alfredo Baldomir is elected president. 

21- Friendship, Peace and borders Treaty between Paraguay and Bolivia.                                                     

22- Germany: The government issues special identity cards for German Jews. 

23- Rothenberg, Germany: A Nazi demonstration against Bishop Sproll turns into a riot when demonstrators invade the bishop's residence, assaulting people and setting some furniture on fire. Spain, the republican army stops in Viver the advance of Franco's troops towards Sagunto and Valencia; the Levante Offensive ends. China: Japanese forces disembark east of Jiujiang, facing strong Chinese resistance. 

24- Rothenberg, Germany: the population of this city makes a great demonstration of bishop Sproll support.  Spain: Republican counterattack, battle of the Ebro. In Colombia: Santa Anna air disaster: a Curtiss fighter falls on the audience attending a show, killing 61 people. 

Montevideo, Uruguay: death of Pedro Figari, painter, lawyer, writer and journalist.  China: at north of the Yangtze River, the Japanese attack Taihu from Anhui. 
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
