Another performed by charming the moon, thus: At the first appearance of the new moon, immediately after the New Year’s Day, go out in the evening and stand over the spears of a gate or stile, and, looking on the moon, repeat the following lines:




  All hail to thee, all hail to thee,


  I prithee, good moon, reveal to me


  This night who my husband must be.




  The party will then dream of their future husband. A slice of the bridal cake, thrice thrown through the wedding ring, and laid under the head of an unmarried woman will make them dream of their future husband. The same is practiced in the north with a piece of the groaning cheese.
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  He who would receive true dreams, should keep a pure, undisturbed, and imaginative spirit, and so compose it that it may be made worthy of knowledge and government by the mind; for such a spirit is most fit for prophesying, and is a most clear glass of all things.
