Preface



It was in January of 1992, when we began to do research in the area of the bioenerscience or intuitional –through intuitions– knowledge that the bioenergeme (BEG; ‘spirit’) possess about itself and surroundings, alone or in biointeraction with the sensory perceptions (originally, the study was on the conscience; see below),1,7-13 that we asked ourselves this question: What are the bioscenes and bioimages of dreams, and, by extension, what are all bioscenes and bioimages of the neuromindego (i.e. brain, mind –thoughts– and ego) made of? Whether they are normal (dreams) or pathological (hallucinations) bioimages. In other words, this has been a research project about the bioscenes and bioimages of the neuromindego (NMEGO) either being awake or while sleeping. It was at that time when, based on relaxation, we discovered the procedure or method of the bioenergemal (i.e. related to the BEG) communication with what we have called bioenergemal universe (i.e. BELU; ‘spiritual world’ for religions), in which apparently space and time, if they are relevant there, are perceived differently. We also call the BEL communication (BELC) as neurobioenergemal communication, neurobiocommunication or, in short, biocommunication –BCOM, bioexperience or biodialogue–. From that time until now (2018), twenty-six years have passed of frequent practise using this method, which means that we have had thousands of hours of practise. This experience has led us to an interesting, contrasting and paradoxical bioenergemal research (BELR) or bioresearch project.* 


We have also introduced the bioenergeme concept1,21,24-27 or organized bioenergemal energy, that in the same doctrines they would designate as ‘spirit’. Derivative terms will be bioenergemal (BEL) who it would be equivalent to ‘spiritual’; bioenergemality to ‘spirituality’; bioenergemity to the set of bioenergemes that are in the BEL universe, and bioenergemally to ‘spiritually’. Bioenergeme of the Greek roots bio = living, life; energ = energy; and, ema = fundamental unit, component, characteristic; that is, component of organized bioenergemal energy. 

I insist. Then, bioenerscience –intuitional knowledge or intuiscience– is everything that we intuit from the bioenergeme through the perceptual support of the neuromindego. Thus, bioenerscience is the aptitude that the human BEG has of generating, emitting or receiving intuitions (intuitionability), intuiting of other BEGs and practising the Intuilish30,33 or biolanguage to keep on intuiting [2015]. Hence, that the human bioenerscience be a neurobioenergemal function, with the indispensable intermediation of the biointerphaseme or third component of the body (together with this one and the BEG), giving place to the neurobiointerphasemal interaction –by means of the biointerphasemal universe (BIPLU)– that fulfils the linkage function between the neuromindego and the bioenergeme in the biotagonists or components with brain of the biomaterial universe (BMLU).3,8 Since we had to adapt ourselves to the implacable charge of the religious figures, we had to reorient ourselves towards the BEL research and the development of a bioenergemal terminology and, consequently, from 2008 on to leave aside the study of the conscience and of its multiple connotations and variants [2015].27,30,33 

We define BEL communication or biocommunication as the intuitional biodialogue between BEGs that we reach by means of a relaxation procedure from the biomaterial universe –biomaterial space-time–, and intuiting to –and from– the bioenergemes that are already in the bioenergemal universe through the mediation of the biointerphasemal universe.1,21,24-27 The biointerphasemal universe (BIPL universe) refers to a gap in the biomaterial space-time or biomaterial universe (BML universe), in this case, to enter into BEL communication with the BEL universe mentioned. The conclusions to which we have come resulted from the empirical, testimonial and repeatable observations that with the BEL universe we have achieved. We can define the BEL universe as the bioenergetic system that may possibly be the origin and source –following the tradition of the mexica,32 Eastern and Asian cultures– of BEL energy, live energy, essential energy, bioenergy or life,20-1,23-31,33 from which the BML and the BIPL universes that connects them (to the BML universe and the BEL universe) may have emerged. And where, as a biostage, the bioscenes and bioimages of the neuromindego are made and visualized, for the same we name them as biointerphasemal too. 

We are referring by religious figures or presences to all types of deities and the heavenly entourage that accompanies them. Of course, the BEL dialogue or biodialogue with religious figures is the most polemic of the areas of research that we have involuntarily approached. We say involuntarily because when we began to apply the BEL communication to the bioresearch project in the area of the bioenerscience, the bioimage of the figures that are known to form part of the Catholic Religion appeared spontaneously, that is, without having invoked them, in the NMEGO visualizations of the people in BEL communication. Apparently, the intention of these figures was that the BEL communication was used only to biodialogue with them, but at that time –from 1992 on–, we did not know if they really were who they pretend to be, or who they really were –and are–, or what they wanted by appearing the way they do. Of course, we have treated all the religious figures with respect, but we have also tried not to lose objectivity. 

However, we have used the BEL communication –even before talking with these figures– for BEL research purposes, with absolutely no problem; we used it, for example, to biodialogue, through those who were in BEL communication, with the BEG’s bioimage of people still finding in the BML universe or biocollapsed (i.e. ‘dead’) whose BEG already is in the BEL universe. People we knew and people we did not, people near or far away. Consequently, we have tried, and we recommend, that the BEL universe and the religious figures also be object of bioresearch in the context in which they appear in the BEL communication. 

The religious figures’ bioimage appears –they have presented– so frequently in the BEL communication that one might say that they are displaying themselves as being the most notable of that religion; even many other less relevant figures (angels, saints, etc.) have appeared. There is even a figure that is believed to be God the Father; he neither denies it nor rejects being treated as God or God the Father; he enjoys this treatment and presumably answers the questions we ask when we address him this way.1,3-5,7 We take as reference some of the most common or popular images that exist of these figures, but we believe that the way they appear in the neuromindegonal –of the NMEGO– bioscenes is their authentic appearance, and it is, therefore, different from the common images that exist of them. Nevertheless, we have discovered that there may be interference in those visualizations, through substitutions caused by, we suppose, the religious figures themselves, and therefore the results of the BEL communication must be interpreted carefully and cautiously. 

However, as soon as these religious figures’ bioimages spontaneously presented in the visualizations of the people in BEL communication, we started inviting them to intuitionally biodialogue with them, with the delight of the same. We assume that they have always answered our questions, which is why we give in this book, for the first time, the complete BEL information or bioinformation we received during a series of exceptional biocommunications.5 Bioinformation that seems to coincide with religious tradition as it is commonly known, we must point out the we are not experts on the religious subject and therefore are unable to judge the truth of the data received. On several occasions, and we believe that with bases, we go so far as to suppose that these figures were trying to depart us from the original lineaments of our BEL investigation project.1,7-13 It is known that in many places of the world –according to the news media–, communications with the religious figures happen every time with more frequency, but everything stays in assumptions. Ignorance and fear play a relevant role to surprise naïve people. 

Nevertheless, that these bioexperiences happened more than twenty-three years ago, we have wanted to wait that our BEL research was more advanced, that our ideas and conclusions mature, and define our position with regard to the BEL communication applications, in particular in relation precisely with the religious figures. At the same time, we were acquiring more experience in the procedure’s practise, its scopes and limitations. 

The BEL communication, namely, has the following characteristics: 1. In the bioscenes and bioimages of the person in relaxation’s NMEGO her bioenergeme’s bioimage appears –she sees to herself–, the BEG’s bioimage of the one who directs the session and that is not in relaxation, in this case the author, and the BEGs’ bioimages of whom or of those who have been invited also appear. All the BEGs’ bioimages taking part show their individuality and free will; just like in a dream’s bioimages occur. 2. It is a procedure which is accessible to all people, regardless of age, sex, schooling, religion (or lack of it), nationality or socio-economical level. 3. It can be carried out at any time and any place; once or many times a day.4,5 4. The biodialogue that is established is not focused only on the one who is directly practicing BEL communication, but may be established, at the same time, with any other person, still living in the BML universe or biocollapsed and his/her BEG already found in the BEL universe. The person’s bioimage who is invited to appear in the neuromindegonal bioscene may be near or far away, an acquaintance or not. 5. Similarly, the BEL communication is an excellent way to establish biodialogue with the BEGs’ bioimages of the religious figures of any doctrine and alleged hierarchy. 6. We have also used this method to biocommunicate with BEGs from extraterrestrial civilizations.2,21 

We had a shaky beginning, full of doubts and confusion, followed by a long period of familiarization and learning to relate to and interact with the religious figures; until we reached a stage of more peace and harmony in the bioexperiences that we have had. In general, the quotes of what the religious figures have made us intuit are in single inverted commas. Of course, we omitted those comments which we doubted actually came from those figures. 

The biocommunication with the BEL universe is intuitional –from intuition to intuition–, from feeling to feeling, by means of bioscenes, bioimages, biomimic or biographic signs. The people in BEL communication presumably receive the bioinformation from the BEL people whom they visualize in their NMEGO by means of the bioexchange of intuitions. BEL communication with the religious figures is from bioenerscience to bioenerscience, they do not generally hear their BEL voices or biovoices, but apparently, the religious figures do hear our biovoices. Nevertheless, perhaps they only intuit what we say, as well as we to them. The person in BEL communication –bioperson– says that ‘the ideas come’ to his or her neuromindego. This, of course, favours that the person in BEL communication may interfere and give his or her own opinions and not the opinions of the persons’ bioimages who are in the bioscenes of his or her NMEGO. However, there have frequently been comments about facts that the person in BEL communication ignores and, by no means, she could have made them up. This is the case of a bioperson (i.e. the bioimage of a BEL person or bioenergeme in the bioscene) to whom the religious figures told which medicine another person was taking, a fact which only this one knew; or when, upon our suggestion, in her neuromindegonal bioscene she took the blood pressure of another bioperson that she had in the bioscene of her NMEGO and she could give the exact values. 

By contrast, and more surprisingly, one of the persons with whom were carried out the BEL communications that are included in the present book, as it will be possible to state, often, and in a spontaneous way, said to listen to the biovoice of all the religious figures that they were appearing in the bioscenes of her NMEGO. This situation is only explained by the participation of the brain of the person in relaxation and its functional capacities, since the human bioenergemes that are in the BEL universe are not formed of biomatter, likewise they have neither brain nor the functions of their own, for example to be able to speak. They only intuit of themselves, from the exterior –of other bioenergemes– and make intuit to the others, to other bioenergemes (from the BELU and/or BMLU) and/or neuromindegos (BMLU), like those of the one who is in relaxation. Namely, the aptitude of the bioenergemes of any universe to generate, to receive or to transmit bioinformation by means of intuitions is exceptional and unlimited.30,33 

Likewise, for example, the bioenergemes from other civilizations with which we have biocommunicated, made us intuit that some of the answers that were giving as regards the Earth or the terrestrial humanity, they were doing it searching in the own BEL memory or biomemory of the earthly persons in BEL communication and in the biomemory of the other biopersons present in the biointerphasemal bioscenes. In all the cases, the biocommunication also happens by means of bioscenes that the biopersons who are in the NMEGO of the person in BEL communication mutually present to themselves. It is necessary to clarify that after the BEL communication finishes, generally, although not always, the person who lived through this bioexperience remembers everything what she or he saw, heard and said; all the events. Let us also remember that the better we understand to the BEL universe, the better we will understand the biodialogues that we carry out, and the better we understand these ones, the clearer all the situations, experiences, bioscenes, bioimages and BEL events in general will appear to us. Similarly, given that the procedure transforms in itself, the postulates, the bioinvestigation and the bioexperiences also transform. Speaking conservatively, thirty per cent of the persons who take part in the collective experiences of the BEL communication have neurobiointerphasemal visualizations; with practise, this percentage tends to increase considerably. 

Similarly, the names of all the people that participated in the BEL communications have been changed to pseudonyms. That is why, accidentally or intentionally, the same person may have one name on one occasion and another name on another occasion. Therefore, the name we use to refer to a person will never be a means for identifying him or her. Also, the ideas presented only are working hypothesis, that is, we wish neither to take anyone by surprise, nor to proselytize in any way. We recommend that our readers have as much scepticism –or more– as we ourselves had, and still have, which is what all-contemporary culture (i.e. arts, science and technology) demands. In other words, it is necessary to learn about the BEL communication and form one’s own opinion of it. Bioenergemology will study all these topics. 

Although it is already evident, we also wanted to clarify that along the books of this series, whenever we use the prefix bio- alludes to BEL events typical of the biocommunication between the BML universe –or biomaterial space-time– and the BEL universe with the intermediation of the BIPL universe. This is the case of bioscene, bioimage, bioenergeme, bioenergemity and many more terms. This book is clear evidence and, perhaps, a denunciation. It contains the too explicit evidence of the bioinformation that from the religious figures it is possible to obtain by means of the biocommunication with what we call as the BEL universe and that seems to correspond to the environment to which the BEGs of the persons integrate as soon as these ones biocollapse [‘decease’].1-5,7,24-28,30,33 

There is an accurate transcription of the experiences of people who have a special ability to establish BEL communication. The religious figures were those who, with their extensive and enthusiastic response, were instrumental in the selection of these people as the ones who would transmit the bioinformation. However, this book could also be considered a denunciation of the ways in which these presumably religious figures may influence, according to their own interests, what people feel, think, say, suppose, deduce, intuit or carry out. This bioinformation is presented, then, so that those interested may practise the method of BEL communication and ratify or rectify what is literally transcribed here. It is also necessary to point out that the author of this book has rarely had the type of neuromindegonal visualizations mentioned here; his role has always been that of directing the bioexperiences’ different aspects.

Guided by the bioenergemal logic, the only practical purpose of these books about the BEL research work is to present evidence to demonstrate that BEL communication with the bioenergemes at least of all plant, animal and human –and perhaps mineral– biospecies, terrestrial and extraterrestrial, is possible. This by means of the bioscenes and bioimages that are formed in the biointerphaseme, biointerphasemal region or biostage of the neuromindego (brain) of a person in BEL communication. Biointerphaseme understood as the third component, for example of every organism, and that allows the biointeraction between the first component or biomatter –body– and the second component or bioenergeme of every individual. Of course, the BEL communication implies the existence of BEL energy, of the bioenergemes formed by organized BEL energy and of the biomaterial, biointerphasemal and bioenergemal universes described. For what the questions that we ask about diverse topics pursue to lead to the extreme and give support to BEL communication with biotagonists (i.e. participants or components) of different biospecies, but not with the pretension of wanting to confirm or refute the practical or theoretical topic being treated.30,33 

We have much data and in order to be able to be punctual in the transcription, we need to specify the date or dates in which we obtained certain bioinformation. Also, as it will have already been evident, except clear exceptions, the essential simple inverted commas are a way of leaving in doubt the validity of these terms and of doing emphasis on the obsoleteness of the same ones (e.g. ‘blame’, ‘sin’, to ‘die’, ‘hell’ and many more). Without other alternative, to this date –2018– the religious figures agreed with that some concepts and phrases of their answers were written in inverted commas, as well as with the BEL update of the obsolete and much parasited religious terminology that for ages they have used. In such a way that all the times it was necessary, for reiterative that it results, we did that. 

As is to be expected, our work has transformed as we have acquired practise and experience; therefore, we recommend that, if possible, this book be read with determination and without prejudices.

A seed of light

BACKGROUND


For the form in which the events happened, the BEL research by means of the BEL communication between BEGs of the BML universe and of the BEL universe could be carried out because, with opportunity, known persons with whom this was possible approached. The religious figures tend to say, ‘all in due time; when the moment is right, when times coincide’. This is the case of those who participated in the BEL communications that we have recorded and whose names have been changed. To their surprise, and to all those who have testified to their BEL communications, these ones have astonished and even bewildered them. We will collectively call the persons with whom this stage of BEL communications took place Lucela (L). We will now transcribe the BEL communications that make up the bulk of this book.

To better understand the BEL communications which we present for the first time in this book, it is necessary to take into consideration that during her bioexperiences Lucela remained deeply relaxed, on alert and with her eyes closed; she visualizes bioscenes that involuntarily come into her neuromindego (NMEGO), that is to say, they are induced, at times even with topics that she does not want to bio-observe; her bioenerscience (capacity of intuit and bioexchange intuitions) is shown to be strongly influenced by the religious figures that appear in her NMEGO; she hears the comments that I make; she intuits and verbally communicates the bioinformation which the presences that she has in her neurobiointerphasemal bioscenes transmit; she answers my questions or the questions the presences which she visualizes in her NMEGO ask her; if pertinent, she gives her opinions about whatever the topic is; her senses seem more alert; she does not perceive the notion of time; and at the end of the BEL communication she remembers everything, but not always.

In contrast, I remain conscious with my eyes open; I take note of what Lucela comments or describes; I ask questions, comment or give my opinion accordingly; except on very rare occasions, which are evident, I do not suggest or induce the neurobiointerphasemal bioscenes which appear to her spontaneously and involuntarily; so most of the time I am quiet; according to what she describes, in Lucela’s neurobiointerphasemal bioscenes I usually appear as an adult, but I also appear as a child [sic], without my having influenced or made any decisions about the bioscene; my senses are a bit more alert; I find I can concentrate more easily than usual; time does not distract me; my ability to generate and receive intuitions –my bioenerscience– is somewhat influenced by the religious figures that appear and the events that take place during the BEL communication –reflex of the religious habits learned from the infancy–; and I give instructions for the bioexperience to begin or end.

In the following transcriptions, the words spoken by the religious figures –according to how Lucela narrates this bioinformation– are complete and mainly in inverted commas. Lucela narrates the sequences of the events in her biointerphasemal bioscenes. Lucela accustoms to express with diminutive more than desirable. I write the introduction to each chapter or section as well as Lucela’s comments related to the religious presences that appear in her neurobiointerphasemal bioscenes, the events that are happening or the intuitions, perceptions or sensations that I am having or feeling at that moment, be that I have announced them to the religious figures or that I have reserved them not to induce changes in the development of the same BEL communication. 

The reader will notice that the Lucela and the Alejandro in the biointerphasemal bioscenes prove to have their own individuality and most of the time act according to their own free will, even when interacting with the biomaterial Lucela and Alejandro. The bioexperience as a whole reflects clearly, how, as we will see, the religious figures can induce biointerphasemal bioscenes in a person who, like Lucela, interests them, and the extent to which they also can influence –and induce– intuitions, perceptions, thoughts, feelings and actions. However, on a smaller scale, I too found myself involved in this process of permanent induction of answers and sensations during the bioexperiences. Of course, all comments alluding to the religious figures are totally my responsibility. 

THE FIRST ENCOUNTERS


In July 11, 1994, Lucela’s first bioexperience took place, in which certain events were induced. She lets me know that spontaneously in her NMEGO she appeared as a little girl [sic], dressed in white and hand in hand with Jesus. I tell her that he has always held her hand. Lucela replies: “I have spoken to them but they never answer.” Now, she is grateful that they are there, and she says: “Jesus, I ask you with all my heart forgive my sins and let me be near you.” Jesus helps her bio-observe the bioscenes that she felt threatened by in her childhood and adolescence, and I ask them to be rectified and solved favourably for her, which comforts her and relieves her pain. 

Jesus mentions that there will not be difficulties of fulfilling the entrusted ‘mission’. Lucela adds that she does not know how, but that: “Jesus knows that I have asked him to follow in his footsteps.” At that moment, the bioscene of the work group Lucela belongs to appears in her NMEGO, but in a different place, a place where Jesus joins us, and he says to her: “I am always with you, never doubt that again.” She says: “I, Jesus, have never doubted you, I am afraid that you will call me and I will fail you. I am afraid you will leave me.” Lucela bio-observes now in her NMEGO the rooms of her house, where there is a picture of the face of Jesus. He appears beside the picture, he touches it and it is bathed with light. He does the same to all the images that Lucela has at home. She spontaneously thanks Jesus for being in her house. Later, Lucela tells Jesus that Gina, the daughter of one of the others in her work group, has been diagnosed with a potentially fatal blood disease: “Gina needs you” –she says. A bioscene appears in which Jesus is seen giving the young girl a little resplendent water. 

Once again, Lucela tells me, we are seen in-group of work, with all the members present, but now Jesus, Mary, Joseph and Guadalupe accompany us. Jesus has in his hands a very resplendent dove of the Holy Spirit. Jesus touches all the images in the room and they too are bathed with light. 

Before the religious figures leave, we were told to ‘kneel’ and make the sign of the cross; they gave us their blessing and left by the balcony, leaving behind a trail of light. 



In July 18, 1994, Lucela had her second BEL communication, in which some events were induced to her. Immediately, and with no suggestion of any kind, in her NMEGO, she bio-observes that we are on a very green road, and she is a child. A very large tree catches her attention. In the distance, according to what Lucela tells me, she discovers Jesus walking towards us; he walks down a slope. He is wearing a white tunic and a cream-coloured cloak, he looks happy. To receive Jesus, we say a few prayers, and as we mention their names, Mary and Joseph appear. The three of them were friendly. They love Lucela and they show it constantly. For example, they show Lucela some bioscenes of difficult experiences she had as a child. In these circumstances, she always appears fearful, easily frightened and always crying. I ask that these experiences be rectified –changed or corrected of their unfavourable effects– and she was thereby provided with relief and tranquillity from her suffering. It appeared that the figures were also pleased. 

Lucela let me know that she bio-observes a bioscene in which she sees a dove, which is the Holy Spirit brightly illuminated, which appears to guide Jesus, Mary, Joseph and the two of us. Lucela says that the bioscene changes and she now sees that we are on a beach. The sun is hidden behind the clouds. Mary takes her by the hand and they both walk toward an old boat, made of wood and in very good condition. On the boat are Jesus and Joseph, and they inviting me to come on board also. Lucela says that the boat begins to sail, and the three of us are on board. Mary and Lucela stay on the beach bio-watching the boat sail away. Mary says to her: “It’s a long journey around the world.” From the beach, with her hand lifted, Mary blesses the three of us and says to Lucela: “Let yourself your ‘spirit’ feels.” 

Lucela says that the bioscene changes and now we are at her place of work. Jesus, Mary, Joseph, Lucela and I are there. Heavenly songs can be heard. Jesus is sitting in the room’s main chair; Mary is sitting at his left and Joseph at his right. They help some of the people in work group, Gina and her mother, they tell them not to worry, that everything will be all right. In fact, Gina had her lab tests taken again and, fortunately, all the results came back normal. They contradicted the first abnormal tests. 

Jesus, bathed with bright light, as he gets ready to leave –Lucela says– hugs me [sic]. Before they leave, we say some prayers. Jesus lifts his arms toward biosky –the BEL biosky of the bioscene– and an intense light shines from his palms. He caresses [sic] my head with his hands and smiles. Before they leave, we were induced to ask them to give to God the Father a kiss [sic] from us; nonetheless, they do not say anything. They leave by the balcony window. 



In July 25, 1994, Lucela’s third bioexperience took place, in which some events were induced to her. Immediately, some bioscenes –more than bioimages– came into her NMEGO spontaneously. She narrates what she saw as follows:

“I see a large lake surrounded by a forest. From the biosky, the Holy Spirit guides us. I see Jesus, dressed in a white muslin robe with a white cotton braided belt. I see a circle of light behind Jesus; the circle defines as the presence of Mary. Alejandro is wearing a brown Franciscan habit and is asked to greet Jesus by kissing the back of Jesus’ right hand. Alejandro and I (I am a child girl) are invited to sit next to the religious presences. Jesus pours water into crystal wine glasses and the water changes into wine. Jesus raises his glass –and at that moment, everything is resplendent–. The Holy Spirit illuminates the bioscene. Heavenly songs can be heard and the light gets brighter and brighter. The clouds disperse. 

“Jesus and Alejandro walk towards the edge of the lake. Jesus is holding his hand [sic], and picks up some small stones that are near the lake. Jesus throws a stone into the lake and it falls in the middle, making perfect ripples in the water. Alejandro is asked to do the same and, from the centre of the lake, waves form which break at the edge of the lake. Now they return. Jesus smiles. Jesus gives Alejandro seven small stones and tells him to keep them. Alejandro puts them into the pocket of his habit. At that moment, the stones shine because when Jesus touched them they became resplendent. We all move away from the lake. The sun shines intensely; its rays shine through the clouds. Now Jesus is holding the Holy Spirit in his hands; he gives it to Mary and she gives it to Alejandro, who presses it to his heart and his whole body becomes intensely illuminated, so intensely that it blinds me and I can no longer see him. Jesus turns his palms up toward the biosky and they are filled with a bright light. Mary does the same and her hands receive an intense light from the biosky too. The intense light that surrounds them makes it difficult for me to distinguish them.

“Now I bio-see that they are on the beach, facing the sea. The boat is still on the shore. Joseph and Alejandro are in the boat. Jesus approaches Mary and she accompanies him to the boat. Now the three of them are in the boat, and Mary returns to the beach. The sun is very bright; the movement of the clouds shatters its rays. Mary says goodbye to them. The boat begins its journey, it sails, it sails, until it disappears in the distance. The colour of the surface of the sea turns silvery. I can no longer see them. Mary looks happy; tears run down her cheeks. She has me, a child, by the hand, and she remains deep in thought, nostalgic, and whispers: “All in due time.” Mary keeps staring at the sea, making sure, I suppose, that everything goes as planned; it seems that the whole thing was very carefully planned. I feel very moved. The sun is setting in the distance, as if it were following the boat’s journey. The moon shines beautifully, and it forms a silvery trail on the surface of the water. The boat reappears there. Mary and I are standing near the water, and can see many fish of various colours. Mary picks up one of the fish. In her hands, the fish grows, and is then caught in a net along with many other fish. It seems to say that faith multiples the believers. Jesus pulls the net, and Joseph and Alejandro help him. Jesus blesses the catch and gives Alejandro seven live fish; he biolooks at them briefly and then throws them back into the sea. The boat sets out again.

“Now we find ourselves in biospace. We can see twinkling in the distance. It is the stars. It is like a celestial vault. Jesus floats on the stars and his brightness makes the stars look dimmer. He touches three of the stars and they shine brighter, they arrange themselves in a diagonal line. He touches two more and then two more. There are seven, which then arrange themselves in the shape of a star made of stars. Jesus lowers his hands and smiles. With his left hand, he takes Alejandro’s right hand and gives him the first three stars, which he takes with both his hands. He then gives him two more and then the last two. Alejandro’s hands shine and he puts the stars inside his habit. Now just the vault is left, only the light. Everything is quiet. I feel like my body does not belong to me.” 

This is the end of the third bioexperience. It is notable the training that the religious figures have to prepare parasitic biointerphasemal bioscenes and bioimages; they have done it during more than two thousand years. 



In August 1, 1994, Lucela’s fourth bioexperience took place, in which some events were induced to her. Suddenly, she comments, spontaneous bioscenes appear in her NMEGO which neither she nor I suggested. All the events and their sequence that she sees are prepared and conducted completely by the religious figures that find in the BEL universe, specifically, it is more and more evident that those who participate in what happens are Jesus, Mary, Joseph and God the Father. The events happened as follows. 

“We are going down a road surrounded by lush green trees. A large and resplendent Holy Spirit flies in the biosky. We make the sign of the cross and say some prayers. We follow the light and the flight of the Holy Spirit. We arrive to a place with very fine golden sand. The dove disappears into the clouds. In the biosky, we can read a sign that says: ‘The road is Jesus, follow me.’ We are on a mountain; the dove guides us and, perhaps watches over us. We are wearing brown habits and we are barefoot. The dove now flies higher, and we follow it. We discover Jesus’ footsteps on the golden sand. It is like a desert; the heat is very intense. Jesus approaches, and he is smiling. He is wearing a white tunic and is barefoot. The tracks in the sand are his. Jesus embraces Alejandro, who has been holding my hand; I am a child. We follow the path that is formed by the light of the Holy Spirit. We stop near the shore of a lake. With a sign from Jesus, Alejandro ‘kneels’ and bows his head, presenting to Jesus the crown of his head; Jesus pours a little water on Alejandro’s head. He invites us to drink that water and he does the same. 

“Now there are cultivated fields before us. Jesus is still carrying water in his hands. He invites Alejandro to come closer to him and he gives him a golden seed, which he asks to him plant with the help of his own hands. Jesus touches the earth and Alejandro does the same. He puts the seed into a small hole and the two of them cover it with earth. Jesus carries water from a spring to the seed and waters it. A lush tree grows from the seed, and there are a few birds’ nests in it. The tree becomes a golden seed again. When the seed is planted, again a tree full of birds’ nests grows from it. Mary arrives, and Alejandro and I greet her. Jesus approaches the trunk of the tree and takes some seeds, which he gives to Alejandro. He recommends that Alejandro plant them in the entire world. The place where we are is suddenly filled with trees. Guided by the fountain of light, which is the Holy Spirit, Jesus, Mary, Alejandro and I continue down a road; the tree follows Alejandro. An abundant shower of golden seeds falls on the face of the Earth. An intense light surrounds and blinds us. 

“In that bioscene in my NMEGO, the religious figures appear bathed with light. Mary plays in the water with her feet. We all drink water. We fill some little jugs with water and we put them on a table that is covered with a white iridescent tablecloth. There is also bread on the table. Jesus blesses the food and breaks the bread. He asks God the Father to bless the bread. Alejandro is across from Mary. The radiant dove, which is the Holy Spirit, bathes us all with light. Jesus gives Mary a piece of bread and asks her to hold it in her hands. He gives another piece of bread to Joseph. He gives Alejandro a piece and asks him to hold it in his hands. He gives another piece of bread to me. Jesus keeps the rest. Jesus invites us to eat the bread. He takes the little jug, which contains wine, and blesses it, and he asks God the Father to bless it. The light is very intense. We see, through the clouds, that the Holy Spirit is still there. Jesus raises the wine. Mary kisses the little jug of wine; Joseph, Jesus and Alejandro do the same. 

“Suddenly, there is nothing on the table. We are now in a house. There are other people there: two boys, two girls and a young woman. Jesus, Mary and Joseph are also there. The four children approach Jesus, he embraces them and they embrace him. He gives them his blessing. The young woman approaches and she is told to ‘kneel’. He gives her his hand and helps her to stand. She cries bitterly. Jesus dries her tears and blesses her. Mary approaches also, and caresses her temples and her head. Joseph goes over to her and comforts her. We take hold of the hands of the four children and form a circle. The young woman is invited to take the hands of Mary and Joseph. Everyone together forms one circle. Everyone’s hands become filled with light. Jesus asks Alejandro to go over to where the four children and young woman are. He does it lovingly, and he seems to recognize them. Jesus embraces him affectionately and blesses him. Mary approaches me and takes my hand. She also approaches and embraces the young woman, who is now smiling, and bathed with light. 

“The bioscene, says Lucela, suddenly changes to another part of the same house, where there are paintings or pictures and many books. Jesus gives Alejandro a small box, which contains a picture of a family, as well as thoughts, happiness, sadness, triumphs, feelings. The small box is filled with light. He also gives him a small key to lock it, and that is exactly what he does. Jesus also tells him to put the key near his heart. Jesus, Mary and Joseph walk through the house, they wait for Alejandro and suggest that he also walk through the house, as if he were saying goodbye. They wait for him before going out. Alejandro joins them and the bioscene disappears.” Lucela, again, she tells me that she only perceive a very bright light that blinds her and keeps her from observing details. She remains silent, in deep concentration and relaxed.

Lucela goes on: “The bioscene that appears is in a large and brightly lit garden, with many different kinds of beautiful flowers and butterflies. The light of the Holy Spirit approaches, its rays cut through the clouds. Alejandro and I, a small child, pray with devotion. Now I appear as a young girl playing with other children on a waterslide. We are all in very clear, warm water. We approach a small waterfall near the edge. Alejandro is there, as a four or five-year-old child. We go through the small cascade of water and enter a dark grotto. Young Alejandro makes the sign of the cross and goes into the grotto. When he made the sign of the cross, a crack broke through the darkness. At the back of the grotto, we see a light, a lot of light forming a pattern, as if it came from a star. A baby is about to be born. Again, the young Jesus, Mary and Joseph are there. 

“The young Alejandro, and I, as a young girl are holding hands and wearing brown habits. A nun, Sister Rocío, appears near me. Mary looks happy. Baby Jesus wiggles his hands excitedly. In the back, we can see missionaries or priests also dressed in brown habits. They say a prayer. Mary asks young Alejandro and me to approach her. Mary lifts the new-born baby and holds it close to Alejandro. The baby caresses young Alejandro’s face with its little hands, and is put back where it was before. Heavenly songs can be heard. The bioscene is beautiful. Everything is bathed with light.” Lucela remains deep in concentration, deep in thought, quiet and very relaxed. 

Lucela: “A bioscene of the cosmos appears in my NMEGO. You can see Earth. Now the bioscene is attached to a honeycomb. Alejandro as a young boy, about four years old, floats in the air. Within the cosmos, you can see an iridescent golden dust that floats down and covers everything in its path. The silhouette of a green cloak covered with stars can be seen on the cosmos; the face of this presence is bathed with light and cannot be seen clearly. The rays of light prevent us from seeing the face. This presence bathed with light says to Alejandro: ‘My son [sic], the work you must do is like that of the bees. They visit all the flowers and carry the pollen to make the honey of life. Their work is hard no one stops them. They are simple, free, devoted to their work.’ I see a bioscene of many, many hexagonal cavities in many places. Light bathes them, and the face of Guadalupe can be seen. Her face stands out. Young Alejandro has in his hands the honeycomb full of golden light. However, at the same time we enter the honeycomb and inside are many bees each with a baby boy or baby girl above them. The interior of the honeycomb is very brightly lit. There are children of all the nationalities in the world. Young Alejandro and I are put into all the honeycombs. Young Alejandro is next to Guadalupe, and she says: ‘It is an army of work, love, humility. To distribute the honey of faith, of devotion, to the entire world, it is necessary to devote oneself wholeheartedly up to the last moment, just like the bees do in the honeycomb.’ Young Alejandro still has the brightly lit honeycomb in his hands. Guadalupe takes young Alejandro’s hands and illuminates them, and blesses him by giving him a ray of light; she does the same to me. Jesus, Mary, Joseph, Alejandro and I are once again sitting at the table. Jesus offers Alejandro and me: bread, honey, water, wine and a few grains of salt. He invites us to eat. Everything is bathed with light.” 



Lucela remains totally relaxed and silent. This is how her fourth bioexperience ends. At the end, Lucela remembers perfectly everything she saw, heard and said. We are amazed at what is happening and have innumerable questions about what may still occur.

Come, follow me 

In August 8, 1994, Lucela’s fifth bioexperience took place, in which some events were induced to her. Lucela narrates as follows the bioscenes that appeared spontaneously in her NMEGO.



Lucela: “Alejandro, as an adult, and I, as a child, are on a snow-covered mountain. We see a mountain range. All the mountains have pine trees covered with snow. The biosky above us is very blue; it looks more like a rainbow, but shaped like a circle. We are standing in snow. We discover a trail of footprints that is going in the opposite direction; we follow them until we get to where Jesus is waiting for us. Jesus says to Alejandro: ‘Come, follow me.’ We are walking. The biosky, as if it had opened, bathes Jesus and Alejandro with light. Jesus puts his hands on Alejandro’s head. He gives him a heart to strengthen him; give him understanding, courage. Alejandro is induced to approach Jesus’ heart, its light. Jesus takes out a replica of his heart and puts it near Alejandro’s right hand. The light becomes brighter. Mary comes down; her hands full of light illuminate Alejandro. She extends her hands towards Jesus and towards Alejandro. Everything is bathed with light and I can no longer see them.

“Now we realize that the light of the Holy Spirit accompanies us. Jesus invites Alejandro to follow him. Mary is holding my hand; I am a child. There is no more snow. We arrive to some fields planted with wheat; the wheat is still green. As Jesus walks, the wheat parts to form a path. Mary walks with Jesus; Alejandro and I do, too. The light gets brighter and I cannot see. Now the wheat parts to form a path again. We are walking. The wheat is golden, ripe. We arrive to where there is a small table, covered with a very white tablecloth. On the table, there is a crystal wine glass and pieces of bread. Joseph is waiting for us at the table, wearing a cream-coloured tunic and a green cape with gold stripes that seem to be the reflection of the wheat. When they approach, Joseph goes up to Mary and then to Alejandro. A bright light from the biosky surrounds them. Jesus invites Alejandro to come to the table. Jesus takes a piece of bread, breaks it, and gives part to Mary, another part to Joseph, another to Alejandro and another to me, a child. Jesus says that eating the bread is like sharing together the road that is yet to come. Jesus takes the glass and invites everyone to drink a little of the wine. When Alejandro drinks, Jesus tells him that sharing it is the same as sharing the road.” 



As you can see, there is an uncomfortable preference towards me, and the unexpected tendency to point out that I should follow a specific road in life, presumably that of Jesus. It is perfectly understandable that this feigning preference will influence Lucela’s attitude in the forthcoming bioexperiences. Nevertheless, this influence was much less, than we had anticipated. Checked now in 2015, it seems that this apparent preference to me conceals an attitude openly seductive, they have always acted this way.29,30,33 



Lucela: “Jesus invites Alejandro to follow him, and they arrive to a grotto. Jesus asks Alejandro to ‘kneel’. They say the light of the Holy Spirit illuminates the Lord’s Prayer and them. Everything is bathed with light. Jesus says to Alejandro: ‘The road to the Father is prayer.’ Jesus invites Alejandro to stand, which they both do. Jesus, Mary, Joseph, Alejandro and I, a child, are back at the table. We are covered with light, which blinds me. Jesus, Mary, Joseph, and I, a child, hand in hand with Mary, are at the beach. Our feet are in the water. Alejandro, wearing a Franciscan habit, is near the boat. Mary gives him her hand and her blessing, saying: ‘With the sign of the Cross.’ 

“Alejandro gets into the boat. Jesus and Joseph approach and also give him their blessing. Alejandro sets sail. The Holy Spirit can be seen over the boat, illuminating it, guiding it. The sea looks silvery. The boat continues on its way, confronting with determination its journey, and fading in the distance, in the centre of which there is a rainbow: the road that leads to the rainbow of Creation. The boat and the rainbow disappear in the distance, biovectorizing, blending together, becoming one.27,33 Mary is seen on a cloud. Her resplendent hands are outstretched: they illuminate the boat. She smiles at Alejandro, who is still on board and his heart fills with light, which covers the whole bioscene, and I am blinded.” 

The bioscene, according to Lucela, that she now has in her NMEGO is in a beautiful garden. She sees a flowering jacaranda tree, near a small lake. Young Lucela is sitting on the large roots of a very large tree; there are other children there, too. Jesus is sitting at the middle of a table; his hands are on the table. He takes a glass of water; approaches Mary, whose dress and cloak are gold coloured, and who is holding Lucela’s hand. –Lucela: “Mary drinks water from the glass her son gave her. She extends her hand towards Alejandro and he too approaches the table. He also drinks water. There are many small birds on the table, they come and go, they are hummingbirds. Mary extends her hand and a hummingbird flutters about. She puts it on Alejandro’s right index finger and it flies from there. We all stand up and together we form a fountain of light. Mary enters the light, Jesus invites Alejandro and they both enter too. I cannot see them; I remain alone at the table in the very brightly lit garden.” 



I think that the bioscenes in which the birds appear are in relation to my novel: Yauh: the inner exit,6,22 which I began to write on September 12, 1987 and which I finished in 1989, many years before I discovered the procedure of BEL communication and, consequently, before we established regular biocommunication with the religious figures. 



Lucela: “Now, I see that a golden dust is falling from the biosky, and Alejandro and I are in front of three oval shaped forms of light. It is as if they are in motion, as if it were bright, golden light in movement. I hear a biovoice that says to me: ‘You should take a road, you must choose.’ I feel attracted toward the oval in the centre and Alejandro practically forces me to enter, and says he will go with me. The light is very bright, I feel someone take my hand. It is Jesus. Alejandro tells me that I am inside Jesus’ heart. I see that the oval shape opens and Jesus appears. He gives me a habit of nuns of the Order of St Clare. Jesus is wearing a red tunic, with a golden belt at his waist; he puts his hand on my head and recommends that I follow his road with humility, with love for Creation, for my brothers [and sisters]. Jesus puts his hand on Alejandro’s head and says to him: ‘Let us work together.’ I come out of the oval and find that we are on a mountain, near a very long road. The light gets brighter, it blinds me, and the only thing I perceive is the light.” This is the end of the fifth bioexperience.



In August 15, 1994, Lucela had her sixth bioexperience, in which certain anecdotes were induced to her. The following bioscenes appeared spontaneously in her NMEGO.



Lucela: “I am a child and I am with Alejandro, who is an adult. We are on a plain and grazing there are many so-called ‘wild’ animals, but they are very harmless. Nearby there is a waterfall that empties into a lake. Different kinds of birds are flying, feeding and making nests in the surrounding area. We are barefoot and we put our feet into the water. The biosky is clearing and the sun shines brightly and magnificently. Bathed with light, Jesus approaches from the other side of the river. Alejandro and I say a few prayers. Then, Mary descends from the biosky, bathed with a resplendent light. She also puts her feet into the water and takes my hand. Jesus calls to Alejandro and they both, bathed in light, walk along the edge of the water, until they come to the other bank. Jesus invites him to take off his brown tunic, gives him a white one, and says: ‘The way to the Father is through me and the way to communicate is through prayer. All who wish to follow Jesus must be like Jesus. It is necessary to be one with God, as he is with his Father.’ Jesus says other things to Alejandro, which I cannot hear. Before they return, Jesus blesses him. They return walking on the water. Mary holds Alejandro’s hand. Jesus gives his hand to Mary. She embraces Alejandro. We walk towards a forest, where we see many birds. Alejandro is next to Jesus and I am holding Mary’s hand. We again see numerous harmless animals. They are all very calm, as if they understood each other very well.” I think, of course, that they understand better than the people on Earth do, but if the animals can reach such a peaceful understanding of each other, perhaps human animals are able to do so also. –L: “We arrive to a grotto. In the grotto, we see the ‘archangels’ ‘Michael’, beside Jesus, and ‘Gabriel’, beside Mary. Suddenly, the entrance to the grotto is filled with light. The light is very bright. Jesus invites us to enter. Jesus and Alejandro are wearing white tunics. Some fireflies6,22 or stars are seen. We can see a brighter source of light in the back of the grotto. We go toward this light. It is an extremely bright light. We see that it belongs to the Holy Spirit. Jesus extends his hand toward the light, and asks Alejandro to do the same, and to ‘kneel’. Jesus puts his hand on Alejandro’s head and he is suddenly bathed with light. Jesus says: ‘This light will illuminate you in all things, day to day, night to night. This light will help you see the right road to take, even in difficult situations. It is in your hands to share it with all your brothers, so that you are all one. As I am one with my Father.’ Jesus filled Alejandro with an intense golden light, and he tells him to stand; his hands are still bathed with light. Jesus’ hands are also bathed with light. An intense light surrounds them and I can no longer see them, until my eyes adapt and I regain my vision. Mary goes to Alejandro and blesses him with her hands, which are also bathed with light. Then, she touches his head, fills it with her light, and says: ‘My son, this light will fill you always. It will give you the judgment you need to choose the right road. The light will give happiness to you and to those you love. Just as God the Father loves you. You, my son, will have the light of my love to help you in your thoughts and to relief your heart at all times’.” Lucela says that, due to the brightness of the light, she cannot see us, until her eyes once again become accustomed to the light. –L: “Mary asks Jesus to stand. ‘Michael’ and ‘Gabriel’ remain next to Alejandro. ‘Gabriel’ says to him: ‘You will know how to give God the Father’s good news to the world.’ ‘Michael’ says to Alejandro: ‘In the name of God, I will be at your side and I will protect you from any obstacle that you may encounter’.” Because of her bioscene bright light, Lucela cannot see us until once again her eyes become accustomed to the light and we are visible to her. –L: “Jesus and Alejandro are bathed with light. Jesus is holding Alejandro’s hand [sic]. He caresses his hair and smiles at him. They leave the grotto. They walk through the garden. Many birds are flying around them. The stones are actually coloured pearls. Mary takes seven pearls and gives them to Alejandro. Jesus also gives him seven pearls: one green, one red, one white, one gold, one blue, and a smaller green and smaller white one. Mary puts a pearl in my hand and asks me to close my fist with the pearl inside. We continue walking on the sand. The day is very sunny; the sun appears to be a golden colour. We are in the desert; the archangels are no longer here. Jesus invites Alejandro to walk up towards a mountain made of very shiny gold sand. He is asked to ‘kneel’ before Jesus, who puts his hands on his head, and says: ‘Amid the silence, you will find the answer to what my Father wants. Amid the silence, you will find yourself and you will know what my Father wants. In the silence, your heart will become strong. The wind will carry off these sands, as it will carry you off to be scattered in other lands. The heat you feel is the heat of the love my Father has for you. That is why in this silence you will hear my Father’.”

Lucela can no longer see us, until a bioscene reappears. 



The single inverted commas of the names ‘Michael’ and ‘Gabriel’ obeys that, as we could have stated, are fictitious personages. In addition to ‘praying’: Is the ‘silence’ to which Jesus alludes in fact a veiled request of subjection, an insinuation of obeying without questioning? That they present us like children is not to ‘highlight’ the ‘innocence’ of the personages, but it is an unconceivable evidence of their pederasts’ condition –which at that moment of these bioexperiences we did not know it–. They behave seductive and abusive of these minors of age, whom, boys and girls, they ‘embrace’, ‘caress’ –they ‘grope’– and ‘kiss again and again’ with any pretext [2015].29, 30, 33 



–L: “Jesus takes Alejandro’s hand and asks him to stand up. They are bathed in the light of the Holy Spirit, which forms a golden circle around them. Everyone walks toward the edge of a spring that is formed by a small waterfall. With a gourd, Jesus takes a little of the water and invites Mary to drink it; he also drinks a little. Jesus and Alejandro go under the waterfall. The water bathes them and Jesus says to Alejandro: ‘This water is the life that will fill your heart and thoughts with light and truth. Its freshness will strengthen you in times of trouble and it will refresh your moments of joy too. Upon drinking this water, you join us, as I join my Father, to become one.’ They come out of the waterfall and continue to be filled with that golden light. Mary approaches Alejandro, asks him to ‘kneel’, and pours a little of the water on his head, saying: ‘May this water that I pour on your head carry with it the tears of joy I have shed for you and help you to feel my love, my understanding, my company; I shall never fail you, nor those you love.’ Mary takes Alejandro’s hand to help him to stand, and embraces him. They continue to walk, following the guiding light of the Holy Spirit. The rest of the surroundings remain dark. We are in the garden again. Many birds come close to Mary. She holds out her hand and takes one of the small birds. She approaches Alejandro and says: ‘Take this hummingbird, is one that you gave me as a gift; that freedom that you love; well, this bird is that freedom that you have. This is how you will be able to give your love to your fellow man.’ He takes the hummingbird in his hands, and the bird quickly flies away. The light is intense. Now they are in a house. Jesus walks through the rooms. Everyone sits in the living room. Two young girls, two young boys and their mother approach. Jesus counsels them: ‘My children, the light and the silence will bring you closer to my Father. He will guide you to an understanding of his will’.” 

–L: “Jesus invites Alejandro to approach them and give each of the two young women a pearl –the small green stone to one and the small white stone to the other–. Jesus embraces them again. Mary approaches the woman and her four children. Alejandro approaches her and Mary invites him to give the woman the pearl that she had given to him, and which he still holds in his hand, and she says: ‘This pearl is one of my tears. Remember that no matter how difficult the road is, I will always be with you; I will strengthen you and accompany you, because that is the will of God the Father.’ Alejandro takes the hand of the children’s mother. Jesus also takes her hand. The three of them embrace. The mother smiles. Jesus and Alejandro smile too. Jesus adds: ‘This embrace will always be with you. You will always have this love and this warmth.’ The young mother’s eyes fill with tears. Jesus dries the tears and tells Alejandro to embrace her, as well as the young children. They all go towards the back of the yard. There is a strong wind blowing, seems to be the decisions that Alejandro will make as time goes by. I am frightened. Alejandro reassures me.

“We continue to walk. The panorama changes: we are now by the sea. The sun shines very brightly. At the end of the beach, we see the boat and two other smaller ones. Jesus invites Alejandro to climb into the biggest one and says: ‘The road is long, I will always be with you and the Holy Spirit will illuminate you. The Virgin Mary will also protect you. You will decide who will accompany you in these two small boats. I will guide and strengthen all you.’ The journey begins. The small boats also set out, one on each side of the larger one. Alejandro is bathed with the light of the Holy Spirit. Jesus blesses him. A light shines through the clouds and illuminates everything. Heavenly songs can be heard. Alejandro looks happy. He begins to disappear in the distance. The Holy Spirit guides him. I remain holding Jesus’ hand. Everything is peaceful, serene. The look on Jesus’ face stands out.” 

Lucela only sees light, until a bioscene reappears.

–L: “You can see the boat on an infinite sea. It is night, and the evening stars and the beautiful full moon stand out. On the deck and with his hands together in front of his chest, Alejandro prays fervently. The light of the Holy Spirit covers the light of the moon, the crests of the waves, the points of land, and the surfaces. Jesus appears on deck and approaches Alejandro to pray. The brightness that covers them is a light that comes from the biosky and shines through the clouds. Jesus says: ‘Father: may this light shine night and day. May they find your word and your will in prayer. So be it.’ Now, Jesus, Mary, ‘Michael’, ‘Gabriel’, Alejandro and I, a child, are in the country. Behind us, a very bright light shines and it looks like a door. Jesus approaches Alejandro, embraces him, and caresses his hair. He kisses him on the forehead and enters the door of light. Mary also approaches him, embraces him and kisses him on the forehead. Alejandro and I, holding hands, enter the door of light.” 

Lucela comments that she, about three or four years old, is alone in the garden, she is calm and the surroundings are very pleasant. She bio-observes a light, similar to the door of light. Young Jesus appears, about five or six years old. He invites her to play, jumping up and down excitedly. He takes her hand and, going round and round, they get to the edge of the river. They put their feet into the water. Then I appear as a young boy; I am about five or six years old. The boy Jesus invites me to play, he takes me by the shoulder, puts his hand in Lucela’s and we approach some animals.



–L: “Three lion cubs play with the three of us children. Jesus and Alejandro smile. Young Jesus invites us to drink the nectar from the centre of some mauve bell-shaped flowers. They embrace, and Jesus pushes him down playfully and says that they are great friends. The two of them approach a tree, they begin to climb and give me a hand up. At the top of the tree, there are many birds and insects. We also see a honeycomb. We approach the honeycomb. Alejandro, with the confidence he gets from the surroundings we are in, puts his hand into the honeycomb and extracts honey, which the three of us share. We start to climb down the tree. Young Jesus goes first, and then Alejandro and the two of them help me climb down. We run, some birds pull at our clothing, playfully. I see some very large golden, white, blue and red doves, with large beaks, singing beautifully. The three of us play with them. A golden bird perches on Jesus’ head, and he takes it and puts it on Alejandro’s right shoulder. Then he gives him a white hummingbird that is fluttering busily and playing with Alejandro’s hair. Young Jesus goes towards the source of light. A door opens, he takes us by the hand, and we go in. It is very bright. We appear in front of Mary, who embraces us. Happily, she watches us play. She takes Jesus’ hand in her right hand, she holds Alejandro’s hand with her left hand and young Jesus takes my hand. She leaves us in a very pleasant place. The three of us children are again alone in a room. The three of us are sleeping. Alejandro is induced to lean on Jesus’ right shoulder and my head rests near Jesus’ right hand. Mary gives us her blessing as she leaves, and she kisses our foreheads. 

“I see a bioscene in which young Jesus throws Alejandro a stone that looks like a golden bubble. He catches it and now it looks like a golden ball. Jesus takes us by the hands and tells us to close our eyes because he has a surprise for us. When we close our eyes, we perceive a very bright light. Jesus gives Alejandro a very bright starfish that has five points. He also gives him a brightly lit snail. He says goodbye to us and he is lost in the light.”

We now appear in the garden in which we appeared at the beginning, she a child, and me, an adult. This is the end of Lucela’s sixth bioexperience. 



In August 22, 1994, Lucela had her seventh biocommunication, in which some events were induced to her. In her NMEGO, the following bioscenes appeared very spontaneously. 



–L: “We are in the desert; it is like an oasis with a spring and very tall palm trees. A few families of animals run and graze in the surrounding areas. Many multi-coloured birds are flying back and forth, crossing into each other’s paths. In the distance, we can see a shining cross with a triangle in the centre. Jesus is in front of the cross, surrounded by people in tunics. Mary, wearing a blue cape, Joseph and the Holy Spirit appear.” Lucela bio-observes the grotto we have visited on other occasions. –L: “Joseph arrives with baby Jesus and they approach Alejandro, who is induced to embrace baby Jesus and kisses him on the forehead [sic]. Mary takes baby Jesus in her arms and kisses him on the forehead. She gives the baby to Joseph and he gives him to Alejandro.” The light is very bright. Lucela can no longer see us. –L: “Alejandro’s heart can be seen glowing through his tunic. Baby Jesus touches his forehead. Alejandro is now before Jesus as adults; they wear identical tunics and are both barefoot. Jesus and Mary embrace Alejandro and Joseph embraces Jesus. They are like a family. Mary approaches the spring and asks Jesus and Alejandro to ‘kneel’ before her. She pours glowing water on their heads, and it illuminates them. Then, Joseph also pours water on Jesus’ head, while Mary again pours water on Alejandro’s head. The Holy Spirit illuminates the whole bioscene. They approach a table, covered with a white cloth with beautiful mauve jacaranda flowers scattered on it. Around the table are sitting: Jesus, with Mary on his right; Joseph, next to Mary; Alejandro on Jesus’ left; and I, next to Alejandro. ‘Michael’ is standing behind Joseph and ‘Gabriel’ behind Mary. Jesus takes some grains of wheat in his hands, gives them to Alejandro and says: ‘From these seeds comes the bread of life’.” 



I think that the bioscenes in which the jacaranda appears are too in relation to my novel: Yauh: the inner exit.6,22 Flattery, trying to convince me so that I follow Jesus’s road, is that they do frequent allusion to my novel. Which makes to suppose that since I wrote it, I do not know why, they were already following my steps. 



–L: “In Alejandro’s hands, the wheat turns into a large loaf of white bread. Jesus invites Alejandro to break the bread and he gives a piece to Jesus. From his piece, Jesus gives a piece to Mary, and Alejandro gives a piece of his to Joseph. The Holy Spirit flies above them. A vertical crown can be seen made up of seven little angels. Heavenly songs can be heard. Jesus says: ‘He who eats this bread will live in me and I in him’ [sic]. Jesus takes some green, purple, pink and yellow grapes. He puts a very large cluster of grapes in Alejandro’s hands and says: ‘From this vine will grow the blood, which will fill and quench man’s thirst, and who drinks this wine shall live in me, and I in him’ [sic]. Alejandro has a chalice of wine in his right hand. He gives it to Jesus, who drinks from it; then, Alejandro drinks from it, and then Mary and Joseph. Jesus says: ‘This communion makes us one in the Father and with the Father’.” 

Lucela’s biointerphasemal bioscene is filled with a golden white light and she can no longer see us. 

–L: “We are now at the foot of a mountain, in the same desert. Jesus climbs the mountain and invites Alejandro to follow him. Mary, Joseph and I follow them. Jesus and Alejandro continue climbing. A cloud covers them [sic]. A cloud passes over us, a ray of light shines through that illuminates the mountain and us. The clouds cover us. Jesus and Alejandro are returning; a golden halo of light covers them. They are both carrying in their hands a glowing stone that is a bright golden colour. The two of them smile. Mary welcomes and embraces them and Joseph. Everything is bright and I can no longer see them. In another bioscene, they appear walking in the desert. The wind is blowing in their faces. The crashing of the waves of the sea can be heard in the distance. They arrive at the foot of some rocks. Jesus climbs on the rocks and invites Alejandro to follow him. The water becomes calm and the sea peaceful. The glowing stones emit a golden light. They look like two rectangles with something inscribed on them. Jesus says to Alejandro: ‘These are the laws of my Father. Take them; take care of them. They will guide you. That is my Father’s will. The best thing that you can do is follow his laws.’ Jesus gives him the other Table and the Holy Spirit illuminates them. Seven ‘angels’ come down from the biosky. Mary approaches Alejandro and says to him: ‘My son, take care of them humbly. Humility must be in your heart, so that you can enforce these laws.’ Mary tells him to ‘kneel’ and she gives him her blessing. Jesus and Joseph help him up. Jesus says to him: ‘In silence and in prayer, your heart will understand what these Tables signify.’ Alejandro is induced to press the Tables to his heart and asks God the Father, if it is his will, to share these Tables with all our brothers and sisters, biomaterial and bioenergemal, of Creation. This actually happens, bio-observing a very bright light coming from the Tables and scattering over all Creation, BML and BEL. Again, everything is bathed with light and I can no longer see them. The bioscene reappears by the sea. Jesus goes toward the edge. With his index finger, he draws a fish in the sand, and says: ‘The fish signifies catching the heart of all men to bring them nearer to the Father. Through the road with which you have been entrusted, my road, you will bring men nearer to God the Father so that they may be one with him.’ Mary approaches and says to Alejandro: ‘During the difficult times you have on your journey, I will be near you to guide you, strengthen you and remove any obstacle you may come across.’ Mary embraces him. Then, Joseph approaches and adds: ‘Jesus died to save man. Now, just as Jesus rose from the dead, you will carry the good news of the resurrection of the love for God.’ Joseph also embraces him. Jesus accompanies Alejandro to the boat bathed with light from the Holy Spirit. The two small boats are on each side of the larger boat, and are bathed with light. Alejandro presses the Tables to his heart, and they remain there. Mary, Joseph and young Jesus are standing nearby. The three of them give Alejandro their blessing. A light shines from baby Jesus’ small hands, and he holds them out to Alejandro. The boat sets sail and is lost in the horizon. The light of the Holy Spirit illuminates the boat and its path. The crown of seven angels also follows it. Everything is bathed with a very bright light. I can no longer see them.

“Alejandro and I, as children, now appear in front of a door of light, I feel anxiety, but Alejandro comforts me. We both go in and we arrive to a beautiful garden where there are other children. Many birds, mostly small and white –hummingbirds– fly around and in the bushes. One of them is a golden hummingbird that pulls on our clothes, as if it wants us to follow it. It flies near us, and then away from us. We follow it. It perches on some rose bushes, with tiny pink flowers and bright green leaves. It goes over to Alejandro and pulls on his clothes so that he will go closer to a very bright light that is coming from behind the rose bushes. The source of light is young Jesus, who has the hummingbird perched on his right index finger. He gives it to Alejandro; the bird stays for a moment in his hands, and then flies away leaving a trail of golden light. Young Jesus takes Alejandro and me by the hands. He takes us to a spring of coloured water from which a waterfall emerges. The water is part blue, part white and part pink. Young Jesus invites us to play. He and Alejandro are physically identical [sic]. They are the same size and the same age. They begin to collect little coloured stones. Young Jesus throws one into the middle of the water, and Alejandro does the same. All these bioscenes makes me think that Jesus wants Alejandro to walk the road that is similar to his [sic]. 

“The three of us, children, following the example of how young Jesus happily plays, approach the waterfall. The water in the waterfall is cool and fresh. It is coloured. Behind the waterfall, young Jesus makes us appear in a grotto. The two children go in, and wait for me to catch up. Inside, we can see fireflies with their flickering light that look like twinkling stars.6,22 Mary and Joseph are there. They greet us, shaking our hands. They give us some honey-filled pastries to eat. Mary takes Jesus and Alejandro by the hand to a bed [sic] of flowers, of petals of white, pink and red roses. She lays them down and covers [sic] them with her blue robe with gold edges and golden stars. She comes towards me, caresses my hair and lays me down on the same mat covered with rose petals. Joseph goes over to the boys, and in his hands, he is carrying a small stick of sandalwood, which has a very pleasant aroma. He puts it beside young Alejandro. He also covers them with his robe that is green with golden edges. He kisses the three of us on the forehead [sic]. Everything is bathed with a very bright light and I can no longer see them. 

“The three of us children reappear at a table. Mary and Joseph are taking care of us. Young Jesus invites us to eat honey sweets. Light bathes the bioscene. Young Jesus approaches the source of light and enters it, taking Alejandro and me by the hand. A golden hummingbird appears, and pulls on Alejandro’s clothing and takes him toward the light. Again, the light bathes the bioscene and I can only see the trees and the golden hummingbird. Young Jesus, Mary, Joseph and young Alejandro leave the light. They are glowing, as if they were surrounded by an aura. Mary looks happy. Young Alejandro is carrying the stick of sandalwood –around 25 or 30 centimetres long– in his hands. We leave the table. Mary has Jesus’ hand in her right hand, and Alejandro’s in her left hand. Joseph, who is holding my hand, is watching over all us. I feel as if we pass through an arch of light and we arrive to a large room. At the front of the room, there is a platform with a table and chairs. Right over the table, we can see a cross of very intense blue light that covers and illuminates the platform. Now, only I am a small child. Jesus blesses this place. On the plush tabletop, there is a tray with small pieces of unleavened bread. There are also pitchers of water and many glasses. There is a feeling of peace. Jesus gives us his blessing. The place remains clean and brightly lit.”



This bioscene seems to refer to the place where we recently had the presentation to the public of my book: Conscience: live energy and bioenergemes.1,7,28 



–L: “In a different bioscene, we are in Alejandro’s place of work. At the back, we can see a glowing blue cross, suspended on the balcony beside a large plant, an aralia. The whole place is illuminated. Mary touches some religious images and they are bathed with light. Jesus is sited in the main chair, and invites Alejandro to sit at his right, Mary next to Alejandro and Joseph to the left of his son. Jesus lifts his hands to the biosky. In answer to this, his hands are bathed with light and he says to Alejandro: ‘This light is the light of my Father’.” 



This glowing blue cross was actually observed –through the balcony window and as if it were inside our place of work– by the husband of a person that was visiting us, for half an hour while he was waiting for her outside. They both had returned from abroad for a few days, and knew nothing about the BEL communication or our bioresearch. The blue cross, of course, has never really existed. We have no idea what happened. 



–L: “Jesus puts his hands on Alejandro’s head and it is bathed with light. Mary also stands, lifts her hands, and they are bathed with light. She says to Alejandro: ‘My son, this light is the light of the Father; it will be with you always.’ The whole place is filled with light. When the religious presences leave, they do so by the balcony, elevating them to the biosky. Before they leave, they give us their blessing.” 



Before ending the seventh bioexperience, Lucela tells me that she hears ‘heavenly chants’; she hears the words to the chant, The Good Shepherd, psalm 22, which she obviously does not know by heart, and which she recognizes from certain parts of the chant. At the end, Lucela remembers everything she saw, heard and said.

The prayer born of silence has been born of God the Father 

In the eighth bioexperience that took place in August 29, 1994, in which some events were induced to Lucela, the bioscenes that appeared spontaneously in Lucela’s NMEGO have the following characteristics.



–L: “We are in a forest of snow-covered pine trees. There is a peaceful and crystal-clear river nearby. We see many small birds, hummingbirds. The biosky is very blue and clear, the sunlight is very intense. In the distance, we both see a silvery cross with a very bright light in the centre. We say a few prayers. From the bright centre of the cross, Jesus emerges, dressed in a red robe. A very intense golden light shines from his heart. His hands are out in front of him and his fingers form the shape of a triangle. Jesus puts his right hand on Alejandro’s head and his left hand on mine. Jesus embraces Alejandro. They look alike physically [sic]. They are both wearing white tunics. They walk on the snow. They arrive to a river that is full of coloured fish, most of them silvery; the crystal-clear water allows us to see the bottom of the river that is covered with multi-coloured stones. Jesus invites Alejandro to ‘kneel’; he does the same, and says: ‘The seven petitions asked of the Father is the prayer that I gave to humankind. Love for God the Father and for humankind is expressed in each one of them.’ Jesus stands, takes water in his hands and lets a little of it fall on Alejandro’s head. Jesus takes from the riverbed a few small white stones edged in gold and tied together with a string in the form of a rope, each section of which is filled with light. He takes Alejandro’s white belt off him and he puts the string of stones, which turns out to be a rosary, around his waist. The radiant light of the Holy Spirit bathes Jesus and Alejandro. Mary approaches, dressed in white, smiling. She is also wearing her glowing blue robe with golden borders and covered with stars. She puts her hand out to them and kisses their foreheads. She touches the rosary, gives Alejandro her blessing, and says: ‘Son, my son, each one of the beads in the rosary is a mystery which God the Father will help you understand and keep. The order of the mysteries will bring you closer to his divine love, because God is love.’ 

“Jesus embraces Alejandro and kisses his forehead; Alejandro smiles. They walk through the forest, and go off into the distance. They are bathed with light that comes from the rays of light that shine through the tall pines; and the brightly lit pines seem to merge with the light that comes from the biosky. The birds celebrate with their song. The Holy Spirit guides them. They arrive to a clearing in the forest, the dry leaves rustle under their feet. Birds and mammals form a circle around them. Jesus says to Alejandro: ‘Prayer in silence brings you closer to God. Prayer born of silence has been born of God the Father. Listen to the silence, because that is when you will hear the voice of God the Father. Taking care of the birds, mammals and humankind brings great joy to the Father.’ Mary takes a golden hummingbird in her hands; she kisses it and gives it to Alejandro. The light is very bright. Three honey-coloured lion cubs approach. Mary pets them. The cubs are calm. The religious figures disappear into the distance. They are bathed with an intense light. I can no longer see them.” 

–L: “We reappear holding Jesus’ hand. In the clearing in the forest, there is a fire, which lights up the surrounding area. Jesus approaches the fire and invites Alejandro to join him. It is a soft, golden fire that illuminates the area. They both are dressed the same, except that Alejandro is wearing the rosary made up of sections of light around his waist. Mary approaches and asks Alejandro to touch the fire. Jesus does the same. It looks as if the three pairs of hands are in the fire. Mary says to Alejandro: ‘My son, this fire unites us in love with God the Father. This light, the light of God the Father, you will take with you. Take care of it, make sure it always shines and burns in your heart. Take this light and this heat to all humankind, to everything that is part of the Creation of God the Father.’ Alejandro shows us that in his right palm there is a small flame. He is induced to take it to his heart, which can be seen through his white tunic. Jesus fills a pitcher with water from the river and puts it, together with a few small pieces of white bread, on his tunic that he has spread out on the ground. Jesus and Alejandro are ‘kneeling’ facing each other and Jesus says to him: ‘Look at yourself, look closely at each part of yourself and you will see your hands, your feet, your eyes, your mouth and your heart, and you will recognize them.’ Jesus turns around and takes the bread, and blesses it three times with the sign of the cross. This is all done in the presence of the light of the Holy Spirit. Jesus continue saying: ‘Share this bread with humankind. Eat it and when you do you will be one with him and he with you. Do this in unity with all men.’ Alejandro shares it with Jesus, Mary and me. Jesus takes the cup of water, blesses it three times with the sign of the cross, and says to Alejandro: ‘Drink this and share it with humankind, and when you drink it you will be one with him and he with you.’ Alejandro takes a drink and shares it with Jesus, Mary and me. Jesus takes the bread and gives it to Alejandro, along with the water. He picks up his robe and also gives it to him, saying: ‘Take care of this, and make of this ‘spiritual’ communion with God the Father, communion with all humankind. This robe will protect you. It will warm you when you are cold; and when you are confused, this robe will be the protection of God the Father.’ Jesus embraces him, and Mary does too. We continue down our road, following the river, which is like the natural course of events, but without being contrary to what God has decided that the course of events should be. This is why we are following the river. The Holy Spirit guides us continually. Alejandro puts the robe next to his heart. The four of us are walking, and as we walk, the river becomes wider and wider. We can see pink herons, ducks, seagulls, and other birds of many colours. We arrive to where the river empties into the sea, where the horizon opens and where only very experienced ‘spirits’ enter. The sun is very red; making the clouds looks bright pink. We are all standing by the sea. Jesus climbs onto some rocks and the sea becomes calm. He invites Alejandro to climb up, and he says: ‘You must understand how difficult this task is; it is sometimes very discouraging. You must know by now that it is no easy task. Those who accompany you will, on occasion, fear and doubt your strength. But the love of God the Father will help you and protect you.’ Jesus goes towards the water, his feet and the bottom of his tunic get wet. He catches a fish with his hands, gives it to Alejandro and says: ‘It looks easy, but it is very difficult; it requires a lot of strength, love and faith.’ Mary approaches, and the three of them put their hands into the water and Mary says to Alejandro: ‘This is the water from the sea that, in its clearness and transparency, will make you feel, and tell you about, the love for God the Father. In it, you will be able to distinguish each and every man. Take this water, keep it and with it you will become one with all humankind and with the will of God the Father.’ They take their hands out of the water. Each one has caught a fish. Alejandro raises his right hand and it becomes bathed with light; the fish is in his left hand. The wind becomes stronger and Jesus points out: ‘Just as you perceive the wind, so is the love of God the Father: strong, pleasant, life giving, take it. Make this wind be a part of you and of all men. Help them learn to breathe it and feel it.’ Jesus lowers his hand, Alejandro raises his and then lowers it. The wind becomes increasingly stronger. The sun is shining brightly, as it goes from red to a peach colour. We continue to look ahead. We walk, an intense white light guides us, follows us, protects us. The light is so intense; I can no longer see them. 

“There appears in my NMEGO a bioscene in which Jesus, Mary, Alejandro and I, a child, are on a very crowded street; there is a lot of noise and it is very hot. The place looks very old. The women are wearing simple, long clothes, and their faces are veiled. The men are dressed in a similar fashion. The children appear to be unprotected and helpless; we notice this especially since they are barefoot. The people do not see us, since they cross and we go by unnoticed. We continue walking, until we come to a desert. We are wearing sandals with very thin soles, and we can feel the heat through them. Jesus and Alejandro walk a little ahead of us. Mary smiles at me, gives me a small, transparent, fresh water flower, and takes my hand. We arrive to a round temple with two front doors and two back doors. The dome is very high. The whole temple is made out of white stone. Jesus stops in the centre and it is immediately bathed with light. Alejandro is induced to walk towards him and ‘kneels’. A very bright blue light comes from the dome. Jesus wishes to give thanks to God the Father and invites Alejandro to join him in thanking God the Father for helping everyone to join him in praying for the works of God, for the love of God. For the animals, for the plants, for the Creation of God the Father. So that together they may carry out the seven petitions of God our Father. Mary approaches and kisses her son and Alejandro on the forehead. She gives them her hand and helps them stand up, and as she does this, the doors of the temple, which had been closed, now open. Children, women, men, all come in without noticing the presence of the religious presences that are welcoming them. It is a temple of prayer. The men stand on one side and the women on the other. They leave; these people live in extreme poverty. The houses are deteriorated from the heat and the drought. We leave. We feel content; Mary approaches and together we continue to walk.” 



The light is very intense and Lucela can no longer see nor hear us. She narrates that a bioscene appears in her NMEGO in which we are walking through the places at a very quick pace, perhaps as a kind of biosymbol for the passing of time. Finally, the bioscene is situated in the flower-filled garden of Lucy’s house, with her daughters and sons. 



–L: “Mary takes a small white rose with pink-edged petals. Jesus, Mary, Alejandro and I enter the living room. Jesus approaches one of the children, embraces him and whispers in his ear something that I cannot hear. In a louder voice, he says: ‘Trust in me, do not be afraid.’ Jesus approaches the other child, embraces him also and says to him: ‘Listen to him; your heart will make you understand.’ Jesus approaches the girls, and says to them: ‘My love has always been with you. Trust in what your heart says, for I am there.’ Jesus approaches Lucy, takes her hands, embraces her and says: ‘Your trust, your faith, your support have been important. My love, my company, will always be with you. At every moment, I will always be at your side; I will strengthen you.’ Mary approaches Lucy, gives her the rose, which has opened to expose a glowing white centre. She says: ‘Take this rose, may its aroma be the aroma that fills you every moment of your day. May this light illuminate you, so that you understand the great task you have helped us carry out. Each thorn, with your love and with your faith, will become moments of light; keep them. I will be at your side day and night, taking care of you, as I always have. Through your thoughts and your heart, you will know that we are present.’ Mary asks Alejandro to come closer. She embraces him. Jesus approaches, along with Lucy’s children, and Jesus and Mary embrace all them. An intense light bathes us.” 



Lucela can no longer see us. Now she tells me that the bioscene of the door of light appears in her NMEGO. She and I enter. We arrive to a very beautiful garden, and we are young children once again. There is a golden hummingbird perched on my hand, it flies off and invites us to follow it. Young Jesus comes running after us. 



–L: “Young Jesus puts his right arm around Alejandro’s shoulder and takes me by the hand. He tells Alejandro that he missed him, that he has a surprise for him and that he is going to show him what he found. They arrive to a spring of coloured water. Young Jesus takes from his clothes a typical Mexican candy called alegría, which is made from amaranth seeds and honey in the form of a bar that one slices, and he shares it with us. Young Jesus goes into the water and invites Alejandro to do the same. At times the water is blue and at other times, yellow. They dive to the bottom, where there are fish and coloured stones. Jesus points out an especially bright spot. The two of them dig among the small stones and young Jesus takes out a small box, from which a very bright light shines. They come up to the surface of the water; young Jesus has the small box in his hands. They sit in the garden and he asks Alejandro to open it. It is filled with a golden light. Young Jesus invites Alejandro to take out the contents of the box. He does so, and finds a golden bee. 

“Now we are playing with the three honey-coloured lion cubs, which playfully pull at our clothing. Young Jesus invites us to climb up a tree, in which we find many different kinds of fruit: grapes, large plums –both red and yellow–, green and red apples, apples that are a combination of red and green, and pears. We also discover various kinds of birds: swallows, golden hummingbirds, larks, doves. We ask young Jesus what kind of tree it is, and he says: ‘It is a tree of love, with a trunk as strong as an oak and roots as long as a bolt of lightning.’ Young Jesus invites us to eat whatever we like. We find a honeycomb, and a swarm of bees surrounds us. Young Alejandro takes out some honey with his right hand and shares it with us. At that moment, Alejandro feels the need to return the favour of Jesus’ gift, and he gives both of us two golden boxes, which each contains a hummingbird. Young Jesus invites Alejandro to try the nectar from a jacaranda mauve flower in the shape of a bell. We climb down from the tree of love, the golden boxes shining brightly through our clothes. We return to the grotto, through a different waterfall. Mary and Joseph are waiting for us. They appear to be happy, and welcome us with an embrace. Small lights illuminate the place. Roses and lilies surround us. On a table made of white stone, covered with a glowing white cloth, there is: bread, honey, sweets, gleaming white milk, grains of wheat, oil and a little salt. Joseph offers us some small white bread. We show Mary our little boxes, and she seems pleased. She invites us to turn up the palms of our hands, on which she spreads a little oil with her fingers. She takes a little more oil, and puts it behind our ears, and Joseph’s. Mary and Joseph embrace us affectionately. Alejandro offers honey to Mary, Joseph, young Jesus and me. We all smile. Young Jesus takes a few grains of salt and shares them with his friends. The bread, the water, the oil, the honey and the salt, are all combined as in a liturgical ceremony. We are all very happy; we can see that we are a family. Mary takes us to bed, she tells us to lie down on a carpet of roses; Jesus’ and Alejandro’s heads are close together. She covers us with her robe. Joseph does the same, and leaves another stick of sandalwood next to Alejandro.” Everything is filled with light, in such a way that Lucela can no longer distinguish us in her NMEGO. 
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
