Austria is well-connected to the rest of the world by air, rail, and road. No matter how you choose to travel, you’ll find efficient, clean, and reliable options to get you where you need to go.

By Air: Austria’s Major Airports 

Austria has several international airports, making flying the fastest way to enter the country:


·  Vienna International Airport (VIE) – The largest and busiest airport, with direct flights from North America, Europe, and Asia.

·  Salzburg Airport (SZG) – Ideal for travelers heading to Salzburg or the Austrian Alps.

·  Innsbruck Airport (INN) – The best option for skiing trips and exploring western Austria.

·  Graz Airport (GRZ) – Convenient for visiting Styria and southern Austria.

By Train: The Best Way to Travel in Europe

Austria has one of the best train systems in Europe, making it easy to arrive from neighboring countries:


·  From Germany: High-speed trains from Munich to Vienna take just 4 hours.

·  From Switzerland: Direct trains connect Zurich and Innsbruck in about 3.5 hours.

·  From Italy: A scenic route from Venice to Vienna takes around 7 hours.

·  From Prague or Budapest: Both cities are under 4 hours by train to Vienna.



Tip: The ÖBB Nightjet sleeper train offers a comfortable overnight journey from cities like Paris, Amsterdam, and Rome to Austria!

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By Car: Scenic Road Trips 

Driving in Austria is an unforgettable experience, with winding alpine roads, charming villages, and breathtaking mountain passes. If you're planning a road trip:


·  A vignette (toll sticker) is required for highways—buy one at gas stations or online before driving.

·  Winter tires are mandatory from November to April in snowy areas.

·  The Grossglockner High Alpine Road is a must-drive for stunning mountain views.

By Train: Fast, Comfortable & Scenic 

Austria’s ÖBB (Austrian Federal Railways) offers one of Europe’s best train networks, connecting cities and villages with frequent, comfortable, and scenic routes.


·  Vienna to Salzburg: ~2.5 hours

·  Vienna to Innsbruck: ~4.5 hours

·  Salzburg to Hallstatt: ~2.5 hours

Public Transportation: Buses, Trams & Metro

Austria’s major cities have excellent public transportation, making it easy to explore without a car.


·  Vienna: The U-Bahn (subway), trams, and buses are clean, reliable, and affordable. A 24-hour Vienna transport pass costs around €8.60. Scan the below QR Code for up-to-date information:
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·  Salzburg & Innsbruck: Both cities have efficient tram and bus networks to get around easily.



Tip: In Vienna, trams are one of the best ways to see the city. Tram Line 1 takes you past iconic sights such as the Opera House and Parliament!

Walking & Biking: The Best Way to Explore 

Austria’s cities and towns are incredibly walkable, with pedestrian-friendly streets and beautiful parks. In addition:


·  Vienna, Salzburg, and Graz have excellent bike rental systems.

·  The Danube Cycle Path is one of Europe’s best bike routes, stretching from Germany through Austria!



Taxis & Ride-Sharing

·  Taxis are widely available but expensive compared to public transport. In Vienna, expect to pay €45–65 from the airport to the city center.

·  Uber operates in Vienna and Salzburg, but in smaller towns, taxis or local rideshare services are better options.
