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			PRESENTATION

			This book aims to present how to construct a world of peace, progress and happiness for all humanity. The established premise is that this objective can be achieved if the great planetary utopias are realized aiming at construction of a better world. Planetary utopias can be understood as the idea of an ideal, imaginary, perfect society and, therefore, considered by many to be unattainable. The opposite of utopia is dystopia which means a negative vision of the future and is generally characterized as a place in which people live under conditions of extreme oppression, despair or deprivation which is what has prevailed in the vast majority of countries in the world throughout history of humanity and that needs to be avoided in the future. In dystopia, moving or going to a better world is not possible. The purpose of this book is, therefore, to point out how to eliminate the dominant dystopia and construct a world of peace, progress and happiness for all humanity.

			Chapter 1 presents planetary utopias and dystopias, as well as what and how to do so that planetary utopias are realized with a view to achieving construction of a better world. There are 12 planetary utopias that need to be realized with a view to construction of a world of peace, progress and happiness for all humanity described below:

			1.World peace to avoid new wars and, above all, the outbreak of the 3rd World War;

			2.Full democracy in all countries in the world to avoid dictatorships and false democracies;

			3.The prevalence of civilization values over barbarism in the world;

			4.Democratic socialism in all countries of the world to replace decadent capitalism;

			5.Welfare State in all countries of the world to eliminate economic and social inequalities;

			6.The rational use of the world’s natural resources to avoid the continued devastation of the nature;

			7.The end of economic and social chaos at national and global levels with the adoption of rational economic planning in each country and worldwide;

			8.The existence of green and smart cities in all countries of the world to avoid the continuity of socially and environmentally degraded cities;

			9.Use of science and technology exclusively for the good of humanity to avoid their harmful use;

			10.The conquest of immortality by human beings to counter the inevitability of death;

			11.The survival of humanity in the face of threats to its extinction caused by human beings and the forces of nature existing on planet Earth and those coming from space;

			12.The conquest of happiness for human beings, individually and collectively, that will occur if humanity is successful in constructing a better world that will happen in all quadrants of the Earth.

			Chapter 2 presents what and how to do so that the utopia of world peace prevails over wars and, above all, to prevent the outbreak of the 3rd World War. Peace is defined as the absence of war. Actions to achieve world peace were the subject of the Concert of Nations in 1815, the League of Nations in 1920 and the United Nations (UN) in 1945, which were in vain because wars continue and the great powers did not give up imposing their wishes on a global level. The UN, which was created after the Second World War, has proven to be as inoperative as the League of Nations in mediating international conflicts that preceded it between the two World Wars. To definitively eliminate new risks of a new world war and to achieve perpetual peace on our planet, it would be necessary to reform the current international system, which is incapable of guaranteeing world peace with the existence of a world government.

			Chapter 3 presents what and how to do so that the utopia of full democracy is constructed in all countries of the world, overcoming dictatorships and false democracies. In the world, only 8% of countries exercise full democracy, while 92% of countries live under dictatorships and false democracies. Representative democracy in the world shows clear signs of exhaustion, above all, by discouraging popular participation, reducing political activity to electoral processes that are repeated periodically in which the people elect their representatives who, with few exceptions, after the elections begin to defend interests of economic groups in opposition to the interests of those who elected them. A true representative democracy is one in which the elected person defends the interests of the population that elected him and and systematically accounts for his mandate to his party and the electorate. Parties and the electorate should have the power to revoke an elected person’s mandate in the event of non-compliance with the party program and electoral promises or due to bad behavior. To eliminate the distortions of representative democracy in the world, it is essential to institutionalize participatory democracy with the use of plebiscites or referendums, considered the ideal model for the exercise of political power based on public debate between rulers and free citizens under equal conditions of participation.

			Chapter 4 presents what and how to do so that the utopia of the prevalence of civilizational values over barbarism occurs in the world. Violence shows clear signs of worsening in the contemporary era and tends to assume catastrophic dimensions in the future. It is barbarism elevated to the highest degree. The term barbarism has two distinct but linked meanings: barbaric cruelty and lack of civilization. It can be said that we live in a world characterized by barbarism that is making the advent of civilization with the emergence of a new world an imperative. The new world can mean a new world order built rationally by humanity to overcome the current barbarism translated into violence between men, environmental catastrophe and global conflagration. The living forces defending Civilization need to come together across the planet to oppose the forces of Barbarism. The future of humanity depends on the outcome of this confrontation. It is necessary to ensure that the new world order that replaces decadent capitalism based on cooperation between nations and peoples overcomes the reigning barbarism.

			Chapter 5 presents what and how to do so that the utopia of democratic socialism is implemented in all countries of the world to replace decadent capitalism. The facts of reality show that there is no solution to the problems that afflict humanity within the framework of capitalism by carrying out political, economic, social and environmental reforms. It will be the same as “wiping ice”. Faced with the prospect of the end of the world capitalist system in the 21st century due to the tendency for the global profit rate and the growth rate of the world economy to reach zero in the middle of the 21st century, humanity needs to build a new society that should be the democratic socialism aiming to create an environment of freedom, equality and fraternity among human beings to achieve their happiness, rescuing the ideals of the Enlightenment. Admitting the possibility of the collapse of the world capitalist system as a result of the current crisis in the middle of the 21st century, it is important to consider the possibility that democratic socialism will replace it in the 21st century. This socialism would have to be democratic, given the failure of socialism implemented in the Soviet Union and other countries that were characterized by dictatorships.

			Chapter 6 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of the Welfare State a reality in all countries of the world to eliminate economic and social inequalities. The Welfare State consists of a mode of economic and political organization in which the State acts as an organizer of the economy and an agent of social promotion. It acts with the aim of ensuring the interests of capitalists who own the means of production and guaranteeing protection and public services to the people. With the Social Welfare State, the aim is to promote state regulation and the creation of programs that reduce or eliminate social injustices inherent to capitalism. With the Social Welfare State, the State interferes in the direction of the economy, regulating it to generate employment and income, prevent monopolies and build infrastructure, prevent child labor and guarantee workers unemployment insurance and assistance with health services and Social Security. The Welfare State is seen as a way of combating economic and social inequalities, as it promotes access to public services for the entire population.

			Chapter 7 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of rational use of natural resources in the world a reality to avoid the continuous devastation of nature. The exhaustion of the planet’s natural resources and global warming with consequent global climate change are responsible for the devastation of nature which, in turn, contributes to the occurrence of pandemics which can threaten the survival of the human species. It is for all this that the implementation of the “sustainable development” model from an economic, social and environmental point of view becomes imperative. A sustainable society is one that satisfies the needs of the current generation without diminishing the possibilities of future generations to satisfy theirs.

			Chapter 8 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of the end of economic and social chaos a reality at national and global levels with the adoption of rational economic planning in each country and worldwide. The failure of neoliberal globalization was seen in the outbreak of the 2008 global crisis that broke out in the United States. The international financial system suffered losses on a scale that no one ever predicted. The international financial system no longer works as it used to. The neoliberal model that governed the world for the last 40 years has died and there will be a depression that will last for many years. Faced with the failure of neoliberalism and its inability to deal with the global crisis of capitalism, Keynesianism could be the solution as long as it was applied globally, that is, it would operate in economic planning, not just at the national level to obtain economic stability and full employment of factors in each country, but also at a global level to eliminate the global economic chaos that currently prevails with neoliberalism. With global Keynesianism, there would be the coordination of Keynesian economic policies at a planetary level that could only be carried out with the existence of a world government. This would be the way to obtain stability in the world economy to eliminate the chaos that characterizes the neoliberal globalization currently dominant throughout the world.

			Chapter 9 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of constructing green and smart cities a reality in every country in the world to avoid the continuity of socially and environmentally degraded cities. Constructing green cities means making cities sustainable. It is in cities that the social, economic and environmental dimensions of sustainable development converge more intensely, making it necessary for them to be thought of, managed and planned in accordance with the sustainable development model that aims to meet the needs of the Earth’s population without compromising its natural resources, bequeathing them to future generations. It is also an imperative need to make cities smart because the city has become humanity’s main habitat. For the first time in human history, more than half of the world’s population lives in cities. This number, 3.9 billion people, is expected to surpass the 6.4 billion mark by 2050. A large part of global environmental problems originate in cities, which means that it is difficult to achieve sustainability at a global level without making them intelligent.

			Chapter 10 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of using science and technology exclusively for the good of humanity and not their harmful use a reality. Science and technology are not only shaping our lives for the better, but also, in many situations, making them more dangerous. Science and technology began to be used on an unprecedented scale for both good and evil. Science and technology contributed to the barbarity of two world wars with the invention of powerful and destructive weapons, especially the atomic bomb. The thesis that science and technology were the primary factors responsible for human progress was called into question by the explosions of atomic bombs in the Second World War, in Nagasaki and Hiroshima. There began to be a discussion not only about the positive side provided by science and technology. Science and technology also began to be seen as anti-life and, in certain situations, as beyond human control. Add to that the fact that science has lost its value as a result of disillusionment with the benefits that technology has brought to humanity. All this scientific and technological development has culminated in the current era with a worldwide ecological crisis that could result in catastrophic global climate change that could threaten the survival of humanity. This situation needs to be reversed by governments around the world with the abandonment of everything that was produced scientifically and technologically to the detriment of human beings and the adoption of scientific and technological development policies that are positive for human beings.

			Chapter 11 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of the conquest of immortality for human beings a reality to counter the inevitability of death. There has long been a human obsession with overcoming death. In the past, man sought to overcome death through religions. Aging is a biological process that can be perfectly controlled, in the same way that science has already managed to combat many diseases that were previously considered incurable. In the contemporary era, people began to believe that it would be possible to overcome death through the use of science and technology. The year 2045 will mark the beginning of an era in which medicine will be able to offer humanity the possibility of living for a time never seen in history. Organs that are not working can be exchanged for better ones, created especially for us. Parts of the heart, lungs and even the brain can be replaced. Tiny computer circuits will be implanted in the body to control chemical reactions that occur inside cells. We will be just a few steps away from immortality. This is the prediction of a group of scientists known for being at the forefront of research covering topics such as computer science, biology and biotechnology.

			Chapter 12 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of the conquest of humanity’s survival a reality in the face of threats to its extinction caused by human beings and the forces of nature existing on planet Earth and those coming from space. This chapter presents how to deal with: 1) threats to the extinction of humanity caused by human beings that relate to global climate change, pandemics and the outbreak of the 3rd World War; 2) threats to the extinction of humanity caused by the forces of nature existing on planet Earth, which concern the cooling of planet Earth’s core and the catastrophic eruption of volcanoes; and, 3) the threats to the extinction of humanity caused by the forces of nature coming from space, which concern the collision of asteroids, comets or pieces of comets on planet Earth, the emission of cosmic rays, the progressive distancing of the Moon in relation to the Earth, the collision on planet Earth of planets from the solar system and orphan or wandering planets that wander in outer space, the death of the Sun, the collision of the Andromeda and Milky Way galaxies where Earth is located and the end of the Universe.

			Chapter 13 presents what and how to do to make the utopia of the conquest of happiness for human beings, individually and collectively, a reality that will occur if humanity is successful in  construction of a better world that will happen in all quadrants of the Earth. The search for happiness is the central driver of our lives. Individual happiness is achieved through self-education. Education is the means through which people would be empowered to make the best choices in life. The purpose of Education must be to make the individual acquire skills, develop critical sense, take possession of the scientific and cultural heritage historically built by humanity, but, above all, it must be an instrument to promote self-happiness and collective happiness of the society where he lives. It can be stated that the collective happiness of the entire world population will occur if humanity is successful in construction of a better world that will happen in all quadrants of the Earth.

			Chapter 14 summarizes conclusions on how construct  a world of peace, progress and happiness for all humanity by making planetary utopias aimed at achieving construction of a better world proposed in the previous chapters.

			Annexed are 24 texts of articles published by me that enrich everything presented in the 14 chapters of this book. This book therefore seeks to present our vision on how to make the 12 planetary utopias a reality and promote the scientific, political, economic and social progress of humanity with the purpose of   construct a better world and achieve human happiness individually and collectively.

			1. HOW TO MAKE PLANETARY UTOPIAS COME TRUE, AIMING AT THE CONSTRUCTION OF A BETTER WORLD
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			This chapter aims to present what to do so that planetary utopias are realized with a view to building a better world and that their opposite, planetary dystopias, are eliminated. Utopia and dystopia are two concepts that encourage discussion about the future. Utopia can be understood as the idea of an ideal, imaginary, perfect society and, therefore, supposedly unattainable. The word utopia was created from the Greek terms “u” (prefix used with a negative connotation) and “topos” (place), meaning “non-place” or “place that does not exist”. The term utopia first appeared in the work “Utopia” by English writer Thomas Morus, around 1516. In his work, Morus criticizes the real society in which he lives and proposes an island he idealized where society would abolish private property, religious intolerance and everyone would live happily in a fair and equal environment. Dystopia is generally characterized as a place where people live under conditions of extreme oppression, despair, or deprivation. The word dystopia or anti-utopia, the antithesis of utopia, presents a negative vision of the future, generally characterized by totalitarianism, authoritarianism and oppressive control of society.

			In dystopia, passing or going to a better world is not possible. On the contrary, the negative features of reality are reinforced. By reinforcing the negative characteristics of the world, dystopian literary works are critical or satire, serving as a warning to humanity, starting from a pessimistic discourse. In works of fiction, authors portray the future in a negative way with the catastrophic evolution of society that is opposed to utopian. A very famous example of dystopia is the work Admirável Mundo Novo (Brave New World) (1932), by Aldous Huxley. This work narrates a hypothetical future where individuals are biologically preconditioned and live in a society organized by castes. Another dystopian classic is “1984”, by British author George Orwell. Published in 1949, the work portrays the daily life of a totalitarian and repressive political regime.

			Human history is full of examples of utopias and dystopias. Excellent examples of utopia concern the Enlightenment, Marxism and Modernity. With the Enlightenment, it was expected that society would evolve towards tolerance, humanism and respect for nature and the right to freedom and equality among men would be affirmed. It should be noted that the purpose of the Enlightenment was to correct society’s inequalities and guarantee the rights considered natural to the individual, such as freedom and the free possession of goods. Enlightenment humanism of the 18th century proposed that human beings and their dignity were the center and fundamental value of all sciences, thus also imposing that they should be the maximum concern of every legal order, of every legal system.

			The Enlightenment provided the motto of the French Revolution (Liberty, Equality and Fraternity) and fertilized it as its followers opposed injustices, religious intolerance and the privileges of absolutism. However, since the French Revolution until the present moment, the political promises of the Enlightenment have been abandoned all over the world with the adoption of increasingly sophisticated inhumane practices by governments and imperialists policies by the great capitalist powers, the outbreak of 3 world wars (World War 1, World War 2 and the Cold War), the advent of fascism and Nazism, the carrying out of military interventions and the carrying out of coups d’état in several countries of the world, as well as the escalation of neo-fascism in the contemporary era in the United States, Europe and also in Brazil.

			The political theses of the Enlightenment had failed since the English Revolution (1640), the American Revolution (1776) and the French Revolution (1789). This failure paved the way for the advent of Marxist ideology in the 19th century throughout the world, which proposed to take a step forward in relation to the Enlightenment, seeking to end the exploitation of man by man with the reduction of economic inequalities between social classes and, in the future, its complete abolition. The facts of history demonstrate that the Enlightenment theses that guided the bourgeois revolutions in the 18th century and the Marxist theses based on which the socialist revolutions were carried out in the 20th century failed because they did not fulfill their historical promises of conquering human happiness.

			As an example of the failure of the Enlightenment and its promises, one can consider the failure of liberal capitalism not only in the political-institutional field, but also in the field of the economy which, driven by the free market, was responsible for the occurrence of two great economic depressions in the world capitalist system in 1873 and 1929, the rise of colonialism and imperialism in all corners of the Earth, the advance of Nazi-fascism and the advent of two world wars (1914-1918 and 1939-1945) and the Cold War (1945-1989), which confronted the United States and the Soviet Union, and the new Cold War that confront the United States against Russia and China, as well as the rise of neoliberal capitalism which, in the contemporary era of economic and financial globalization, was responsible for the world crisis of 2008 and gave birth to modern totalitarianism which, embracing the entire planet, imposes the neoliberal ideology it occupies at the same time all space and all sectors of life and represses in every way the will to transform man and the world.

			As an example of the failure of Marxism and its promises, one can consider the failure to construct socialism in the Soviet Union and in the countries of Eastern Europe, in China, in Cuba etc. which demonstrate that the old socialist project is no longer viable and a new project of a democratic socialist society will have to be elaborated and constructed. It should be noted that the utopia based on the old socialist project as it was built in the Soviet Union and in other countries became its opposite, in dystopia, in state capitalism, with political power exercised in a despotic way by a new type of bourgeoisie (state bourgeoisie or Nomenclature). The proletariat, on behalf of which the socialist revolution was carried out in several countries of the world, did not exercise power and the population did not and does not participate in the decisions of socialist governments. Real socialism ended in most of the countries where it was implemented and there was no popular reaction to fight in its defense and maintain it, which demonstrates the immense frustration of the people for not meeting their expectations.

			Like the Enlightenment and Marxism, Modernity also failed to fulfill its promises. Modernity was born with the 1st Industrial Revolution in England. Since the 1st Industrial Revolution, science and technology have acquired a fundamental importance for human progress, through continuous technological innovations. With Modernity, an attempt was made to use the accumulation of knowledge generated in search of human emancipation and the enrichment of daily life. Modernity is identified with the belief in progress and the ideals of the Enlightenment. With Modernity, it was expected that society would reach the utopia of uninterrupted progress for the benefit of humanity thanks to the development of science and technology. The evolution of Modernity was marked by events that negatively marked society from the 20th century onwards. The main one was undoubtedly the catastrophes of the 1st and 2nd World War. In fact, science and technology contributed to the barbarism of two world wars with the invention of powerful and destructive weapons. Science and technology began to be used on an unprecedented scale for both good and evil. Add to all this the fact that science has lost its value because of disillusionment with the benefits that technology has brought to humanity.

			All this scientific and technological development has culminated in the current era with a worldwide ecological crisis that may result in catastrophic global climate change that may threaten the survival of humanity. In this sense, one can doubt the real benefits brought by scientific and technological progress with the advent of Modernity. Everything just described highlights the prevalence of dystopia over utopia in human history. An example of dystopia is presented in the work The End of progress – How modern economics has failed us, published by John Wiley & Sons in 2011. Graeme Maxton claims that humanity is moving backwards. Humanity is destroying more than building. Each year, the world economy grows by approximately $1.5 trillion. However, each year, humanity devastates the planet at a cost of $4.5 trillion. Humanity is moving in the opposite direction, generating losses greater than the wealth it creates. Maxton claims that humanity has experienced rapid economic growth, but has also created an unstable world. According to Maxton, in many countries, for the first time in centuries, we are facing a drop in life expectancy and the prospect of declining food production and water supply, as well as the depletion of natural resources such as oil.

			Another example of dystopia is presented in John Casti’s work O Colapso de Tudo - Os Eventos Extremos que Podem Destruir a Civilização a Qualquer Momento (The Collapse of Everything - The Extreme Events That Could Destroy Civilization at Any Moment) (Rio: Editora Intrínseca Ltda., 2012). In his work, John Casti argues that our society is becoming so interconnected and complex that collapse is almost inevitable. Casti outlined the scenarios of a widespread and lasting internet outage, the depletion of the global food supply system, a continental electromagnetic pulse that destroys all electronic devices, the collapse of globalization, the destruction of Earth by the creation of exotic particles, the destabilization of the nuclear situation, the end of the global oil supply, a global pandemic, the lack of electricity and clean water, intelligent robots that overcome humanity and global deflation and the collapse of world financial markets. Edgar Morin also presents an example of dystopia in his book Vers l’abîme? (Towards the abyss?) (Paris: Cahiers de L’Herne, 2007). Edgar Morin considers the inevitability of the disaster that threatens humanity in which, according to him, the improbable becomes possible. The title of the book, in the form of a question mark, deals with the certainty of the abyss. Will mankind avoid this disaster or start over from the disaster? Does the world crisis that opens up and amplifies itself lead to disaster or to overcoming? Edgar Morin proves that the world crisis has worsened and the dominant political thought is incapable of formulating a policy of civilization and humanity. The world is at the beginning of chaos, and the only prospect is a metamorphosis, with the emergence of forces of transformation and regeneration.

			Morin states that Modernity created three myths: that of controlling the Universe, that of progress and the conquest of happiness. The enormous development of science, technology, economy, capitalism, has increased invention in an unprecedented way, but also the capacity for destruction. The reason inherited from the Enlightenment imposed the idea of a fully intelligible Universe. Scientific and technical progress has allowed human emancipation as always, but collective death has also become possible as never before. Technological, scientific, medical and social progress manifests itself in the form of destruction of the biosphere, cultural destruction, creation of new inequalities and new servitudes. Morin defends the thesis that world society is not civilized, on the contrary, it is barbaric. Morin asserts that we are facing the collapse of the Enlightenment and its promises.

			What has just been described highlights the imperative need for utopias aimed at building a better world to be realized in all corners of the Earth. There are 12 utopias aiming to construction of a better world, which contribute to the achievement of collective and individual human happiness: 1) The achievement of world peace to eliminate the dystopia of wars in the world and, above all, to avoid the outbreak of the 3rd World War; 2) The construction of democracy in all countries of the world to eliminate the dystopia represented by dictatorships; 3) The prevalence of civilization values in society to eliminate the dystopia represented by barbarism; 4) The construction of democratic socialism in all countries to eliminate the dystopia of wild capitalism dominant in the world; 5) The construction of the social welfare state in all countries of the world to eliminate the growing global economic and social inequalities; 6) The rational use of natural resources in the world to end the devastation of nature; 7) Economic planning in each country and globally to eliminate economic and social chaos at the national and global levels; 8 ) The construction of green and smart cities in all countries to eliminate the dystopia represented by increasingly degraded cities in the vast majority of countries in the world; 9) The use of science and technology for the good of humanity, ending the dystopia represented by science and technology used to produce evil for humanity; 10) The conquest of the immortality of human beings to eliminate the dystopia represented by the inevitability of the death of human beings; 11) The conquest of humanity’s survival in the face of dystopia represented by the threats to its extinction caused by the forces of nature existing on planet Earth and coming from space; and, 12) The conquest of human happiness, individually and collectively, with the success achieved in achieving the 11 previous utopias.

			Each of these 12 planetary utopias and their respective dystopias will be the subject of detailed analysis in the following chapters.

		

	
		
			2. HOW TO MAKE THE UTOPIA OF WORLD PEACE A REALITY TO AVOID THE OUTBREAK OF NEW WARS, ESPECIALLY THE 3RD WORLD WAR

			This chapter represents the continuation of Chapter 1 whose title is How to make planetary utopias come true, aiming at the construction of a better world [1]. This chapter aims to present how to make the first of the utopias considered, that of achieving world peace, become a reality to avoid the proliferation of wars in the world as has occurred throughout history and, above all, to avoid the outbreak of 3rd World War which could lead to the extinction of the human species if the warmongering countries use their nuclear arsenals. This chapter is the first of 12 chapters that address the 12 planetary utopias that need to be realized with a view the  construction of a better world and contribute to the achievement of happiness for human beings, individually and collectively. 

			The history of humanity is, largely, a history of wars [2]. The oldest known historical records already speak of wars and struggles. It is therefore not surprising that now, at the time of the harvest of all the evil deeds generated by humanity, the number of wars and revolutions grows on an unprecedented scale, both in quantity and in intensity. The violence of conflict in our time is unparalleled in history. Twentieth-century wars were “total wars” against combatants and civilians alike. The twentieth century was arguably the most murderous on record, both in the scale, frequency and extent of warfare and also in the sheer number of human catastrophes, it produced, from the greatest famines in history to systematic genocide. All the “mega-deaths” since 1914 amounted to a total of 187 million deaths. Since the end of World War II, the world has known 160 wars in which around 7 million soldiers and 30 million civilians died.

			More people were killed by wars in the 20th century than in all of previous human history combined [2]. After the Second World War, the Cold War began, giving rise to an endless series of localized wars, and so numerous that they ended up being part of our daily lives. From 1945 until the fall of the Soviet Union, the 40 years of the Cold War, about 17 million people died on the planet in armed conflicts and from 1990 to 2003 wars claimed more than 3 million lives. It is estimated that worldwide, in the last ten years, more than 2 million children have died in conflicts and another 4 million have been maimed. The sufferings, horrors and rivers of blood that flow from all these conflicts are due to so-called conventional wars. However, there is always the danger of the outbreak of “unconventional” ones, with the use of chemical, biological and nuclear weapons. Laser, acoustic, eddy (cause shock waves) and microwave handheld weapons are currently in development. Until the advent of the future Third World War, human inventiveness will continue to be predominantly applied to these weapons, always with great success. If the Third World War does indeed occur, there will be no winners or losers among the peoples, who will mutually exterminate each other.

			Wars are still part of our daily lives, as the conflict between Russia and Ukraine [5] demonstrates, which highlights the purpose of the Western powers (United States and European Union), allies of Ukraine, to weaken the geopolitical position of Russia, which seeks to resume the world role previously exercised by the former Soviet Union. The insoluble Palestinian question, which has lasted since the end of World War I when the winning powers contributed to the occupation of Palestine by the Jewish people and facilitated the creation of the State of Israel to the detriment of the Palestinian people, makes the Palestinian and Jewish peoples live in permanent war. The military intervention of the United States and its allies recently in Iraq, Afghanistan, Syria and Libya complete the picture of conflicts in the Middle East [2].

			How to build a new scenario of peace and cooperation between nations and peoples around the world? This is an old challenge and thought by many philosophers as is the case of Immanuel Kant when approaching this theme in his work A Paz Perpétua (Perpetual peace) [4]. In 1795, Kant launched this booklet, which had great success with the educated public of his time. It was a project aimed at establishing perpetual peace among the European peoples, and then spreading it throughout the entire world. It was an illuminist manifesto in favor of permanent understanding between men. Kant’s main objective was to eliminate war, which he always saw as something that hindered humanity’s efforts towards a dignified future for human beings. How to achieve this goal? [2]

			Kant proposes in Perpetual Peace the foundations and principles necessary for a free federation of legally established States which would not adopt the form of a world State, as this would result, in his opinion, in an unlimited absolutism. Kant defended this thesis because there should not be a sovereign power above national states that could interfere in their internal affairs. Kant proposes the existence of a federation of free states in which all have republican constitutions. The ultimate purpose of this federation would be, according to Kant, the promotion of the supreme good, which is true peace between States, putting an end to the disastrous war, to which all States have always turned their efforts throughout history as their main purpose [2].

			Kant sought to end the “international state of nature” that characterized international relations until then. It should be noted that the concept “state of nature” was defined by the philosopher Thomas Hobbes in his work Leviatã (Leviathan) [3]. According to Hobbes, in the “state of nature”, the absence of Law reigns, so there is no room for justice. In this context, everyone seeks to defend their rights through force. In the “state of nature”, therefore, as conceived by Hobbes, the war of all against all reigns. The state of nature is, therefore, the state of freedom without external law, that is, no one can be obliged to respect the rights of others, nor can he be sure that others will respect his own, and much less can he be protected against acts of violence by others. In practice, even after the Peace of Westphalia signed in 1648 that put an end to the disastrous Thirty Years’ War in Europe, the international relations of Kant’s time did not fundamentally differ from the current ones. Today, as then, we are experiencing the “international state of nature” with the resurgence of international political violence [2].

			Clausewitz’s formula [7], war as a continuation of politics by other means, is currently replaced by the inverse formula: politics becomes the continuation of war by other means. Historically, peace between nations has occurred in the following situations: domination by an empire, balance between great powers, and hegemony exercised by a great power [2]. The empire happens when an imperial State holds the monopoly of violence causing the other powers, especially the subaltern ones, to lose their autonomy and disappear as centers of political decision. The state of equilibrium occurs when no great power prevails over the others. The hegemony of a power happens when there is acceptance of its leadership by other nations.

			The best examples of empire are those exercised by the Roman Empire (27 BC to 476 AD) and by England from 1815 to the end of the 19th century across the world after defeating Napoleon’s army at Waterloo. Until the outbreak of World War I England was the dominant empire in the world. Dissatisfied with this situation, Germany entered into confrontation with England and France for the redivision of the world. With the end of the 1st World War in 1918, the United States ascended to the status of the dominant economic power on the planet without, however, placing itself as the greatest military power that only happened after the 2nd World War alongside the Soviet Union. A situation of balance between two great superpowers occurred in the 20th century, after the 2nd World War, from 1945 to 1989, between the United States and the Soviet Union. The end of the bipolar world with the collapse of the Soviet Union in 1989 materialized the situation of hegemony exercised by the United States in the world, which is currently threatened by its economic weakening and by the economic and military rise of China, which has stood out in the global geopolitical scenario due to its great political, military and economic influence in the Asian and international scenario thanks to the great extension of its territory (it occupies the third place in territorial dimension on the planet), a very high number of inhabitants (about 1.3 billion, the second most populous in the world) and the dynamism of its economy (it is currently the economy with the highest growth rates in the entire planet). The unipolar moment of post-Berlin Wall unchallenged US hegemony is already ending [2].

			Peace is defined as the absence of war. The domination exercised by the British Empire did not prevent the outbreak of the 1st World War, as well as the wars of national liberation of the peoples of the nations submitted to its domain. It is important to note that the absence of war is not related to the approximate equality of forces that reigns among the great powers preventing any one of them and any coalition of these units from imposing their will. The situation of approximate equality of forces between the great powers before the outbreak of the 1st and 2nd World War is proof that this situation did not prevent the outbreak of these conflicts. The situation of approximate equality of forces between the United States and the Soviet Union after the 2nd World War did not prevent the proliferation of wars in the world, such as, for example, that of Vietnam. The hegemony exercised by the United States after the end of the Soviet Union was unable to prevent the outbreak of wars such as those in Iraq, Afghanistan and Ukraine. In order to permanently remove new risks of a new world war and for perpetual peace to materialize on our planet, it would be necessary to reform the current international system, which is incapable of guaranteeing world peace. Actions to achieve world peace were the object of the Concert of Nations in 1815, the League of Nations in 1920 and the United Nations (UN) in 1945, which were in vain because the great powers did not give up imposing their will on the world stage. The UN, which was constituted after the 2nd World War, has been as inoperative as the League of Nations in the mediation of international conflicts that preceded it between the two Great Wars.

			Faced with the impossibility of an imperial State, balanced powers and a hegemonic power and the failure of the League of Nations and the United Nations (UN) to achieve world peace, the time has come for humanity to equip itself, as urgently as possible, with instruments capable of promoting the construction of world peace and exercising control of its destiny. To achieve these objectives, it is urgent to implement a democratic World Government that constitutes the only means of survival for the human species. In order to permanently remove new risks of a new world war and for perpetual peace to materialize on our planet, it would be necessary to reform the current international system, which is incapable of guaranteeing world peace [2][5][6]. The new international system should function on the basis of a Planetary Social Contract. The Planetary Social Contract would be the Constitution of the peoples of planet Earth. For the preparation of the Planetary Social Contract, there should be a convening of a Constituent World Assembly with the participation of representatives of all the countries of the world elected for this purpose. The Planetary Social Contract should establish the existence of a World Government.

			The preservation of peace should be the first mission of every new form of World Government [2][5][6]. Its objective would be to defend the general interests of the planet, making it compatible with the interests of each nation. For this to happen, there must be a democratic governance of the world with a world government elected by all countries in the world. Its role would be to build the governance of the global economy and environment and the maintenance of world peace. Through it, the defense of the general interests of all the countries of the planet in terms of international relations would be pursued. A democratic World Government would ensure that the sovereignty of each country is respected because it would act to prevent any country from intervening in the internal affairs of others, especially with military interventions. Contrary to what many people think, the existence of a world government would not be a threat to national sovereignty, on the contrary, it would guarantee that no country would intervene in the internal affairs of other countries.

			In addition to the World Government and the World Parliament, the World Supreme Court should also be constituted, which should be composed of high-level jurists from the world chosen by the World Parliament, who would act for a determined time. The World Supreme Court should judge cases involving disputes between countries, crimes against humanity and against nature committed by national States and by rulers in the light of the Planetary Social Contract, judge conflicts that exist between the World Government and the World Parliament and act as guardian of the Planetary Social Contract. The new rule of international law would be enforced by the three constituted powers: World Government, World Parliament, and World Supreme Court. World power would rest with the World Government, the World Parliament and the World Supreme Court. The World Government will not have its own Armed Forces, having to rely on the support of the Armed Forces of the countries that would be summoned when necessary. With this proposed configuration for the democratic governance of the international system, no country would be a vassal, therefore, of the world government.

			The World Government would only act to make the international system evolve in an environment of peace among nations [2][5][6]. Each country must be sovereign to act within the limits of its territory and not to intervene in the internal affairs of other countries. What would not be accepted is any country intervening in the internal affairs of other countries, especially with the use of force, as has happened throughout history. The World Government would guarantee respect for the sovereignty of the countries of the world, especially the weakest ones. The absence of a World Government is what would pose a threat to the national sovereignty of most countries because they would be at the mercy of the strongest, as has been the case throughout history. If any country compromises the peaceful environment between nations, intervening in the internal affairs of another country, the World Government would act to prevent the aggressor from consummating its purposes through diplomatic action or, in case of failure, even with the use of force. To this end, the world government would summon the armed forces of certain countries to fulfill the role of preventing any country from intervening in another using force.

			To ensure democratic practice and governance on planet Earth, world power should be exercised by the world Parliament which, in addition to electing the President of the World Government, should prepare and approve international laws based on the Planetary Social Contract [2][5][6]. The World Parliament should be composed of a determined and equal number of representatives from each country democratically elected for this purpose. The President of the World Government will only exercise the command of the World Government as long as he has the support of the majority of the World Parliament. If, by majority of the World Parliament, there is a need to replace the President of the World Government this must be done. The World Government must have an organizational structure that is capable of dealing with international relations, the military issue, the global economy, the global environment, education, health, infrastructure, science and technology, among others, to dialogue with the World Parliament and the countries that are part of the international system.

			Parliamentarians should elect the board of directors of the World Parliament that would have an appropriate organizational structure. The World Supreme Court should be composed of high level jurists from the world chosen by the world Parliament who would act for a determined time and who would elect the President of the Court to serve a determined term. The World Supreme Court should judge cases involving disputes between countries, crimes against humanity and against nature committed by national States and by rulers in the light of the Planetary Social Contract, judge conflicts that exist between the World Government and the World Parliament and act as guardian of the Planetary Social Contract. The World Government will not have its own Armed Forces, having to count on the support of the Armed Forces of the countries that would be summoned when necessary.

			Therefore, with this system the World Parliament would successfully legislate through a democratic process. The new rule of international law would be enforced by the three constituted powers: World Government, World Parliament, and World Supreme Court. World power would rest in the World Government, the World Parliament and the World Supreme Court. In case of need to use coercion against countries violating international law, the President of the World Government would use the Armed Forces of certain countries that would be summoned when necessary. World power would neither corrupt nor be corrupted because there would be vigilance from all the powers that be. World Government, World Parliament and World Supreme Court would act as checks and balances aimed at the efficiency and effectiveness of the international system.

			In order to make global governance viable, it is necessary that, in the beginning, there is a powerful world movement in defense of world peace through a World Forum for Peace and the Progress of Humanity to be constituted by civil society organizations and governments of all countries of the world. In this Forum, the objectives and strategies for the constitution of a World Government, a World Parliament and a World Supreme Court should be discussed and established, with a view to sensitizing the world population and national governments in order to make a world of peace and progress for all humanity a reality. This would be the path that would make it possible to turn the utopia of world government into reality. Without the constitution of a democratic World Government, the scenario that unfolds for the future of humanity will be one of economic, political and social disorder, of war of all against all, and the extinction of the human species with the use of nuclear weapons by countries contending for world power.
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			3. HOW TO MAKE THE UTOPIA OF THE CONSTRUCTION OF FULL DEMOCRACY IN ALL COUNTRIES OF THE WORLD

			This chapter represents the continuation of Chapter 1 whose title is How to make planetary utopias come true, aiming at the construction of a better world [1]. This chapter is the second of 12 chapters that address the 12 planetary utopias that need to be realized with a view the  construction of a better world and contribute to the achievement of happiness for human beings, individually and collectively. This chapter aims to present the second of the 12 utopias considered related to construction of the utopia of full democracy in all countries to eliminate the dystopia represented by dictatorships and false democracies that proliferate around the world.

			Democracy is a political regime in which sovereignty is exercised by the people. Citizens are the holders of power and entrust part of that power to their representatives so that they can organize society for their benefit. Democracy is a political regime in which all citizens participate directly or through elected representatives in the proposal, development and creation of laws, exercising the power of governance through universal suffrage. The opposite of Democracy is Dictatorship which is a governmental regime in which all the powers of the State are concentrated in an individual, a group or a party. The dictator admits no opposition to his actions and ideas, and has a large part of the decision-making power. It is an anti-democratic regime in which there is no participation of the population.

			There are some generally accepted elements of what would make a truly democratic society: 1) provide guaranteed security for all citizens who must not fear loss of their lives or have physical harm; 2) provide the highest possible quality of medical care for all members of society; 3) grant access to food and water to all citizens so that no one goes hungry or thirsty; 4) provide basic housing conditions for all citizens; 5) have a democratic legislative system whose laws are established to preserve the welfare of the population; 6) provide an educational system that guarantees equal access to high-level education for all people in order to make its population highly educated; 7) promote economic and social development whose fruits are shared by the entire population; 8) defend the environment; 9) ensure for the population freedom of thought, belief, religion, affiliation and expression; and, 10) ensure for the population the right to participate in government decisions through plebiscite or referendum.

			The article Quais são os países mais democráticos do mundo? (What are the most democratic countries in the world?) [2] reports that the Democracy Index is an indicator that measures democratic countries today, considering its degree in 167 countries. The Democracy Index in 2022 is a material published every year by The Economist Intelligence Unit, a research and analysis company of the Economist Group, also responsible for publishing the magazine with the same name. In the most recent result of the Democracy Index, the largest democracies in the world are, in order, the following: 1) Norway; 2) New Zealand; 3) Iceland; 4) Sweden; 5) Finland; 6) Denmark; 7) Switzerland; 8) Ireland; 9) Netherlands; and, 10) Taiwan.

			The criteria used in this evaluation involve the quality of the electoral process, the degree of pluralism, the government’s efficiency, the level of political participation of the population, the political culture and the guarantee of civil liberties. The concept of full democracy is used by the Democracy Index of The Economist magazine to classify the democratic countries that have the best conditions of this system. Countries that are considered full democracies by the index must meet five criteria:

			•have a free and fair electoral process and pluralism;

			•have an effective functioning of government;

			•have a high political participation of citizens;

			•have a democratic political culture;

			•have civil liberties guaranteed.

			The Democracy Index assigns a score from 0 to 10 for each criterion, and the average of the five scores results in the country’s final score. Countries that score 8 or more are classified as full democracies.

			Norway is the most democratic country in the world according to the index with a score of 9.81 out of 10 leading the ranking for the tenth consecutive year. Norway stands out for its high political participation, freedom of expression and press, respect for human rights and government transparency. New Zealand is in second place with a score of 9.26. New Zealand is praised for its effective management of the covid-19 pandemic, which has strengthened public confidence in institutions and Prime Minister Jacinda Ardern’s leadership. Iceland is in third place in the ranking because it obtained a score of 9.25. Iceland is renowned for its gender equality, political diversity and civic culture. Sweden is fourth among the top democratic countries with a score of 9.24. Its focus is on democratic stability, a fair and pluralist electoral system, freedom of the press and active civil society. Finland has a score of 9.20, ranking fifth. Finland is admired for its quality education, welfare state, low corruption and high level of trust in institutions.

			Denmark scores 9.11, making it sixth on the index. Its participatory democracy, freedom of expression and association, protection of minority rights and government efficiency are key highlights. Switzerland is ranked seventh with a score of 9.03. Switzerland is known for its decentralized political system, which allows for broad popular participation through referendums and popular initiatives. Ireland has a score of 8.96 ranking eighth on the index. Ireland stands out for its inclusive political culture, which has allowed advances in issues such as same-sex marriage and also legalized abortion. The Netherlands, or Holland, is the country that occupies the ninth place in the ranking with a score of 8.92 that stands out for its political and cultural diversity, freedom of the press and religion, respect for the rule of law and the environment. Taiwan ranks tenth among the top democratic countries, with a score of 8.82 out of 10. Taiwan is recognized for its upholding of democracy and human rights. Brazil occupies the 51st position in the ranking of the most democratic countries.

			According to the 2022 index, almost half of the world’s population lives in some form of democracy (45.3%). Only 8% reside in a “full democracy”. It appears, therefore, that 92% of the countries in the world do not exercise full democracy.

			Representative democracy shows clear signs of exhaustion in several countries around the world, not only due to corruption scandals in the powers of the Republic but, above all, by discouraging popular participation, reducing political activity to electoral processes that are periodically repeated in which the people elect their representatives who, with few exceptions, after elections start to defend the interests of economic groups in opposition to the interests of those who elected them. What is promised in an electoral campaign is, with rare exceptions, abandoned by the leaders of the executive power and by parliamentarians after occupying their elected positions. From this moment on, other interests that do not correspond to those of the voters will prevail.

			In practice, everything works as if the people offered each executive power leader and each parliamentarian a blank check to do whatever they wanted after occupying their elected positions. What can be seen, in fact, is the existence in the Executive power and in Parliament in the vast majority of countries in the world of a group of elected representatives without social control and increasingly distant from the demands of citizens. The absence of social control by those elected and the disengagement of those elected with campaign promises only tend to reinforce the idea of the inexistence of substantial differences between political parties that have become mere electoral registries and to increase frustration with representative democracy and the political institutions.

			Democracy is not one-man government. Democracy is also not government by a group, be it a social class or a caste. Democracy can only be government by the people, as the people are really the ones who should govern the government, although they do so indirectly through representatives chosen through voting. This is the essence of representative democracy. The first condition for democracy to exist is popular election, the choice of rulers and their representatives by the people. Elections, however, are not enough to characterize democracy. Democracy does not end with elections. There is no democracy without elections, but there is elections without democracy.

			In order to avoid elections without democracy, it is necessary that the rulers, after being elected, always act according to the wishes, aspirations and interests of the people who elected them and not the financers of their campaigns, as currently occurs in several countries around the world. During their mandates, those elected should always act in consonance with public opinion. There can be no democracy in opposition to public opinion. When there is no such consonance, the people do not govern, although they elect their rulers. This is the situation experienced by many societies around the world. In the vast majority of so-called democratic countries, there is no democracy. There is an elective dictatorship. There is no government of the people, there is constitutional autocracy led by the President of the Republic, by State Governors and Municipal Mayors who do what they want in the exercise of power without taking into account the wishes of the population.

			The word democracy, of Greek origin, means, by etymology, demos –people and kratein – to govern, that is, government of the people. It was the historian Herodotus who used the term democracy for the first time in the fifth century before Christ. In ancient Greece there was direct democracy in which the citizens themselves made political decisions in the Greek city-states. The Greek model of democracy was called pure democracy, as it consisted of a society, with a small number of citizens, who met and administered the government directly. Due to the complexity of modern society, another form of political organization has become a requirement, that of indirect democracy, also called representative democracy, which means that people are elected, by vote, to “represent” a people, a population, a certain group , community etc.

			A true representative democracy is one in which the elected official defends the interests of the population that elected him and systematically reports his mandate to his party and the electorate. The parties and the electorate should have powers to revoke the mandate of the elected in case of non-compliance with the party program and its electoral promises and for bad behavior. Furthermore, crucial and fundamental decisions in the interests of the population should be taken directly by the people through a plebiscite and/or referendum and not exclusively by the executive power or by parliament.

			In order to eliminate the distortions of representative democracy in the world, it is essential to institutionalize participatory democracy with the use of plebiscites or referendums, as already happens in several European countries, particularly in Switzerland and in several countries in Scandinavia, considered the ideal model of the exercise of political power based on public debate between rulers and free citizens in equal conditions of participation. Plebiscite and referendum are consultations with the people to decide on matters of relevance to the nation in questions of a constitutional, legislative or administrative nature. The main distinction between them is that the plebiscite is called prior to the creation of the legislative or administrative act that deals with the subject in question, and the referendum is called later, leaving the people to ratify or reject the proposal. In Brazil, both are provided for in art. 14 of the Federal Constitution and regulated by Law No. 9,709, of November 18, 1998. Participation must be understood, therefore, as a necessity due to man living and living together with others, in an attempt to overcome the difficulties that may arise everyday. To participate means to become a part, to feel included, it is to exercise the right to citizenship (to have time and voice).

			The failure of representative democracy as it is practiced in several countries around the world is paving the way for its own end, constituting fertile ground for the advent of exceptional regimes or dictatorships in the face of the frustration of the majority of the population that realizes every day that it participates in a decoy by electing false representatives. This dissatisfaction with representative democracy is already manifested in each election in the growth of null and blank votes, as well as in protests on social networks. In order to construct full democracy in the vast majority of countries in the world, it is necessary to convene a National Constituent Assembly in each country with the purpose of institutionalizing full participatory democracy so that the people approve or reject the decisions that are taken by the powers of the Republic through plebiscite or referendum, among other measures.

			The construction of the utopia of full democracy in the vast majority of countries in the world is also imposed in the face of the advance of neo-fascism in the world. In the same way that fascism and Nazism were implanted, respectively, in Italy and Germany, during the 1920s and 1930s of the 20th century, neo-fascism seeks to destroy democracy in order to implant a strong, dictatorial State, whose authority would be imposed through the violence, repression and political propaganda. Fascists and Nazis came to power, respectively, in Italy and Germany through legal means, democratically, to later destroy democracy. Like fascism and Nazism, neo-fascism emerged, in the contemporary era, with emotional, irrational claims based on manly promises of renewal of national vigor. The Armed Forces and the police did not oppose fascist violence in Mussolini’s Italy or Nazi violence in Hitler’s Germany. The Armed Forces and the police also placed themselves at the service of fascism in Italy and Nazism in Germany. History shows that republican institutions were not always a barrier to fascism. This almost happened in Brazil with the Bolsonaro government.

			Democracy needs to be strengthened in the vast majority of countries in the world in the face of concrete threats to its existence from extreme right-wing political forces. The failure of representative democracy in the vast majority of countries in the world is contributing to the worsening of political problems by paving the way for its own end, constituting fertile ground for the advent of regimes of exception in the face of the frustration of the majority of the population that perceives the every day it participates in a decoy by electing false representatives. All this explains the fact that since 2013 there has been a great social mobilization in Brazil, which began with a wave of protests in São Paulo and spread to several Brazilian cities, mobilizing thousands of people to fight for the construction of a new political, economic and social order in place of the prevailing political, economic and social order based on the 1988 Constitution. This is how neo-fascist far-right political groups emerged that seek to purify Brazilian society with the implementation of a dictatorship to rid Brazil of the toxic influences of political parties and left-wing political leaders and their allies, whom they consider to be responsible for the ills in which the Brazilian nation lives.

			The implantation of a full democracy depends on the mobilization of civil society, because only with a change in the balance of forces in society it is possible to oppose the interests of the majority of the population to the repressive and corporative logic of the state apparatus currently dominated by a minority. The space for elections, the only achievement that seems to have been left over from the intense mobilizations for the democratization of the State in several countries around the world, shows its limits when it becomes dissociated from social mobilization and the possibility of controlling the elected representatives.

			To avoid the end of the current democratic system in Brazil and in other countries of the world, it is not enough to trust in republican institutions that can suffer changes contrary to the interests of the great majority of the population through bills and amendments to the Constitution by opposing political forces of the democratic system. To prevent this from happening, it is necessary that a broad democratic and anti-fascist front be constituted in Parliament and in Civil Society to defend full democracy and fight against the acts of the political forces of opposition to the democratic system that are contrary to the interests of the great majority of the population and democracy in each country. In countries where dictatorships exist, a broad front must be formed to fight for their overthrow and for the implementation of full representative democracy.
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
