Agenda  21

    Conference  on Environment and Development in Rio de Janeiro, serves as an
    important  precursor to the Great Reset. It outlined a global action plan
    that emphasized  the need for sustainable development and the integration of
    environmental  issues into social and economic policies. However, the
    implementation of Agenda  21 also faced criticism, with many arguing that
    its guidelines could lead to a  form of social and economic control that
    limits private property and individual  autonomy.



    



    



    



    



What is the Great Reset



    The concept of the "Great Reset"  emerged as a response to the COVID-19
    pandemic in June 2020 in Davos,  Switzerland. The COVID-19
    pandemic has raised discussions about the need to  restructure economies,
    social systems, and international interactions.



    Klaus Schwab, founder and executive of the World  Economic Forum, has
    announced a new world order:



    "All countries, from the United States to  China, must participate, and all
    sectors, as well as oil and gas technology,  must be transformed." "In
    short, we need to do 'The Great Reset' of  capitalism." "The pandemic
    represents a rare window of opportunity to  reflect, rethink, and reset the
    world."



    The idea that global elites, including  financial institutions, governments
    and non-governmental organizations, can  take advantage of these crises to
    implement significant and, in many cases,  controversial changes is central
    to the narrative of the Great Reset.



    Historically, the notion that crises can be  used to promote specific
    agendas is not new. Over the years, wars, financial  crises and natural
    disasters have been used as a pretext for political and  social change.
    The concept of "world  order" dates back to periods when nations and leaders
    sought to establish  a new balance of power after disruptive events.



    The Treaty of Westphalia, which ended the  Thirty Years' War in Europe in
    1648, is a classic example of how the powers of  the time redefined their
    borders and relations in a new context of peace.



    Nowadays, the World Economic Forum (WEF) has  positioned itself as one of
    the main proponents of the idea of the Great Reset.                       In
    its discussions and publications,  it argues that the pandemic has revealed
    the failings of existing economic and  social systems, suggesting that a
    radical transformation is needed to build a  more sustainable and inclusive
    future. This vision, however, also raises  concerns about the centralization
    of power and the potential erosion of  individual freedoms as elites seek to
    shape the new world rising from the ashes  of the crisis.



    



Private  Property



    One of the most controversial points of the  Great Reset is the idea of
    ending private property. In a world where economic  inequality is
    increasingly evident, the proposal to redefine property and  ownership
    rights seems attractive to some.



    The elimination of private property, however,  raises profound questions
    about individual freedom and economic motivation.            The removal of
    property could lead  to a society where dependence on the state increases
    and the autonomy of the  citizen is severely restricted.



    



Forced  Urbanization



    Forced urbanization and birth limitation are  other facets of the Great
    Reset that have sparked intense debate. The idea that  urban populations are
    easier to control than rural ones (particularly if we  think of "Smart
    Cities"), has led to policies that encourage  migration to cities. At the
    same time, limiting births, often justified by  environmental and resource
    concerns, is seen by many as a violation of human  rights.



    Therefore, the manipulation of crises, such as pandemics  and natural
    disasters, is seen as a strategy to justify interventions that  would
    otherwise be unacceptable.



    



New  World Order



    This dichotomy between the need to act in the  face of global crises and the
    methods proposed to implement change is crucial in  the discussion about the
    Great Reset. While some see the need for a New World  Order
    as an opportunity to improve living conditions and guarantee a  sustainable
    future, others warn of the risks of excessive control and  governance
    imposed by elites far removed from the reality of ordinary citizens.



    Moreover, the narrative of the Great Reset is  not limited to an economic or
    social analysis; it also covers cultural and  psychological issues.
    Predictive programming, in which films and series seem to  anticipate future
    events, suggests there is a conscious effort to shape public  perception of
    what is acceptable or desirable in a new world. This manipulation  of the
    collective unconscious is considered a powerful tool in the hands of the
    elites, who can use the media to prepare the population for changes that
    would  otherwise be rejected or opposed.



    



Economic  crises



    A good book on the subject is "The Great  Taking", written by David Webb.
    David thoroughly analyzed documents from  the Bank of International
    Settlements (BIS), the Federal Reserve, and other  financial sources.



    This Great Harvest has been secretly planned  for decades. The first step is
    to seize the debts of all continents, families,  companies, corporations,
    central, regional, and local governments, everything  and everyone.



    The big harvest, above all, is the capture of  collateral from all the
    world's loans by the world's main creditor institutions.  The endgame of
    this globally synchronous cycle of debt accumulation.



    All financial assets, cash, stocks and bonds,  as well as the intellectual
    property of all public corporations, including  stocks of goods, factories
    and equipment, land, minerals, inventions and  intellectual property.
    Debt-financed personal property and real estate will  also be affected, as
    will the assets of debt-financed personal property  companies.



    This logic has long been used in the banking  sector, but few people know
    about it. The bank is not the "trustee"  of a client, i.e., the depositors
    do not own the money deposited with the bank  but are its creditors. In the
    event of insolvency, there are two rescue  solutions: the so-called bailout
    or the bail-in, in which part of the depositors'  money is taken to save the
    bank. The first solution (bailout) was adopted in  Greece at the time of the
    IMF and ECB Troika. The second option (bail-in) was  adopted in Cyprus
    shortly afterwards (few in the EU cared, as most of the  depositors were
    Russian tycoons).



    What is the purpose? The Great Reset is in  progress, with extraordinary
    innovations in the concentration of wealth and  power over the whole of
    humanity through deprivation. With each collapse of  financial bubbles, the
    process advances a little further. Their goal is to  reset the financial
    system so that they can provide credit again, but under  controlled
    conditions.



    Great Reset suggests a transfer of authority  from sovereign nations to
    supranational institutions. This raises questions  about the sovereignty of
    countries and the possibility that decisions affecting  citizens' lives will
    be made by a small group of unelected individuals  operating in the shadows.

In many
    cases, the measures have been adopted without adequate  public debate,
    reflecting how elites can influence and control the narrative.

    History has shown us that opportunities for  transformation often come with
    significant risks. True freedom can lie in  questioning not only what is
    proposed as a "solution", but also who  is making these proposals and what
    their underlying interests are.



    In addition to the big laboratories (Pfizer,  AstraZeneca, GSK, and others)
    that have made billions, other corporations have  made big profits during
    the pandemic.



    Social isolation also contributed to the  increase in online orders (online
    sales platforms made millions). Netflix and  other platforms have made
    millions from the streaming of movies and series.



    During the pandemic, the wealth of the richest  reached new levels.



    Gains in technology stocks and the health  sector have pushed billionaires'
    profits above 8.5 billion euros, according to  a report by UBS and PwC.
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
