    The LC-60LE635E from Sharp promises lots of image quality for your money. We took the 60-inch TV into our laboratory and put it to the test.
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    Believe it or not: a screen size of a meter and a half! Just because of the pure size of the TV screen, you’ll definitely have true movie theatre feeling right into your living room; when watching sport events, you almost feel like being at public viewing or live inside the stadium.

    Features

    The specifications of the LC-60LE635 are really impressive: Although the 60-inch device confines itself to the classical two-dimensional image reproduction with full HD resolution (1,920x1,080 pixel), it has an HD-enabled triple tuner for cable, satellite and antenna for TV (and digital radio). Furthermore, it features network connectivity via LAN or WiFi. For wireless network and Internet access, the Sharp has its own USB dongle with a connection on the back of the TV. The LC-60LE635E has three USB interfaces in total, four HDMI inputs and a good basic equipment with analog inputs, such as Scart and YUV. It can send digital multichannel sound to a home theatre system via an optical S/PDIF output or by using the audio return channel (ARC) of the HDMI-1 socket.
