It was written by Vera Lúcia Marques with the intrepid purpose of making hearts and minds pay attention to the perfect and eternal things, stopping focusing on the temporal, earthly, useless and disposable ones.

			You are probably wondering: “Who is Vera Lucia?”

			As a friend and sister in Jesus Christ, I present her as a daughter of God, a physician, and a servant of the Lord on high.

			In the very first chapter, you will have an encounter with two pieces of evidence: the first one shows that eternity is what really matters; the second one shows that humanity walks in the opposite direction, when it seeks longevity anchored in the fear of death and in the lack of knowledge of what will come afterwards.

			Expounding this axiom constitutes the central theme of this book. To this end, Vera describes in detail her personal testimony with the supernatural power of God in the year 2012.

			That year had a special feature. It was marked by the collective fear that many groups of people experienced, as they were expecting, based on Mayan prophecies, for the “end of the world”.

			2020 was exceedingly worse. All humanity suffered from the COVID-19 Pandemic, and the deaths around the world led to a widespread terror, forcing humanity to paralyze its activities and isolate itself as a means of protection against the virus.

			Amid this chaotic scenario, Vera postponed her plans to retire and signed up to work on the frontline against COVID-19, in a poor community with families of infected people.

Bewildered and unstructured people within their own homes who did not know how to deal with those who were sick, nor how to cope with the fear of death. The outcome was the worst possible: accusations, segregation, and sometimes even persecution.

			In this context, where the vaccine was not yet available and the medical advice was basically the use of face mask, hand sanitizer, and isolation, Vera saw an opportunity to proclaim the love of God far beyond the Medicine and used the Word to bring peace to hearts in panic.

			The same timeless Peace that marked her testimony of living the Supernatural of God in 2012, the inspiring source of this book.

			All this supernatural moving is described in chapter four, and you will certainly be impacted by the question made by the Holy Spirit of God: “Who shall go into prisons?”

			Dear reader, this is pure challenge, because her first visit was to the Judicial Asylum, an institution for prisoners convicted of murders, rapes etc. She had the mission to speak of God’s love to those men with her heart full of compassion, free from judgement, regardless their past.

After being freed, he was sent to the streets of Decapolis to proclaim God’s Mercy and Love.

			And what happened to the men (with names) imprisoned in the Judicial Asylum that the Lord sent to visit?

			You will find out as you read and decipher the enigma that described in chapters four to six. This discovery will further help you expand your consciousness with the wise teachings of the book of Proverbs. It will also help you guard yourself against bad influences and covenants that lead to spiritual death, as well as warn you against the dangers and consequences of hating your neighbor.

			Shrouded in these teachings, you will get to the core of the book, which answers the question:
