What is Parenting?


Parenting is one of the most important and challenging tasks we have as parents or caregivers. It’s not just about setting rules or demanding obedience. Rather, parenting means lovingly and respectfully guiding the child, showing them the world, and helping them find their place in our society. It is important to give the child a sense of security and to respond to their individual needs.


A large part of parenting is the attitude we take towards life and the child. This attitude influences how the child sees the world. If we as parents are open, curious, and positive, the child is likely to adopt these traits. Children closely observe how we behave and what we do. If we approach challenges optimistically, the child learns that problems are solvable. Conversely, if we see only problems and limitations in everything and often express negativity, this will influence the child to perceive the world similarly.


Parenting also means teaching the child fundamental values and norms that are important for a good coexistence. These values are conveyed not only through words but especially through our own behavior. Respectful treatment of other people, animals, and the environment is very important. Children should learn that it is important to be respectful and to show empathy. For example, they should understand that animals should not be harmed or killed and that it is important to protect nature.


A crucial aspect of parenting is understanding discipline. Discipline does not mean strict control or harshness but helping children develop self-control and a sense of responsibility. It’s about teaching them that actions have consequences and encouraging them to make positive choices. Specifically, this means setting clear and understandable rules and consistently ensuring they are followed.
