In the following I offer you a colorful portfolio of hikes including my impressions, which are located in the area of the Iseltal and Gschlösstal - mainly from the hiking village Prägraten am Grossvenediger - up to altitudes of a maximum of 3000 hm.


	Based on my experience, I had decided to climb the high mountains alone, but only including the red-marked paths.


	In my opinion, paths marked in black should only be climbed with prior climbing training or a mountain guide.

	Here we go:
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From Ströden parking lot


	Carriage ride or walk to the Islitzer Alm, excursion destination Umbalfälle


	Carriage ride: approx. 15-20 minutes


	Walk: approx. 30-45 minutes


	The carriages alternate between Ströden and Islitzer Alm parking lots; stand behind the parking lot by the river; you can hop on spontaneously:


	Ride a KUTSCHE - be part of it!

From Ströden parking lot


	Hike no. 1


	Through the Maurertal to the Essener-Rostocker-Hütte / E-R-H


	Walking time to the hut: approx. 3 hours


	Possible stages (black):


	Alpenkönigroute to the Clarahütte with the Venediger mountain guides: 6-7 h


	Afterwards, you can spend the night in the Clarahütte; alternatively, a 2-hour descent via the Umbalfälle to Ströden.

	Tours: Summer tours: Alpenkönigroute


	Possible stages (red):


	From E-R-H to Lake Simony - 45-60 min


	Overnight stay in the hut recommended


	From E-R-H via the Türmljoch to the Johannishütte - 4-5 h


	Danger points:


	Between Stoanalm and Essener-Rostocker-Hütte, annual mudslides above the Stoanalm.


	Recommendation:


	Climb the newly marked hiking trail quickly and attentively, avoiding snack times and [image: image00007.jpg]photographs.

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	Lake Simonysee in June 2023 on the way
 towards Rostocker Eck
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	Fork in the road towards Türmljoch
 not far above the hut
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	On the way to the Türmljoch
 Magnificent view - as far as the eye can see

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	Descent to Johannishütte - view towards Defreggerhaus
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	Johannishütte in the Valley Dorfertal
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	Arrival Johannishütte - View from left to right to the summits


	Grossvenediger, Hohes Aderl, Rainer Horn


	A 2.5-hour descent along the road as well as on a red-marked hiking trail via the cross Gumbacher Kreuz takes you back to Ströden parking lot.
