Minecraft and the crafting-recipes

			Since 2011, the game Minecraft has been conquering the hearts of young and older players on computers, tablets and game consoles. You can build and construct to the heart’s content. However, in the survival mode of the game, you first have to gather and create the necessary materials through crafting. The player has a 2x2 crafting grid in his inventory, enabling him to create simple things. In order to create more complex things, you need a crafting table, which places a 3x3 crafting grid at your disposal. 

			This manual will familiarise you with the most important recipes for crafting on the computer, that have been valid since version 1.8. Game consoles have a slightly changed crafting menu. Many recipes for an item are constructed in the same way and are therefore only specified once. For instance, a sword is always made out of a stick and 2x a material like stone or iron. Respectively, a stone or iron sword is created. For most recipes the correct order of the items is important. If there is space, recipes can be shifted inside rows or columns (e.g. the crafting grid) and accordingly placed laterally reversed. Only the order has to remain the same! 

			
Cheats and Item ID

			If cheats were activated at the beginning of the game, the necessary materials can also be provided through console commands. However for this you need the ID of the desired object. In older versions this was a number or text. Since version 1.8, only the text version works and is indicated in green writing underneath the recipes. Thus, the ID for an item is always the name of an item. In order to use the cheat, open the console/ chat feature (with the primary key T) and type the cheat. 
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
