My reluctance to attend a church programme a friend had invited me to could be seen in my sluggishness as I dragged my feet to meet him. It had been a hectic day, and I would have preferred to take a break, but it was more difficult to turn down the invitation because I had committed myself with my words to attend the programme. At that instant, the passing of time seemed like my only salvation from my dilemma. Patiently and seemingly unperturbed by the lateness I had caused him, my friend, who was determined to take me with him, had the last smile as we finally approached the venue for the meeting. 

I had barely sat in the programme for five minutes when my countenance brightened. This was not a regular church programme. It was an interactive non-denominational Bible studies programme where members of the audience were also given an opportunity to take to the pulpit for a few minutes, preach the gospel from a designated portion of the Bible and be corrected where necessary. It was a place where believers could put aside doctrinal differences and look into the Bible for their souls’ salvation and nothing more. More so, it was a training ground where people could gain the needed knowledge and confidence to carry out the great commission of taking the gospel to the ends of the earth. The atmosphere was exhilarating, and in the spur of the moment, I raised my hand, indicating that I would like to contribute to the day’s discourse. The pause and stare from the crowd gave me a hunch that I had done something unusual, but it didn’t matter because the moderator gave me an opportunity to preach for a few minutes. At the end of my message, he said with a smile, “that was a good message, but you would have to come earlier if you would like to share next time because we select those who would share for the day at the beginning of the programme.” The moderator, who was also the organiser, was Mr Nsikan Johnny, the author of this book, and that programme is where our paths crossed. Twelve years down the line and in a divine twist of fate, we have grown from being strangers to brothers in the ministry, and all this while, Mr Nsikan Johnny has not stopped employing ingenious ways to enhance Bible studies and Bible teaching. 

One of the struggles many Christians face in the study of the Bible is the ability to notice specific necessary information in each chapter and verse of the scripture. Some believers limit themselves to selected parts of the Bible; they fail to cultivate a taste for the Bible’s complete content. The reason for this problem could be a lack of proper Bible study methods or a lack of motivation. Others who are motivated or are passionate about studying the Bible may lose track of the many characters, places, or symbols they come across as they study a chapter of the Bible. They may also find it challenging to connect the dots and grasp or understand the context of a passage and its intended meaning. The Bible should not merely be owned but known in its entirety. Only when the word of God is known can it be believed and obeyed. 

Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy through Questions and Answers is one of the tools Mr Nsikan Johnny has created to aid Bible studies. One thing that fascinates me about the book is that it makes the reader study every chapter of the Bible in two directions; the forward and reverse directions. The chapter of the book of the Bible at the beginning of each chapter of this book is the first point of contact for the reader which they have to read and understand what is contained in the chapter. Following that are questions about the chapter and answers at the end of the questions, with which the reader would test their knowledge of what they had read in that chapter. These questions and answers segment presents the reader with problems which points them back to the Bible for confirmation or further studies (the reverse direction). The approach to Bible studies presented in this book is remarkable as it will take its reader a step above regular Bible reading to be fully grounded in the details of the events and messages in the scriptures. No Christian can afford to be ignorant of the word of God; it is crucial that we are well-informed and versed in the scriptures. PREFACE

Every believer’s desire should be to know God intimately. But this knowledge is not gotten on a platter; we have a role to play. The role is a constant study and application of the word of God. The need to encourage people to study the Bible with an emphasis on salvation is highly essential. The word of God is the only veritable manual for navigating this world full of darkness and ungodliness; hence, there is a need for flexible ways to be designed for studying the Bible without sacrificing its truth. 

I took on the project of writing and publishing this book in a bid to solve a problem I once faced in my Bible teaching campaign. I am an advocate for the holistic study of the Bible, and I bring people together weekly to study the Bible. I encourage a chapter-by-chapter systematic study of the Bible where every member of my Bible studies group is required to study one chapter of the Bible daily, in an alternating pattern of two Old Testament chapters before a New Testament chapter. My goal is for people to study the Bible completely without omitting any chapter or verse because “All Scripture is God breathed and profitable for teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in righteousness, 17that the person of God may be complete, thoroughly equipped for every good work.” (2 Timothy 3:16–17.)

One of the methods I employ to make people pay more attention to Bible studies in a fun way is Bible quizzes. These Bible quizzes were meant to test people’s knowledge of the chapters of the Bible they had read for a period of time. As a result, the questions had to come from every chapter that was read and had to be arranged chronologically, according to the chapters of the Bible. The plan seemed good to me, and everything was going on fine until it was time to source for questions. I searched the internet for Bible quiz questions and found many, but not as comprehensive as I needed, so I took up the task of setting questions from each chapter I read from the Bible to use for the quiz competitions. I began setting the questions from the book of Jeremiah in the early months of 2020, and I am still setting them at this moment. I intend to continue setting these questions until every chapter of every book of the Bible is covered. When I realised how many questions I had in store after setting the questions for a period, I decided that the questions be immortalised in the form of a book beginning from the book of Jeremiah so that others may benefit from my work and not suffer what I suffered.

This book is helpful for personal Bible studies, for educating others about the Bible and as a source of questions for Bible quiz competitions. Through my experience, I have realised that the benefits of studying the Bible through questions and answers are immense. You may scan through a chapter of the Bible and have a general understanding of what you read, but questions from that chapter would awaken your consciousness to the details you may not have taken note of. This consciousness will make you pay closer attention to details while studying and aid your memory to be more retentive regarding what you have studied. I can assure you that you will hardly go through a chapter or two in this book without observing the book’s relevance to an in-depth understanding of the Bible.

Apart from its salvation and educational values, the book also serves as a template for understanding the patterns of quiz questions used for the SMNI New Disciples programme – another programme which God laid in my heart to establish. New Disciples is an offspring of a mother Christian organisation – Salvational Manual Network Initiative. It is a programme that brings contestants together, and the major events in the programme are Bible quizzes and preaching by contestants. The questions asked in the New Disciples programme follow the pattern of the questions in this book, and contestants and observers alike would understand and enjoy the programme better if they had read this book. Possible preaching topics from every chapter are also highlighted in this book in the form of hints that the readers should elaborate on. You can find the commentaries to the hints in my Topical Exegesis series.

As you go through this book, you should allow the Holy Spirit to shape your life and transform you to be a Christian approved by God. I challenge you to this new approach to studying the Bible and encourage you to embrace the pattern individually, as a family, as a school or as a Christian fellowship.

	
	
		
INTRODUCTION

In the darkness of the night and with the fires of her lamp burning brightly, Benedicta had found herself consumed by the seemingly unassailable struggles of her studies. Her mind was clouded with information that seemed to slip away as soon as she tried to retain it. Hours had elapsed, and there seemed no end to her perils. Enter Blessing, her roommate, who had discovered a simple yet powerful solution to studying: the question-and-answer approach. She immediately told Benedicta about the benefits of Q&A after Benedicta had distressingly expressed her frustration.

With diligent practice, both roommates quizzed each other on different subject matters, challenging each other to delve deeper into the material and identify areas that needed further attention. Working together by employing the tool of Q&A, they found that this approach not only improved their knowledge retention but it brought alongside it a newfound sense of engagement and enjoyment to their studies. With the magic of the question-and-answer approach, they found the confidence to face their exams, surpassing their own expectations in the process. They had unlocked a world of learning that transcended mere memorization, a world of learning that allowed them to become active learners rather than passive ones.

Questions and Answers have proven to be a productive tool in studying; even studying the Bible is not left out. When you discuss with Bible students, you realise that many of them miss details in their Bible studies. This could be because optimal attention was not paid to them, or their study method did not allow for observing all the information in the narration. In a bid to grasp or have a comprehensive knowledge of the messages, events, and characters in the Bible, many people use systematic approaches to read the Bible to ensure no part of the Bible is omitted. Despite this, some characters, messages, or events tend to escape people’s notice because of their seeming insignificance or, sometimes, due to the reader’s oversight. In solving this problem, the Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy through Questions and Answers series was born, and among the series is this book, Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy through Questions and Answers for the Book of Genesis.

Let us first take an overview of the book of Genesis itself. The book of Genesis starts with the words, “In the beginning; God created the heavens and the earth.” Undoubtedly, Genesis is the book of beginning; the beginning of how God created and formed the world; of man’s fellowship with God, the strain in that fellowship, and the beginning of the problems of the earth, which we all share by reason of our existence. Genesis talks about the beginning of man’s inhumanity to his fellow and its resultant consequence; it also reveals the start of God’s redemption plan for humanity from a single man, Abraham and how the promise started to materialize as time passed.

Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy through Questions and Answers for the Book of Genesis explores themes, characters, and events in Genesis through a series of questions and answers. Whether one is a long-time Christian seeking to deepen their understanding of the Bible, a new believer exploring the scriptures, or just someone simply curious about the origin of humanity and the world we live in, this book offers valuable resources and guidance for comprehending the book of Genesis.

As earlier stated, Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy through Questions and Answers for the Book of Genesis is one of several books in the Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy through Questions and Answers series. Like other books in the series, it adopts a questions and answers pattern in identifying and breaking down Biblical truths for them to be easily understood and retained in memory. This book consists of fifty chapters, one for each chapter of the book of Genesis. Questions are asked from each chapter of the book of Genesis, and answers to all the questions are provided at the end of the questions. The questions and answers are placed at the end of each chapter to assess the degree to which the reader understands the chapter read and how much of the chapter they have retained in their memory. This ensures that little or no information or events in the book of Genesis escape the reader’s notice. 

The questions and answers pattern of studying is indeed very potent, for people cannot truly ascertain if they have understood what they have studied if they are not questioned or examined. An average or poor score on a chapter test would quickly reveal the need for the reader to carry out another chapter study for a stronger grasp of it until they can pass the test. Carrying out this exercise from chapter to chapter would invariably ensure a profound knowledge of the entire book of Genesis. 

The questions in Salvation Manual: Bible Made Easy Through Questions and Answers for the Book of Genesis are of several categories based on their difficulty levels. There are questions designed to assess the reader’s general knowledge of chapters of the book of Genesis; these sorts of questions would help the reader grasp every essential detail and have a profound knowledge of the entire book. Some questions would quiz the reader on their knowledge of some Bible verses in the chapters of the book of Genesis; these sorts of questions would make the reader have some notable verses in the book memorised. Some questions would quiz the reader on several aspects of the book of Genesis that relate to other parts of the Bible; these sorts of questions would help the reader have a holistic knowledge of the entire Bible. Hints from preaching questions in the book would guide readers to the messages embedded in those verses or events from which the question hints were drafted, which the readers might not have observed at a glance. All categories of questions are designed to aid the reader in identifying aspects of the chapters missed during the study to ensure little or nothing escapes their understanding or memory. Having this book is one of the best decisions a person could make. 

The different kinds of questions in this book are:

1. Regular questions: These questions are labelled according to their difficulty levels as “a”, “b”, “b1”, “b2”, and “c”, where “a” questions are the simplest and “c” questions are the most difficult. 

2. Context questions: These questions are labelled “CTX” but simpler contexts are labelled “CTXs”. 

3. “Complete the following”: A verse of the Bible will be given, and the reader is expected to quote the following verse or verses. These questions are labelled according to their difficulty levels as “CPA”, “CPB”, and “CPC”, where “CPA” is the simplest and “CPC” is the most difficult. Where the reader is expected to quote more than a verse, the number of verses to be quoted will be added to indicate that. For example, a CPB question with two verses to be quoted will be labelled as “CPB2”, and a CPC question with three verses to be quoted will be labelled “CPC3”. 

4. Tie questions: These are questions that are intended for use in a quiz competition to break ties between contestants. They are labelled as “Tie”. 

5. Commentary or Preaching questions: These questions offer the Bible verses from which the reader is required to preach or write a commentary. They are labelled as “CMA”, “CMB”, and “CMC”, according to how easy it is to draw a salvation message from the given Bible passage. Questions labelled “CMA” are the easiest, while “CMC” are the most difficult. 

Note: Some answers have sections that are demarcated with brackets. These brackets indicate that the enclosed part is additional information, which, whether said or not, does not affect the answer.

There is nothing we need that He cannot give to us, but in His love, He would only give us those things that would not cause us harm. Thus, we need to put our trust in Him and be confident that He is faithful in keeping those who trust Him.

HINTS TO QUESTION 19 CMB

•  God instructed Adam to dress and tend the garden of Eden. This shows that God has given man the responsibility of caring for everything He made. After the fall of man and the restoration that Christ brought, He gave us the commission to preach the gospel. Today, we are not only responsible for tending to creation but also for the souls of people, guiding them on the right path towards salvation.

•  God gave Adam the duty to care for the garden even before they disobeyed Him. Work is not a consequence of sin but God’s will for all humans. We must engage in honest and legal ventures to enable us to care for ourselves, our families and other people.

HINT TO QUESTION 20 CMB

God gave humans freewill, and we could choose to obey or disobey Him; however, our choices are not without consequences. God instructed Adam and Eve not to eat from the tree in the middle of the garden because they would die the day they ate it. God does not compel us to obey Him, nor does the devil coerce us to sin; we act based on our freewill. If we obey God, we shall live, but if we disobey Him, we shall die; we cannot escape the consequences of our choices. For this reason, we have to make the right choice by obeying God’s word.

HINTS TO QUESTION 21 CMB

• God’s statement in the verses under consideration that it is not good that man should be alone is the origin of the marital union. Marriage originated from God as a union between a man and a woman for companionship and to fulfil God’s will of multiplication and replenishment of the earth. Companionship is the primary purpose of marriage, as was from the beginning. People should not get into marriage firstly on other grounds than this. For a marriage to thrive, such a marriage must align with God’s will, the couple must place God at the centre of their home, and His word should be a guide in the marital journey.

• God knew Adam’s need for a companion and created a suitable helpmeet for him. God, our Creator and Father, knows us better than we know ourselves. Before we realize our needs or problems, He already knows what we are lacking and always has solutions for them. There is no need to look elsewhere for solutions to our problems; let us rely only on God, for He has the answer to them all. In situations where our problems are not solved despite our trust in God, we should rest assured that God knows about them; it is His will, and His will is always the best for His children.

Sometimes the temptations we face might look harmless and even promising, yet, as long as the actions will cause us to go against the word of God, we should flee from such action in every way we can because no matter how harmless it might seem or what we stand to gain by yielding to temptation, the consequence of disobeying God far outweighs such gain or benefit.

HINTS TO QUESTION 21 CMB

• When Adam and Eve sinned, they did not have the boldness to stand before the presence of God; they were afraid and hid from God. If a child of God sins, it will negatively affect their fellowship with God, and the momentary break in fellowship brings about a gap. If the person continues in sin, their relationship with God will be broken. We should endeavour to abstain from sin to avoid causing a strain in our relationship with God. However, when we sin, we should not run away from God out of guilt and shame but go to Him in repentance, and He will show us mercy. 

• After Adam and Eve disobeyed God by eating the forbidden fruit, they tried to shift the blame to another instead of owning up to their mistakes. While Adam blamed the woman – Eve – God gave him as a companion, the woman blamed the serpent for deceiving her. Shifting blame does not show remorse and a willingness to repent. It is a person who acknowledges their sin and asks God for forgiveness that obtains mercy from Him.

HINT TO QUESTION 22 CMB

Adam and Eve’s disobedience to God attracted punishment. The verses in context record the punishments Adam, Eve and the serpent incurred as a consequence of their actions. For a fact, every act of disobedience is a sin and attracts punishment from God. While there could be earthly consequences for disobeying God, an eternal punishment awaits all who live contrary to God’s word unless they repent.
