            ON PERSONAL NAMES AND



ON THE PRONUNCIATION OF DODOTH WORDS

         

         Most of the personal names in this book have been changed. For some people I made up names. For some people I substituted other people’s names. And to some people I gave the names of places in Dodoth and in the southern Sudan. In Dodoth, because of the system for naming children, men and women use the same names interchangeably. A newborn baby is offered its mother’s breast as a name is suggested. If the baby likes the name, it sucks. Both men’s and women’s names are suggested; the baby is free to choose whichever it likes.

         Most Dodoth words are accented on the last syllable. In words of five syllables or more, there are sometimes two accents, one on the middle syllable and one on the last. The sound ng  is common in Dodoth, and is often the first sound in a word. Most words take ng  to form the plural, always at the start of the word. This syllable is pronounced as a single sound, like the ng in singer; it is never two sounds as in finger.
