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    INTRODUCTION




    Unusual Visit




    While I was busy preparing dinner in the kitchen, my daughters, Kinga and Réka, were in full swing with a lively play in the living room. They were jumping on the couch, were running around the desk and then through the glazed veranda they ran back to their room.




    After warning them to be careful, I went back to the kitchen hoping that none of them gets hurt while running around. Kinga was five years old and Réka is a year younger.




    Suddenly it became completely silent inside. My first thought was that some of them had fallen and got hurt, so I rushed to check what had happened.




    To my greatest surprise both girls were on their knees in the veranda and were staring at the large window overlooking the courtyard. “We saw Jesus,” Kinga said when I asked what they were doing. “He looked in and smiled. But he quickly disappeared.“




    The girls were taken by this experience but they did not understand the depth of what had happened. However, I began to examine the incident in my mind. I knew that no physical human being could “look in” through the veranda window and disappear quickly as we lived on the second floor. The veranda window faced the courtyard and the gate was always locked, so nobody could climb high up, look in and disappear in a second. Neither could the girls’ vision be a fantasy production as it happened in the middle of a pretty wild game. They were busy with running around and not with imaging that Jesus should look in through the window.




    When I tried to discuss the girls’ experience with my family and some of my friends they laughed embarrassed and made skeptical comments. Their reaction and attitude did not surprise me as the whole society and the people’s belief and life was influenced by the communist materialist thinking. “God does not exist, religion is opium for the people” was the doctrine everybody had to learn and believe in. Especially during dictator Ceausescu’s time there were hard prohibitions against everything that had to do with religion. Teachers and persons with managerial functions should not participate in religious ceremonies and no literature with religious content could be sold in bookshops. As we belonged to the Hungarian minority in Transylvania, we got to live with the constant threat that our churches would be closed down or demolished. Only the Rumanian Orthodox Church, which was considered to be cultural heritage, was approved by the state. The only religious book we had in our home was a Bible and a prayer book which I had smuggled in from Hungary at a time when we were on holiday there. I got spiritual inspiration and support from sister Miriam, a former Roman Catholic nun who became “civil” when the monastery she used to live in was closed down and the nuns were chased away by the communists.




    Later I have asked my daughters several times to tell me about their vision and even today, after more than thirty five years they describe the event with the same words as they did when it happened. Their story is very simple: “Jesus looked in, he smiled and then he disappeared”.




    At that time I had no idea about religion -psychology which I later studied at the University of Lund in Sweden, where I learned that a good method of reviewing a supernatural experience was to let the person tell the story again and again and that if the experience was real than the “story” will be exactly the same. I did not know either that quantum physics and the scientists’ research of subatomic particles could help me to understand the miracles of Jesus, my daughters’ vision and the experiences that I had in adolescence and later on in life.




    During my theological studies and later as a priest in the Swedish church I realized that supernatural phenomena do not fit in the restrictive theological framework of the institutional Christianity. Biblical science and rigid dogmas stand in the center when teaching and talking about God and belief. Christianity has become the religion of the Book – The Bible and not of experiencing God. Martin Luther, John Calvin and other theologians of Reformation mistrusted religious experiences. They put the word, The Bible and preaching at the center.




    The situation got not better in the 1900s when the German theologian Rudolf Bultmann (1884–1976) intended to promote Christianity by declaring that “wonder stories” in the Bible had a mythological character and that they should be interpreted only symbolically. Bultmann believed that the world is governed by natural laws and therefore wonders and miracles which exceed the laws of the universe, have no place in a modern interpretation of the world. He rejects miracles as real events by saying that they do not fit the laws of the universe.




    Several prominent scientists of modern times, as Max Planck, Niels Bohr and Albert Einstein, argue, contrary to Bultmann, that the universe is much more sophisticated than one previously thought and that a full explanation of reality is perhaps impossible based only on the laws of nature and physical theories they know.




    Christian theologians and the clergy have tried to “amputate” people’s spiritual beliefs and thinking by claiming that the only truth of God can be found in the Bible and the dogmas formulated by the institutional church.




    After many conversations with Christians in Sweden and other European countries, I have come to the conclusion that many people question some of the strange dogmas of their religion. They are confused because of the contradictory image of God as found in the Old Testament and The New Testament, as well as of questions like:




    • is The Old Testament really a holy book, even though it contains stories about Moses, Joshua, David and other religious leaders who encourage genocide and war in the name of God?




    • can God be loving and merciful but cruel and punitive at the same time?




    • do people really inherit sin already when being born?




    • could God not forgive sins without sacrificing his son on the cross?




    • if Jesus died for our sins, why should he judge the living and the dead at the end of times?




    • is it right to believe in paranormal phenomena that the institutional church rejects?




    • is faith compatible with science?




    To contemplate these questions is much easier than giving a final answer to them.




    While I was searching for the missing jigsaws of Christianity, I was surprised to find that there are many similarities between Jesus teaching about the spheres and the life beyond and what mediums and people with paranormal abilities report, as well as what scientists assert about the visible and invisible reality.




    




    


  




  

    QUARKS AND PHOTONS




    As the mysteries of the universe as well as of the origin of Earth and humanity has always fascinated man, scientists, philosophers and theologians have tried to answer the big existential questions concerning matter, spirit and other visible and invisible jigsaws of the reality we are confronted with.




    Man attempted to explore the smallest components of matter already about 400 years before Christ when Greek philosophers and scientists maintained that atoms are indivisible components of nature and of universe. Later physicists realized that the atom is divisible and actually consists of particles such as electrons, protons and neutrons. These elementary particles were considered to be the tinniest components of the Universe.




    Today physicists know that even that theory was wrong as the atom is made up of smaller particles than protons and neutrons. They research the mysteries of the subatomic particles which, according to several scientists, may not even be considered as matter in the word’s real sense, but it is more like a “spirit-matter”.




    The atom was thought to be similar to a solar system in miniature whose components spin and circle with a mechanical precision. But in 1920 when a huge particle accelerator was built in Switzerland and nuclear physicists started to chase after subatomic particles of the matter, they realized that the atomic world is full of darkness and chaos.




    Scientists, with Albert Einstein and the Danish physicist Niels Bohr at the head wondered if the atom is a real thing or it is only an abstract creation of human mind.




    Those subatomic particles that the scientists have discovered, are called leptons, mesons, peonies, baryons, quarks, photons, and even “God’s particle.




    But what is a quark and what is a photon? Paul Davies, a well-known nuclear physicist, writes in his book God and the New Physics, that quarks are assumed to be “genuine, structureless elementary particles” which, like many other subatomic particles, are “invisible” as they are hiding and never “show themselves.” Paul Davies concludes that none of the subatomic particles, whether quarks or some others, are considered to be particles in the ordinary sense. In fact, they might not even be matter.




    The exact description of the structure of matter the physicists do are only advanced mathematical abstractions according to Paul Davies.




    Nuclear physicists define subatomic particles as a “quantum” – a quantity of something. There are only speculations and assumptions about what that “something” could be. The physicists realize that the way they have so far perceived nature, matter and the universe is no longer enough. They admit that approximately ninety-five percent of the universe consists of invisible, unknown matter which they call “dark matter”.




    Many scientists think that a comprehensive understanding of the laws of nature and of the universe is actually beyond the rational thinking.




    “The only thing we do know is that what we think today will be a thing of the past tomorrow” writes the nuclear physicist Gary Zukav in his book The Dancing WO-LI Masters. However, despite shortcomings and limitations, quantum mechanics help nuclear physicists to research the subatomic particles of matter, may they be visible or invisible. They have discovered, for example, that subatomic particles act after decisions taken elsewhere. This ‘elsewhere’ can be as far away as in another galaxy! Scientists also say that subatomic particles can be in two places at the same time, that is they “bilocate”.




    Can this interesting discovery be a start for scientific explanation of supernatural phenomena? Will scientists soon prove that powers belonging to an unknown, invisible reality may influence the decisions and actions in our physical world? Jesus maintains that he comes from another world (sphere) and that the words he speaks and the works he does are not on his own authority, but the Father who dwells in him does the works. May his statement be interpreted that all he did and said was decided and controlled elsewhere?




    The Master says to the disciples who sometimes are confused about his words and identity:




    “Do you not believe that I am in the Father, and the Father in me? The words that I speak to you I do not speak on my own authority; but the Father who dwells in me does the works.” (John 14:10)




    Supernatural phenomena such as telepathy, bilocation (to be present in two locations at the same time), Jesus’ unexplainable acts and peoples’ supernatural revelations have been rejected by scientists as phantasmagoria. They forget that there had been many scientific theories which at first were suspected to be “phantasmagoria”, but later they proved to be correct.




    At the same time we know that neither supernatural nor scientific explanations are always reliable and that some of them really are fabrications.




    Nuclear physicists in Switzerland keep on hunting for a particular subatomic particle that should give the final answer about BIG BANG and other mysteries of the visible and invisible reality. Champagne bottles were opened and Nobel prize was awarded when nuclear physicists working at CERN stated that a new subatomic particle, later called Higg’s particle, was for a very short moment “seen” on the computer screens. Even if the physicists are not sure that the “thing” they saw on the computer screen was a real particle with mass or only an energy field, professor Higg, leader of the project, believes that the phantom figure on the screen could have been the missing jigsaw for giving answer on all the enigma of the universe. Does this sound credible? When professor Higg was asked by a journalist, what happens if their new discovery will be proved to be wrong, he answered that in that case they would “hit upon” something else.




    More than two thousand years ago Jesus surprised the Jews, the scribes and even Pilate when saying:




    “You belong down here, I am from above. You belong to this world, I do not belong to this world … I am who I am and I do not do anything of myself, but speak as the Father has taught me “(John 8:23 …)




    When Pilate wants to get more information about the Master, whom the Jews wanted to be condemned to death, Jesus said to him:




    “My kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, my servants would fight, so that I should not be delivered to the Jews; but now my kingdom is not from here … I was born, and for this cause I have come into the world, that I should bear witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.




    Pilate said to Him: What is truth?”(John 18:33 …)




    




    




    


  




  

    “WHAT IS TRUTH?”




    If we want to understand the mystery of Jesus, we have to start with finding out what he meant when saying “My kingdom is not of this world”.




    Jesus often spoke of an invisible “realm”/dimension which he called the Kingdom of Heaven, the Kingdom of God or The Realm of the One including the universe, our planet as well as everything existing within and outside us, uniting in a fascinating way the visible and invisible reality.




    When talking to the crowds about the Kingdom of God, he used parables and words that everyone could easily understand. He said: “the Kingdom of Heaven is like leaven, which a woman took and hid in three measures of meal till it was all leavened’ “(Matthew 13:33)




    “The kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed which a man took and sowed in his field. It is the smallest of all seeds, but when it is grown it is greater than herbs and becomes a tree, so that the birds of the air come and nests in its branches. “(Matthew 13:31)




    Jesus brilliantly puts the microcosmic elements of mustard seed and of the invisible leaven in a larger, macro-cosmic context – that of the WHOLE. His “scientific” method differs from that of the modern nuclear physicists’ who, while chasing the subatomic particles of the matter-universe, miss the knowledge and the truth about the Whole Universe that includes not only the visible but also the invisible reality that actually cannot be researched in laboratories or particle accelerators.




    Jesus’ purpose was to supply his closest disciples with knowledge – gnosis about the mysteries of the universe. This is very evident in the scriptures that were found by accident in December 1945 by Muhammad ‘Ali al-Samman and his brother in Upper Egypt in the neighbourhood of Nag Hammadi. The brothers had no idea that they made a very valuable archaeological discovery while digging sabakh, a loose soil they used to fertilize their crops with. It just happened that they ran into a jar of clay. First they thought the jar may contain a jinni, a spirit or gold, but, when they smashed it, to their great disappointment, they only found old books, bound in leather.




    When the brothers went home, they told their mother to use the books to light the fire, so some of them were burned up.




    A few weeks later, Muhammad Ali and his brother revenged their father’s death by murdering Ahmed Ismail. As they knew that the police would investigate the murder, they asked the priest of the village to store the papyrus books that had not been burned up. Maybe they intended to sell them later. Both the priest and the history teacher of the village realized that the books had a great value.




    The scriptures were then sold to antique dealers in Cairo and later, after many adventures, ended up in the Coptic Museum in Cairo. After many difficulties and circumstances researchers got access to the very valuable fifty-two texts which now are called Nag Hammadi Scriptures.




    Researchers are not sure concerning the dating of the original scriptures, but it is much evidence that some of the texts, or parts of them, circulated from Galilee to Rome and Greece to Asia Minor, even before the year 100 AD. The Secret Book of James, The Secret Book of John, The Gospel of Philip, The Wisdom of Jesus Christ, The Dialogue with the Savior, The First Revelation of James, The Second Revelation of James, The Letter of Peter to Philip, The Gospel of Mary and The Gospel of Judas- seem to include texts written by disciples soon after the crucifixion of Jesus.




    According The Secret Book of James, “The twelve disciples were all sitting together, recalling what the Savior had said to each of them, whether in a hidden or an open manner, and organizing it in books. I was writing what is in (my book).” (The Secret Book of James: 2.7)




    The so called gnostic books were probably used of a Christian group called gnostic.




    Gnosticism was not a religion with a distinctive cult and organization like Judaism, Christianity, Zoroastrianism, and other mystery religions.




    Gnosis means knowledge gained through insight and personal experience and involves a process of seeking knowledge about oneself, about God and the universe.




    In order to answer the question why these scriptures have been hidden for more than 1500 years, we have to recall that there were disputes and struggles between the institutional orthodox church, later called Catholic, and the gnostics. The authorities of the new established institutional church were intolerant against other Christian groups and their teachings and claimed exclusive legitimacy. They decided that only the so called canonized (authorized) scriptures should be valid and used in the rites. In the Easter letter of 367, Athanasius, Bishop of Alexandria, gave a list of the twenty-seven books of The New Testament that should be canonized (authorized).




    When Bishop Athanasius wrote the Easter letter that had to be read in all the monasteries of Egypt, he called upon to eliminate all other books that he called “illegitimate and secret”. It was around this time that monks, or a monk living in St Pachomius monastery put the books into a big jar that was buried not far from Nag Hammadi.




    The precise dates of the composition of the fifty -two tractates in the collection of Nag Hammadi codices are uncertain, but, according to researchers, most of them are from the second and third centuries CE. It is supposed that they were originally written in Greek and translated into Coptic. However, some books – gospels – contain material, texts that maybe originate directly from Jesus’s nearest disciples.




    The authorities of the institutional Church were keen to prohibit these scripture because the gnostic gospels present totally different information about God, the One as well as about Jesus and his doctrines.




    The gnostics rejected worshiping the God of Israel who, according to their opinion reigns as a king and lord, is a mere craftsman, or an avenging judge who gives the law and judges those who violate it.




    The doctrine of God and the religion questions discussed in the different groups also involved social and political issues, especially when 1 Clement, Bishop of Rome (c 90-100) argues that the God of Israel alone rules all things; he is the lord and master whom all must obey; he is the judge who lays down the law, punishing rebels and rewarding the obedient. Clement writes in a letter addressed to the Chorinthians that God delegates his “authority of reign” to “rulers and leaders on earth” who are the bishops, priests and deacons. Whoever refuses to “bow the neck” and obey the church leaders is guilty of insubordination against the divine master himself. Whoever disobeys the divinely ordained authorities “receive the death penalty”.




    One generation later Ignatius of Antioch in Syria defended the same principle, but he went further than Clement. He claimed that, as there is only one God in heaven, there can be only one bishop in the church; “the laity” had to revere, honor, and obey the bishop as he was the representative of God.




    The gnostic Christians criticized the development of church hierarchy. Instead of ranking their members into superior and inferior “orders”, they followed the principle of strict equality. When they met, all the members, men and women participated in drawing lots in order to designate who should take the role of priest, to offer sacrament, read the scripts or to address the group as a prophet. The next time the group met, they would throw lots again, so that the persons taking each role changed continually.




    According to the gnostics and several scripts found in Nag Hammadi, the mission of Jesus on Earth was not to save mankind from sin through a bloody sacrifice on the cross but to teach spiritual insight and to give gnosis – knowledge about the spheres of the universe as well as about the spiritual origin of humans. 




    




    




    


  




  

    JESUS’ TEACHING ABOUT THE UNIVERSE




    Jesus purpose was to turn the heart and thoughts of the Jews from the image of God according to the Old Testament to the Supreme Celestial Being of uni/multiverse whom he calls The One. According to several gnostic texts, Jesus said that the creator described in The Old Testament is not the Supreme Being of the universe, but is a lesser divine being who created copies of the original glorious creation of the One. His assertion that The One Supreme Celestial Being is different from the God of Israel upset the scribes, the Pharisees and the chief priests with whom the Master often argued about the image of God, and because they were not open for new knowledge. He even admonished them with sharp words:




    “But woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you shut up the kingdom of heaven against men; for you neither go in yourselves, nor do you allow those who are entering to go in;” (Matthew 23:13 … 34)




    According to The Wisdom of Jesus Christ as well as other Nag Hammadi texts, Jesus presented the Supreme Divine Being as the primal Source which appears as a “dyad”, as Father-Mother. The Primal Father is Ineffable and eternal and the Primal Mother is Insight, Grace, Silence, the Womb and “Mother of All”. He talked about these things to the disciples who” were confused about the true nature of the universe, and the plan of salvation, and the divine forethought, and the strength of the authorities, and everything the Savior was doing with them in the secret plan of salvation.”




    “The Savior said to them, ‘I want you to know that all people born on earth from the foundation of the world until now are of dust, and though they have inquired about God, who he is and what he is like, they have not found him. The wisest of people have speculated on the basis of the order and movement of the universe, yet their speculation has missed the truth. It is said that philosophers voice three distinct opinions about the order of the universe, and they disagree with each other. Some of them say that the world governs itself, others say that divine forethought governs it, still others that fate is in charge. All these opinions are wrong. Of the three opinions I have just mentioned, none of them comes close to the truth. They are mere human opinions.




    I have come from infinite light; I am here, and I can tell you exactly what the truth is.’” (NH Scriptures: The Wisdom of Jesus Christ 90,14 …)




    Mathew said to him, “Master, no one can find truth except through you. Teach us the truth.




    The Savior said, “The One Who Is is ineffable. From the foundation of the world until now, no power, no authority, no creature, no nature has known the One Who Is.




    Only the One Who Is, and anyone to whom this One wishes to give revelation through the emissary from the first light, knows the One Who is. Henceforth, I am the great Savior.




    The One Who Is is




    immortal and eternal, and being eternal, is without birth,




    for whoever is born will die;




    unconceived, without a beginning,




    for whoever has a beginning has an end;




    undominated, without a name,




    for whoever has a name has been made by another;




    unnamable, with no human form,




    for whoever has a human form has been made by another.




    The One Who Is has an appearance of its own,




    not like anything you have seen and received,




    but an alien appearance that surpasses everything




    and is superior to the universe.




    It looks everywhere and beholds itself in itself.




    The One is infinite,




    incomprehensible,




    and constantly imperishable … …




    and is called the Father of all.




    (NH Scriptures: The Wisdom of Jesus Christ 93,24 …)




    The disciples listen, but they do not always understand the cosmology Jesus presents. He talks about his passing spheres when he traveled to our planet and he says that he feared to be detected by the evil ruler of the world, the “jealous god” called Yaldabaoth who wanted to catch him. Jesus says that he had to change shape during his journey to our planet.




    “I traveled in the realm of great darkness, and continued until I entered the midst of the prison. The foundations of chaos shook, and I hid from them because of their evil, and they did not recognize me.




    Again I returned, a second time, and went on. I have come from the inhabitants of light …




    … … … …




    Again, a third time, I went forth –




    … … … …




    I am the light dwelling in light …




    I brightened my face with light from the consummation of their realm and entered the midst of their prison, which is the prison of the body.” (NH, The Secret Book of John, Hymn of the Savior, 30,11 …


    31,25)




    It is astonishing that people who had near-death experience, also talk about darkness that they had to pass when they were ascending to the Realm of Light.




    Betty J. Eadie, who had a near-death experience, reports in her book Embraced by the Light how she felt when she traveled through the darkness:




    “When you are in the presence of enormous energy, you know it. A deep rumbling, rushing sound began to fill the room. I sensed the power behind it …




    Darkness began to surround my being …




    I felt as if I had been swallowed up by an enormous tornado …




    The darkness was more than a lack of light; it was a dense blackness unlike anything I had known before … within this black mass I felt a profoundly pleasant sense of wellbeing and calmness. I felt myself moving forward through it, and the whirling sound became fainter …




    The speed became so incredible that I felt that light years could not measure it …




    I became aware of other people as well as animals traveling with me, but at a distance. (page 35 … 38)




    Betty recounts that the black mass took the shape of a tunnel through which she traveled “at an even greater speed, rushing toward the light.”




    Jesus knew that it was not enough only to talk about the mysteries of the universe, but it was also important that the audience in general and some of the closest disciples in particular should witness and experience the dual nature of the visible and invisible reality. Sometimes he taught them by letting them to experience his dual nature, the spiritual and the physical one.




    John and James experienced for example that Jesus’ body was sometimes hard as a rock and another time completely soft. Even if they knew about Jesus’dual nature and his paranormal abilities, the disciples were amazed and sometimes scared when experiencing that the Master “changed shape”.




    “When I was at the table he let me lie in his bosom, and I leaned against him. And sometimes felt his chest weak and soft but sometimes hard as stone, so that I marveled, saying ‘How can it be? ‘ …




    Another time he took me along with James and Peter up on the mountain where he used to pray, and we saw in him such a light that a person who uses a common language cannot possibly describe what it was like. He took us three up on the mountain, and said:




    ‘Come with me!’ And we went …




    I approached him gently so that he could not see me, and I stood there and looked at his back. And I saw that he had no garment on (the author’s interpretation: no garment means no physical body) but I saw him naked (as a spirit), and he was not at all like a man. His feet were whiter than snow, so that even the ground lit up by his feet, and his head reached to heaven. And I was appalled and cried to. But when he turned around, he appeared to be like a little man, and he took hold of my beard, pulled at it and said: ‘John, be not faithless, but believe. And be not so curious.’




    And I said to him, ‘ Lord, what have I done?’ And I tell you, brethren, that in that place, where he pulled me by the beard, I felt such pain for thirty days that I said to him, ‘ Lord, if the little pulling of my beard when you were joking with me, hurt so much, how it would have felt if you hit me!’ And he said to me:’ You should not tempt the one who cannot be tempted.’ …




    I will tell you of another oddity, brothers. When I wanted to touch him, I felt a solid and firm body. But sometimes, when I touched him, the body was immaterial as a spirit, yes, as if it did not exist.” (The Apocrypha of John)




    A similar experience is recorded in a Nag Hammadi script, The Second Revelation of James in which we read that James, Jesus stepbrother once embraced the Master and did not find him as he thought he would be.




    Jesus said to James, “’My beloved! Look, I shall reveal to you what the heavens have not known, nor their rulers. Look, I shall reveal to you what that one did not know – the one who boasted … … I am alive … Don’t I have (power) over everything? Look, I shall reveal (to you) all things. My beloved, understand and know these things, (that) you may come forth from this body and be as I am. Look, I shall reveal to you what (is hidden). Reach out your (hand) and embrace me.’




    At once I reached out my (hands), but I did not find him as I thought he would be. After this I heard him say, ‘Understand, and embrace me.’ Then I understood, and I was afraid, yet I rejoiced with great joy.” (Nag Hammadi Scriptures, The Second Revelation of James 56,14, page 338 … 339)




    Skeptics doubt such stories classifying them as “tales” and say that the experience of John and James contradicts the laws of nature. Nobody can be hard as a stone one moment and soft like a sponge next moment! However, taking into account that 70% of the human physical body is water that can be hard as ice, “soft” as liquid and “immaterial” as steam depending of the temperature, the energy it is exposed to, the phenomenon is not totally impossible. Scientists know that the texture of the matter can be converted by changing the vibrations and frequency of the matter-particles. We cannot prove, but only suppose that Jesus knew a lot about the laws of the visible and invisible reality as well as about the vibrations and frequencies of matter of different densities and that is why he was able to do works that amazed and astonished people.




    Theologians have been arguing about the nature of Jesus Christ several times during the history of Christianity. Those who do not want to accept Jesus’ divine origin claim that he was only a mortal man with prophetic ambitions. There are Christians who want to see in him only a celestial being, a divinity whose body was a substitute.




    Another phenomenon that puzzled the disciples was Jesus’ability to appear suddenly passing closed doors. According to the Gospel of John, the Master appeared after the crucifixion first to Mary Magdalene, who was weeping in despair at his empty tomb.




    Nobody knows in what shape Jesus appeared to Mary at the tomb, but, taking into account his dual nature and his knowledge about the laws of the visible and invisible reality, his apparition could have been a bilocation for instance. As there are several texts in the New Testament reporting that Jesus suddenly appeared to the disciples who were sitting behind bolted doors, it is supposed that Jesus had the ability to bilocate similarly to Padre Pio, an Italian monk who was the greatest mystic of


    the 19th century.




    Actually, all over the world there are uncountable stories which report about people experiencing an “unexpected visit”, despite closed doors, of relatives or friends who had passed away. People who had out-of-body or a near-death experience also say that walls or locked doors do not prevent a spirit-entity to move anywhere in space.




    The disciples who had listened several times to Jesus’ discourses about the universe, about the visible and the invisible reality, were scared every time when they were confronted with the Master’s double nature, the physical and the spiritual one. They certainly believed in his paranormal abilities but never understood the mystery behind them. They did not realize that Jesus probably took advantage of the relativity of space and time when passing the “borders” of the different dimensions of uni/multiverse. He was able to change the vibration frequency of his matter-body every time when moving between the visible and invisible world.




    According to Einstein space and time are not separated but they form a unit that he calls space-time which actually is relative. Two thousand years before Einstein, Jesus also talked about the relativity of time and space when saying to the disciples:




    “If you consider how long the world has existed before you and how long it will exist after you, you will see that your life is but a day and your sufferings but an hour.”




    (NH Scriptures, The Secret Book of James 4,22)




    As a priest in the Swedish Church, I have listened to many people who had experienced that a deceased person, a spouse, a mother or father had payed a visit to them not in dream, but “in reality”. Other people wanted to speak about a paranormal experience that was more real for them than anything else in their life even if they were not able to explain it logically.




    Experiencing the supernatural is not easy. At first one is scared, shaken and overwhelmed and then one is filled with joy but sometimes also with skepticism. “Can it be true? Am I crazy? How could it happen? Is there any scientific explanation? Can teleportation be a scientific explanation of the out-of-body phenomena? Was Jesus teleported from one dimension to another? Was he really able to bilocate?”, are questions that people have in the mind.




    Research of the teleportation of subatomic particles is already going on. Some scientists say that in the remote future it may happen that people will not take the plane when traveling from New York to Paris, but they will be “teleported”. This sounds like science-fiction, just as people considered the first airplanes and later the first spaceships to be. In the 18th century people in Asia, Africa or Europe could not even dream of the possibility of watching and listening “live” to the president of America while he is talking in Washington.
