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  Preface and Guidance Notes




  This book primarily contains walking Bass lines and although this should not be done without explaining some theory (which this book does over the next seven pages), if there are any gaps in your theory knowledge or there’s anything you don’t follow then you should refer to a book on music theory. Initially however the Bass lines could still be played and enjoyed regardless.




  Firstly, let’s look at some of the foundations behind Bass lines. A Bass line for a piece of music will very often play chord tones, which are notes taken from its chords. For instance the song “Crazy” by Gnarls Barkley, or “Lying Eyes” by the Eagles, both of which have Bass lines consisting of chord tones. More theoretically complex Bass lines also use chord tones as their foundation, such as “Park Life” by Blur, which uses a chromatic note between chord tones (these principles will be explained shortly). An arpeggio is the term used when notes of a chord are played separately (in other words the chord tones), rather than at the same time. Following are some Bass arpeggios and the corresponding chord types they can be used over.
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
