Earthenware, stoneware, and porcelain bodies are defined by firing range and vitrification. He emphasizes buying and using materials by weight, not volume, and introduces the role of silica, alumina, and fluxes as a foundation for understanding both bodies and glazes.

Body composition and preparation follow, with formulas built from kaolin or ball clay for plasticity, silica for structure, and fluxes like feldspar to promote maturity. Binns describes methods of blunging, aging, and tempering to achieve a consistent working mass, and discusses the use of grog to reduce shrinkage and warping. He details wedging and pugging for homogenization, reclaiming trimmings, and maintaining uniform moisture. Practical laboratory routines—trial bars, shrinkage and absorption tests, and firing trials—establish a standard for controlling body properties. The section links body design to intended use and firing range, stressing that compatibility with glaze is planned from the outset.

Forming processes begin with hand methods and progress to the wheel. Binns explains centering, opening, and drawing up walls, including the sequence for shaping cylinders, bowls, and more complex profiles. He covers turning or trimming on the wheel to refine form and thickness, and the making and attaching of handles, spouts, and lids using appropriate slips and scoring. For consistent production, he introduces bats, gauges, and simple templates. Jiggering and jollying with plaster molds are outlined for standard ware, alongside guidance on preparing and using molds. The emphasis remains on rhythm, economy of movement, and the prevention of flaws at the forming stage.

Drying receives focused attention as a critical transition between forming and firing. Binns explains uniform evaporation, avoiding drafts, and supporting shapes to prevent distortion. He notes the use of boards, cloths, and gradual turning to even out stresses, and the importance of timing for trimming and finishing. Preparations for biscuit firing include cleaning surfaces, managing attachments, and organizing batches by thickness. He discusses saggers, setters, and kiln furniture as protective and structural aids during firing. The section concludes with practical observations on stacking greenware and monitoring shrinkage, linking careful drying to reduced loss, predictable biscuit results, and consistent dimensions for fitting lids and glazes.

Glaze theory is presented as an extension of body chemistry: silica provides glass, alumina confers stability, and fluxes induce melting. Binns introduces the Seger formula approach to express glaze composition rationally, facilitating adjustment for fit and maturity. He reviews flux materials, including lead, lime, alkaline salts, and feldspars, and explains sources of silica and alumina in flint and clays. Practical mixing procedures—accurate weighing, sieving, and controlling water content—are paired with application methods such as dipping, pouring, and spraying. He examines glaze defects—crazing, crawling, pinholing, and blistering—and relates remedies to composition, application thickness, and firing conditions, highlighting the importance of body–glaze compatibility.

Color and decoration are treated through the behavior of metallic oxides and stains in various glaze bases. Binns catalogs common colorants—iron, copper, cobalt, manganese, chromium—and their typical effects under oxidizing or reducing conditions. He differentiates underglaze, inglaze, and overglaze decoration, noting their firing requirements and durability. Techniques include slips, engobes, brushwork, slip trailing, sgraffito, and the use of opaque (tin) and transparent glazes to control surface and depth.
