Voyaging by canoe along the Inside Passage forms a major strand of the narrative. Young travels with Native crews through tidal rapids, gale-swept channels, and fog banks that erase landmarks. Episodes of shipwrecks averted, mid-channel rescues, and negotiations after inter-village disputes illustrate the missionary’s dual role as visitor and mediator. Contact with traders, prospectors, and officials reveals a frontier economy in flux, while village hospitality supplies essential guidance. The chapter group underscores that movement itself—slow, careful, repeated—enables both ministry and discovery across scattered communities.

Partnerships with a few sympathetic officials help, though bureaucratic delays are common. The narrative avoids triumphal claims, noting setbacks, departures, and the need for steady maintenance. By emphasizing Indigenous initiative, the book portrays growth less as an imported structure than as a shared effort, with schools and chapels taking root alongside traditional practices and seasonal livelihoods.

As mining and trade expand, Young’s travels broaden to towns and camps such as Sitka and the new diggings near Juneau. He documents boomtown volatility—overcrowded bunkhouses, fluctuating prices, and sudden departures—alongside ongoing needs for care, burial, and mediation. The mission presence adapts with itinerant services, relief for the sick and stranded, and makeshift classrooms. Encounters with prospectors underscore contrasts between speculative fortunes and the steady rhythms of village life. The narrative maintains focus on practical outcomes: securing shelter, distributing supplies, and keeping routes open. These chapters situate the mission story within Alaska’s economic shifts without centering on any single rush or camp.

Later sections consider change over decades: new regulations, periodic military detachments, and a slow increase in schools and clinics. Young notes visible transformations—sawmills, small steamers, translated primers—and the persistence of Native governance and ceremony.
