Lubbock begins by defining metamorphosis as the sequence of developmental stages—egg, juvenile, and adult—often including a pupal interval. He distinguishes three overarching modes: direct development (no marked metamorphosis), incomplete metamorphosis (gradual change from nymph to winged adult), and complete metamorphosis (distinct larva, pupa, and imago). He outlines diagnostic features of each, including external form, wing development, and functional feeding structures. These distinctions furnish a basis for classification and set the stage for evaluating how far juvenile forms resemble adults and how much structural reorganization occurs before reproductive maturity. The opening chapters establish the vocabulary and criteria used throughout the book.

Turning first to direct developers, Lubbock highlights apterygote groups in which juveniles resemble small adults and change mainly by size increase and repeated moults. He describes how traits such as general body plan, appendages, and mouthparts remain comparatively constant, while reproductive organs mature late. This condition, he suggests, approximates the ancestral insect state, offering a reference point for interpreting more elaborate life cycles. Detailed notes on tracheal breathing, cuticle renewal, and gradual growth illustrate that significant physiological adjustments can occur without dramatic reshaping. The chapter positions ametabolous forms as a key comparative baseline for understanding later transformations.

Lubbock then examines incomplete metamorphosis in orders where nymphs increasingly approach the adult form through successive moults. He notes the development of wing pads, the progressive refinement of mouthparts, and the accumulation of adult coloration and proportions. Aquatic and terrestrial examples show how juvenile and adult stages may occupy related but distinct niches, as in forms that shift from water to land. Special cases, such as intermediate moulting stages closely resembling the adult, underscore the continuity of developmental change. This section emphasizes that significant functional advancement can be achieved by incremental modification without inserting a quiescent reorganization phase.

The discussion of complete metamorphosis considers groups whose larvae differ sharply from adults in shape, diet, and habits. Lubbock describes larval types—elongate, caterpillar-like, grub-like, or vermiform—and the protective and transitional features of the pupal stage. He collates observations that adult structures originate from rudiments laid down during larval life, which subsequently reorganize during pupation. Differences in cocooning, pupal mobility, and timing illustrate diverse strategies for safeguarding transformation. By contrasting larvae specialized for feeding and growth with adults adapted for dispersal and reproduction, he shows how complete metamorphosis enables a marked division of labor across life stages.

Comparative development and early embryology supply evidence bearing on origin. Lubbock argues that larval conditions often preserve, in modified form, earlier stages of structure, with the pupa serving as a period of internal reconstruction. He correlates changes in segmentation, wing formation, and sensory organs with shifts in habit and habitat. Cases where juvenile and adult mouthparts differ strongly support the view that life stages have been separately optimized. He proposes that complete metamorphosis arose through the extension of juvenile traits and the intercalation of a resting interval, allowing profound remodeling while protecting the organism from external hazards.

Further chapters treat moulting and growth, noting how size increase is constrained by the cuticle and proceeds through discrete ecdyses. Lubbock records how environmental factors, particularly temperature and food supply, influence the number and timing of moults. He surveys protective devices—camouflage, spines, secretions—and behaviors associated with pupation, from burrowing to the construction of cases. Variations such as delayed development, overwintering stages, and changes in voltinism demonstrate the plasticity of life cycles under different conditions.
