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Introduction


I try to express the organic playfulness of animals in my woodworking puzzles. For example, I use the free-flowing lines found in nature more often than perfectly round circles and squares with straight, equal sides. Curved and angled lines not only look more natural; they also are more eye-catching.


When creating your own scroll saw puzzles from the designs in this book, details like the mouths, faces, and tails do not have to be identical to the pattern. You can modify their shapes and sizes to your liking, working little by little until you achieve the desired result. I’d love for you to add your own personal touches to these puzzles. Soon you’ll have your own favorites; mine is the Chilly Polar Bears here!
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I HAVE A FEW MORE TIPS TO SHARE BEFORE YOU GET STARTED:


• If you are using a sturdy hardwood for a puzzle, try making the animals’ tails and horns (if any) a little longer.


• If you have a good piece of wood, but it’s smaller than the pattern, omit the animals on the far left, right, and on top. No one will know!


• If you cut with the wood grain in mind, your puzzle pieces will be stronger. Pieces like tails, mouths, and ears could break more easily if they do not run in the direction of the grain.


• If your wood looks nice but the grain is weak, omit the small details (nose, mouth, extra lines, etc.). The beauty of the wood will make up for these details in the overall look of the project.


• Make a colorful puzzle by using several pieces of wood in different colors (e.g., walnut, cherry, soft maple, beech, various exotic woods).


• If you’d like to make a smaller puzzle, either reduce the number of animals or reduce the size of the pattern by 10 – 30%.


• If you start to veer away from the pattern line while cutting, come back to the line slowly. Think of these deviations as an opportunity to create more natural-looking lines.


• If the puzzles will be used by small children, I recommend softening the sharp corners with a sander after cutting.


Note: While the notes on each project indicate the type of wood and finish used in the completed puzzle pictured, scrollers can use whatever materials they prefer.
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
