Baaghi (English: Rebel) is a 2016 Indian martial arts film directed by Sabbir Khan[image: External link] and produced by Sajid Nadiadwala under his banner of Nadiadwala Grandson Entertainment. It features Tiger Shroff[image: External link] and Shraddha Kapoor[image: External link] in lead roles, with Sudheer Babu and Sunil Grover in supporting roles. Journalists noted similarities between the film and the 2011 Indonesian film The Raid: Redemption[3] and the 2004 Telugu-language Indian film Varsham.[4]

The film was released worldwide on 29 April 2016. Made on a budget of ₹350 million (US$5.4 million), Baaghi has earned over ₹1.20 billion (US$19 million) worldwide. The film has grossed 100 crores from India.[5]
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 Plot




The movie starts with martial arts champion Raghav (Sudheer Babu) kidnapping Sia (Shraddha Kapoor[image: External link]) from her film's set and taking her to Bangkok. Sia's father P.P. Khurana (Sunil Grover) goes to government offices and the police for help but no one is ready to assist them since Raghav is an influential man. Khurana then turns to Sia's ex-boyfriend, Ronny (Tiger Shroff[image: External link]).

In a flashback, Ronny and Sia meet on a train. Raghav sees Sia at the train station and starts to like her. He tells his men to get information about her. Ronny visits the school of Guruswamy in Kerala. In a letter to Guruswamy, Ronny's father explains that Ronny is a Baaghi (rebel), and asks him to make Ronny a good human being. Ronny and Sia fall in love, and Sia gives him a ring she got from her father, asking him to always keep it. Raghav asks for Sia's hand from Khurana, and Khurana is so lost by greed when he sees how much money Raghav offers for Sia. He agrees to hand Sia over to Raghav but when he sees that Ronny has Sia's ring, he realizes she is in love with Ronny. He informs Raghav, who decides to kill Ronny.

Ronny beats up Raghav's men when they manhandle Subbu, a mute little boy Ronny is close to, only for Raghav to get him arrested later on. Guruswamy tries to persuade Raghav, his son, to stop pursuing Sia, but Raghav poisons and kills him to get him out of the way. Ronny is heartbroken to hear of Guruswamy's death, since he had seen him as a father figure. Khurana then creates a misunderstanding between Sia and Ronny to separate them, which works, and the two part ways.

In the present, Ronny reaches Bangkok and visits Raghav's fight club, beating the strongest fighter there to get Raghav's attention. The next day, Ronny breaks into the house of Raghav's right-hand man, Viju, and threatens Viju's wife at gunpoint, forcing him to reveal Sia's location. Finding out she was at the hospital, Ronny saves Sia and escapes with her under both of them being disguised as a doctor and nurse. The two stop at an island on their way back to India, where Sia discovers her father's deceit when she sees that Ronny is still wearing her ring. The couple reconciles but Raghav and his men attack them. Viju shoots Ronny, who falls off a cliff.

Raghav takes Sia back to his place. It is then revealed that Ronny is alive. It turns out that Viju had used blank bullets in his gun, sparing him as Ronny had spared his wife's life earlier. Raghav kills Viju when Viju says that he believes Ronny to be right.

Ronny storms Raghav's building and single-handedly fights off all of the killers and swordsmen in Raghav's employ. He reaches Raghav, who initially overpowers him, but when Raghav reveals that he was the one who murdered Guruswamy, Ronny becomes enraged and uses Guruswamy's signature moves to kill Raghav. At the end, Ronny, now happily together with Sia, becomes the new teacher in Guruswamy's school, where a statue of Guruswamy now stands.

Shroff trained and took up stunt classes for the film.[6][7] Sajid Nadiadwala hired a special team of 50 people to keep Shroff's look under wraps. The makers did not want his look to be revealed because of his role in the film being distinct from his role in Heropanti.[8] Telugu actor Sudheer Babu was signed to play a negative role, making his Bollywood debut. Shooting for Baaghi started on 27 May 2015.[9][10] The shooting of the film completed on 21 February 2016. The film was extensively shot in India and Thailand. Soma Kerala Palace, Kochi was shown in the movie as the KARMA Institute (school of Guruswamy). Song Sab Tera was shot in the exotic Poda Island.[11]

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Sajid Nadiadwala






Sajid Nadiadwala (born 18 February 1966)[1] is an Indian film producer[image: External link] and director[image: External link], and owner of Nadiadwala Grandson Entertainment.[2]
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Nadiadwala started his career as a production assistant in his uncle's production house before establishing his own production company called "Nadiadwala Grandson Entertainment Pvt Ltd". In 1992 he produced his first film Zulm Ki Hukumat[image: External link] starring Dharmendra[image: External link] and Govinda[image: External link]. In 1993 he produced Waqt Hamara Hai[image: External link] which marked the first pairing of action stars Akshay Kumar[image: External link] and Sunil Shetty[image: External link]. The production company produced several hit films including Jeet[image: External link] (1996), Judwaa[image: External link] (1997), Har Dil Jo Pyar Karega[image: External link] (2000) and Mujhse Shaadi Karogi[image: External link] (2004).

Despite being heavily hyped, his 2006 film Jaan-E-Mann[image: External link] failed to do well at the box office.[3] His next release, the 2007 film Heyy Babyy[image: External link], was one of the year's biggest hit.[4] His 2009 production Kambakkht Ishq[image: External link] included the casting of American actors such as Sylvester Stallone[image: External link], Denise Richards[image: External link] and Brandon Routh[image: External link]. His first film of 2010, Housefull[image: External link] starred Akshay Kumar[image: External link], Ritesh Deshmukh[image: External link], Deepika Padukone[image: External link], Lara Dutta[image: External link] and Boman Irani[image: External link]. On 30 September 2010, he announced a sequel to Housefull which would again star Akshay Kumar[image: External link] and be directed by Sajid Khan[image: External link]. His film Anjaana Anjaani[image: External link] starring Ranbir Kapoor[image: External link] and Priyanka Chopra[image: External link] released on 1 October 2010. His film Housefull 2[image: External link] was released on 5 April 2012. On 23 May 2014, his first movie starring two debutantes in lead roles Heropanti released.[5] The movie stars Tiger Shroff[image: External link] and Kriti Sanon[image: External link] and has the second highest opening for a movie starring debutantes.[6]

Nadiadwala is also working on a big project to launch suneil Shetty's son Ahan shetty. An untitled film directed by Kabir Khan is also in conversations. 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Nadiadwala married actress Divya Bharti[image: External link] on 10 May 1992.[12] After 10 months of their marriage Divya suddenly died on 5 April 1993, after she slipped and fell from their fifth storey window at their Tulsi residency at age 19. Sajid was devastated.[13] After Divya's sudden death, he met his second wife Warda Khan who was a journalist, who came to interview Sajid on his first wife Divya's first death anniversary on April 1994. Warda immediately fell for him. That time Sajid was dating actress Tabu[image: External link]. In November 18,2000, after Warda proposed to him earlier, he married former journalist Warda Khan,[13] with whom he has two sons.[14]

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Venkat ( Prabhas[image: External link]) meets Shailaja ( Trisha[image: External link]) in a train journey and they immediately get attracted to each other after dancing in a rain shower. At the same time Shailaja catches the eye of Bhadranna ( Gopichand[image: External link]), a gangster who also becomes infatuated with her. Venkat keeps bumping into Sailaja coincidentally every time it rains and they fall in love. Ranga Rao (Prakash Raj[image: External link]), Sailaja's dad, is a typical black sheep with all kinds of bad habits. 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 Allegory




Throughout the movie, there is a strong allusion to the Hindu[image: External link] epic Ramayana[image: External link]. Indeed, the story parallels the Ramayana in many ways, Venkat being an analogous Rama[image: External link], Sailaja his Sita[image: External link] and Bhadranna being Ravana[image: External link] analog. Towards the beginning of the movie, as Ranga Rao enter's Bhadranna's residence for the first time, he proclaims - "లంక లాగ ఉన్నదే" - "this looks just like Lanka[image: External link]". Later, during a live play of the Ramayana at his house, upon seeing Rama take Sita back from Ravana, Bhadranna stops the actors from continuing the play and demands the script be changed immediately by having Ravana tie the mangalasutra[image: External link] around Sita's neck. Similarly, at the end of the movie, during another live play of the Ramayana, Rama shoots a large Ravana effigy with a burning arrow, and it is this burning collapsing Ravana that ultimately kills Bhadranna, leaving us with the final allegory of Rama killing Ravana and rescuing Sita.

Sunil was discovered during his college days by the late satirist Jaspal Bhatti[image: External link].[7] He has also acted in India's first Silent comedy[image: External link] show, SAB TV's[image: External link] Gutur Gu[image: External link] in the initial 26 episodes.

He was with comedian Kapil Sharma in the comedy show Comedy Nights with Kapil[image: External link] and became immensely popular playing comical character, Gutthi, Rinku Bhabi and Dr. Mashoor Gulati. [8][9]

Ankit Tiwari is an Indian[image: External link] playback singer and music director. His career began upon to meeting Pradeep Sarkar[image: External link], where he got a chance to work on jingles[image: External link] and started composing background scores for television programmes. Subsequently he was offered to compose music for Do Dooni Chaar[image: External link] (2010) and Saheb, Biwi Aur Gangster[image: External link] (2011), where he started his singing career with the song he composed for the latter.

In 2013, he released his third song, "Sunn Raha Hai[image: External link]" from Aashiqui 2[image: External link]. The song along with its album was nominated for two Filmfare Awards[image: External link] winning the Best Music Director Award[image: External link] for the album along with Mithoon[image: External link] and Jeet Gannguli[image: External link]. In 2014, he again collaborated with Mohit Suri[image: External link]—director of the film Aashiqui 2—for Ek Villain[image: External link], where he composed and sung the song " Galliyan[image: External link]". For the track he received another two nominations in Filmfare Awards[image: External link] winning Best Male Playback Singer Award[image: External link]. He also recorded song "O Yara" for the Pakistani film, Bin Roye[image: External link], which top the charts.

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 Life and career
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 1986–2007: Early life




Ankit was born in Kanpur[image: External link], Uttar Pradesh.[1] His parents own a music troupe[image: External link] in Kanpur called "Raju Suman and Party" which performs at religious convocations[image: External link].[2] His mother, is a devotional singer[image: External link].[3] Though his parents wanted him to complete his studies first, his inclination towards music led them to decide on training him professionally. He trained in classical music from Vinod Kumar Dwivedi[image: External link] before training in piano, Dhrupad[image: External link] and Western vocals.[4] He instituted at and won several local music competitions during the time.[4] He used to work as a production head at a radio station in Gwalior[image: External link],[5] before he moved to Mumbai[image: External link] in December 2007 along with his brother Ankur Tiwari.[6]
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 2008–12: Beginnings and early releases




In Mumbai[image: External link], Tiwari met Pradeep Sarkar[image: External link] who was working on a film at that time. Though the film got shelved, Sarkar gave him, along with other musicians, a chance to work on jingles[image: External link].[3] It was then he composed a couple of background scores for television programmes.[5] Tiwari met Habib Faisal[image: External link], who offered him to compose the music for his directorial debut film Do Dooni Chaar[image: External link] which was released in 2010. Later for producer Tigmanshu Dhulia[image: External link] he composed the theme song of Saheb, Biwi Aur Gangster[image: External link] (2011).[4] With this film, Tiwari made his singing debut where he rendered the song "Saheb Bada Hathila" along with Vipin Aneja[image: External link].[7]
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 2013–present




In 2012, Tiwari narrated the song "Sunn Raha Hai[image: External link]" to Mahesh Bhatt[image: External link] and Mohit Suri[image: External link], the director of the film Aashiqui 2[image: External link].[2][8] The song was also recorded in his voice and the female-version was rendered by Shreya Ghoshal[image: External link].[2] Apart from receiving critical acclaim, the song fetched Tiwari with multiple awards and nominations. He shared his first Filmfare Award[image: External link] as the Best Music Director[image: External link] along with Mithoon[image: External link] and Jeet Gannguli[image: External link].[9] The team received the Best Music Director Award from other ceremonies including IIFA Awards[image: External link] and Zee Cine Awards[image: External link].[10][11] Apart from music direction, Tiwari received his second nomination in Filmfare Awards[image: External link] as the Best Male Playback Singer[image: External link].[12] As his second release of the year, Tiwari collaborated with Sachin Gupta[image: External link]—marking his first song to the tunes of another composer—for the song "Aag Ka Dariya" from Issaq[image: External link].[13]

2014 began with the film Dee Saturday Night[image: External link], where two of his songs, "Falsafa Mera Falsafa" and "Jhatak Ke Nacho" went mostly unnoticed with the music listeners. He then performed the track "Kaisa Hai Dard Mera" which is composed by Ismail Darbar[image: External link] for Subhash Ghai[image: External link]'s Kaanchi[image: External link].[14] Tiwari composed two tracks for the film Samrat & Co.[image: External link], titled "Sawaalon Mein" and a party song "Tequila Wakila" where both are rendered by Ghoshal.[15] During the year, he performed three tracks for two of Himesh Reshammiya[image: External link]'s films, The Xposé[image: External link] and Action Jackson[image: External link]. His rendition for the song "Sheeshe Ka Samundar" from the former received critical acclaim,[16] while "Punjabi Mast" and "Dhoom Dhaam" from the latter received negative response from critics.[17] In July 2014, a duet with Tulsi Kumar[image: External link] titled "Kuch Toh Hua Hai" was released included in the film Singham Returns[image: External link].[18] The year ended with "Dil Darbadar" from PK[image: External link].[19] Apart from all the songs released during the year, the most successful track was " Galliyan[image: External link]" from Ek Villain[image: External link]. The song was a critical and commercial success; Mohar Basu from Koimoi[image: External link] described the song as "the most attractive song of the album" stating "Tiwari's music and voice adds the required finesse in this song and what he has made darn great!".[20] The song fetched him several awards for Best Male Playback Singer including from Filmfare[image: External link],[21] Star Guild[image: External link][22] and Stardust Awards[image: External link].[23] Subsequently he received his fourth nomination in Filmfare[image: External link] as the Best Music Director Award at 60th Britannia Filmfare Awards[image: External link].[24] In the year, Tiwari made his debut in a Kannada[image: External link] film with the song "Nillu Nillu" from Dil Rangeela[image: External link] composed by Arjun Janya[image: External link].[25]

Tiwari composed and sung the song "Katra Katra" along with Prakriti Kakar[image: External link] for the film Alone[image: External link] (2015).[26] They again collaborated for the song "Bheegh Loon" from Khamoshiyan[image: External link]. He then composed three tracks for the film Roy[image: External link], "Tu Hai Ki Nahi", "Yaara Re" which is rendered by KK[image: External link] and "Boond Boond" performed by Tiwari himself.[27] The unplugged version of "Tu Hai Ki Nahi" performed by Tulsi Kumar[image: External link] along with the original received mixed reactions from critics though infusion of the whistle's tune was appreciated.[28]
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Tiwari stated that he wants to explore different genres given the right opportunity, though it shouldn't be vulgar[image: External link] and should hold meaning.[29] Satyajit from Glamsham called his second composed song "Saheb Bada Hatila" from Saheb, Biwi Aur Gangster[image: External link] a "rock-musical" arrangement.[30] In his next composition "Sunn Raha Hai[image: External link]", the male version features electronic distortion guitar[image: External link], zitar[image: External link] and drums while the female version is supported by instruments like ghatam[image: External link], flute, santoor[image: External link] and acoustic guitar.[2] The variance in composition was particularly applauded by critics.[31]

In 2014, Tiwari composed "Tequila Wakila[image: External link]" which lies in Spanish style musical background[image: External link] settings of bass[image: External link], drums, saxophone, trumpets and guitar while "Sawalon Mein" from the same film[image: External link] has a mysterious type semi-philosophical[image: External link] composition which is decorated with haunting piano notes and bell sounds in the background.[32] Rajiv Vijayakar from Bollywood Hungama mentioned that Tiwari seems to be "evolving into a composer with a decent range".[33] In the composition of the song " Galliyan[image: External link]" it transforms from "being slow-paced, to quickly accelerating into heavy rock music and then settling into soothing traditional Indian-themed sounds[image: External link]",[34] while the unplugged version dominantly uses the acoustic guitar alongside piano.[35] However for his next song "Kuch Toh Hua Hai[image: External link]", Surabhi Redkar for Koimoi[image: External link] commented; "Experimentation wise, the song shows no novelty as the musical arrangements are not peculiarly impressive".[36] According to reviewers, his last song released in 2014, "Dil Darbadar[image: External link]" has a huge "Galliyan" hangover and "doesn't actually fit into the scheme of things".[37] In September 2014, Tiwari said; "People usually call me for love songs or songs of separation, which I love composing. But I don't want to restrict myself to a particular genre".[5]

"Katra Katra[image: External link]" from 2015 had a similar fate with "Dil Darbadar" as the musical arrangements[image: External link] of both the song are similar to his earlier ventures. Redkar noted; "If only Tiwari could come up with something new [...] the only problem is that it all sounds the same".[38] His next was a passionate and intense[image: External link] composition, "Bheegh Loon[image: External link]" which fits with the erotic thriller[image: External link] mood of the film.[39] In "Tu Hai Ki Nahin" from Roy[image: External link] Tiwari used minimal musical arrangements mainly focusing on vocals and incorporate a whistle[image: External link]—first time he has used whistle as an instrument—which according to music listeners "sounds brilliant and has high recall value", while the next two tracks "Boond Boond" and "Yaara Re" were called "experimental" in terms of arrangement.[40][28]

 Influences




Tiwari named the singers like KK[image: External link], Puerto Rican[image: External link] and Ricky Martin[image: External link] as his idols.[3] He picked Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan[image: External link] as one of his inspiration and dedicated a song to him from one of his composition at MTV Unplugged 4 – Episode 06[image: External link].[29] Among the actors, Tiwari expressed his desire to dub for Shah Rukh Khan[image: External link] and Ranbir Kapoor[image: External link].[1]

Popular singer Rahat Fateh Ali Khan[image: External link] mentioned that he likes Tiwari's singing along with Arijit Singh's.[41]
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 Voice and rendition




Tiwari's early two releases "Sunn Raha Hai[image: External link]" and "Aag Ka Dariya" represent his "young energetic and strong vocals" which was well received by the critics.[42] "Kaisa Hai Dard Mera", despite with the similar pattern has a semi classical touch in his rendition.[43] His one of the most successful venture " Galliyan[image: External link]" provided Tiwari with a high vocal range which was particularly appraised in the song though Bollywood Hungama wrote that he sings the track in a "gimmicky tenor that sounds fake".[44] His voice and rendition was criticised in "Dil Darbadar" where IBNLive[image: External link] wrote; "Tiwari's choice to distort vocals using the Auto-tune software takes away the charm and rawness of a plaintive melody like "Dil Darbadar".[45]
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 Controversies




On 9 May 2014, Tiwari was arrested for allegedly raping[image: External link] his girlfriend, while his brother was booked on complaint of making threats to her life[image: External link]. Tiwari was apprehended under rape charges after a 28 years old advertising professional approached the Versova police station[image: External link] alleging rape. In her statement, she said that he raped her on many occasions since July 2013, after promising marriage.[46] A week later, he was granted bail by the Sessions Court[image: External link] on the condition that he furbish a bond of Rs 20,000.[47]

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Binod Pradhan





Binod Pradhan (native of Kalimpong[image: External link], West Bengal[image: External link]) is an Indian cinematographer[image: External link]. Some his award-winning works include 1942 A Love Story[image: External link], Devdas[image: External link], Rang De Basanti[image: External link], Mission Kashmir[image: External link], and Munna Bhai M.B.B.S.[image: External link].

Biography

Binod grew up in the picturesque hill town of Kalimpong, West Bengal.[1] Coming from a humble Nepali[image: External link] background, Binod got his first box camera[image: External link] in the early years from his father, H. K. Pradhan, who ran a photo studio. The love affair with camera started from thereon. Binod would shoot black-and-white[image: External link] pictures and try and colour them using water-paints. He was often caught shooting unknown portraits and making prints of them. Displeased at first, his father recognized his work and most of Binod's images landed up on the display case of the studio and he was rewarded with an Asahi Pentax[image: External link]. Binod and his camera were pretty much inseparable and by the age of 14, he was running things at the studio.

Soon found the isolated life at Kalimpong was a hindrance for taking up photography as a career option. There was no formal forum to learn new techniques and share his experience. On hearing about FTII[image: External link] in Pune[image: External link], he approached the institute with his portfolio and was admitted into a three-year course in cinematography[image: External link].

The break into films came when film director Prem Sagar came to the institute to judge the students' work. Impressed with Binod's work, Prem Sagar immediately offered him the job of an assistant at Sagar Arts[image: External link]. He went on to assist Prem Sagar on the Dharam-Hema Malini starrers, Charas[image: External link] and Ram Bharose[image: External link]. Realizing that he was not making his identity in the huge industry, he started looking at other options. Ace cameraman A. K. Bir[image: External link], who was working on a film Gharonda[image: External link] offered him the job of assistant cameraman, in charge of the zoom and focus department. This proved to be a very useful internship.

Work soon dried up and he often found himself changing addresses very often. Few sporadic assignments like documentaries (for Durga Khote[image: External link] productions), ads and corporate films helped improve his technical skills.

During this period, he lived with a Kutchi family and this was when he met Dolly. He fell in love with Dolly, and was unable to convince her parents. Resorting to desperate measures, he eloped with her back to Kalimpong. They soon had their first-born, Binay. Out-of-work Binod devoted himself completely to raising him.He also has a second son named Deep Pradhan .

Slowly, old friends approached him with work assignments. He worked with Mani Kaul[image: External link] on the celluloid version of Ghashiram Kotwal[image: External link] and did Jabbar Patel's Jait Re Jait[image: External link]. The Assamese[image: External link] film Apa Roopa happened then.

The dry spell finally broke when Kundan Shah[image: External link] started gathering all his mates from FTII[image: External link] for the film Jaane Bhi Do Yaaro[image: External link]. This film went on to reach cult status.
