Understanding Your Target Audience

Psychographics help you craft not only your promotional materials but even your book’s cover design, blurb, and title. Every choice you make should resonate with the mindset of your ideal reader.

	Understanding your target audience isn’t a one-time activity you finish before writing your book. It’s an ongoing mindset. Even after you’ve published, you should continue listening, adapting, and learning from your readers. Which marketing campaigns worked and which fell flat? Which audiences surprised you by responding enthusiastically? Your second book launch will benefit enormously from everything you learn with the first.
