THE REDISCOVERY OF WONDER


		


		

			by Christian Kaspar Schwarm (Co-Founder Independent Collectors)
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			I enjoy getting people excited about contemporary art. Preferably those who have never had anything to do with it. I was once such a person myself, and bridges were built for me, too, into this huge, creative universe called art. When you invite someone to get involved with it, you often encounter two typical barriers—even among the wealthy and highly intellectual: either your counterpart considers themselves »too poor« or »too uneducated.« As if the enjoyment of art were about money or intellect. Partly responsible for these two unnecessary hurdles are the sensationalism of media and the demarcation needs of some theorists. In order for art to make it into the news, it has to be removed from its actual idea: It usually only appears in the headlines when a work is obscenely expensive, has been exposed as a forgery, or has become a bone of contention between two disputing parties. For many people, this leads to the notion that art is a »passion of the elites.« And if that doesn’t scare you off, experts who make their descriptions and texts so theory-heavy that the potential emotional encounter and confrontation with a work no longer seems to be a dimension. The bottom line is that both camps are moving away from their starting point, art, and are establishing—whether intentionally or unintentionally—elitist world-views that do not explicitly exclude millions of people from art, but do de facto keep them away. 


			And yet, especially now, in a time of radical contrasts and international conflicts, art has the potential to open our minds and hearts and sensitize us to the fact that it will certainly not be the loud and simple solutions that show us the way to a better future. Good art is rarely simple, but it is hardly ever incomprehensible. 


			Personally, I have never met someone I would gladly listen to about art who would then shock me »politically.« Quite the opposite: Reflection and depth are qualities that, fortunately, can rarely be limited to a single area of life. And: Those who learn to love art also rediscover wonder. People who instead consider themselves standard-bearers and believe they have already seen and heard everything are probably less likely to marvel. That is why I wish for a world full of wonder. It will be a peaceful one.

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			You are smart, successful, self-sufficient, and you enjoy the good things in life, for knowledge is no less an enjoyment than ownership. You also hold immense power over the course of 21st-century art, as you may become the patrons of the great masterpieces of our time. 


			 


			I address you, dear patrons of tomorrow, inspired by the art critic Clement Greenberg, who famously wrote that avantgarde art is tied to the bourgeoisie by an »umbilical cord of gold.« At a time when modern global society is experiencing war on the doorstep of Europe, an endless global pandemic, and rising inflation and unemployment, it should come as no surprise that this unprecedented uncertainty overwhelms all creative minds—those who are the most vulnerable in times of crisis. That is why, if it is to survive, your unique assets are of utmost importance for the future of artistic production. 


			 


			I will not supply rules of ethics and codes of conduct, as has become fashionable in collecting discourse; I will leave it to other experts to monopolize the advice of the business of collecting. I will rather engage in nurturing your enthusiasm in supporting good art, your worldly sensibility, curiosity, and connoisseurship, just as I would do for any aspiring art critic. 


			When the image of the next five years is obscure, when the market confidence in emerging artists is faltering, what is to be done? Seek out the expression of the imagination and support practices with a sense of artistic possibility and the determination to express it as forcefully and distinctly as possible. Only a few dozen artists fit this bill at any given moment—this is perhaps the biggest minority to be found—but nourishing a strong aesthetic sensibility in times of tumultuous transformation is necessary, for when art appears the least relevant, it might be the most needed. Patrons and critics need to support the art ecosystem as it evolves: to encourage independent and critical thinking, to promote freedom, and to champion ambitious works with aesthetic power, as well as the resources that grant artists and critics free time and autonomy.


		




		

			WHERE TO BEGIN? 


			Patronage models are slow in evolving and sometimes last a century or more. The first major world-historical change in patronage was during the Renaissance, which granted artists freedom from having to produce propaganda or decoration for the Church and State, their only patrons for centuries. The crisis of old institutions in the late Middle Ages paved the way for the emergence of a new class of wealthy, educated individuals who became patrons of artists and thinkers, epitomized by the Medici in Florence. It was a world-historic crisis that opened-up the possibility for artists to emancipate themselves from the guilds, therefore allowing them to become more autonomous and yet more meaningfully entrenched in society as a whole. 


			The autonomy of art, aesthetically and in terms of its subject matter, was founded on a new social situation for artists and intellectuals. After the modernization of the world, the French and American Revolutions, this autonomy became more vigorous. The art historian and critic TJ Clark treats Jacques Louis David’s Death of Marat (1793) as the exemplification of a masterpiece that became unhinged from aristocratic patronage and joined the masses in the streets during the French Revolution. The painting epitomizes the further development of freedom and autonomy of art in modernity, while also becoming a new form of public address.


			 


			The social condition of art in modernity is that art must continually remake itself in a world that is constantly changing. This is why the new is rarely new, but the old in distress, because art is the most affected in a world that is constantly changing, it wants to continually remake and rethink itself. But this is also why the 19th-century German poet and philosopher Friedrich Schiller would call art the daughter of freedom, and Theodor Adorno would call art the ambassador of freedom in the late 1960s.


			 


			How does art patronage help to gradually move towards more artistic freedom? By granting artists and thinkers autonomy and access to a sustainable ecosystem. For example, the Knight Foundation, which operates in American cities such as Detroit and Miami, supports not only big institutions but grassroots organization and individual projects on the quality of the idea and allows for those who are already active in the community to do more, for gallery and non-gallery affiliated artists to create artworks, but freely, without political agendas. Beyond artworks and art commissions, the Knight Foundation supports a wide range of initiatives: from staff positions and operating support to technology-driven projects, from sustainability of artists residencies to digital commissions, and everything in between.


			 


			A major vanguard of holistic patronage models has formed around Latin American art collections, which have diversified their support of the art ecosystem. The New York based Venezuelan philanthropist Patricia Phelps de Cisneros not only sits on the board of major American and European museums and donated works to their collections, but has been experimenting with ways of creating a bilingual (Spanish and English) and profoundly inclusive patronage model. The foundation supports conservation initiatives for Latin American modern masters, while also hosts online debates and public conversations that engage intellectually rigorous topics with artists, curators, and critics.


			Meanwhile, the Brazilian collector Pedro Barbosa in São Paulo, beyond supporting individual artists and a decades-long effort to create a major archive on ephemeral media, artists’ books and performance art, the coleção moraes-barbosa has fostered transatlantic artistic and curatorial initiatives, created artist and curator/critic residencies and exhibition spaces focused on performance art, which welcome curators, artists and critics to experiment and continually remake its collection displays.


			 


			The art patrons of tomorrow can, just like critics, reflect on how art can herald a time of new humans that are self-determining, have freedom of the imagination and spontaneity, and are thus open to possibilities that in the present seem foreclosed.

ESPACIO TACUARI
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			Thirty-six years ago Pat & Juan Vergez built a private home that looked like a white cube. Naturally, they wanted to fill their blank walls with art, so when they got married, they decided to place their wedding registry in an art gallery. One of the wedding gifts then turned out to be their first ever purchase. From that point on, they bought more and more art, starting with Argentine art, then moving on to Latin American art, and finally to international art, with a focus mostly on Berlin art after the fall of the Berlin Wall. Eventually, their house was no longer big enough to store this many works of art, and in 2005 Espacio Tacuari was born—in Buenos Aires’ San Telmo district. Formerly housing an ink factory, this unique exhibition space is located in a 100-plus-year-old, four-story building dedicated to contemporary art and the Vergez’s personal collection of vintage furniture displayed in relaxed living spaces. The collection includes pieces that change twice a year, combining Argentine artists like Tomás Saraceno, Mariela Scafati, and Leandro Erlich with international names such as Monika Sosnowska, Ernesto Neto, Elmgreen & Dragset, and Ólafur Elíasson. »Collecting art is our sole passion,« says the couple, »contemporary art is so limitless that it completely fulfills us.«

MACBA–MUSEO DE ARTE CONTEMPORÁNEO DE BUENOS AIRES
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			MAMBA, MALBA, MACBA. Anyone flaneuring through Buenos Aires on a museum tour could get them mixed up. While the first two have been around for a long time, the MACBA arrived on the scene in 2012. The Museo de Arte Contemporáneo de Buenos Aires was founded by native Aldo Rubino, who now lives in Miami and is a frequent guest on the collectors’ panel at Art Basel Miami Beach. Rubino’s private collection concentrates on geometric abstraction: Op art, hard edge, and neo-geo, from Manuel Álvarez Bravo and Victor Vasarely, all the way to the American Sarah Morris. Special exhibitions feature all varieties of current art. Shows take place in the 2,400-square-meter translucent building brought to life by local architect duo Vila Sebastián. The location is great: The MACBA, which sits adjacent to the MAMBA, is in the lively fleamarket quarter of San Telmo.

MALBA—MUSEO DE ARTE LATINOAMERICANO DE BUENOS AIRES 
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			For Eduardo Costantini, art has always come before his business activities. The real estate developer’s inclination for the arts started when he was 22 years old, and even nowadays, his companys’s projects – though following an economic purpose – are always decided from an aesthetic stance. The decision to turn his collection into a public project was a natural one. »I learned social responsibility from my mother, who always invested a lot of her time in volunteer work despite having little money. In 2001, Costantini founded MALBA, the Museum of Latin American Art of Buenos Aires, where the focus is on Latin American art from the early 20th century to the present. The permanent collection comprises more than 700 pieces, including works by leading figures such as Xul Solar, Antonio Berni, Joaquín Torres-García, Diego Rivera, Frida Kahlo, Roberto Matta, Maria Martins, and Remedios Varo. The most famous work of the MALBA is Tarsila do Amaral’s Abaporú.

			Far from the major urban art centers, in a majestic location beneath the expansive bright blue sky of the Argentine Andes, lies the world’s first James Turrell Museum, opened in 2009. Here, the light-and-land artist from Arizona completed his biggest Skyspace to date, at his collector and friend Donald M. Hess’s vineyard, Colomé: 2,300 meters up the side of a mountain sits an observatory with an open roof, enhanced by an orchestration of subtle light that achieves its greatest intensity at sunrise and sunset. Eight more light rooms, works acquired by Hess over the past 40 years, are grouped around the spectacular centerpiece, where one experiences an unparalleled sense of meditative peace and inner reflectiveness. The Museo James Turrell, which Hess maintains along with his collection in North America, is a truly magical space in a fascinating location.

			The Colección de Arte Amalia Lacroze de Fortabat lies in the middle of Puerto Madero, the trendy quarter of the Argentine capital. Until the end of the 1990s, this neighborhood was still a no-go area of rundown buildings ringing the harbor. Over the last few years, however, it has been regenerated and rejuvenated by world-class architects like Sir Norman Foster, Philippe Starck, and Santiago Calatrava. The architect of the Colección Fortabat, which opened in fall 2008, is the Uruguay-born New Yorker Rafael Viñoly. He built a modern, light-filled venue for the art collection of Argentina’s wealthiest woman: Over a thousand works ranging from Pieter Bruegel to Andy Warhol – who made a portrait of her in 1980 – and an entire gallery dedicated to the work of the socially critical Argentinian artist Antonio Berni.

			Small gestures are not his thing: Australian millionaire David Walsh owns one of the largest museums in the southern hemisphere. This building without daylight is burrowed deep into the Tasmanian bedrock. Aside from contemporary art, the museum also houses Egyptian mummies and ancient coins. Walsh, who made his fortune developing complex winning systems for gambling, combines antique treasures with Australian contemporary art, as well as works by internationally renowned artists like Jannis Kounellis, James Turrell, Anselm Kiefer, the Viennese group Gelitin, and Wim Delvoye’s excrement machine, Cloaca. Walsh prefers works that confront viewers immediately with subjects like sex and death. He views his Museum of Old and New Art, opened in 2011, as a kind of secular temple in which visitors are made keenly aware of humanity’s existential conditions.

			Sydney has long battled it out with Melbourne for top billing on the Australian cultural calendar. But, while the latter boasts an equally if not more active gallery and museum scene, Sydney’s harborside arts festival, the Biennale of Sydney, places it a cut above, particularly on the international art world stage, having attracted top-notch curators for its past editions—Documenta 13 artistic director Carolyn Christov-Bakargiev, Fondazione Prada director Germano Celant, and Stephanie Rosenthal, appointed director of the Martin Gropius Bau in Berlin in 2018. The 2022 edition has been developed and realized by a curatorium comprised of artistic director and Colombian curator José Roca and co-curators Paschal Daantos Berry, Anna Davis, Hannah Donnelly, and Talia Linz. For those headed down under during biennial off-months, there’s still plenty left to see. The Art Gallery of New South Wales (Art Gallery NSW) leads off Sydney’s museum scene. The institution’s John Kaldor Family Collection is of particular note here for its breadth of American and European postwar and contemporary masters. The Museum of Contemporary Art Australia (MCA)’s waterfront building, since its renovation in 2012, exudes a fresh modern vibe. More experimental is Artspace, a contemporary art venue in the city’s Woolloomooloo district, which was founded by artists in 1983 and moved to its current venue, a historic building known as The Gunnery, in 1992. The much younger Carriageworks opened in 2007 in the disused Eveleigh Rail Yards, and hosts a multidisciplinary program of contemporary art, theater, and performance—as well as the city’s biggest art fair, Sydney Contemporary, which is held in September. Australia’s relative isolation from the art market power-centers of Europe, America, and Asia translates into fewer commercial galleries than some cities of similar global standing, but a trip here wouldn’t be complete without a stop at Roslyn Oxley9 Gallery, which has helped launch the careers of Tracey Moffatt and Fiona Hall, among others.

THE ELLIOTT EYES COLLECTION
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			It is not often that art collectors open the doors to their private home and also personally show visitors around, but this is what makes the Elliott Eyes Collection a special experience. In the elegant Victorian townhouse of Gordon Elliott and Michael Eyes, art fills every available wall, surface, and corner. The two have amassed almost 300 works, mostly by artists from Australia and New Zealand, including Rick Armor, James Gleeson, Clara Adolphs, Peter Churcher, Clement Meadmore, and Michael Zavros, and they are proud of their collection’s highly individual, personal character. Many of the works are surprisingly humorous. The (mostly male) human figure, either as sculpture or on canvas, is a clear focus. 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			Judith Neilson’s devotion to architecture and visual and performing arts enriches Australia’s cultural landscape whilst challenging preconceived ideas. Visiting Beijing in 2004, she realized that her understanding of Chinese art was based on an outdated cliché. Upon returning, she restructured her existing collection and transformed an old warehouse to share the still-growing collection, which currently houses over 3,000 pieces by 750 artists. Neilson acquired Chinese works created post-2000 by artists like Xu Zhen, Xu Bing, Shang Yang, and Yu Hong. Neilson focussed on »creativity and quality« rather than an artist’s career level. This lauded collection is open to the public free of charge. Her latest venture, Phoenix Central Park, reinforces her commitment to bravery and excellence. 			Since 1979, Gertraud and Dieter Bogner have commissioned international artists to develop and realize permanent spatial installations in the interior and exterior spaces of the Buchberg Castle in Lower Austria. Thirty works have been created so far as part of this unfinished art project. The focus is on constructive, structural, and conceptual artistic positions, as they also determine the extensive collection of the couple. Dan Graham, Heimo Zobernig, Bernhard Leitner, Nikita Kadan and Hanne Lippard have realized works in the courtyards and ornamental gardens. In the interiors, installations have been created by Monika Brandmeier, Josef Dabernig, Roland Goeschl, John Hilliard, Thomas Kaminsky, Stanislav Kolíbal, Dorit Margreiter, and François Morellet, among others. 			A castle, a garden, and an enthusiastic couple. Christine and Bertrand Conrad-Eybesfeld do not buy their art off the rack. It originates on-site, sometimes in a few weeks, sometimes over a period of years. They do not consider themselves collectors or patrons, but rather as the artist’s partners on these outdoor projects. Indeed, the couple has enough space: The property is located in the state of Styria, in southeastern Austria. It all started with the artist Heimo Zobernig, who in 1989 made his mark on the castle’s former tennis court with a 15-centimeter-thick concrete plate. Sol LeWitt executed a large-scale work shortly before his death in 2007. 			Away from the country’s metropolises, Carinthian entrepreneur Herbert Liaunig opened a museum of uncompromisingly modern architecture in 2008, which was vigorously expanded again in 2014 and is already a listed building. The Viennese architectural team Querkraft focuses on understatement: 90 percent of the rooms are underground. Liaunig has collected »what emerged from personal encounters and preferences.« Among the more than 4,000 works are key works of Austrian postwar art, for example by Arnulf Rainer and Maria Lassnig, but also the undiscovered, the overlooked, and young positions. Since the museum’s founding, he has taken a more targeted approach, closing gaps in the continuously growing collection. His goal: to make Austrian art since 1945 tangible for visitors. The historical collections shown in rotation—portrait miniatures, glass, silver, and African gold and glass bead art—are intended as a contrast to the contemporary exhibitions in the museum.

			From the mid-1960s, Wolfgang Klocker collected works by Max Weiler, Paul Flora, and Tyrolean artists from his circle of friends, which he also exhibited in his car showroom. Emmy Klocker expanded the collection, at first sporadically, but from 1990 systematically, with works of Austrian and Tyrolean art after 1945, thus laying the foundation for the Klocker Museum. Since her death, purchases have been made by the foundation’s board and an artistic advisory board. As of 2014, the art prizes of the Klocker Foundation, combined with purchases, mark leading positions in contemporary art and thus serve to raise the profile of the collection. The goal is to continue the history of the collection under the conditions of the present. Since its beginnings, the collection has attempted to bring together the best achievements of contemporary Tyrolean art in an Austrian context, while more recently the collection has broadened its international horizon and begun striving for a balanced relationship of gender positions.

			Upon entering Palais Rasumofsky, it’s easy to be dazzled by its marble columns, opulent crown moldings, and lavish chandeliers. Rasumovsky, is home to a significant collection of contemporary art. Entrepreneur Adrian Riklin, who acquired the building in 2004, originally envisioned it as a luxury hotel, but things turned out differently. Now, Riklin and his partner Antonis Stachel present their collection on exclusive guided tours. Represented are works by Alfred Hrdlicka, Erwin Wurm, Nan Goldin, and Julian Opie.
