​Brief History: From Ancient Civilizations to Modern Nation

Greece’s history is incredibly rich and goes back thousands of years.


	
Ancient Beginnings: It all started with powerful civilizations like the Minoans on Crete and the Mycenaeans on the mainland, known for their grand palaces and early writing.

​Geography and Climate: Diverse Landscapes, Perfect Weather

Greece is a country of incredible natural beauty and variety.


	
Mainland: The mainland is mostly mountainous, with famous ranges like the Pindus and the legendary Mount Olympus, home of the ancient Greek gods. These mountains offer great hiking and even skiing in winter.

	
Islands: Greece has thousands of islands. Estimates range from 1,200 to 6,000, depending on how you count them! Only about 227 are inhabited. These islands are grouped into different chains, each with its own unique feel, from the volcanic landscapes of the Cyclades to the green hills of the Ionian islands.

	
Coastline: With its many islands and long mainland, Greece has one of the longest coastlines in the world, stretching over 13,676 kilometers (8,498 miles). This means endless beaches, hidden coves, and clear blue waters.



Climate: Greece generally has a Mediterranean climate, which means:


	
Hot, Dry Summers: From June to August, expect lots of sunshine, very little rain, and high temperatures, especially in July and August.

	
Mild, Wet Winters: Winters (December to February) are mild in coastal areas and on the islands, but can be colder with snow in the northern mountains.

	
Pleasant Spring and Autumn: These shoulder seasons (April-May and September-October) offer warm, comfortable weather, making them ideal for visiting, as mentioned in the introduction.
