	INTRODUCTION

	Year 2026 is a year of anchoring! It stands out with its calmer beginning and more intense spiritual flow of energies. Intuition grows. Our karmic connection with the past is breaking, so that we can move much further in life, without the burden of ties and worries.

	All zodiac signs are entering a year of pleasant, stabilizing energy. As an astrologer, I am glad, because after the more turbulent year 2025, rest and stabilization are a welcome change. Since energy settles more often in Capricorn, Leo, and Aries, and at the same time contains elements of deep emotionality thanks to Pisces and Cancer, I know that this year will spark very unexpected relationships, highlight real values, and remove lies or illusions.

	But before I begin the yearly forecast, I will summarize the basics of astrology, so the book is pleasant for every reader – also for those who are only starting with astrology, who are only just getting to know it.

	

	

	How to understand this horoscope and astrology?

	Long-time astrology enthusiasts and newcomers, welcome to the book into which I put all my knowledge and energy, so I can offer you the most accurate interpretation of the future. In this book, I will explore the astrological development of the year 2026. I will analyze the most important astrological aspects, global energies, and also a forecast month by month. 	Reading an astrological chart is not simple. I myself studied for many years to understand and interpret aspects in a way that announces the future clearly and precisely, so that not only experienced readers, but also newcomers can understand my predictions.

	The goal of my book is therefore not only the prediction itself, but also help in understanding oneself. The main intention is to show you how your decisions, relationships, and life paths will influence you in the year 2026, according to astrology and your zodiac sign. According to my own experience, astrology is an excellent tool for self-reflection. It helps us understand life, our spirituality, and our inner self.

	A horoscope can help us orient in a specific time and point to patterns of behavior in our life. Each of us always has the freedom of choice, and all of us can influence our own destiny. But I believe that this horoscope can be a great guide in life for each of you. I believe that these facts from astrology 2026 will help you in personal development.

	

	

	2026: What will happen in astrology?

	In the year 2026, astrology will astonish us with more than one significant astrological aspect. The energy that is coming to us is unmistakably dynamic. We feel the difference compared to the previous year. The quality of our energy is high, because Mars is direct all year and not for a moment troubled by retrograde motion. Compared to 2025, this is a welcome change, since the beginning of the last year was difficult precisely because of the backward movement of nervous and uncomfortably set Mars. Year 2026 will thus spare us 54 days of Mars's nervousness, when I compare it astrologically with the previous year.

	Year 2026 will therefore influence not only each sign individually, but also global events around us. Already at the beginning of the year, pleasant energy dominates. The year begins in a strong embrace of Capricorn's pleasant, earthly, and loving energy. In January, Capricorn is connected with the Sun and no backward-moving energies disturb the pleasant flow of positive energy. Our karmic energy is in a gentle balance and so nothing stops us from fulfilling our New Year’s resolutions and giving ourselves the rest needed for a full entry into the new year.

	The concentrated power of earthly Capricorn at the start of 2026 motivates us to work hard and be determined. If any of us has been waiting for the year when we will finally fulfill our New Year’s resolutions, year 2026 is the one that will finally grant us success. Our goals are being fulfilled, worries are dissolving, and the energy is so pleasant, it feels suspicious. The main suspicion comes from retrograde Jupiter, who will show up for every zodiac sign from January to March.

	Retrograde Jupiter is a very significant aspect at the beginning of the year. When he moves directly through the sign of Cancer, he is extremely exalted – he has a naturally very strong and beneficial influence on the shaping of each day he moves through. On these days, when he is retrograde, Jupiter’s full energy turns inward and expresses itself in different ways. Sometimes unexpectedly.

	The astrological beginning of the year, also thanks to retrograde Jupiter, brings us strong intuition. Our spiritual perception is connected with emotions, family, and our inner world. In this sense, we not only feel, but our inner voice literally tells us what to do, which direction to go, how to decide. We dive into our soul, where – thanks to Jupiter – we feel a strong urge. Some call it strong intuition.

	The strong beginning of the year will therefore be unusual. We perceive abundance and happiness differently, because these emotions now hide above all in family life. Where is happiness hidden, where do we find the strongest emotions – directly in our family life and in the circle of our family.

	Abundance at the start of the year is locked in emotions, but especially in those we are able to heal and balance. The things that disturbed family happiness and good energy can be closed. Pluto will help us with this with full power. It is time to settle family relationships, cleanse family karma, and support the emotional growth of every family member.

	Our material and emotional fulfillment comes from different places than in the previous year. In every moment of these days, we are strongly connected to the past. Retrograde Jupiter in Cancer holds great energy and points to unresolved family relationships. The strongest energy of the beginning of the year is therefore the possibility to free ourselves from dysfunctional family patterns and to heal broken relationships. Our hidden emotional wisdom is unlocked. Astrology at the beginning of the year allows us to grow and move forward.

	We are spiritually more sensitive. We feel connected to people who were part of our past. But do you know why this happens? This feeling arises only because of unfinished chapters, which still follow our karma like a shadow we have not let go of.

	The astrology of the beginning of the year calls for closure. Closing the past may be the most important thing we do for ourselves at the start of the year. Astrologically, the start of 2026 is very spiritual. Compared to the difficult beginning of 2025, it shows that our soul will feel purpose, not fatigue. With the year 2026, we can heal from old family wounds and from the heavy karmic shadows of the past.

	All of 2026 we have the opportunity to root ourselves in things that have real meaning and give us a sense of purpose. What we build this year – in relationships, career, and finances – carries deep meaning for the future.

	The next quarter of 2026 also strengthens our intuitive and spiritual senses. When several planets move through Pisces, Cancer begins to echo, and other strong aspects appear, our creativity and empathy open up. The things we do have emotional depth. As spring approaches, the atmosphere shifts.

	The entry of the Sun into Aries on March 20 starts the astrological new year, accompanied by important aspects of Mars and Saturn. The energy moves toward new beginnings, courage, and determination. The spring equinox of 2026 is also accompanied by tension, so it is good to avoid impulsiveness and not overestimate our strength.

	The second half of the year increases the activity of both Mars and Saturn. Astrologically, this means an emphasis on discipline and incredible fighting spirit. The global energy is more dynamic and fiercer. We are more persistent, but sometimes we may also be struggling in the background with unpleasantness around retrograde Mercury and Saturn.

	When in summer the dominant energy is Gemini and Cancer, family relationships and curiosity come to the forefront. From June, Jupiter brings great optimism and shows things in a new light. The positive aspects of the second half of the year suggest stability and success for everyone who believes in themselves and is willing to work persistently on their growth.

	Autumn is astrologically significant as well. There are transits connected to Virgo’s precision, Libra’s sense of justice, and the mystical secrecy of Scorpio. But retrograde Venus also appears – and astrology awaits her impatiently, to end relationships and uncertainties that no longer serve our good. Even though retrograde Venus in 2026 may open old wounds, she also holds the power to awaken emotional intimacy and restore order where chaos once ruled.

	The end of the year is astrologically very transformative. In something big we will decide as individuals, but it seems astrology also points to global decisions with significant impact. When Saturn connects with Aries before the end of 2026, it will show where we need to work on ourselves. On our patience and on our self-discipline. As is often the case, lessons of patience are not simple. But the astrology of 2026 clearly confirms that each of us will have a chance to find balance in our life.

	This is how astrology shows itself in a very rough outline of the yearly astrology. Now, in the following lines, I want to focus on the theme of 2026 in more detail. But even from a rough look at the year’s astrological chart, it is clear that this year will change a lot. It does not push directly for change, but offers stabilization and anchoring. It seems like a year of settling into one’s own energy. But the beautiful thing is also that more than one aspect will allow us to fight – and then raise our hands in a sign of victory.

	

	

	The dominant theme of the year?

	In the year 2026 we enter a period of anchoring. It is a year when we all naturally return to trustworthy things that give us a sense of sustainability and safety. After years in which we went through instability and chaos, this year is an opportunity to slow down. It gives us the gift of ending unexpected turns.

The process each of us will go through will not be static within the soul, but active. Since we are entering a time of anchoring, it is astrologically written that the process will not be only external, but also internal. 	How will anchoring show up in our life?

	It seems we are entering a calmer year, one that sparks less and changes things at a pace slow enough for us to adapt. A year like this will bring a stabilizing effect into every area of life for each zodiac sign. For example, in love, such a year may bring an urge for longer-term commitments. We lose interest in superficiality, because in life we long for certainty. It is a year that may be challenging for those who have lived in more superficial relationships, because in 2026 everyone wants to have someone close by their side.

	If your relationships are or were of a superficial nature, you will go through a great personal transformation and feelings that may not be easy. In the mind of someone who plays with emotions, this year may bring discomfort, because honesty and kindness prevail over lies and superficiality.

In stable relationships, 2026 may bring a shift toward marriage, engagement, or expanding the family. But if a partnership lacks a solid foundation, worries and problems will surface – or such relationships may end this year. However, since the energy is more grounded, even less stable couples will try to find common ground before making final decisions. This is not a year of shouting, aggression, or crying – it is a year of maturing and realizing your own worth.

	Self-love also takes on a specific tone. We perceive ourselves as beings functioning in this world regardless of what happens to the neighbor or a colleague at work. Gossip no longer amuses or attracts us, because in 2026 we long to turn our attention inward. Self-love is stronger. I am grateful for such a year, when more people, according to astrology, will realize their own value and strength.

	Family relationships will also mostly be supported. Honesty stands in the foreground of the year, and that’s why family relationships will go through longer and more sincere conversations. The family circle will be stronger, and many people will look for the feeling of anchoring and happiness precisely within their home. Honesty prevails, and when joined by the willingness to address things deeply, an essence of love is created from the purest ingredients. Strong relationships will grow stronger. Weaker relationships may go through renewal or collapse. In 2026, love takes the shape of a quiet but persistent strength that does not rely only on flashy, superficial gestures, but on everyday effort and mutual support.

	This year will also affect other areas of our life. In health, changes will happen too, because we can see an active effort to stabilize one's lifestyle. With more love for oneself comes more care. In 2026 we no longer seek quick fixes for healing. We understand that miracle cures have only one miraculous power – to take money from our account. We understand that health is mostly the result of long-term healthy habits, and with this understanding more people are beginning to work.

	With 2026, interest in healthy food and sustainability is growing. Simple food becomes the foundation of life for many people. Even those who love fast food will more often realize the negative consequences of such “nutrition” and try to end this habit. People are interested in a healthier lifestyle, which includes more nature, regular and quality sleep, and a sufficient drinking regime. The need to take better care of one’s own health and the health of loved ones grows stronger with each day.

	Many people will decide to go a new way and take better care of their mental well-being too. The astrological chart of 2026 suggests that reducing stress and letting go of harmful habits will be easier. Finally, more people will realize that resting without guilt is not a luxury – it is a personal responsibility. Helping us will be especially unwavering Mars, who stays strong all year. And of course, also Jupiter with his emotionally active energy. At the same time, supportive Venus will also be active, and until October she calls for adopting balance and kindness toward oneself.

	In career, anchoring means a return to stability and to values that are not temporary, but lasting. Many are reevaluating what is important to them in their work. Is it security, meaning, appreciation, or long-term growth? Questions about staying where you are, starting a business, or traveling abroad are a common part of this kind of astrological flow this year. We all expect something more from our work. We don’t want to just survive – we want to truly live, and we want to be seen and appreciated.

	The great news is that the astrology of 2026 allows us to learn a lot, to strengthen our skills, to deepen our expertise. Thanks to this, moving forward will be easier for those of us who decide to change our career path. But if we are changing something, this year we look for a path with lasting potential. In 2026, it is not a good idea to make decisions impulsively, not even when vibrating under more negative astrological energies that we feel inside as a sense of stagnation. Everything needs its own time, so even career changes should be gradual and well thought-out – that is the advice of this year’s astrology.

	With this year comes the time to fulfill old commitments and set a more sustainable financial plan. It is wise to educate ourselves more about finances. As 2026 gets underway, many of us will realize that without patience and thoughtfulness, our finances will not improve. In past years, each of us wanted MORE – money, property, clothes… This year, instead of aggressively chasing meaningless values, we learn to function more economically and to live contentedly with what we have. It is not a phase of giving up, but a phase of understanding the real values of life. An era of growing up.

	So, dear signs, the astrological chart from which I read the yearly prediction for 2026 clearly shows that we are close to a pleasant sense of grounding and inner certainty. I will not lie to you – personal transformation and the journey through your soul is not always an easy process. But I guarantee you that at the end of this process, however shadowed it may be, there is that beautiful white rose waiting for us to come close and breathe it in. A rose that represents the cleansing of the soul, the stabilization of life, and the realization of what truly has meaning and what is only a lie of this world. If you are making big decisions in 2026 and have a feeling deep inside that you are not walking the right path, lean on this question – “Does this path make sense to me?”

	The meaning of this year lies in the feeling that what we are doing, we are doing right. That who we are is a reflection of our soul – not of others’ expectations. The essence of this year is the ability to tell the difference between feelings and energies of real value and those that are just shallow expectations or fabrications of the masses aimed at bending our lives and decisions. Authenticity matters! Let us show who we are and what inner beauty we hold. Let us perceive beauty in simplicity and learn to enjoy the beauty of the present moment.

	The year 2026 is like an old, wise thinker who, at the end of his life – just before getting a second chance – asks: “Why didn’t I enjoy life more while I still could? Why did I chase after something that never existed and forget to love, to laugh, and to truly live?” Give yourself a second chance too! In 2026, do not forget to experience life with more tolerance and joy – with more kindness, not locked in fear and worries. That is the message of this year’s anchoring!

	

	

	How is the year 2026 different from 2025 and 2027?

	The year 2026, in its astrological composition, differs from the years 2025 and 2027 in that it represents a transitional period of anchoring and stabilization. When I look at the astrology of 2025, I see that stronger impulses for change were dominant.

	People in 2025 most likely made more decisive choices. We were closer to an impulsive world and the process of experimenting with many life questions. This effect of 2025 was typical for Uranus and Pluto, which was settling into the sign of Aquarius. But it was also influenced by expansive Jupiter and the 54-day retrograde Mars, which changed a lot and triggered sudden impulses in people’s decision-making processes. 2025 was a more dynamic year, in which we also took steps without results.

	The dominant themes of 2025 were connected to Pluto in Aquarius, and important collective questions began to appear. We wanted to change things, and we felt restless more often. Pluto was still stabilizing in Aquarius, but in 2026 it will already be firmly anchored in this sign. You can read more about Pluto’s path through Aquarius in my other book Horoscope of Pluto 2023–2044. It is a book full of engaging insight into how the world will change by 2044 according to astrology – and how Pluto will affect each zodiac sign.

	Unlike the year 2025, the year 2026 offers space for slowing down and reassessing which of the new paths truly makes sense to us. Naturally, we focus on the long-term building of our life. It is a year when planets gather in strong earth and fire signs, repeatedly forming powerful aspects between Mars, Jupiter, and Saturn. Astrology like this is a time for constructive thinking, anchored living, and patient action.

	Throughout the entire year, Saturn in Aries plays a key role, which can be considered the most important aspect of the year. It teaches us that courage without structure is not enough. We must go step by step, so that we build not only quickly, but above all on strong foundations. A return to roots will be typical for this year. We move from beautiful ideas to what we are able to sustain – and to what can be built upon.

	The year 2027 expects further release. It will likely carry the theme of opening doors to the world. Astrologically, I see more movement, expansion, and dynamics in the chart of 2027. I see it especially through Jupiter and Saturn, which gradually move away from strict aspects and give us more space for growth and new beginnings. The year 2026 anchors, and the year 2027 will be about the next journey. It will create new strength, a clearer vision, and give us the ability to take risks. The energy will begin to move more, and the world will receive more courage and the ability to change what no longer works.

	The key themes of the previous, current, and following year will be ruled by different energies.

	
		Year 2025: Searching, experimenting, trials, and turbulent waters.

		Year 2026: Anchoring, building strong foundations, stabilizing values and priorities.

		Year 2027: Reopening, expansion, and the courage to move beyond the horizon of what has been known until now.



	If we want to sail, we must first design the ship, pay for it, and build it (year 2025), then anchor it in the harbor, check the direction, and repair any cracks (year 2026), and only then can we set sail on the next great journey (year 2027). Such a great difference is what astrology predicts for these years.

	

	

	What is the most dominant aspect of the year and how will it affect us?

	Many aspects of the year will be important. But if I, as an astrologer, had to choose just one – the most dominant – I would definitely choose the long-term transit of Saturn through the sign of Aries. In 2026 it is complemented by several repeated conjunctions and trines between the Sun, Jupiter, and Mars. With a quiet but unyielding voice, Saturn in Aries leads all signs toward responsibility and self-control.

	In 2026 we need something meaningful and solid. Thanks to Aries energy – but also the stability of other aspects – we are able to go after our dreams with patience and courage. We are not afraid to begin, and the whole process unfolds step by step. The energy of Saturn in Aries is very strong throughout the year and will influence not only the global development of the year but also each zodiac sign individually.

	Saturn in Aries will affect us on multiple levels of energy and planning. It acts as an anchor for dreams and visions and transforms them into realism. Imagine you have an idea, a desire, a dream, or a vision. You’ve been thinking about it for a long time, but you haven’t taken the first step – just talked and dreamed. But with Saturn in Aries, this year you create a real plan and find the courage to make the first move. And you will persist until it happens, even if the plan moves slowly.

	Aries sparks the kind of fire that we were missing in making our plans real. It also supports motivation and the desire to start again. Saturn, at the same time, watches over us to make sure we do not give up after the first failure. I consider this astrological combination the dominant force of the year – because we endure even after setbacks and try again even if things weren’t perfect on the first attempt. Such support is an incredible gift from astrology for the year 2026.

	Saturn in Aries is this year mostly a bearer of positive energy. In some signs, it can spark a strong desire for responsibility. If something is not clear, Saturn in Aries will push us to clear the air. But we don’t deal with tension only through emotion – we also bring in rules and set boundaries, which may have been missing in our relationships before, causing misunderstandings.

	Saturn guides us in the right direction and shows that systematic work on anything – relationships, money, work, health – has great meaning. Quick success, unfortunately, should not be expected this year. But victories will surely come, only step by step – yet more lasting. In our personal lives, Saturn in Aries may motivate us to confront fear and self-doubt. Saturn shows us our weak spots and teaches inner strength. It says we must not give up, even after initial failure.

	Some moments of the year may not be easy, but precisely a difficult moment can bring us a feeling of pride. So the most dominant aspect of the year, according to my chart for this year, is Saturn in Aries – teaching us that courage and passion must be anchored in discipline and patience. Saturn in Aries can take us much further this year than we are able to imagine at the beginning of it.

	MONTH-BY-MONTH HOROSCOPE 2026

	According to astrology, this year will gently slow us down and strengthen what we have already set in motion in the past. We return to the essence of our being and to the dreams we abandoned because of problems and obstacles. With some plans, we start again, this time more thoughtfully. The year 2026 is not a time for quick changes, but for steady building and inner harmony. We put emphasis on stability and enjoy more balance in life.

	Throughout the months of 2026, aspects will form that repeatedly bring us back to questions of faith and our personal path. Each month predicts a different flow of energy and a different form of astrology. Many months will give us the chance to understand and solidify things.

	Months in which the Sun dominates in earth and fire signs will set actions in motion that lead to meaningful outcomes. During the time when the Sun is in air and water signs, we learn to trust our intuition, communicate clearly, and become more sensitive and emotionally aware. All year long, we try to listen to others and, at the same time, to listen to ourselves.

	The following horoscope will show you how energy shifts month by month. I will not focus only on the movement of the Sun through each sign, but also on how important planetary aspects affect us — conjunctions, oppositions, trines, and retrograde phases. The months of 2026 will bring moments of inner tension as well as moments of relief and joy as things start falling into place.

	In the lines ahead, you will find an overview that may help you plan important steps — whether in work, relationships, finances, or personal growth. With me, follow month by month when it is the right time to act, when it is better to pause and wait, and when the days come that may lead you toward major decisions.

	Since each month carries a different energy, in the following horoscopes I will cover the overall energy of each month, its most striking aspects, and which sign will feel the dominant energy the most. Day by day, I will highlight the most important aspects and how they show up in the lives of each zodiac sign. I will also explain which aspect is the strongest. In the spirit of this year’s energy — gradual and patient — I now want to tell you this forecast as well. In connection with the year 2026 and its astrology, I will explain the astrology of each month step by step in the sections ahead.

	 

	January Horoscope 2026

	January 2026 calls all zodiac signs to order. All aspects in the monthly astrological calculation suggest maturity, and so the first month of the year is full of wisdom and new decisions. We do not decide under pressure, but because we can. The energy of January is very pleasant, because right from the beginning, aspects appear that help us notice the present moment and find joy even in the small things.

	January draws us all toward purity. Inner harmony unfolds within our soul, like the beauty of a flower blooming under the warmth of the spring sun. This is what January 2026 feels like. It is full of hope and love and sets in motion a swirl of new possibilities to cleanse our inner karma and soul. From the very beginning of the month, thanks to Mercury, we feel our thoughts aligning into one clear and steady line.

	At the start of the year, Mercury offers us discipline and the ability to name clearly everything that has remained unclear until now. Postponed plans begin to take real form in the first days of January. The beginning of the month is highly focused. We write down our desires, sort our successes and failures. We long for order, which we create not only within ourselves but also in our surroundings.

	When Mercury moves through the sign of Capricorn and they influence each other, it brings every sign the need to organize their thoughts. Everything we have been postponing now demands attention. We need to tend to our responsibilities, that is certain, but it feels easier now, without heaviness or resistance. Mercury supports our relationship with completing plans, and we can finally bring to life the ideas that until now only existed on paper. With Mercury in Capricorn, our words in January are sharp, but also clear and deeply valuable.

	We are able to name our desires clearly and do so without hesitation. What we can name, we can claim and fight for. This kind of authenticity is very welcome and helps us bring harmony both within ourselves and with those around us. Our karma responds with joy to the energy that arrives in the first days of 2026. We know we can begin working toward our desires. We can cry out from our lungs what we long for, and the universe strongly supports us in keeping our resolutions.

	The first more significant astrological aspect of January is connected to the watery nature of Cancer. On January 3, the first full moon of 2026 takes place, and it will not be an ordinary one. It is already special by the fact that the Moon enters this beautiful and meaningful phase while in its own home — in the sign of Cancer. The Moon is at home, where it feels the same way we do after a long day. At home, we usually feel safe, loved, accepted, and at peace.

	This is exactly how the Moon feels in Cancer on January 3, and it offers us all these beautiful feelings of being accepted and fulfilled. Things around this aspect happen naturally. What we promised ourselves long ago, we now begin to fulfill. January 3 is a meaningful day that offers an incredibly warm feeling. 	However, we must be aware of the other face of the Full Moon in Cancer, because this phase reveals the truth we try to hide. It brings to light what has been unspoken. We see places where we have been too attached or overly accommodating. If we are walking through life in contradiction to our own beliefs, we feel clearly that this path must change. With the Full Moon in Cancer on January 3, old and quiet grievances begin to unravel. They no longer belong in our hearts.

	The first full moon of the year is incredibly powerful for performing white magic rituals. You can find more about these rituals in my separate book White Magic Rituals for 2026, where you will discover the strongest and most important rituals of the year. This book also includes a complete list of the year’s key lunar events. It is a book full of magic, designed to help each person find more stability and contentment. Do not overlook the rituals for love or abundance, for example. But now, let me return to the January horoscope.

	January is not lacking in other significant aspects. In the monthly chart of transits, there are many influences that reach into our lives. The Sun in connection with Venus brings on January 6 a time of joyful mood. Relationships that require more attention begin to call out to us. Love now needs care and gentleness. Some moments of this day may be euphoric, full of joy and kindness. Love more today, hold nothing back when it comes to hugs or kisses. Venus in Capricorn now supports meaningful, lasting love.

	Two days later, on January 8, the connection between Venus and Mars awakens the courage to act. Fear fades away thanks to a powerful astrological field, and we are no longer afraid to act or make decisions. The first days of January are an excellent time to say and do everything that has been sleeping in our minds for years. When this beautiful alignment is joined by the Sun–Mars conjunction on January 9, we feel unwavering confidence. We do not hesitate, wondering whether we are allowed to act. 	Around January 9 and 10, the positive energy drops suddenly and threatens each zodiac sign in a specific area of life. Three strong oppositions occur between Capricorn and Cancer, shaking up our emotions and our plans.
