The Convention on the Grant of European Patents—widely known as the European Patent Convention (EPC)—is a foundational legal treaty concluded in Munich on 5 October 1973 and in force since 7 October 1977. It established the European Patent Organisation, comprising the European Patent Office and the Administrative Council, and set out a regional system for examining and granting patents. Administered and published in consolidated editions by the European Patent Organisation, the text belongs to the genre of public international law instruments, providing the legal framework for a centralised grant procedure that yields effects in the Contracting States.
