    Chapter 2: B&W DB1

    Beauty, Power & Control

    The DB1 impresses us with its features, performance and processing. According to B&W, it is the most fascinating subwoofer ever produced by Bowers & Wilkins. We wanted to check if this is true and therefore relentlessly tested the new bass master flagship from the English speaker experts.
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    Technology

    “You should give the integration of a subwoofer a little eagerness to experiment and a lot of time.” This maxim was valid until today when you wanted to get the optimum performance out of your bassist. But this should come to an end now, because the DB1 from B&W is equipped with a high-quality microphone as well as highest-quality technology and an intelligent room adaptation, which ensure a perfect performance in every environment and in interaction with every speaker system. No wonder that I could hardly wait for the subject that received a lot of laurels in advance to be delivered.

    Installation/Room adaptation

    When I finally received the call that the DB1 from B&W had arrived, I got there immediately and took the 50kg bolide into our test theater. Arriving there, I unpack it and am immediately in for a surprise, because besides an impressive and at the same time very chic subwoofer, I find a lot of equipment in form of an illustrated user manual, a high-quality measuring microphone, an external USB sound card and all required cables for the „perfect installation“ promised by B&W. After the installation and a simple connection to my little netbook, I start downloading the so-called SubApp that Bowers & Wilkins provide for free on their homepage for every DB1 user. I want to emphatically point out that there are only two USB ports and no RS232 interface is required for the connection to the netbook, like mistakenly claimed in other publications. And this all works very quick, because already after a few minutes, the download is finished, the software is installed (automatically) and the program is running. After confirming the connection and placing the microphone in the reference position, the software asks me to start the first test phase with a click. When you follow this instruction, you can hear a sinusoidal tone for a few seconds after a while; this procedure has to be repeated seven times in different listening positions in the theater. What sounds complicated is indeed very simple in reality, can be executed within a few minutes due to the perfect menu guidance and delivers valuable information about the room to the intelligent DSP unit in the heart of the DB1; the information is immediately analyzed after the measuring procedure and thereof the optimum correction filter for a perfect bass performance is calculated.
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
