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          Chapter 2: History of the Paralympics




          Origins and Early Years




          The roots of the Paralympic Games can be traced back to the aftermath of World War II, a time when nations around the world were grappling with the rehabilitation of injured soldiers. One of the most significant figures in this early period was Dr. Ludwig Guttmann, a German-born neurologist who fled to England to escape Nazi persecution. In 1944, Guttmann was appointed to head the Spinal Injuries Unit at Stoke Mandeville Hospital in Aylesbury, England, where he introduced the revolutionary idea of using sport as a form of therapy for his patients.




          Recognizing the physical and psychological benefits of sport, Dr. Guttmann organized the first Stoke Mandeville Games on July 29, 1948, coinciding with the opening of the London Olympics. These Games, which featured 16 injured servicemen and women competing in archery, marked the beginning of what would eventually become the Paralympic Movement. The success of this event led to its annual continuation, gradually attracting participants from other hospitals and, eventually, other countries.




          The international nature of these Games was first realized in 1952, when Dutch veterans joined the British participants, turning the Stoke Mandeville Games into an international competition. This event laid the groundwork for the establishment of the Paralympic Games as an international sporting event for athletes with disabilities.




          Evolution of the Games




          The evolution of the Paralympic Games from a small rehabilitation event to a global sporting spectacle is a testament to the growing recognition of the athletic potential and rights of people with disabilities. The first official Paralympic Games took place in Rome in 1960, featuring 400 athletes from 23 countries. These Games, held shortly after the Olympic Games, were exclusively for athletes with spinal cord injuries. They included eight sports: archery, athletics, dartchery (a combination of darts and archery), snooker, swimming, table tennis, wheelchair basketball, and wheelchair fencing.
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
