They

are crystal clear and aqua blue. Many kinds of plants

and animals live inside this tropical

(TRAH-pih-kul)

sea.
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The Caribbean Sea has the second largest coral reef

(KOR-ul REEF)

in the world. It stretches from Mexico

to Honduras

(hahn-DUR-us)

. Reefs are stony

underwater walls. They are made by groups of small

animals called corals.

Reefs look like a flower garden under the sea. The

walls and the creatures that live there are mostly

bright colors like blues, yellows, reds, and oranges.

Tiny underwater plants called algae

(AL-jee)

give the

walls their color. Sponges, fish, clams, and worms add

to the colorful mix. Coral reefs are busy with life!
