If we remain humble and teachable, we will not be deceived by sin. We will continually repent and trust in Christ’s sacrifice for our salvation. On the other hand, if we refuse to acknowledge our sin, we will get lost in pride and self-sufficiency.


As a grandmother, you can display how to walk in humility. Your grandchildren will see you continuously relying on Christ’s sanctification in your life.
