Gregg

You people love playing games. I only play along to satisfy myself and I wish there was another way to do that. This is what you wanted, this is what everybody wants to see from me. The killer, the crazed maniac. You all like it.

Cole

I’m sure not too many people enjoy witnessing your mania, especially those who dealt with it in your past. I feel as though we’ve wasted far too much time with our babbling and it’s time we move onto the truth. We’ll be beginning with how you became the man you are today and why it happened. When and where were you born Mr.Thorton?

Gregg

I was born on October 30th, 1961, in Tampa Florida.

Cole

People are now aware that this is your real birthday and that you’ve constantly given fake ones in your interviews. You have never appeared to be a stupid man and I’m sure you knew people would eventually gather the truth. With that being said, why did you choose to lie about when you were born?

Gregg

It was my intention to continue the lying for years to come and give the runaround to whomever for as long as I could. But to my displeasure, the authorities aren’t all that incompetent. They managed to very slowly uncover who I really am and the things I’ve done. Which is why I am speaking with the likes of you. I don’t ever want anybody to think they found a thing on me, no one will ever have that satisfaction. None of my so-called victims will discover the truth in a pleasant way. I will tell it all every time the police or anybody thinks they have something.

Cole

Do find comfort and pleasure in prolonging the grief or suffering of the families left behind?

Gregg

Isn’t that obvious? I didn’t commit my crimes to make people happy and I damn sure wouldn’t be pleasing them now. They want to make themselves out to be victims, then I’ll help them along the way. 

Cole

Like I stated before, the truth about you is and has been uncovered. Providing clarity on who you are and why you’ve chosen to be this person. Your upbringing very clearly played a major role in the man I’m speaking with today. What was the state of your parents' marriage at the time of your birth?

Gregg

I was born only a few months after my mother decided to separate from my father before I was even born. They were far from the middle of their divorce. My mother was set on breaking up a family and my father was working to put it back together. They were in a horrible place and my birth made it no better. 

Cole

To an extent that is the truth, but it is obviously the truth you choose to believe. Your father is long gone, but your mother was still living upon your capture. Allowing her to partially piece together your early years and unfortunately she could provide no clarity on the decades after. But in her statements she claims your father was abusing her while they dated, continuing into the marriage and even harming her during the divorce. Who informed you of your parents' relationship journey?

Gregg

My father. He would always tell me things and he made sure I knew what kind of woman she was. The only reason she couldn’t destroy me as she mostly did my father is because I had him to give me the truth. 

Cole

From your father’s and your perspective, why were your parents divorcing?

Gregg

Because my mother wasn’t the woman she claimed to be prior to marriage. She deceived my father and led him on in order to get his money. My father lived off of family wealth and I did the same once he died. My mother was a gold digger willing to lie through her teeth for whatever she wanted and it unfortunately worked in her favor.

Cole

So you don’t believe that your father ever abused your mother shanice?

Gregg

Oh no, I know he abused her. But she asked for it with all of her lying, my father was hitting her in an effort to change her character. As a child in school, I was hit with rulers by nuns when I acted out or misspoke. My mother was hit by my father when showed her true colors. Oftentimes people learn best when they have to feel the consequences of what they’ve said or done.

Cole

Why were you and your father the “chosen” ones to beat women into conforming? 

Gregg

Don’t be an ass. I was never the “chosen one and neither was my father, you people have a habit of trying to make a mockery out of me. I’m not a messiah, fuck the jokes all right. My father and I were the only men willing to punish as needed, while other men let women walk over them. We didn’t take it and that’s why people don’t like me, because no woman could use me as she pleased. I’m a real man.

Cole

It’s easy for myself and many others to piece together what kind of man raised you. Just by how you’ve behaved all throughout your life, a person can come up with a description of you. But it is very obvious that you think differently of your father, by way of his stories. In your own words, what kind of man was your father, Daniel Thorton?

Gregg

He was a great man, my inspiration and the person who taught me everything. My father was a wise man and had my mother followed her life could’ve been much better. She missed out on a soldier, her greed kept her from prospering. I am the son of the only real man to ever exist. He was truly one of a kind.

Cole

Do you consider your father to have been a violent man?

Gregg

His violence only ever happened when needed and the person receiving it should’ve gotten their shit together. As I did, my father did before me. He didn’t raise his hand unless necessary. So no, my father was not a violent man.

Cole

As the public knows, you are bipolar and a recently diagnosed schizophrenic. Not many, but some of your episodes and breakdowns are documented for people to view. You’ve not only gotten your fathers “beliefs”, but you also have his mental disorders. Do you have any knowledge of your father experiencing hallucinations and or blackout episodes from his disorders?

Gregg

That wasn’t something he told me about if it was happening. But my father told me about people using his diagnosis against him and saying he was crazy among other things. He would tell me that his truth was rarely heard due to his diagnosis. I can understand that and I’ve always fully understood my father. People often assume I can’t form thoughts or take in what’s happening due to being bipolar. It’s easy for people to discredit me based on what some doctor has to say about me. 

Cole

How old was your father when he was diagnosed?

Gregg

Sometime as a child, my grandmother forced medication down his throat. She tried to make my father feel like he wasn’t normal and needed to be “sedated” in order to be amongst people. If she had been a better mother, my father would've known to run from a woman like my mother.

Cole

Was your father taking medication as a grown man or did he refrain from helping to control his disorders?

Gregg

He believed that there was nothing to control, he felt that his so-called disorders helped him see the truth about people. My father found clarity through his supposed unstable mental state. He helped me do the same and from childhood I was able to be who I truly needed to be. Taking care of things others were afraid to handle, I got rid of people who never really deserved to be here.

Cole

Taking from things your mother has said, your father often exhibited serious paranoia. She stated that he tended to create scenarios, thought people were against him, called himself Jesus and heard voices. Her statements always included her saying that she was constantly in fear of her life. Not knowing which Daniel she might get on any given day. Though he died when you were 16, you still spent time with your father. From your own accounts, if any. How far did your father’s paranoia go?

Gregg

I have to painfully admit that I did sometimes witness him speaking to himself. He would be having full blown conversations and staring at a wall like it was a person. But he told me that there was someone there, not a real person and he said he knew that they weren’t real. The person was giving his clarity and helping him find the truth. My father told me that the person was the one who figured out my mother was a liar. So it may seem paranoid, but he was seeing very clearly as far as I remember.

Cole

You believe your mental illness provides you with more mental clarity than you might’ve had not being diagnosed?

Gregg

I am not ill, there’s nothing sickly about me or my father to be clear. But I guess you are correct. My supposed problems have allowed me to see the world much differently than most. My mind is not cluttered with nonsense.

Cole

It has been more than evident through our short talk so far and previous interviews, that you deeply feel this way about your mental state. I fear that if we continue on the topic we’ll be moving in a circle. To avoid that, I believe it’s best to move forward through the other topics. 

Gregg

I’ve been clear on my mental state and no doctor is going to make me feel different. You people always go in a circle because you can’t handle the things I say. You’d rather try to prove me wrong or crazy. We can change the subject, but that won’t change anything I’ve ever said to anybody.

Cole

I understand that’s how you feel and that you’re stuck in what you believe to be the truth. You’re entitled to an opinion. Moving forward, what was the final verdict of your parents divorce?

Gregg

My father never got a prenup or anything and my mother was able to get half what he had at the time. Luckily for him, he didn’t inherit any money yet and she got none of it. My mother was awarded sole custody of me and my father was allowed supervised visitation once a week.

Cole

With that being made clear, your mother stated despite the custody situation your father still had you for weeks at a time. Telling people that he threatened to kill you and her if she ever contacted police. She said he’d take you and promise to cut you into pieces if she told anyone. Keep in mind your mother did in fact contact authorities a few times and has evidence to back her claims. Do you believe those are the actions of a stable man?

Gregg

It’s so funny how you all try to make my father out to be a villain and the person responsible for my own actions. I’ve acted as a free man and I have always made my own decisions. Those were the actions of a man who had his son taken from him by an evil whore. The actions of a father trying to ensure his son was properly raised.

Cole

Knowing that your father had threatened your life as a child many times, would usually make someone think differently about their father. He essentially used you to punish your mother. Punishing her for nothing and taking a lot. Has it never angered you that your father was willing to take your life in an effort to hurt your mother?

Gregg

He did what was necessary to see his son, my father wouldn’t have killed me. He had plenty of opportunities to and my mother did say she contacted the police. My father didn’t make good on his promise, he only said it to get as much time with me as possible.

Cole

Are you making an assumption or did your father tell you this before his death?

Gregg

No he didn’t tell me this. You can call it an assumption all you want, but I knew my father. Though my mother tried to take him to a horrible space, he did not allow her to take him there completely. My father was not going to kill me and he never would’ve. We understood each other and the way things were supposed to be.

Cole

Obviously you were 6 and under when your father was taking, so I don’t expect you to remember much from then. Mr.Thorton I’d just like you to describe from the best of your knowledge, what that time you spent with your father consisted of.

Gregg

All I recall is learning, he taught me about the truly bad people in the world. Women who created families and left them when they wanted something or someone else. He told me all about selfish people, degenerates.

Cole

Did you ever witness your father get violent with any of the women he was with after your mother?

Gregg

Yes, but as I’ve stated far too many times already those women were asking for it. You don’t get to step out of line and not face any sort of consequences, my father made sure they knew that. Women have a place and men have a place, they did not stay in theirs.

Cole

You’ve already explained in previous conversations, that women are meant to do certain things men don’t have to. You briefly explained what those things were and why you believe in it. I’d like you to now tell us where a woman’s place is supposed to be.

Gregg

In the home with her family, that’s how it’s always meant to be. At a point in time, women obliged that and did nothing but care for the families they created. Now it is different. Women feel the need to be gone all hours of the day, working for some career they’ve consumed themselves with. My mother, like so many other selfish women, took from their family to give to themselves. The women of today like to call it misogynistic of me to say this. Like it’s so wrong to want a real wife and mother for your children, not someone who will walk away if it’s not exactly what she wants. 

Cole

So you’ve followed “traditions” from the 20s to 60s when looking for the women you supposedly desired?

Gregg

No, I followed my father. Where his beliefs came from is something only he can tell you and I am unable to provide any answers. But if that is the case, he was thinking clearer than I thought.

Cole

Did any of those ex girlfriends of your father call the police and have him arrested?

Gregg

Yes. My father has a long criminal record from those women cowering and calling the police rather than changing. But you know this, as his past has been made public many times to further the agenda on me.

Cole

How many times was he arrested because your mother alerted police to his erratic and violent behavior?

Gregg

Too many times for me to remember. I do know that it went on up until his death and my mother had it out for him til the end. She wanted him put away and out of my life for as long as possible. So she called and called even more, with no remorse for how she made him feel. the man she was supposed to love for the rest of her life.

Cole

Did you often witness your father getting arrested and being taken away?

Gregg

Yes. My mother really had no mercy and had him taken from me numerous times as I witnessed it.

Cole

Your child from the sounds of it was far too much for a child to be seeing. A young mind surely couldn’t have been able to fully understand both sides properly. It also didn’t help that your father was turning you against your mother and telling you absurd things. After witnessing your father get arrested so many times, was that when your hatred for your mother and or women in general began?

Gregg

I hated my mother as a young boy, but I’m not sure where it exactly began. Her arresting my father whenever she wanted to just pushed the hatred along. But I do not and have never hated all women. You people want that to be true, if it was that’d help you guys make me a monster and not a man who wanted what he should’ve gotten. My problem lies with women who desert their families and step out of their place.

Cole

Clearly today you are heavily influenced by your father and often imitate the kind of man he once was. Unfortunately for everyone you’ve ever come in contact with, your father is your hero. Him being your hero obviously started as a child and grew as time went on. How early after realizing he’s your hero, did you begin to mirror his erratic and violent behaviors?

Gregg

I can’t recall my age or when it happened, but I know I was definitely very little. It’s very easy for me to remember my mother calling me a problem child and telling my therapist that my troubles began before I was even in school. So I'd say my father taught me the right way to behave early on and I acted as I was supposed to not long after. You call it unfortunate, as does everyone else, While I know that my father set me on the right path and it was my mother trying to put me in another direction.

Cole

What did your early troubles consist of before you did the unthinkable to your little sister?

Gregg

My mother, teachers, my therapist and neighbors would tell you that I often berated children. They said I used foul language, told me that I beat on kids my age and older. I was the kid that bit the other children. My father would always tell me to express myself and that sometimes violence needed to be the answer. When children angered me in any way, I would make it a point to follow what my father said.

Cole

Your father was telling you things that he shouldn’t have even been thinking about. Poisoning your mind with delusions and allowing you to believe that his violence could somehow be justified. Though we don’t know if your father ever murdered someone, it’s safe to assume that he could’ve. With everything he told you, your father set you on the path of killing. What I’d like to know is, when did you first start thinking about killing a person and or animal?
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
