	Page Header and Page Numbers


All pages of an APA-style document must include a page number in the top right corner.


	
Use Arabic numerals (1, 2, 3, etc.).


	The title page is page 1.

	
There is no need for a running head unless you are submitting for publication (in which case a shortened title may be used in the header of professional papers).




For student papers, only the page number is required in the header—no running head.

	Title Page Layout
