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Introduction

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The Ravings of a Madman

We live in a world where we have been taught to be skeptical. We've been taught to be distrustful of each other and that's the point. 

Why? 

Why is that so propagated and encouraged in our society? We've been around for so long. I know it's a blip. A blink of an eye in the history of the universe and the planet, but we're smart enough. We've been around long enough to figure out that the way our world works and the systems that we live under are not practical or beneficial to the largest number of people. Not to the regular citizens, only the very few in charge and those in charge politically are influenced by money from large businesses. For example, it's quite obviously a conflict of ethics and morals to have a politician elected to lead people and look out for their best interest, after having their election campaign funded by a business that profits from selling to those people. It's a clear cut case of conflict of interests and the only reason you might disagree, the only reason you might see it another way is because you have been conditioned and trained to believe that it's OK, but it's not. 
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
