WALTER WOODWORTH4 (WOODWARD), THOMAS3
WOODWORTH, HUGH2 WOODWARD-WOODWORTH, RALPH1 WOODWARD) was born
Monday, September 28, 1891 in Detroit, Wayne County, Michigan; and
died Wednesday, August 4th of 1976 in Tacoma, Washington. She lived
for over 85 years, and witnessed many marvelous things: from the
horse and buggy days to a man landing on the moon.

 


Tragedy occurred early in her life. When
Florence was only 10 months old an epidemic of Cholera took the
life of her mother. Details of her early years are contained under
the Generation 12 Chapter, along with information on her family
life with her father Lewis. At the age of 19 Florence married
WILLIAM LACY HOLMES on Wednesday, September 21, 1910 in Oakland
County, Michigan. Bill Holmes was the son of EDWARD HOLMES and
CAROLINE CASE. Their marriage was in the same year that Thomas
Edison demonstrated the first talking motion picture, which
fascinated the entire American public. Bill Holmes was born on
August 16, 1892, and died at the age of 75 on Thursday, September
28th of 1967.

 


It is likely that Flo first encountered Bill
at his family owned Meat Market while she was purchasing groceries.
According to Aileen Holmes, Florence’s granddaughter, in her youth
Flo became a cook for field workers, and various farm hands. Bill’s
grandfather, E.C. Holmes, had a well known Meat Market for many
years located in the Novi, and Walled Lake area. It is likely that
in Bill’s youth he worked at the market to help out his
grandfather, and met Flo when she came into the shop.
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The Holmes families are validated Michigan
pioneers. William “Bill” Holmes great grandfather, Cleveland
Holmes, bought 40 acres of land east of Walled Lake in 1838. This
area is immediately southwest of the corner of Haggerty Road and 14
Mile Road. Five years after the purchase Cleveland died on
September 22, 1843. He is buried at the Richardson Cemetery outside
of Union Lake, Michigan. Betsy, his wife, lived another 22 years
and died on June 2nd of 1865. She is buried next to Cleveland.
